London, ,.iy 2.—a campaign te
promote thrift among British school
children, similar to the movement al-
ready established in Germany, is to be
inaugurated by teachers in the ele-
mentary schools by direction of the
Board of Education. According to
the circular issued by the Board the
facilities for saving are to be provided
and pupils are to be told of desira-
bility .of subscribing to the war loan.

‘Teachers should make clear,” says
the circular, “that everyone who “can
save even so small a sum as five shill-
ings has an opportunity of contribut-
ing to the loans.”

Reginald McKenna, Chancellor of
the Exchequer, speaking at a meeting
last night to urge economy to pro-
mote the loan said:

“The people of this country have
got to learn that in our present cir-
cumstances parsimony becomes the
highest virtue; a lump of sugar not
consumed, bread which is not wasted
and a cigar or cigaret not smoked
means so much less imported foreign
goods which we can pay for only by
sending gold out of the country or
borrowing it. We must economize
if we are to endure.”

5 ENDED

Smith Has Been Senten-
ced to Death and .
Will Die.

—

London, July 2.—A verdict of guilty
was brought in by the jury yesterday
in the case of George Joseph Smith
who was charged with the murder of
three of his wives. It had been alleged
by the Crown that Smith had killc_d
his wives while they were in their
baths and had collected insurance
money on their lives.

Smith was sentenced to death.

“You will hang me betore you're
done, my Lord,” was Smith’s excited
outburst while Mr. Justice Scrutton
was summing up the case. The pris-
oner quickly followed with:

“You cannot hang me for murder;
I've done no murder. This is a dis-
grace to a Christian country.”

Smith’s first explosive utterance voi-
ced the general impression in the
crowded courtroom as Mr. Justice
Scrutton presented the court’s esti-
mate of facts for and against the pri-
soner. The judge told the jury that
while no direct evidence connecting
Smith with the death of Beatrice
Mundy, one of the three wives, with
the. murder of whom he was specifi-
cally charged, there was seldom any-
thing but circumstantial evidence in
cases of cold-blooded, calculated mur-

er.

OPPORTUNITY AND MOTIVE

The jury, continued the court, must
consider if Smith had opportunity and
motive. There was no doubt that he
had opportunity and if he gained by
the woman’s death the jury could
see the motive. Even then, continued
the justice, the jury might not be sure
whether the deaths were accidental or
designed, but if 1t were found that an
accident which benefitted the prisoner
happened a number of times they
could draw a strong inference that
so many accidents benefitting him
could not happen unless by design.

After Mr, Justice Scrutton conclud-
ed his summing up it took the jury
just twenty-two minutes to find a
verdict of guilty of murder against
Smith. Asked if he had anything to
say before sentence was passed, the
prisoner, who seemed dazed by the
verdict, took a full half minute before
showing that he realized the purport
of the question.

“I can only say I am not guilty,” he
finally said. He stared blankly at the
judge as he assumed the black cap,
but he bore the ordeal of the judge’s
brief address and subsequent pron-
ouncement of sentence grimly. Before
he was removed to the cells he thank-
ed Counsel Hall for what he had
done, adding: “I still have great con-
fidence in you and I shall bear up.”
He then walked firmly to the cells,

NO NEED FOR WARNING

Addressing the prisoner before pro-
nouncing sentence, the judge remark-
ed that he entirely concurred in the
verdict. He did not propose, he said,
to follow the practice of some judges
of warning the public against the re-
petition of such crimes or in exhort-
ing the prisoner to repentance,

“I don’t believe there is another
man in England,” the judge said,
‘who needs to be warned against the
commission cf such a crime, and to
exhort you to repentance would be a
waste of time.”

After passing sentence on Smith the
judge remarked that perhaps the jury
would be interested to know, as show-
ing that their verdict was right, that
there was evidence which had not been
presented in court to the effect that
the prisoner had gone through the
ceremony of marriage with two other
women, both of whom he had robbed
of considerable sums of money,

Bill Gets First Reading in French
Chamber Yesterday.

Paris, July 2.—The race problem
was raised in the chamber yesterday
by Deputy Diagne, representing Sene-
gal. The deputy submitted a bill ex-
tending the general laws regulating
military service in France to the
municipal communes of Saint Louis,
Dakar, Rufisque and Goree, who are
French citizens. “The Senegalese have
political rights,” said Diagne, “and it
is inconsistent that they are not also
given the privilege to bear their share
of the national burdens. Since Char.
leroi, my compatriots have paid ran.
som, and it is necessary that there
should not be any distinction between
France’s colonies.”

Despite the efforts of the Minister
of Colonies to postpone consideration
of the bill until the presentation of a
similar plan proposed by the cabinet,
sharp discussion ensued, during the
course of which Diagne said that unti]
we put an end to scandalous favorit-
ism, whereby the blacks, having poli-
tical rights are not called upon for
military service.

SBYNOPSIS OF CANADIAN NORTH«
WEST LAND REGULATIONS,

FINHE sole head of a family, or any male
over 18 years old, imay homestead a
quarter-section of available Dominion land
in Manitoba, Saskatchewan or Alberta. Ap-
plicant must appear in person at the Do-
minion Lands Agency or Sub-Agency for
the District. Entry by proxy may be madq
at any Dominion Lands Agency (but not
Sub-Agency), on certain conditiona_

Duties—Six months residence upon and
cultivation of the land in each of three
years. A homesteader may live within
nine miles of his homestead on a farm of
at least 80 acres, on certain conditions. .A
habitable house is required except where
residence is performed in the vicinity.

In certain districts a homesteader im
good standing may pre-empt a quarter-
section alongside his homestead. Price
$3.00 per acre.

Duties—Six months residence in each of
three years after earning homestead at-
ent; also 50 acres extra cultivation. re-
emption pateut may be obtained as soon ag
bomestead patent, on certain conditions.

A settler who has exhausted his home-
stead right may take a purchased home-
stead Ip certaln districts. Price $3.00 per
acre. Duties—Must reside six months im
each of three years, cultivate (0 acres and
erect a house worth $300.

The area of cultivation is subject to re-
duction in case of rough, scrubby or stony
land. Live stock may be substituted fes
cultivation under certain conditions.

On Dominion Day this veteran
Canadian statesman celebrated his
g4th birthday at Bexley Heath, near
London, where he is spending his last
days in well-earned retirement. He
does not, although frequently asked,
now participate in public events, but
his mental vigor still continues to be
remarkable, and he continues to tak:
a keen interest in Empire affairs. He
has descendants fighting at the front,
and during the course of an interview
remarked:—

“We knew, of course, it would be
so—that Canada would stand by the
Mother Country in any need; but it
is magnificent to see the way in which
all the outlying Dominions are taking
a share in the struggle.”

A REMINISCENCE

Recalled b;__Sir Charles Tupper
Celebrating His 94th
Birthday.

This hzppened nineteen years ago
so the telling of it doesn’t matter—or
in fact, hasn’t for somt time.

The celebration by Sir Charles Tup-
per of his g4th birthday recalls the
incident to mind.

It was in the year named that Sir
Charles, as Premier, was appealing
to the people in a general election,
and despite his then seemingly
great age—he was in his 76th
year—he personally conducted a
most vigorous campaign, going all
over the country and usually speak-
ing twice a day and sometimes more
often.

In this riding the fight was be-
tween the late Hon. Wm. Paterson
and Mr. Robert Henry, and from
the first it was a very fierce con-
flict with both sides realizing that the
result was likely to be close, as 1t
afterwards proved, Mr. Henry win-
ning out by less than a hundred.
However, there is no need to go
into results regarding that.

It was felt desirable that Sir Charles
should address a public meeting here
and the drill hall was secured for the
purpose.

The aged Premier, who was ac-
companied by Hon. Dr. Montague,
reached the Grand Trunk depot in his
special car, and was met by Mr.
Henry and others, of whom the writ-
er happened to be one. Sir Charles was
looking particularly fit and after the
usual handshakes the party were just
about to leave for the place of meet-
ing when the manager at that period
of one of the local banks, arrived at
the depot and asked to be introduced
to the veteran statesman, as he had
an important private communication
to make. The two withdrew to the
car and did not emerge for some fif-
teen minutes. When they re-appeared
the change in Sir Charles was most
marked. He had evidently received
some bad news, and looked the old
man, making the remark: “I’ve never
been so upset in my life.”

At the Armories he made a very
poor speech. Always a little too tond
of the personal pronoun, the I's were
there by the bushel, and it was prob-
ably the worst effort of his career, for
he was a magnificent orator even in
those days, and he lost the meeting.
It was saved by Dr. Montague, whom
most men who have had any oppor-
tunity of hearing public oratory, will
class as the best platform speaker in
Canada.

Neither Sir Charles nor the bank
manager, of course, ever disclosed the
nature of the message, and it will
probably never be known.

BRITISH LOSSES
AT DARDANELLES

The Naval and Military Casual-
ties to Date Total
Over 38,000.

London, July 2.—Premier Asquith
announced in the House of Commons
in the afternoon that the British naval
and military losses in killed, wound-
ed and missing in the operations
against the Dardanelles up to May
318t aggrerated 38,635 officers and
men. The figures showing the killed,
wounded and missing by officers and
men follow:—

Killed Wounded Missinx
Officers .. .. 495 1,134 92
Men .. .. .. 6,927 23,542 6,445
Total .. - 3. 7422 24,676

A compilation of all the British
casualty lists issued to date shows
that the proportion of killed to ‘in-
jured is 23.5 per cent. This is slight-
ly in excess of the percentage in the
Crimean and South African cam-
paigns. In the Russo-Turkish War,
however, the proportion was nearly
46 per cent.

The proportion of killed officers is
much higher than among men, reach-
ing in the present war a percentage
of 43.6.

GONSTABLE KERR
IANTS BACK AGA

“Once a Soldier, Always a Sol-
dier”—Has Been Offered
Sergeantcy.

6,537

High Constable Kerr has returned
from Toronto to which city he went
in response to a letter from the com-
manding officer of the Royal Canadian
Dragoons as follows:—

“I was asked by one of the officers
of the 7th C.M.R. on his way through
Toronto, to write you in connection
with joining the Depot Squadron,
Royal Canadian Dragoons. He told
me that you were anxious to continue
in active service, and we have vacan-
cies in this squadron for good men,
with excellent prospects of going
over seas at an early date, one draft
of 50 men having already been sent.”

On arrival the high constable was
cordially received and offered the
position of sergeant, as there was no
vacancy for anything higher up, al-
though he is a warrant officer. He has
two weeks in which to consider the
offer.

Kerr has seen active service before,
and has<the medals for two cam-
paigns—Egyptian war, 1882, and the
Soudan, 1884-5. His son, now at the
front, was wounded, but is now ‘in the
trenches again.

~ HURLED BACK

A Big German Offensive Met
With Failure.

London, July 2—Eighty thousand
Germans believed to have been under
the command of the Crown Prince,
were hurled back with great losses in
a sudden Teuton offensive in the
west, in the region of Verdun, ac-
cording to a despatch from Paris,

The German movement was pre-
ceded by a tremendous bombardment
which destroyed the entire first line
of French trenches. A hail of shells,
many of which contained asphyxiat-
ing gas, swept the French trenches,
destroying the wire entanglements,
and in many cases blowing up the
trenches themselves.

Then in close formation thousands
of Germans swept forward. The
French were forced to retreat hastily
from their first line of trenches, but
so well organized were their other
positions that the Germans were able
to advance no further, despite their
artillery preponderance. - Counter-at-
tack after counter-attack was direct-
ed against them until the French had
regained nearly all the lost ground.

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ThreeBritish
Steamers |
Are Sunk!

By Special Wire to the Ccurter.

London, July 2.~—~Three British
steamers, the Inglemoor, the Caucas-
ian and the Welbury, were torpedoed
and sunk to-day by a German subma-
rine. The crews of the Inglemoor and
the Caucasian were landed at Fal-
mouth, The crew of the Welbury is
safe.

The Caucasian, tne iargest of the
three vessels sent to the bottom by
the German submarine to-day, was a
tank steamer of 4,656 tons gross. On
her last eastern voyage across the At-
lantic she left Port Arthur May 12th
and Newport News May 20 for Dart-
mouth. She was 365 feet long, 49 feet
beam and 28 feet deep. She was built
at Sunderland, in 1899, and was owned
by the Petroleum Steamship Company
of London.

The Inglemoor, according to the
latest maritime records, left Bahia
Blanca, Argentina, March 31, bound
for Naples. She was of 4,331 gross
tons, and was built at Blyth in igr2.
She was 363 feet long, 51 feet beam,
and 27 feet deep. She was owned by
W .R. Runciman and Company of
London.

The Steamer Welbury left Kings-
ton, Jamaica May 22, by way of Ma-
tanzas, Cuba, June 8, for a port in the
United Kingdom. The Welbury was cf
3,501 tons gross and was built at West
Hartlepool, in 1907. She was 340 feet
long, 48 feet beam and 24 feet deep.
She was owned by the Burg Shipping
Company, Limited, of Hartlepool.

Mrs. Pankhurst explained at a mass
meeting held yesterday that the par-
ade was planned to impress the gov-
ernment and the nation with the de-
sire of women to be of service, and
she urged all women, suffragettes or
not, particularly the leisure and non-
producing classes, to participate.

“We want the vote first,’ cried sev-
eral women 'in the back of the hall, in
the course of Mrs. Pankhurst’s speech
to which she replied:

“I am glad that those ladies are in
the very small minority.”

GVES GAME: FIGHT

Surrenders ‘When Ship is Afire
~ and Engines Crippled.

—

Londoi, July 2—Captajn Trickey of
the British liner Armenian, in an in-

terview said {hat he only surrendered
to the German submarine when the
freighter was afire in three places
and after the ship’s engines had been
put out of action and a dozen mem-
bers of the crew had been killed by
shrapnel fire. Most of the members
of the crew who perished, Captain
Trickey said, were Americans.

“The submarine as a signal for us
to stop,” said Captain Trickey, “first
put a couple of shots over our bows
when we were four miles off.I put
my stern to him and ran for it.

“The submarine then began to shell
us in earnest, the shrapnel bursting
all around us, killing several of the
crew and knocking others overboard.
I soon realized that the enemy was
gaining on us, but I did not propose
to surrender without a struggle, but
my steering gear was hit and placed
out of commission. Then a shell fell
into the engife room and another
caried the Marconi house away. Still
another cut down the funnel and dis-
abled the stokers, preventing them
from keeping steam up. By this time
the ship was on fire in three places
and I decided to surrender. We had
resisted the enemy for an hour, and
twelve or thirteen men lay dead on
the deck.

“The submarine commander then
forced me to clear ship, and at seven
minutes past ¢ight the Armenian
went down, shattered by two tor-
pedoes. g

“I must say that the submarine
commander showed us every fairness
after we had given up, picking up
many of the crew, who, because of a
damaged boat, had fallen into the
water. -

“Most of the crew who perished
were Americans.”

Some of the lifeboats of the ves-
sel were shot away, but the others
were sufficient to accommodate the

Flowers Once In Fifty-five Years.

Certain species of bumboos flower
only once in about fifty-five years, and,
strangely enough, all the trees in a
locality flower about the same time.
Those in Burma began flowering last
year, and now they are all in blossom.
The last time this species flowered
was in 1859-60. They will now die,
and those that spring from the seeds
born of this flowering will take their
places and will not flower until about
1970. They may flower sporadically at
other times, but the seed does not ma-
ture, for the bamboo cannot fertilize
itself,—New York World.

Postage Stamps.

The American public consumes 40,-
000,000 postage stamps per day. By
the ordinary methods of printing post-
age stamps this process costs the gov-
ernment a tremendous sum annually.
By the invention of one machine by
the officials of the bureau of engraving
and printing the cost of manufactur-
ing stamps has been reduced 57 per
cent. The new stamp machine elimi-
nates nineteen of the operations in
making stamps, goes through twenty-
one different operations of its own
and turns out 4,000 completed stamps
per minute, 2,400,000 in a ten hour day.

Britain’s Iron Duke.

The Iron Duke, Great Britain’s new
super-Dreadnought, said to be the
most powerful battleship in the world,
is a costly sort of ornament for the
navy. In action her guns can use up
ammunition at the rate of $50,000 a
minute. This is the first battleship to
be equipped with specially designed
guns for air craft. These guns are ex-
pected to send a projectile made for
the purpose a height of 10,000 feet.
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PRACTICAL HEALTH HINT.

Shortness of Breath.

There are many ways in which
shortness of breath may arise.
It is often one of the symptoms
of illness. When a person begins
to complain of habitual short-
ness of breath it is important to
have a physical examination
made without delay. One rea-
son is that tuberculosis often be-
gins with no other symptoms
than shortness of breath and a
slight cough. If these cases are
seen and diagnosed very early it
is not difficult to arrest them.

The symptom is, of .course,
present in such troubles as pneu-
monia, broncho-pneumonia and
pleurisy, which attack the or-
gans of breath directly. Violent
exercise naturally causes tempo-
rary shortness of breath. In the
case of healthy people it disap-
pears quickly when the exercise
cedses. If it does not do so it is
a good plan to have a careful ex-
amination in order to find out
what is wrong. Young people
sometimes persist in a favorite
form of exercise after they have
begun to notice their shortening
breath. In that way they may
do themselves lifelong injury.

If in addition the nursery is properly
ventilated and heated the mother will
have the ideal nest in which to begin
to train her young fledgeling in the
duties, joys and beauties of modern
life.

And as the child grows seize upon
every tiny evidence of his love for the
aesthetic and wisely train it, for in ev-
ery individual therec exists the desire
for beauty, a craving which is no less
insistent in its way than the purely
physical appetites and one that de
mands a constant satisfaction.

sion. Indeed, it is only when their psy-
chology is understood that we can de
duce, automatically, some idea of the
culture which expresses these condi-
tions. The reverse of this holds true;
follow the course of the strong, clear
and fine red of the Italian renaissance
velvets through the period of Louis
XIV., where the tone becomes less in-
tense, until it changes to the Du Bar-
ry rose of Louis XV., and fades into
the pretty Marie Antoinette pink of
the Louis XVI. period. That transi-
tion tells an eloquent tale of the moral
decadence of the French Court, the
most Dbrilliant, wasteful yet creative
period of decorative art in history.

Out of the muddlelteadness- of the
Victorian era there has arisen a clear,
scientific and reasoning spirit, a spirit
that analyzes and explains, that has
expressed itself very definitely in art,
and particularly in that art with which
we are all so closely concerned—the
creation of a harmonious home.

The time has long since passed in
which interior decoration was regard-
ed as an esoteric art, understood only
by the initiated. Successful decora-
tion is self expression and commor
sense—with some knowledge, either in-
tuitive or acquired, of the emotiona}
and intellectual reaction of the individ-
ual to certain colors, compositions ané
arrangements. Beauty is harmony, ané
harmony means rest.

It is this knowledge which has elim-
inated the badly designed wallpapers,
the shiny and overdecorated furniture,
and the carpets swarming with impos-
sible roses, which seemed to rise from
the floor in crimson spots. The modern
American home is becoming a combi-
nation of neutral backgrounds, simple
and well constructed furniture and
harmoniously keyed color tones.
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It is absurd to try to do things that
are palpably beyond your ability. You
will only make yourself ridiculous to
all who know you and will cause your-
self much humiliation and discourage-
ment, Let each day’s task be just a
little beyoiel your ability, so that you
will progress, but do not attempt those
things which lay way out of your
reach.

Number I is Lieut.-Col. Fred A. Gascoigne, of
the 60th PBattalion, who was granted leave of
absence from his position &s Superintendent of
Car Service of Eastern Lines to go to the front.
He is now busily engaged in encouraging recruits
to join his regiment, to which is attached a son of
Sir Thomas Shaughnessy, the president of the
road, as Lieutenant. Lieut.-Col. Gascoigne joined
the Canadian Pacific as a clerk at Brockville
Station on May 15, 1883, and the following year
came to Montreal as a clerk in the Car Account-
ant Dept., from which position he rose to Super-
intendent on Feb. 1st, 1903.

Number II is Lieut.-Col. George Stephen Cant-
lie, who recently landed in England in command
of the 42nd Highlanders. Lieut.-Col. Cantlie
joined the railway on Jan. 1, 1885, as a clerk in
the Audit Dept. and attracted such attention that
the following year he was appointed Assistant
General Manager and Assistant to the President.
He rapidly rose to be Superintendent of the Car
Service, and on Nov. 23, 1908, was made General
Supt. of the Car Services, a position he occupied
when he volunteered for overseas service.

Number III is Captain G. Ernest Hall, who has
been ‘doing excellent work at the front with the
Heavy Brigade, being second in command. He was
Assistant General Storekeeper and volunteered
with one of the first Canadian units to go to the
front after the declaration of war last August.
Capt. Hall joined the C. P. R. on May 14, 1900, as
a clerk in the Engineering Dept. at Montreal and
became Asst. General Storekeeper in 1905.

Number IV represents one of the prominent
officials last to leave the Canadian Pacific for
Overseas Service. This is Lieut-Col. C. W. P.
Ramsay, who is in command of the Canadian
Qverseas Railway Construction Corps. He was
born in 1883 and entered the service of the rail-

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London, Juiy 1.—A neutrzl corres-
pondent just returned from Germany
in an article in The Chronicle, says:

“It is in towns, particularly in in-
dustrial towns, where one sees' how
entirely the German nation is organ-
ized for war. Into these towns an
enormous number of men have been
drafted from the country to work in
the factories, which are humming day
and night with activity to keep up the
supply of all things necessary for the
fighting lines. In the general rela-
tions between capital and labor there
has been notable amelioration. indeed
the impression one gains in travelling
about Germany is one of absolute
settled industrial peace, but I know
this only has been secured because all
parties know that the first signs of
dissatisfaction would be treated with
the utmost vigor of the law.

“At some of the largest factories the
men are often at work fifteen, twenty,
even thirty hours, with only short in-
tervals of rest. Though it is said that
there are ample stocks of all kinds
of ammunition, there is daily and
nightly a feverish haste in the factor-
ies where this is made.
