Petrograd, Feb. 25—The Russian

lare watched here with great interest.

After the retreat from Hamadan all
' hostile forces which succeeded in es-

| Kermanshah district. Taking advan- 4

ltage of the strong.defensive nature
| of this region, they fortified them-
\[selves in the mountain passes and
| prepared to resist ‘strongly any Rus-
sian attempt to drive them further.
| Simultaneous frontal and flank at-
)tat:ks by the Russians, however, al-
| ready have forced the Turks to make
{a partial retirement, and they are
| now occupying the main approaches
[ to the difficult position of Kerman-
shah. The Russian troops are expect-
| ed to make a determined effort to ex-
pel the Turks from this entire neigh-
borhood.

Although little news is available
from the Erzerum front, it is apparent
that having been forced back some
40 miles to the west of the captured
fortress, the Turks who have begun
to receive reinforcements, are begin-
ning to make a stubborn stand. It is
not considered impossible here that
the serious fighting which already has
begun to take the place of the ds-
sultory rearguard actions, will de-
velop into a big.bittlc.

The whole place is hung
with brass and glass lamps on beauti-
ful brass ironwork chains, some of
great age; ostrich eggs, set in brass
and silver, are also numerous, hang-
ing from the roof. On the walls are
a great number of small paintings on
wood—Byzantine, Greek, Italian, oc-
casionally Spanish—all in Greek icon
style. Across the front where the
autar rails 2re, a solid screen goes up
to the roof and has merely a dcor-
way opening to the choir and altar,
which is quite small. This screen, or
partition, is much ornamented with
mzny small paintings and with stuffs;

The Pastor referred to Revelation
as a beautiful, symbolic book pictur-
ing very much truth. He said that
the chapter from which his text was
taken eontained in itself several pic-
tures in few words covering the en-
tire Millennial Age. Satan’s binding
at the beginning of the Age is first
shown; then the judgment of those
who are sitting upon the thromes of
earth, . which judgment has now be-
gun; then the exaltation of the true
Church to reign with Christ. The
governments of the world, while cap-
able perhaps of giving some blessing,

are not satisfactory and must soon
1

| give place to the new Government
‘under God’s dear Son, which will
| bring blessing to all the families of
| the earth.

| A brief mention is made respect-
ing what .shall occur at the close of
the thousand years of Christ’s Reign.
After men have bden made perfect,
they must be tested, while Satan
shall be “loosed for a little season,”
prior to his destruction, Then going
back to the beginning of the Millen-
nium, the Revelator depicts the Great
White Throne, before which all the
world, the living and the dead, are to
be brought for judgment, for trial,
during that thousand years. They
shall receive the wonderful oppor-
tunities of the glorious Kingdom of
Christ.

How These Souls Are ‘Beheaded.”

But the Pastor’s subject related to
i a part of Verse 4. * He declared that
here, as elsewhere in Scripture, the
word soul signifies person. Through
erroneous doetrines this word has
come to have attached to it a wrong
meaning, as being something that
people possess rather than something
that they are. St. John the Revela-
tor was given a vision of the persomns
‘who would be beheaded for the wit-
ness of Jesus and fer the Word of
God. He-was given a foreview of
what would be their portion—first of
suffering, then of glory and reward.
Their reward would be to live and
reign with Christ. These were a spe-
cial class, who had been beheaded for
a certain reason. . Thé word ‘‘behead-
ed” here is symbolic. All the true
Church were to be beheaded. We
know that Christ and the majority of
the Apostles were not literally be-
headed. And but few of Jesus’ fol-
lowers have been beheaded literally.

The Bible shows, said the speaker,
that God has appointed that those
who come into Christ shall renounce
their own headship, their own will,
and receive instead the will of Him
whom God has chosemn to be their
Head—Jesus Christ. They are to be
members of Christ’s Body.

The Pastor emphasized the import-

secraffon of themselves to God un-
derstand clearly that they are thus
renouncing all the hopes and ambi-
tions of the world, for the far grand-
er and Heavenly hopes now held out
to those who become disciples of
Christ, who deay themselves to take
up their cross and follow Him. The
question for each one who has made
thig choice is: Am I faithfully follow-
ing In the footsteps of Jesus? Jesus
gave up His will wholly to the Fa-
ther. Hé said, I came mnot to do
Mine own will, but the will of Him
that sent Me.” We are to follow
His example, to walk in His steps.
We are to lay down our lives for the
brethren, ag He laid down His life.
The losing of our heads, our ‘wills,
does not mean that we actually have
no will, but that our wills are fully
submitted to God’s will. Whatevér
we see to be contrary to His will for
us is to be wholly relinquished. We
may be sure, said the Pastor, that
our Saviour when on earth, being a
perfect man, had a will, a strong
will; but that will was entirely sub-
mitted to the will of His Heavenly
Father. ‘““Not My will, but Thine, be
done,” was His expression. “The
cup which My Father hath poured for
Me, shall I not drink it?”’ He said.
Because our Lord Jesus fully gave
up His will to God and was obedient
even unto the ignominious death of
the cross, the Father highly exalted
Him, giving Him a name ‘“‘far above
angels, principalities, and powers
and every name that is mnamed.”’
(Ephesians 1:20-23.) And we, His
Chureh, if faithful to our Heavenly
Calling, are to be exalted with Him,
and under Him as our Head. The
Bible presents a beautiful picture:
God, the Father of all; our Lord
Jesus Christ next to the Father; the
Church, the Body, or Bride, of Christ,
next; then the lower spiritual orders
of being: Tastly, will be the restored
world, when Gad’s great Plan is com-
plete. How wonderful it seems! said
the Pastor. How much more won-
derful than anything we could pos-
sibly have conceived of ourselves!
What a great and good God we have!

God’s Character, Long Traduced,
Now Understood.

Otherwise we might be inclined to
say, ‘‘Oh, it is too wonderful! ~ The
thought that ~ve have been invited to
be sons of God and to share the Di=
vine nature with Jesus seems too
marvelous for belief.” But when wé
see how the Father fulfilled His pro-
mises to our Lerd and Head, and
realize that we have been called to
share His glory and Throne as His
Bride, sur¢ly we can believe. Jesu;é
verifies the Father’s promise to us;
saying, “To him that overcometh will

even as I also overcame and am set
down with My Father in His
Throne.'—Revelation 3:21.

The Throne in which the Church
is to sit with Christ is not the Fa-
ther’s Throne, but a lesser Throne,
the Throne of her Lord. They are to
share His glory and power. But in
all things He is to have the pre-
eminence. He was ‘‘holy, harmless,
undefiled, and separate from sil-
ners.” He needed no Redeemer, no
Advocate with the Father. We were
by nature sinners, ‘‘children of
wrath, even -as others” of Adam’s
posterity. We needed atonement for
our sins before we could be accepted
of God at all and could become joint-
gsacrificers with Christ. ;

How reasonable -and consistent is
the Word of God! said the Pastor,
There is nothing like it in all the
world. The High Calling of the
Church presented in the Scriptures is
very wonderful, very high, the high-
est offer ever made to any intelligent
creatures. F is a ‘“Heavenly Call-
ing,” as the Apostle says. The
Church of Christ is to leave earthly
conditions entirely. The Church is
to be a New Creation—a marvelous
favor.

The Pastor stated that he ‘believes
there is still opportunity for some to
gain this “‘High Calling.” He be-
lieves the ‘““door’” to this great favor
is not yet closed. There is a little
time remaining. If any could gain
the whole world and yet lose this
great prize, they would be losing
m®ch—oh, so mueh! Nothing that
earth can offer can compare with it,

Text of the Lesson, Acts vi, 1-7—Mem-
ory Verses, 2, 3—~Golden Text, Gal. vi,
2—Cemmentary Prepared by Rev. D.

Increase of numbers, even in or-
dinary church membership, does not
always tend to imcrease or even con-
tinuance of peace, especially " if it
means pleasing more people, as is
often the case, though it should not be
S0. .Pleasing people is not the business
of the preacher or the session or the
vestry or the committee; not pleasing
men, but God, like the apostles in the
last lesson, In our lesson, while the
number of the disciples was multiplied,
troubles multipled also, for some were
neglected or felt that they were in
the daily ministration. Today some
people are not happy if they think the
pastor seems to neglect them in his
pastoral calls or in mot noticing them
after church or on the street, and no
committee can rectify this.
| The twelve decided, wisely or un-
| wisely, certainly for their own com-
fort, that they could not attend to this
business of servimg tables, but must
continue to give themselves to prayer
and Bible study and teaching the
‘Word. When compared with some
other lines of service that of prayer
and teaching would be to many a de-
| lightful preference, but erdinary serv-

ice must be attended to also and often
| requires more grace. The preacher's
wife may need more grace and pa-
tience for the housekeeping than he
does for the preaching, but any kind
of service needs.a special anointing of
the Holy Spirit.

A committee of seven Spirit filled
men of honest report was chosen for
this special ministry, the first two of
whom we shall become ' better ac-
quainted with as we go on in our
studies. Stephen, the first of the sev-
en, occupiés the prominent place in
this chapter and the next, while Philip
is the most prominent in chapter viii.
We do not hear of Peter again until
chapter viii, 14, and that is the last
mention of John in the Acts except in
xii, 2, where he is mentioneds as the
brother of James, who was killed with
the sword: It is possible that some
others may have wished that they had
been among those chosen as apostles,
but here are two of seven seemingly
ordinary men honored above some of

It is written of Stephen that he was
a man full of faith and of the Holy
Ghost, full of faith and power; that
he did great wonders and miracles
among the people, and they were not
able to resist the wisdom and the
spirit by which he spake (verses 5, 8,
10); also that by the word of God the
number of the disciples in,Jerusalem
multiplied greatly, and a great com-
pany of the priests were obedient to
the faith (verse D. In chapter v, 24,
we heard the high priest and others
wondering where unfo this movement
would grow, and we still see it grow-
ing even untp this our day, but it does
look as if we had now come almost to
the completion of the growth of His
body, the church. The ome thing to
do is to be full of faith and the power
of the Spirit and faithfully and fear-
lessly witness unto Him and His sal-
vation and His coming again until we
are called out of the body or up in the
air to meet Him. The power of Stephen

him (verse 10) was in accordance with
our Lord’s assurance in Luke xxi, 15,
“] will give you a mouth and wisdom
which all your adversaries shall not be
able to gainsay nor resist.”

"This and similar assurances, such as
Bx. iv, 12; Jer. i, 79; Jobn xiv, 13, 14;
xv, 7, are all for us today if we will
stand for Him as Stephen did, for His
eyes are still looking for hearts that
are ‘whole toward Him, ‘that He may
hold stromgly with them (II Chron.
xvi, 9, margin). If we stand for Him
and with Him, as Peter and John and
Stephen did, we must expect to know
something of the hatred of the adver-
sary as they did, for we cannot Know
the power of His resurrection without
knowing also the fellowship of His
sufferings (Phil. iii, 10). Those who
eould not gainsay nor resist the truth
of God in the power of the Spirit by
the mouth of Stephen.could hire men
to falsely accuse Stephen’ and make'
him out a liar and a dangerous man 0
be about. &
