A PRECEDENT

During the Manor-Carlyle railway |
debate, the onus of. switching the |
tailway from the former to the latter
point was assumed by Mr. Stewart, |
end it was on his recommendation
that the government acted.

Such recognition would- have prob-
ably been. the death kmell of the Re-
public. . The ‘British government ab-
solutely refused to enterfain the idea
and in so doing it had the complete
approval of Queen Victoria. Many
years later at the time of the Span-
ish-American war, Great Britain ren-
dered .the United States invaluable
service by declining to join a coali-
tion of European powers against the
Angle-Saxon Republc.

From Moose Lake north. and down the
valley of the Mitishto River to Set-
ting Lake some - very considerable
areas of very flne white spruce are

ipassed through. Down the Grass river

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Grain Growers Presgnt Plan for the Installation of '
System of Government Owned Elevators in

Manitoba-=Will Cost Three lillions. . | the
. -~ _ I'nad the slight reseusce, since, indivi-1

Representatives of the Manitoba
Grain Growers met the government
representatives on Wednesday. and
discussed the public ownership -of el-
evators and presented to the govern-
ment what they consider a definite
solution of the problem.

THE MEMORANDUM

This is the. full memorandum sub-
mitted to the government : '

7 provincial government would
assK-_ the responsibility of provid-
ing fof the financial requirements in
respect to purchasing the existing el
evators or ~erecting new ones,  OT
bhoth.

It is not intemnded that the govern-
ment should providechy the credit of
the province, for amy expenditure in
connection with the operation or
maintenance. The g’ovemment would
issue debentures payable say in forty
years. This would not be too long a
period since there is no doubt that
the undertaking would be permanent
and especially since the grain handled
is intended not only te bear the cost
of maintenance and operating expen-
ses, but. to provide a sinking fund as
well, to care for debentures at mat-
urity: } ;

The revenue received through the
operation of the elevators would be
based on what would be sufficient to
meet ordinary operating expenses, in-
terest on debentures and provision for
maintenance, for sinking fund or for
hoth. Since thé traffic is eventually
integded to pay the initial outlay,
the Wievators would, as a matter of
course, ‘be exempt from taxation.

It has been estimated that ~three
million dollars would previde new
storage sufficient for the present re-

quirements of the province. “If the ex-

isting elevators were all purchased,
on the basis of their actnal value to-
day, considerably less than two-thirds
of that amount would be required.
An additional sum for reconstruction
would he necessary.

LEGISLATION

When legislation is passed, creating
the system, debentures or bonds
would be authorized on the credit of
the province to that extent, i.e., $3,-
000,000, and supplied as requirements
would demand.

The revenue would _.come from a
charge_of one and three-quarter cents
for receiving, ..cleaning . and storing
wheat, one cent for oats, and one and
one-half cents for barley and two
cents for flax, for first fifteen days,
with ar additional storage charge of
thereafter of one-thirtieth cent per
bushel per day. Under these charges
the commission would bear all insur-
ance costs. Other sourceg of revenue
might be available. i

The sinking fund created to pay oft
the indebtedness would - be treated
strietly as a sinking fund and nof as
revenue.
from year to year such yearly appro-
priations would be magé as would
permit of - their congtruction _.when
necessary. <

THE COMMISSION

The commission would consist of
three members to be named by . the
hoard of directors. of the Manitoba
Grain Growers’ associatien, and ap-
pointed by the government,

Their term .of office would be for
life, ‘consistent with efficient admin-
istration and good conduct.

In the event of a ‘dismissal as here-
inafter provided, or in the event of
the resignation or death of any or
all of the commissioners, the appoint-
ment or appointments to fill' the va-
cant positions would be made in the
same way as the original appoint-
ment was made, i.e., named by.the
poard of directors of the association
and appointed by the govérnment.

ADMINISTRATION

The administrative work of the
commission could be investigated and
dismissals made in two ways.

(a) The qondxlct of the commission™

At one time there was a pile of 2
dozen children more or less uncon-
scious, right upder the window, said
Mr. O. Deschenes, one of the rescuers
in ‘describing the scene. ‘It was the
hardest sight I ever witnessed in MYy,
life. Little children were falling all
around. When they = fell on their
backs you could hear all the wind
“heing knocked out of their- little bod-
fes. Many of them lay there apparen-
tly lifeless.
