Probably moss plants can be trained into
better form in pots than in the open
grouud, and if one does not care for the
labor, but seeks the best resulés in the form
of his plants, continuous pot oulture is
best. as to lessen labor most gardeners
now turn their greenhouse plants out of
pots and into the open border for the sum-
mer, and repot about the 1st of September.
As a rule, plants are out back when so
turned ont. Azaleas may need attention to
pruning some little time before they are
put ont.
