MR OGILVIE'S INQUIRY

The Frank Confession of a Wit-
ness Against Mr. Fawcett.

SENSATIONAL  DEVELOPMENTS,

Says He Was Employed by Ottaws Cen-
servatives to Hunt Up Material fer
Charges in the Yuken Imvestiga-
tion - Dawson Nugget Also E--.
ployed Him—-Charges Prac-
tically Dropped.

Toronto, April 4. —Faith Fenton, The
Globe's spocinl  Yukon corresponident,
gives under date of Dawson, March 1,
the full particulars of the futile trial of
Gold Commissioner Fawcett by Royal
Commissioner Ogilvie. She says:

““The chufes against Mr. Fawcett were
taken up and are still under inquiry.
Thus far not. the slightest stigma attaches
to his reputation. He has been able to
rebut the adverse evidence at every count,
while many of his statements, such as
that concerning the closing of Dominion
Creck, have proved of marked interest.

“Mr. Fawcett will step out from this
court of inquiry not merely with his
official honor and honesty’ established,
but with the proof that 1t was maintain-
ed under exceedingly difficult conditions.

A Semsational Development.

““The Yukon territory is not usually a
place of politics. It is too cosmopolitan
in nationality and too far away from the
governmental centre for partyism to be-
come a factor in public affairs. Also, as
yot, it has no representation in the Ot
tawa House. In ‘the dissatisfaction and
charges leading up to and attendant upon
the royal commission the question of
politics has not once been introduced.
The words ‘Conscrvative’ and ‘Liberal’
are rarely heard in the territory.

“It caused something of a sensation,
therefore, in the royal commission court
on the third day of sitting when the
evidence of Dennis Pulford, a young man
from Ottawa, guve the first hint of a
political element entering into the charges
preferred.”

Employed by Uttawa Conservatives.
The evidence bearing upon the point is
as follows:
A.—About three months ago, in the
month of November, I ontered the em-
ploy of The Nuggest office to get inform-
ation against the gold commissioner’s
office. '
Q.—Was that stipulated—you were em-
ployed for that purpose? A.—I was to get
$250 per month while I worked for The
Nugget; and I got some information,
which I sent out of the country to
Ottawa.
Mr. Ogilvie—Do you know anything
about any intcrests being improperly
obtained by any clerk in the gold, com-
missioner's office? You will have toap-
swor that? A.—Well, I can’t answer.
Q.—Why? A.—Because I forget it. I
have sent the information to Ottawa.
Q.—Did you write it out? A.—No.
Q.—Did you acquire it yourself? A,—
Yes.” 4
Q.—Well, if you acquired it, you could
surely give some idea of the mature of it;
couldn’t you? A.—I cannot remember
anything now.
Q.—You cannot remember anything
now? Do you mean to say you refuse to
tell? Is thas the construction you wish
me to place on your answer? If you
know anything and were willing to give
it to The Nugget, I don’t see why you
arc unwilling to give it here. You have
to answer the question. -A.—At the same
time I worked for The Nugget I roceived
instructions to work against The Nugget.
I am bound by oath not to explain it to
sou, and I refuse to give-any answers to
ou. *
z Q.—Explain how you .came to take
that oath? You say you are bound by
oath not to reveal these matters. Who
imposod that oath on you? A.—I can't
mention that elther.

Q.—You can’t? We would like to get it
if it 1s possible to get it. I don’t want
to employ any Tough measures. I simpay
wish you to tell all you know. You are
not exonerated from answering any ques-
tion. A.—That is all I know, sir.

Q.—Yet you say you were employed to
work by The Nugget people, and also
employed to work against them. What
am I to infer from that? What is the
public to infer? A.—I was employed by
the Young Conservative Association of
Ottawa—received instructions fromn the
association to find out who was at the
back of it. That is the situation I am
vlaced in.

Employers Were Disappeinted.

Later on Mr. Galpin of the Miners’
Association expmined tho same witness,
as follows:

Q.—You sald you had told Mr. Arm-
strong that you knew of somecthing
wrong, that you knew one clerk in the
office who had 21 intercsts, and then you
told the commissioner that you had no
definite information—that you got it on
rumor. Is that so? A.—Yes, sir.

Q.— You said you were employed by
the Young Conservative Assoclation of
Ottawa? A.—Well, I wasn't exactly em-
ployed, but I got instructions from them
to keep my ears and eyes open in this
country.

Q.—Can you tell the objects of that
association? A.—I don’t think there is
any need of going into details.

Q.—1I should like to know.
an Englishman? A.—Yes.

Q.—You say you were employed by
The Nugget at $2560 a month to get
evidence against the officers. Have you
received a single cent from it? A.—No,
sir.

Q.—Théy were disappointed in your
professions—what you proposed to do?
A.--1 think they were. )

Mr. Tabor—You sent this information
to the Young Conservative Assoclatior
of Ottawa? A.—Yes, sir.

Mr, Tabor—That is a political associa-
tion? A.—It is.

He has,
in fact, made a full confession. Fiset did
the notarial business in Montreal for the
York County Loan & Savings Company
of Toronto, and in a short.space of time
he forged applications for mortgages,
thus obtaining from the company in
question about $7,000, all of which Fiset
alleges to have spent in a Montreal buo-
ket shop. By perpetrating about 80 forg-
eries in all, the accused secured about
$14,000, and all this money appears to
have gone the one way., As far as the
Toronto loan company is concerned,
Fiset’s plan was to forge applications for
loans on properties, and when the com-
pany accepted and had sent the cheque,
the notary would pocket the same. It

| was during Fiset’s visit to Paris, some

months ago, that some irregularities were
discovered, and on the 7th of March he
left the city. Mr. Joseph Phillips of the
York Loan Cm:np‘n{ and Mr. W. H.
Hunter, she company's solicitor, came to
Montreal, and, engaging Mr. F. .
McLennan of the firm of MacMaster &
McLennan, steps were taken to come up
with the alleged forger. Messrs. McCas-
kill & Haynes' Detective Agency was
brought into play, and, after following
Fiset to several American cities, he was
come up with in Albany, when he
decided to return to Montreal. He had
registered at the Mansion House, Buffalo,
as J. A. Brown. But it was at the Ven-
dome, in Albany, where the detectives
finally located him. At that time Fiset
only had $40 in his possession, as he had
evidently squandered the entire $14,000
before he left Montreal.

Besides the York Oounty Loan forger-
ies, Fiset had forged the names of J. B.
Pelican for $2,000, J. H. Christin for
$800, Miss Ducket for $1,5600, and others
besides, having forged the name of his
brother, Plerre Fiset, as endorser for sev-
eral small notes of hand. It was thought
that Fiset's relatives would have come
to the rescue, but so far they have réfuded
to do anything.

FATAL FAMILY QUARREL.

Chicago Man Stabbed to Death by His
Wife in the Pr ce of Their
Children.

Chicago, April 4.—Before his two chil-
dren, aged 8 and 4 years, Joseph Brown
was stabbed to death yesterday by his
wife, Clara. The murder was the outcome
of a family quarrel. Brown had beaten
and kicked his wife and threatened to
kill her with a butcher knife that was
lying on the table. When Brown made a
move toward the knife, Mrs. Brown
snatched the knife herself. Brown raised
his foot and kicked her, but in- falling
she lunged forward with the knife, strik-
ing him fairly in the stomach. Maddened
with fury and pain, the two fought for
some minutes, the husband striking and
tho wife plunging the knife into her hus-
band, until at the fifth blow he foll back-
ward dead. Brown was stabbed five
times. He was a packing-house employe.

STEAMER TOPEKA WRECKED,

Seattle Vessel Struck the Rueks While
on the Way to the Klendike.

Vancouver, B.C., April 4. —News was
received yesterday afternoon that the
Seattle steamer Topeka had been wrecked
on rocks off Wrangel Narrows. The news
was brought down by the steamer Dan-
ube, which called at Union on her down
trip. When the Danube passed the Nar-
rows the Topeka was quite high on the
rocks and had taken in considcrable
water. It was thought she would be a
total wreck.

The C.P.R. steamer Tartar basarrived
from Hong} and Yokoh When
several days out she ran into a typhoon,
which broke the outside steering gear of
the ship and injured seriously some of
the officers and men.

THE VACANT ARCHBISHOPRIC.

Stated in Hamilten That Bishop O'Cen-
nor Has Been Named.

Hamilton, April 4.—Bishop O'Connor
of London and Vicar-General McCann of
Toronto paid a friendly visit to Bishop
Dowling here yesterday. It is stated on
good authority that Bishop O’Connor has
received the appointment of archbishop to
fill the vacancy caused by the death of
the late Archbishop Walsh.

Net Corroberated.

Those in charge
stated that nothing positive was known
in Toronto as yct regarding the appoint-
ment of a new archbishop.

They are com-
ing in all along the American lines, and
many of them, seeing the promises of
good treatment are fulfilled, are inducing
their relatives to return to their homes,

Brigadier-General Harrison Gray Otis
sailed for home on board tho U. S. trans-
l)ort Sherman yesterday. He says he be-
ieves the insurrection has received its
death blow.

General Wheaton has assumed oom-
mand of the brigade lately commanded
by General Otis. The 3rd and 22nd Regi-
ments of General Wheaton’s command
are returning to this oity.

The Official Despatch.

Washington, April 4.—The following
cablegram was veceived at the War De-
partment early yesterday morning:

Manila. April 3.—Adjntant-Gencral,
Washington: Present indications denote
insurgent government in perilous  condi-
tion; its army dufeated, discouraged and
scattered. Insurgents returning to thelr
homes in cities and villages between here
and points north of Malolos, which our
reconnoltering parties have reached, and
desire protection from Amecricans. News
from Visaya Island more encouraging
every day. (Signed) Otis. *

War Department officials were pleased
by the cheering despatch from General
Otis received yesterday. It contains a
groat deal of encouragement to them, and
those who know General Otis well say
he is not a. man to take a roscate view of
a situation unless there 18 reason for it.

Lost by the Burning of Iloile.

Chicago, April 4.—The Record’s Ta-
coma, Washington, special says: IForeign
business honses lost over $1,000,000 by
the destruction of Iloilo by the Filipinos
before General Miller captured the city.
Steven & Company, an Knglish firm,
estimates their loss at $140,000 on stored
hemp. Numerous other firms had ware-
houses and stocks destroyed.  English in-
surance companies will be the chief losers.
The French firm of jewellers, La Kstrella
del Norte, lost $300,000 of property.

ALL BUT MEN AND MULES.

Four Mountain Hutteries Complete te Be
Shipped to Manila.

Washington, April 4.—Arrangements,
it is reported, are under way at the War
Department with the representatives of
an English gun-making establishment,
looking to the immediate shipping of four
mountain batteries to Manila. The Kng-
lish maker furnished a large amount of
automatic quick-firing guns to the United
States in the spring of 1898. The same
establishment now offers to ship to Man-
ila at once, and complete in every detail,
lacking only in men and mules, the guns
and ammunition for four full batterics.

Tho English guns under consideration
throw a projectile weighing about 12
pounds, with a velocity of nearly 900 feot
per second, and they can be taken wher-
ever infantry can go in force.

DANGER IN THE BALKANS,

The Whele Province Is Drilling and Open
Revolution Is Feared.

London, April 4.—In connection with
the collision between Bulgarian and
Turkish frontier guards at Kozyl-Agob,
between Jamboli and Adrianople, an
important strategic point for Turkey, a
correspondent in Macedonia writes to
The Pall Mall Gazette concerning the
secthing condition in the Balkans. He
says:

“‘@Grave consequences cannot be deferred
much longer. The whole provinoe is
armed and matters are rapidly drifting
into opben revolution. The people’ are
drilling for the coming struggle. The
country is virtually in a state of siegoe.
Turkish troops have been pouring into
most of the disturbed districts; they are
concentrating chiefly in -the north, and
reinforcements are arriving daily. Detach-
ments guard the Oricntal Railway from
Salonica to the Servian border, and the
garrison towns are packed with soldiers.
There is a widespread impression through-
out the land that momentous events are
impending. There is a general feeling of
unrest everywhere, trade is at an absolute
standstill and the Ottomans are prepar-
ing in grim, deadly earnest, because thgy
are convinced that Bulgaria is at the bot-
tom of the trouble in Macedonia, and
will certainly actively support the expect-
ed rising, encouraged by Russian influ-
ence. It is estimated that 100,000 men
are under arms, ready for action in the
immediate repression of the coming
rebellion.”

THE POPE FAINTED AGAIN,

Mis Holimess Had a Serious Spasm em
Sunday— Hushing It Up.

London, April 4.—The Pope had a
falnting fit yesterday, according to a
despatch to The Daily Telegraph from
Rome, which proved of the gravest char-
acter. Kvery effort 1s being made by
Cardinal Rampolla, Papal Sccretary of
State, to concenl the real condition of the
Supreme Pontiff, his object being to pre-
vent the powers from working for the
next conclave. !

Potteries Trust a Failure.

East Liverpool, Ohlo, April 4.—The
American Potteries Company, the name
given to the proposed $237,000,000 trust
to include the potteries of the United
States, is dead. The projectors, it is said
spent $250,000 in trying to efl an
organization, but failed because of over-
capitalization. They could not porsuade
investors to buy stock.

A DESTROYER SENT.

Troops Will Premptly Fellew im Order
to Protect British Interests im the
Cantem, China, Distriot.

London, April 4. —According to a de
spatch to The Daily Mail from Hong-
kong, serious disturbances have recently
occurred in the vicinity of Canton, and a
British torpedo boat destroyer has been
sent there to protect British interests.
The destroyer will soon be followed by
other vessels carryifg troops.

The Peking correspondent of The
Times says: ‘‘The Chinese authorities
have made known to the British consul
at Tientsin, the port of Peking, that the
whole foreshore recently opened at Port
Chingwantao is reserved for a Chinese
mining company. The British legation
has entered a protest, pointing out that
this action renders the opening of the
port nugatory.

‘‘Friendly relati i b
the German legation and the Tsung Li
Yamen, and China offers to grant a rail-
way concession if the German troops are
withdrawn.’’

Peking, April 4.—The Hongkong
authorities are pressing for an extension
of the territory ceded to Great Britain by
the treaties of Canton and Nanking, on
the ground that more land is needed for
Government buildings.

They propose to build @ ocustom house
for the oollection of Chinese revenues,
and promise to increase the opium duties
£40, annually if the extension fis
granted. In case of refusal they threaten
to remove the Chinese custom house from
British territory.

London, April 4.—The Rome corre-
spondent of The Dally Chronicle says he
learns in official ocircles that Italy an&
Great Britain have arrived a$ an agree- -
ment which will result in an Itallan
ocoupation of Sanmmun Bay, Provinoe of
Chikiang, China, before April 25.

London, April 4. —The Hongkong oor-

L sards have boen posted in the Kow-
loon hinterland inciting the people to
stop the British officials from surveying
there, and the officials have returned to
Hongkong because of threatening atsl
tude of the Chinese."

Hongkong, April 4.—It is reported
that the Chinese have captured Captain
Henry Francis May, superintendent of
the Hongkong police. Two companies of
Welsh Fusiliers went to Canton last
night on the torpedo boat destroyer sen$
there to protect British interests, and ¥he
torpedo destroyer Fame followed at day-
break this morning with 200 men. The
Hongkong regiment 1s under orders to
proceed to Canton.

AMERICAN TRADE METHODS,

British Bridge Bullders Hint at United
States Corruption.

London, April 4.—There is ocontinued
dissatisfaction among British contractors
at the fact that a Philadelphia firm has
suoceeded in obtaining the ocontract to
build the bridge over the River Atbara,
a branch of the Nile, south of Berber, in
the Soudan, and it is now insinuated that
the United States firm had the speoifica-
tions in advance of its rivals.

Mr. Rigby of Rigby & Westwood, a
leading English firm of contractors, in
an interivew published yesterday says:
“I simply do not believe' that any firm
in the world can "turn out a bridge of
that size in the time mentioned. We and
other British firms made special efforts to
secure this particular contract. At a
meeting of our directors, who areall con-
nected with large steel mills, it was
agreed to divide the supply of the requi-
site material and 1o other orders wait.
We made a very low tender, guaranteeing
to deliver the bridge by April 30, but no
tenders of British firns were even ack-
nowledged.

“Of course, a bridge has undoubtedly
been shipped from Philadelphia, but I
absolutely decline to believe that the
work on it was commenced on February
8. The United States firm either had the
specifications before or adapted a stand-
ard bridge to suit the requirements of the
case. No other explanation s possible.
The general feeling is that tho British
firms have becn unjustly treated.’

PORTER’S RESEARCHES.

Advooates Use of Cane in Preference te
Beet Sugar,

London, April 4 —The Berlin corre-
spondent of The Standard says: ‘‘Mr.
Robert . Porter, before leaving, told
me a few of the results of his latest re-
scarches., German beet sugar, he finde,
cannot be manufactured under two cents
a pound. The cost of production is, there-
fore, the same as that of cane sugar in
Cuba,

“If the grocers of Kngland and the
United States could be induced to pro-
mote the sale of cane sugar in preference
to beet, the consumption and production
of the former would rise considerably;
and this would contribute more to the
solution of the bounty question than pro-
longed negotiations,

““Mr. Porter thinks also that if the
British Government. indorses the Indian
countervail, that would be a farther rea-
son for the United States to change ite
attitude toward the bounsy-giving states,
more especially 38 the question about the
existence of the most favored nation
clause between the United States and
Giermany is complicated.

“Those various reasons, together with
the increasing production of cane sugar
in Cuba, will force. the sugar-producing
vountries to deal anew with the unbear-
able bounty question."”

Trees In New Zealand.

The kauri is the monaroh of the New
Zealand forest, an indigenous pine,
growing to enormons height, frequently
80 feet, before it sends out a bough, |
while its average diameter is from eight
to nine feet. It is said to be 800 years |
in reaching maturity. Ther no um- '
derbrush in a kauri forest, the ¥rinoe of |
trees permitting no rival within his do- |
main. The totara is another species of
pine, which, however, bas none of the
churacteristics of the conifers of other
countries, either in habit or in appear-
ance .

The most singular of all is the rata,
a peculiar tree with somewhat the na- |
ture of a parasite. If it springs up near |
a rimu pine, it winds about itlikea |
huge vine, its tightening coils graduoal-
Iy crushing the life out of the unfortu-
nate pine. When it reaches the top, it
sends out branches and stands a hollow
shell, its coils knit closedy together by
a dense network of fibers, which appear
in the last stage of its growth. It hasa
like affinity for its own sg’éciel, and a
second rata springing up beside one of
earlier growth will absorb und destroy
it as it destroys the rimu. If, however,
neither rimu nor rata is within reach,
it grows up a reapectable and well be-
baved tree, attaining a heighs of from
50 to 60 feet, and is used for masts in
shipbuilding.—Chautauquan.

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A CITY HEWNIN SALT.
WONDROUS SIGHTS IN THE FAMOUS
WIELICZKA MINES.

A Magnificent Ballroom. Chapels and

. Shrine and a Giant Chamber With
a Natural Chandelier —Lakes eof
Deathlike Silemoce.

It would sake at least three weeks to
visit every portion of the marvelous sal$
city of Wieliczka, the center of the salt in-
dustry of Polish' Austria. Men have

ked in ite holl for leav-
ing it as a legacy to' posterity. Horses
have been brought to life and died there
without seeing the light of day. It issl-
lens and dark, except when the voloes of
people echo through i1
halls and the candle of the guide or flash
of the roman light discovers its massive
and glittering wonders. It is a city hewn
in salt

The mines are under the direct control
of the Austro-Hungarian minister of
finance. Here the wonders spoken about
may be seen as they have been seen by
people for mnearly 1,000 years. During
that time the skilled hand of the laborer
in the Wieliczka salt mines has been ab
work turning the depths of darkness into
a realm of beauty. It has created ball-
rooms, chapels, altars, statues, restaun-

rants, 8,

pillars and thrones in the bowels of the
earth, and the grandeur of these has ex-
cited the admiration of the world. The
mines date back to 1044 and now have a
length of over 2% miles. .

Almost blinded by darkness and fright-
ened by the eerle echo of his own foot-
steps, the visitor first enters some colossal
chamber hollowed out by the laborer in
the ordinary course of mining after a plan
laid down by some master mind. He al-
most loses himself in the expanse of the
Letow ballroom, which, with. its mural
a ton. ilnmi d gallerios, stalwart
pillars and shining chandellers, is indeed
a fit and weloome chamber for lovers of
the dance. In ite history, which dates
back to 17560, when it was dedicated to
Letowskl, the chief of the mines at that
time, it has w d many kabl

gatherings These have taken place onm
royal visite or for she entertainment of
distinguished guests. One end of the
room is adorned with a colossal Austrian
eagle and with transparencies painted on
slabs of salt In an alcove at the other
end of the room stands a throne of green,
the crystals of which flish a green and
ruby red. It is on this that the emperor
sits when he comes to the mines.

From the scene of gayety and splendor
it is but a step to the home of quietude
and prayer Here, off one of the main
passages, is the noted St. Anthony's chap-
el, the resort of thousands of the devous
since it was hewn in 1698. The vestibule
to this chapel contains a symmetrical
archway, with figures at the sides. The
interior is beautified by an altar showing
the crucifixion, and on the steps of the
altar are the forms of two kneeling monks.
On the sides of the chapel may be seen
smaller altars and statues of saints. Many
times each year the priests of the district
perform their pilous duties in this simple
chapel

1t is not at all strange that the religious
feeling of olden times should be reflected
in the chambers and passages through
which we are now in imagination passing.
Hard by St. Anthony’s ‘chapel the torch
of the guide illuminates a magnificent
shrine and archway hewn in one of the
passages. Again, as we move along, we
see figures of saints in attitude of prayer
and a few minor rooms which we pass
hurriedly through bear the names of mar-
tyrs. The queen’s chapel, with its mag-
nificent altar, carved with expert skill in
solid salt, contains on one of its sides a
view of Bethlehem As we turn from it
the beautiful chandelier in the chapel
catches our eye angd makes us marvel that
such a delicate conception with so many

When illuminated, as it often is, the chan-
delier, with its myriad lights, is indeed
beautiful to see.

The descent from the first to the second
story 18 made on a long series of steps of
solid sals. At the foot of this remarkable
staircase the sightseer is fascinated by a
beautiful sight. The giant chamber
“Michalowice’’ lies before him—vast, fear-
some and stupendous—finished in 1761,
after 40 years of daily labor. It measures
59 feet long, 92 feet broad and 118 feet
high, the roof being supported by a wood-
en framework to avoid disaster. In the
interior a salt chandelier of 800 lights
gleams brilliantly on the rugged sides of
this imposing room. When musicians
play here, the volume of sound rolls and
reverberates with deafening effect againsé
the ‘solid confines of the chamber, and,
rushing upward, bursts with mighty pow-
er against the faroff dome.

The third floor of this marvelous mine
contains the railway station and restan-
rant, attracting the visitor by its long vista
of latticed galleries and ponderous pillars
and its promise of refreshment after a long
and weary tramp on unyielding floors;
for here at this railway station, where the
25 miles of railways from all parts of the
mine join, & tempting buffet exists the
summer through, and is well patronized
by the thousands who come from Austria,
Russia and Germany to view the wondrous
wotks of salt.

The mine is indeed full of many mar-
vels, but the most marvelous of all—at
least the one which makes the most im-
pression on the visitor—is the subter-
rancan lake, lying 700 feet below the sur-
face of the earth. The waters on the lake
are dark, thick and heavy, and as the boat
glides over its face the spreading waters
roll up against the sides of the grotto with
& ghostlike swish. A ponderous solitude
overweighs all. The Styx alone of all
the deathlike streams in legend could
rival this in stillness. The boat is guided
through the Stephanie and Rudolf grottoes
by ropes running on pulleys along the
sides of the boat. There are 16 of these
lakes in different parts of the mine, but
this 1s the only one upon which visitors
are allowed to go The trip across and
back takes 16 or 20 minutes, as the boat
moves slowly through the sluggish brine
A gun shot off in the middle of the lake
makes a long and lingering echo and the
voice of the boatman, as he calls out that
all is ready, seems like the voice of a giant
from the depths of chaos.

The lower stories of the mine are occu-
pled by over a thousand miners, who,
working eight hours a day each, manage
in the course of a year to produce 65,000
tons of salt They toil patiently, cutting
their way through the solid salt, leaving
beautiful passages heavily covered with a
crust sparkling white. —Strand Magazine

The following is an extract taken
from the *“Annals of the Hunt” written
for,the Reporter in 1890 :

The locality was Red Hore Lake,
on the line of the Kinaston and Pem-
broke Railway, and the principal cba
acter was & well known and popular
Methodist: divine who was given the
sobriquet of “The Domine”. The
party went on a few days ahead of the

It is neediess to re-
wark that his reverence did not take
the hint so adroitly thrown out by
the accommodating John. The Do
mine did not reach the station where
he was to take the train for the over
laud journey until nbont half an hour
before sundown, and as he stepped out
on the little wayside plattorm he was
a very fair personification of Rohinson
Crusoe. His feet were encased ina
pair of immense rubber shoes, with
red leggin.s extending up ahove the
koee, a Privce Albert cont, a light
spring overcoat, a coon skin duster and
a rubber coat over all. A shoulder
grip hung by straps over his right hip
and in one hand he carried bis trusty
winchester and in the other a six
quart pail of Jersey butter.

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A Case Interesting Townships.

The Supreme Court gave an import-
ant decision at Ottawa last Thursday
in a case of allezed careless performance
of statute labor. The case was that of
McGregor va Township of Harwich,
being an action for compensation for
injuries to the female plaintiff by be-
ing thrown from a carriage which was
upset by driving upon a heiwp of
gravel left in the road unspread during
the performance of statue labor. The
trial judge found that the gravel was
placed as it was by the direction of the
pathmaster, of which there was no
dirket evidence, and that it was a dang
erons obstraction to travel on the high-
wav, and he gave jndgment for the
plaintiff for $2000 damages. The case
then went to the Court of Appeal,
where the judgment was reversed, anl
the case dismissed, two of their Lorl
ships holding that there was not su'fi
cient evidence that the ¢ravel was
placed asit was by the direction of
the pathmaster, who had died before
the trial, and the third judge heing of
the opinion that it was a case of non
repair, a8 to which the action xhou'd
have been brought within shree
months of the date of the accident,
and notice  should have  been
given.
