Dear Sir.—T will -in this letter try

From what I have heard said, I
bave reasons to believe that some
people of the North (and a gcod many,
t00) think that the Cubans are a sort
of a barbarous people, and that they

allow me to say thai they are not.
Asa rule, they are docile, domestic,
well-meaning, and temperate. You
will most always find a Cuban genial
suod friendly, providing that you are
the same to him, 'There is almost an
entire absence of drunkenness. Ameri-
oans admit that ubout the only evi-
dence of intoxication they bave seen
on the island has been exhibited by
the Americans. [ myself, can say
tkat I have only seen one person in a
state of intoxication.

Seventy three per cent of the people
iu Pinar del Rio Province are white

While the average Cubans here g0
dressed a little more roughly around

pounds. It is usually dished with oys-
ter sauce. To make oyster sauce save
all the juice in opening the oysters;
cut off the beards, and put them to
boil in the liquor, with a bit of mace
and lemon peal; put the oysters into
cold water and drain them; strain
the Iiquor; add to it the oysters just

‘drained from the cold water; with

4 lump ot butter rupbed in a little
flour and enough milk to make the,
amouni of sauce required. Put onj
the fire and let it boil a few mo-
ments, stirring constantly. Serve
at once. A little squeeze of lemon
is an improvement. o
Turkey a La Milan.

The bird must be trussed as for
boiling. Wrapped round with four
slices of ham and bacon, sulficing to
cover the breast and back, four
slices of lemon and two laurel leaves.
It is then lightly buttered all over
and sewn tightly in a white cloth.
It is afterwards put in a stewpan
sufficiently deep 1o hold it in, with
one onion, one carrot, half a head
of celery (waste pieces will do), the
rind of a lemon, and salt to taste,
with one tumblerful of any white
wine. The stewpan is then [filled
with euflicient warm water to cover
the turkey, which is stewed very
slowly, allowing twenty minutes to
each pound. When it is done it is
taken out and left in the cloth un-
til quite cold, when the latter is
carefully removed, the slices of ham
and lemon taken away and the bird
placed on a dish and garnished with
rarsley.

Christmas Puddings.

For a good reeipe for the Christmas
pudding, we cuan hardly do better
than fo.low Mrs. Humphrey's method,
as deccribed in “Madge's Book ol
Cookery’: Chop two pounds of ‘suet
very fine ; stoue caréfully two pounds
of raleins, pick over the saume guan-
tity of sultanas, and wasi, pick and
carefully dry two pounds of currants.
Prepare two pounds of bread erumbs,
aid weigh out two pounds of sugar.
Cut up one pound of candied peel,
blanen and ary one-half « ponnd of
almords, beat well five eggs and silt
ouc-hall pound of flour. weigh two
ounces ol mixed spice ; peel, core and
cut small one pound of apples. Mix
all tuese Ingredients well together,
adding hall a pint of old ale aud a
glass of good rum. Boil it in a cloth
ior six hours. AR

Sauce for the above—One  table-
spdonful of corn flour, three ounces
of butter, one tablespoonful of moist
sugar, three-quarters of a pint of
bolling water, one wineglassful - of
brandy. Work the flour and butter
togeiner with a wovbden spoon, then
stir in the boiiing water and sugar;
boil 21l for ten minutes, stirring oe-
casionally. Then add the brandy ;
give the pauce a good stir, and
serve it. e el
Another Recipe.

One pound of suet, one pound of
currants, one pound of raisins, one
pound of sultanas, hall a pound of
peel, one pound of breaderumbs, halfl
a pound of flour, three ounces of al-
morgs (sweet), one ounce of almonds
(bitter), one nutmeg, two ounces of
butter, six or eight eggs, quarter of
a pint of miik, quarter of a pint of
brandy or homemade wine. Chop the
suet very finely, mixing it with the
flour oc you chop it. Make the bread-
crumbs. Clean and stalk the currants
and sultanas, stone and chop raisins,
chop peel and almonds after the lat-
ter are shelled. Put all these ingredi-
ents into 2 basin with the sugar, then
adid the grated rind of a lemon, the
nuimeg, a pirch of salt, and mix well.
Well beat the eggs then add to the
milk and brandy ; now pour them into
the mixture and stir well. Melt the
butter, then add it. When the mixture
is reclly mixed thoroughly it can be
put into well-greased basiie or molds,
or into pudding cloths which have
been first senlded and then floured.
Don’t forget to make a pleat in the
cloth across the top of your basin, so
a8 to allow the pudding room 1o
swell Place in fast-boiling water,
and boll them for eight hours or
more—the longer the better, They
cin then be hung up until wanted,
when they will only require to be
bolied about two hours,

Croquant of Oranges.

Tako the rind and white pith from
four large rwoet granges, then re-
movo the pip:; without breaking the
skins.  Divide into sections and put
them into syrup made by boiling half
a pint of lump sugar and half a pint
of water together until reduced to
half the quantity.

" FRUIT GROWING. =

The Benefits of Co-operation
Among Fruit Growers.

. | Department of Agriculture, . {

i Commissioner’s Branch,

The principle of cd-operation among
frult growers, which has been strong-
ly advocated during the last two
Years by W. A. MacKinnon, ol the
Fruit Division, Ottawa, received en-
thusiastic endorsation at the recent
annual meeting of the Ontario Fruit

Growers’ Association at Leamington,
The address of the President, the re-
port of he Becretary, and all the
mast interesting and instructive pa-
pers dealt with the question of co-
operation.

A typical example of the practical
working out of the co-operative plan
was described by Mr. W. H. Owen,
Catawba Island, Ohio, who is one of
the recognized leaders in the move-
ment across the line. The growers
all live within seven and a half milcs
of the large central packing depot,
where the grading is done under the
managers' supervision. The growers
do their own picking, and bring in
from three i» five thousand bushels
of peacnes dairy. The fruit begins to
arrive at the¢ central depot by two
o'elock p. m., and packiug operations
frequently continue all n.ight. Each
grower is duly credited with the am-
ount ol fruit of each grade which he
contributes to the total amount, and
he is paid in accordauce, as soon' as
sales are made. Under the business-
like system .adopted it is possible to
make most of the sales djrect [rom
the warehouse. I'ree use of the tele-
graph, telephone and jmall service is
made in cullecting and disseminating
information as to the quantity of
each variety and grade available. In
this way the fruit is disposed of prac-
tically as soon as produced. There is
no refrigerator service at the pack-
ing house, but refrigerator cars are
supplied by the railways,and the fruit
is put into them as soon as possible,
The cost ol carrying on the busmess
is ahout seventeen to nineteen cents
per bustel of peaches, including cost
of packages and trausporiation, as
well a8 adminisirative expenses of
the association.

Among the advantages of the plan
which have become apparent during
the twelve years that the associa-
tion has been in existence are; 1.
It ensures better prices for the
fruit. 2. It leaves the grower [ree
to devote his undivided attention to
the improvement of production. 3.
It enables enables buyers to pur-
chase at a central point large quan-
tities of a uniform grade, Thus they
cai seleet pretisely the sort of frult
to suit various markets. 4. It gives
the members a much stronger ¢osi-
tion in dealing with commission man,
merchants and carrying companies
than they could possibly have as in-
dividial shippers. 5. It provides for
the proper distribution® of fruit, so
that one market may not be glut-
‘ted at the same time that another
is left bare of supplies.

This latter po... was emphasized
by Mar. W. H. Dawson, the Toronto
comuission merchant, by a refer-
ence to the co-operative system of
handling the Texas tomato crop.
This is handled by one man station-
ed at St. Louis, and the system is
so thorough that market .eino. -
zalior: is absolutely avoided. The !
grading is -so perfect that a man
can oraer a car ol Texas Lomatoes |
by grade and fee perfce:ily sure of
getling just what he ordered.

& proof of newness, as well as dis-
closing any knuts or other imperfec-
tions. Afier the defects are covered
with paint the boat loses in value.

A gondola is ucually 36 feet loag.
Only a smalfl portion of the flat bui-
tom resw in the water; prow and
&tern slope sharply upward, and the
cra{t turns as eas.ly as il on a pivot,
8o rully under control is it that there
&re only two places in all the intri-
cate meanderings of the Venetian
canals wuiere gondcias cannot pass—
one lhard by the Phceunix Theatre,
and the other near the Palazzo Moce-
nigo.

A good gondola has three charac-
teristics , it draws little water, tugns
readlly, and obeys the poling of une
gond.lier. At t.e prow is the gracefa)
ferro with ite eix teeth, standing

high as the roof of the cabin, and
Serving as guide to the guldolier in
Passing under a low bridge, as a
cat’s wkiskers are said to give her
warning of a tight squeeze of her
body in an unfamiiar hcle. A good
&teel ferro costs $20; it requires ire-
quent and tuorough po.ishing, twice
a day, at least, in damp weather,
and a goud goudoiler may be kuown
by the gleam on hig ferro.

Astern is the brauched prop for the
sculling-pole, by which the gondoiler
sends nis boat's black nose prying
into every corner of the water city.
The snug iittle cabin, called the fe.ze,
bolding two or four passengers, is
covered with black cl.th, tufted and
Iringed w.tl: biack, and is provided
generously with soft, black leather
cushions—all very hearse-like in ap-
pearance, save for the brass seu-
homses and dolphins sporting among
the straps and tasse:s. It is carpeted
and curtained, and usually the pe-~
ture of a saint ha.gs above.the gush-
ions. The leize, with all its beloig-
Ings, costs $100; and the gondoiy
complete 1n ali its equipments has a
value of about $230.

The general blackness dales from
the 1Gth "century, when tho repub-
lic of Venice issued an order thuat
all gondolas, save those of foreign
embassadors, should be black ~this
as a check upon tha great extrava-
gance in decoration which had be-
tome thos fashion.

gondolas of that time must -have
been beautiful indeed.

Body of
Bacchus!” “Your worm-eaten hulk
couldn’t stand = another scraich,
el #* Thus the tongue lashing goes
on long after the winding of the
canal has hidden the disputants
from each other's angry gaze.

As you diszmbark, a shabby old
man hobbles forward and holds
Your gondola steady with the hook
at the end of his stick, for which
grateful but unnecassary service
you pay one cent. The man's hook,
called a ganzo, may be worth ex-
amining. These old fellows spend

much' of their time in ornamenting
their hooked sticks with stray bits
of copper and brass, and small coins
‘fastened on with copper tacks.
Here and ‘h>re you may possibly |
find an oscla imbedded in some old
fellow’s ganzo—this is a small sil-
Ver coin with  an interesting his-
tory. :

As long ago as 1275 the doge of
Venice was required once a year to
send five wild ducks, fat and lean,
turn about, to every nobieman in
the city. The custom grew tire-
some after a while, and in 1521
tho doge was allowed to have a sil-

ver coin, struck with' a bird upon
It, called osala, which was sent to
the nobles instead of the ducks. In
time these coins began to be reg-
ularly circulated as Venetian
money, and sn continued till 1796.:
They are now, very rare, and among
curioeity - collectors command a
good price. Sometimes as old gan-
ziero will sell you his hook, andif
among the peep-show of ornament
on the stick you find an osela, you
kave a prize, indeed.—Youth's Com-
panion.

Richest of Beggars.

In the Austrian journals Is record-
ed the death of one Simon Oppasich,
who was, it eppears, the richest pro-
Tessional beggar in the entire.world.
He was born withoit arms or legs,
and for more than hall a century he
exploited this terrible infirmity for
the purpose of making money. First
he begged In Vienna, where he was
born in 1832, and afterward he plied
his calling in all the cities and most
of the towms and villages in the
Austro-Hungarian Empire, with the
result that in a few years he acquired
a considerable fortune.

After his death the authorities
found among. his papers account
bgoks very well kept, in which he
had entered each evening his pro-
fits for the day, including the result
of his stock exchange transactions,
much of his mopey having been in-
visited In this way since 1880. Up to
that time he had recelved as alms

ol Vienna, Budapest and other places
$115,000, and of this. sum he had
invested $60,000 in foreign secur:-
ties. The exact amount of the old
man’s wealth at the time of his
death s unknown, but that he was
very rich is certain.

No
one is chosen who has any blot on
his private character, and in case
of bankruptey or compounding with
creditors an Alderman is passed over
uotil he has paid twenty shillings
in the pound to his creditors,

tion attend &t. Paul’s Cathedral in
biack robes.

' Gen. Viljoen Da(‘larr‘s British “Pacifi- !
| cation " Efforts are a Failure.

New. York, Dec. 21.—Prospects for
the rehabilitauion of the Boer coun-
try are very poor, accordiag to the
reports brought here yesterday by
Geueral Ben J. Viljoen, one of the
Transvaai leaders in the light wiih
‘Great Britain, who was a passenger
on the Umbria. He is now on his
way te Mexico, where he liopes to ea-
gage in agriculturai interests, 1or
his home is wrecked and many of
the people of his native land are un-
able Lo recover from the effects of
the war which devasted their lands.

“As the war is all over there re-
mains nothing to be done but to
make the best of a bad job,” said
the General. “I believe the British
government is making an honest ef-
fort to restore the Transvaai and
the Orange kree State to their for--
mer prosperity, but it is handicapp.ed
y to_a large exteat by the fact what
maiy ol the men assigned td the task
arce oot fitted for the work.”

“The Boers are trying Lo make the
best of the situation, but in many
cases their efforts to be friendly are
repuisex. On my voyage from the
Cape to Eagilanl I met several Brit-
ish olficers who vid everything they
could to show tleir comtempl and
d slka for m:. I do oot cire lor such
things on my own account, but I
think the EkEung.ish should do all in
the r power to recoici.e a conqueren
nation.
