LETTER FROM MR DAVITT—RELEASE
FOR MAXNY OTHERS EXPECTED-—CON
JECTURES ON THE SITUATION.

Speaking of Mr Dillon’s re-
lease, the Freeman'’s- Journal
says:—* We trust this act of
Justice is as the dawn of the day
of liberty to Michael Davitt and
toall John Dillon’s fellow pri-
soners. No tenant could cele-
brate a Land bill victory while
the advocate of the tenant linv
gered in gaol. Mr. Dillon was
arrested nominally for aspeech
at a land league meceting, but
really for the determined agita-
tion against the tyranny which
the Government itseif has had
to dethrone.”

A LETTER FROM DAVITT.

Mr. Davitt writes as tollows
from Portland prison, to his sis-
ter:—‘Rince my arrival here my
general health has been fairly
good. The tonic atmosphere
and sea breezes of the island,
though somewhat boisterous be-
times, is an agreeable contrast to
the damp, foggy climate of Dart-
moor, of foggy memory, and as
I am at the same time subject
once more to those favoured dis-
ciplinary conditions of life by
which - health, wealth and wis-
dom are, at least proverbially,
acquired, I am, you see. in want
of nothing that goes in making
sublunary happiness,if I except,
among a few other trifles, those
of liberty, the newspaper, and
some one to speak to.”

MR. DILLON INTERVIJEWED:

The unexpected release of Mr,
Dillon created almost as much
excitement in Dublin to-day as
his arrest on the 8rd of May last.
No reason whatever has been
assigned for the step on the part
ofthe Government. Mr. Dillon
is not in bad health as was at
first reported. The statement
that he has been released ow_s
ground turns out to be a e
guess.

Forthe two weeks past
Bangkok has been thronged with
visitors from all parts of the
kingdom, during which time the
heat had been intense, the small- i
poX appalling and the dust bare-|
ly endurable. The preparations
for the ceremonies have been
more elaborate and expensive
than any ever before known in
Siam, costing, it is said, $500,000
or more. The exercises consisted
of religious rites after the Budd-
hist faith, processions, races,
tournaments, tilting, boxing,
wrestling, theatrical Performan-
ces games, fireworks &c. Each
day the king distributed as gifts.
among the assembled thousands
large numbers of small Siamese:
gold and silver coins and lottery
tickets encased in limes and
wooden bells, which were eager-
ly struggled for alike by rich and
poor, bond and free, peer and
peasant. On the 18th'inst. the
remains of the late Queen and
Princess were burne in catafal-
que and procession with great
pomp and ceremony from their
temporary resting place in the
palace to the pramane or crev
mation  building, where 1he
were placed under the funeral
pile, On the 19 inst. the King
applied the torch and lighted
pyre amid the lamentations of
wailing women, children and
priests. His Maijesty was visi-
bly affected, and gave express«
ion to his great sorrow. .Un the
following day the ashes were
collected and consigned to the
Manam river, The uncensumed
bone relics were ‘inurned in
golden vessels and deposited
with thoso of the royal tamily,
The diplomatic and con.
sular corps had been specially
invited by the King to witness
these ceremonies, and through-
out the samg, attended by the
Foreign Minister, they occupied
choice positions for comfort audi
opservation.

A TOUR THROUGH IRE
LAND.

LOUGH MASK CASTLE—CAPT-
AIN AND. MRS. BOYCOTT—
LORD MOUNTMORRIS:

(From Cor. Montreal *‘ Witness.")

Mrs. McDougall got & driver to take
here to Lough Mask Castle. On the
way -she. asked the “man’'what be
thought of Mrs. Boycott, *‘Never heard
s word agaiust her in my life.

I noticed the track of recent
fire along the old walls. He eaid it
was made by the officers who were
down there on protective service - for
Capt. Boycolt. They had one apart-
ment and cooked there, and the police
the other. These quarters open to the
sky, and having stones onthe floor, did
not look comfortable. We went up the
circular - stairs 0 the ramparts.
There is & walk around the top behind
the battlements, Looking down at the
remains of a fireplace in what was a lofty
second story, my guide told me there
was a name and a date there. The
name Fitzgerald, I forget the date; so
this must have been ome of the
Geraldioe castles. There is a fine

Lough Mask,which is very shallow here,
a little water and & grea: many stones
overtopping it iu profusion, lies before
us, and an extensive country, partly ter-
tile, in round hills aod green valleys,
partly erusted over with stomes. A
policeman,not my guids ou this occasioa,
told me, illustrative of the disgasition of
Captain Boycott, that the hut in which
the police were sheltered was very damp
—water,in fact, was ruoning on the
floor under their bed.  They bad &
small coal stove, aod on the cool bea
coming exhausted before they got a fur..
ther supply, one of the men being down

sick, they veatured to ask Captain Boy«
cott for the loan of a lump or two of

coal to keep their stove going till their
supplies were received, and he refused
them. They were obliged to protect his
ass and water cart down into the lake to
draw water from out beyond the edge
where the water was deep, and, therefore
could be dipped up clean. He would not
allow them to get any of the water for
their own us3 after it was drawn, or lend
them the ass to draw for themselves.
They had either to wade out into the lake
or dip up as they could at the edge.

Along the road we drove, until from
an cminence we could see

LOUGH MASK

in its beauty, with its bays and islands
spread out beneath us.  This view gave
us a part of the Lough where the water
covers the stones.  This  particular
evening the water wasas calm as a mir-
ror and as blue as the sky above it, and
the trees on the hills and bays around it
in their greenness and leafiness, ronnd-
headed and massive, were all bathed in
sunlight. We came to fields a liitle
more barren-looking, where bare stone
fences took the place of the rich hedge-
rows, turned up a road that lay between
these stony ramparts, and drove along
for alittle. I was wondering in my own
mind about Captain Boycott. Did Le,in

1 his own consciousness, think he was do~

ug right in his system of fines? He
koew how small and miserable the
‘wages were; he knew of the poor, com-
fortlcss homes and the ‘‘smidrie o’ wee
duddy wéans" that depended on the poor
pennies the father brought home; he
knew that.be came out well fed and lei-
surely to find fault with & peasant who
was working with a sense of goneness
about the stomach.  Did he think that
increasing the hunger pain would make
him more thoughtful, more orderly?
Would be heve done better if Le bLad
been suddenly brought to change places
with bis serf? If he could not help fin-
ing the people until he fined off the most
of their wages, where they to blame for
refusing to work for him? Was the
Government right in taking his part
when it had heither eye nor ear -for his
people’s complaint? [ was questioning
with myself in this helpless fashion,when
I heard my driver enquire in Irish of a
bare-footed country girl if  we
were near - the spot  where
Lord Mountmorris was mordered.
This ~ question, and the suvprise with
which I became aware that I understood
it, made me forget captain Boycoot for
the time being and wake np to the pres~
ent time. We had stopped our car and
were waiting for the girl's answer,which
sho seemed in no harry to give. At
length lifting & small stone she threw it
on the road a cars length hehind us,
answering in Irish that there was the
spot where he was found. The murderer
was hidden -in the field opposite.
The road was bare of the shelter of ditch
or hedge, bush or tree. It was late, he
was coming Liome alone; his police es-
cort for some reason were not with him
thas particular night,

and some one bas a mark on his hand that
all the water of tiie Lough will not wash
off. We drove along the road, a bleak
and bare road, with a hill on one side of
it and a steep slope down ou the other,
until we came to a small plantation, a
lodge gate, and drove up an avenue with
small plantations of young trees here and
there, some grass land with a few beasts
grazing about, some signs of where
flower beds and flower borders had been
better cared for once on s time than
now, and came to a comfortable roomy
square house finished in plaster.  This
was castle something, the residence of
the late Lord Mountmorris. - With a
blessing, content and a three hundred a
year one could faacy that person sung
of by Moore, “With the heart that is
hamble,” being able to make out life
nicely here. When a man has a tittle to
his name with ail the requirements which
it implies and demands, one could im~
agine a constant auad wearing struggle
going on. I have earnestly and constant
ly sought to find & reason that could pos-
sibly irritate an ignorant and exasperated
peasant to the point of taking the life of
this man, I have found none. He was
unhappily addicted to drink, it is said,
but he must have bad a large majority of
the inbabitauts of Ireland of all creeds
and classes on the same side with him in
this, to judge by the number of honses
licensed to sell liquor to be drunk on the
premises which are required for the
droutby part of the population. He is
accused of having warned justice to
favor his friends in his capacity of mag.
istrate. I Lave heard that accusation
brouzht against other magistrates again
and again, who were not molested - He
was said to have boasted when fou that
he was a spy to the castle aathorities,
and could have any of themshe chose to
point at taken up. This was rwmere
bluster, I suppose. There does seem no
reason why the poor man should be cut
off in the midst of his days by a guilty
hand, for there is no record of uny tang-
ible injary which he had done to any
man., Here on the spot where he fell
among the common people, I did not
hear anything that seemed to give reason
for any hatred that would lead to mur-
der being entertained against the de-
‘ceased nobleman. We turned away from
the house and grounds, and I felt very
sad enough when we passed the place
where he lay in the dark night, amid
bare, barren lonliness until the alarm was
given. Haalth in full blossom of purgle
clung to the ditch back, foxgloves in
stately array nodded at me from above
flowers that creep and flowers that wave
were springing everywhere, ,the rains of
heaven had washed off the red stain, but
I conld cot shut my eyes to it. 1 saw
the human body, dignified into sSomething
awful by the presence of death, lying
thers waiting for the hands that were to

take it up reverenily, and’ bear it away

for investigation and burial. I saw the

lose the mark of goilt that colored them
with the blood shed thers.
