DILLONS RELEASE.

LETTER FROM MR DAVITT—RELEASE 

FOR MANY OTHERS EXPECTED—CON 

JECTURES ON THE SITUATION.

Speaking of Mr Dillon’s re­
lease, the Freeman’s Journal 
says:—“ We trust this act of 
justice is as the dawn of the day 
of liberty to Michael Davitt and 
to all John Dillon’s fellow pri­
soners. No tenant could cele­
brate a Land bill victory while 
the advocate of the tenant lin­
gered in gaol. Mr. Dillon was 
arrested nominally for a speech 
at a land league meeting, but 
really for the determined agita­
tion against the tyranny which 
the Government itself has had 
to dethrone.”

A LETTER FROM DAVITT.

Mr. Davitt writes as follow's 
from Portland prison, to his sis­
ter:—“Since my arrival here my 
general health has been fairly 
good. The tonic atmosphere 
and sea breezes of the island, 
though somewhat boisterous be­
times, is an agreeable contrast to 
the damp, foggy climate of Dart­
moor, of foggy memory, and as 
I am at the same time subject 
once more to those favoured dis­
ciplinary conditions of life by 
which health, wealth and wis­
dom are, at least proverbially, 
acquired, I am, yon see. in want, 
of nothing that goes in making 
sublunary happiness,if I except, 
among a few7 other trifles, those 
of liberty, the newspaper, and 
some one to speak to.”

MR. DILLON INTERVIEWED-

The unexpected release of Mr, 
Dillon created almost as much 
excitement in Dublin to day as 
his arrest on the 3rd of May last. 
No reason whatever has been 
assigned for the step on the part 
of the Government. Mr. Dillon 
is not in bad health as was at 
first reported. The statement 
that he has been released on Ais 
ground turns out to be a mfre 
guess. The imprisoned “suspect” 
was at his evening meal, when 
the Governor of Kilmainham 
visited him and informed him 
that he was no longer under re­
straint. In less than twenty 
minutes Mr. Dillon was driving 
home. As he passed up Sackville 
street he did not even^it-p at 
the Land League’s office, al­
though there were lights in the 
windows, The newrs of the re­
lease wras accidently made pub­
lic bya reporter who called at an 
ont-o>-the-way|detectives station 
but it was not credited until the 
reporters enquired at >’ r.Dillons 
house and found him in bed. Jn 
answer to inquiries he stated 
that his releasejwas uncondition­
al. He had not the slightest ex- 
pectaton of his imprisonment 
being* 10 suddenly curtailed.

CONJECTURÉ IS BUSY

w’ithj he motives dictating this 
step ci: the part of the Govern» 
meut- Mr, Dillon’s well known 
bostSty to the Land bill is more

V
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likely to embarrass than to aid 
the Government in the House 
at this critical moment, so that 
it is not at all probable that this 
singular act of clemency has 
been exercised in order to obtain 
his aid and influence in support 
of the expected opposition to the 
Lord’s amendments when the 
Bill returns to the commons It 
is much more probable that the 
release is the first of a series 
which w'ill now take place, and 
doubtless in a few weeks all the 
prominent suspects who have 
been imprisoned on charges an­
alogous to these brought against 
Mr. Dillon will again be at lib­
erty. The release of the member 
for Tipperary must necessarily 
exercise an important influence 
on tho action of the Land league. 
He was always its most extreme 
and impulsive leader,and doubt­
less he will once more tafre a 
controlling place in the councils 
of the organization. No one im­
agines for a moment that he has 
during his enforced retirement 
changed his views with regard 
to the necessity of carrying on 
the agitation with, if possible, 
increased vigour, and in the ap­
proaching convention all his in» 
fluence and power will be ex­
erted to throw new life and 
power into the conflict. There 
are those wh* insinuate that 
Mr Dillon has been set at liberty 
in order to rally his forces and
THROW HIS INFLUENCE AGAINST 

MR, PARNELL,

at the approaching convention, 
thus creating a schism in the 
land league ranks which, in the 
present temper of the country, 
would be a grave distaster to the 
country, Whatever cause may 
be assigned for the step Mr. 
Dillon will not keep the count­
ry long in suspense regarding 
his intentions. Whatever he 
considers best to be done he 
wiil say or do at once. He will 
find the conditions of the Irish 
problem very much changed.and 
on this altered aspect he will 
have to set his mind seriously at 
work. It is not too much to say 
that on the course , which Mr. 
Dilion may adopt within the 
next few days will depend 
the future welfare of 
the land agitation. The 
news of the release of the 
prisoner caused universal re­
joicing.
THE RELEASED PRISONER RETICENT.

The Herald correspodenf saw 
Mr. Dillon today. While ready 
to speak on personal matters he 
did not wish to say anything ol 
a political nature. Mr. Dillon 
stated that he got on well for the 
first two months, but in the 
list two months his health had 
given away, and caused great 
uneasiness to his" friends. Dr. 
Kennay and the prison physic­
ian both recommended his dis­
charge a 'week ago; but on 
Saturday Mr Dillon was inform 
ed that the first three months of 
his confinement had expired and 
that his term had been ex- 
tended for three months longer,

LORD DUFFERIN AND THE 

SERPE ANT COLUMN.

[Constantinople Correspondence Lon­
don limes.']

For the moment, the, incident 
which provokes most curiosity 
and speculation in the Turkish 
official world is the expected 
arrival of Lord Duflerin. What 
attitude, it is asked, will he ad­
opt toward the Sultan and the 
Porte? Will he show himself, like 
Mr Goschen, cold, hard,reserved, 
severe and stoically insensible 
to imperial blandishments, or 
will he display that genial 
cordiality which has gained for 
him golden opinions in other 
spheres of activity? While some 
official personages were dis­
cussing this subject the other 
day at the Porte they expectedly 
received from the international 
1 elegraph Department a copy of 
a telegram bearing lordDufferin’s 
signature and addressed to Mr. 
Plunkert, who is acting as 
Charged affaires. Such telegrams 
are generally sent in cipher, but 
the present one was an exception 

, to the rule and was carefully

examined, in the hope that it 
might contain some indication 
of the future Ambassador’s pol­
icy. On examination, it was 
found to be quite as enigmatical 
as if it had been written in the 
most ingeniously devised cipher 
of the Foreign Office, for it sim­
ply said, “Take care that the 
serpent column be not destroy­
ed.” As the column stands in the 
ancient hippodrome and is well 
known to archaeologists and is 
in no danger of destruction,, the 
telegram was supposed to con­
tain in disguised form some sec­
ret political instructions; but no 
Daniel was found to interpret the 
mystic words, and so the riddle 
remains unsolved. One learned 
scribe, indeed, suggested that his 
lordship’s aim was to indicate 
his intention of occupying him­
self during his sojourn in Con­
stantinople with archaeological 
rather than political affairs, and 
the, other personages present, on 
hearing this explanation, mut­
tered with great fervor, “Insall- 
ah, Insallah,” which being in­
terpreted, signifies, "God grant 
that it may be so. ”

The United States consul at 
Bangkok reports to the State 
Department under date of March 
25th, that the ceremonies in­
cident to the cremation of the late 
queen and infant child havejust 
terminated after a duration of 
eleven days. It will be remem­
bered that thèse royal personages 
were accidentally drowned in 
the Menam River on May 31st, 
1880. For the two weeks past 
Bangkok has been thronged with 
visitors from all parts of the 
kingdom, during which time the 
heat had been intense, the small- : 
pox appalling and the dust bare­
ly endurable. The preparations 
for the ceremonies have been 
more elaborate and expensive 
than any ever before known in 
Siam, costing, it is said, $500.000 
or more. The exercises consisted 
of religions rites after the Budd­
hist faith, processions, races, 
tournaments, tilting, boxing, 
wrestling, theatrical Performan­
ces games, fireworks &c. Each 
day the king distributed as gift? 
among the assembled thousands 
large numbers of small Siamese' 
gold and silver coins and lottery 
tickets encased in limes and 
wooden bells, which were eager­
ly struggled for alike by rich and 
poor, bond and free, peer and 
peasant. On the 13th inst. the 
remains of the late Queen and 
Princess were burne in catafal­
que and procession with great 
pomp and ceremony from their 
temporary resting place in the 
palace to the pramane or cre­
mation building, where xhey 
were placed under the funeral 
pile, On the 19 inst. the King 
applied the torch and lighted 
pyre amid the lamentations of 
wailing women, children and 
priests. His Majesty was visi­
bly affected, and gave express­
ion to his great sorrow. Un the 
following day the ashes were 
collected and consigned to the 
Manam river, The un consumed 
bone relics were inurn ed in 
golden vessels and deposited 
with thoso of the royal family, 
The diplomatic and con,, 
sular corps had been specially 
invited by the King to witness 
these ceremonies, and through­
out the samp, attended by the 
Foreign Minister, they occupied 
choice positions for comfort aud 
opservation.

FREE GRANTS SETTLEMENT.

We reprint from the Advocate to­
day a summary record of Hon. 
Michael Adams tour through the 
Free Grants Settlements so far this 
summer. Those who are interested 
in the colonization of our Crown 
Lauds aud in the progress of onr 
own people, will read these notes 
with much interest. Districts only a 
few years ago wildernesses, are now 
thriving settlements, producing ex­
cellent crops of wheats, and oats, and 
potatoes, and bay, and supporting 
hundreds of families of 
thrifty, frugal energetic settlers. 
There is all the more cause 
for gratification at this fact when wo 
remember that only a few years ago 
Northumberland was the most back­
ward of the Crown Lands counties ; 
while now it is the banner county. 
The era of its advancement began the 
day Mr Adams took office. Since 
then the gratifying progress has gone 
on with marvellous rapidity and suc­
cess.

Some men set ont with a great dash, 
bring up as suddenly in a rut, and 
slay there. Bnt Mr. Adams began 
with a dash, and has continued as be 
began. He has not trusted the man­
agement of bis office to subordinates ; 
he has looked after it himself. The 

first year he was in office he visited 
every new settlement; and every 
proposed settlement. He personally 
noted the wants of the settlers; as­
sisted the commissioners to locate the 
roads, aud made the money approp­
riations on the spot. He abolished 
the old logy way of doing things ; 
broke up the rings, and secured value 
to the settlers for every dollar laid 
out. Some of those who were watch­
ing, ready to pounce upon him if he 
did not visit the settlements, began 
to ridicule him when he did—bnt the 
public, and the legislature saw his 
course, and approved of it. Some 
then said, his duties yet are only a 
novelty; he will not visit the settle­
ments any more. But they are sorely 
deceived and disappointed. This is 
now his third year in office, and he is 
now making his third visitation. He 
is doing now as he did last year, a* 
he did his first year. He is giving 
the settlements his personal attention ; 
and is for himself seeing what the set­
tlers require and upon the spot mak­
ing the appropriations. The people 
appreciate his efforts, their praise is 
unbounded ; for he Is doing what was 
never done by any Surveyor General 
before.

i THE MODEL FARM.

In spite of the protestations 
several newspapers, aud in the fats 
of outside practice, intelligence and 
common sense, the Local Govern­
ment. through the Board of Agricul­
ture, viz,—Mr. Julius L. Inches,bave 
decided on squandering some thou 
sands of dollars of the peoples money 
on a stock farm.

It is in close proximity to 
the “Nigadoo Silver Mines,” the distance 
to the Mines from the main road through 
the settlement being but two miles. The 
people of this tract are greatly indebted 
to MrMcManns for their present position, 
and Mr Roy, the Commissioner, is de­
serving of much praise for the efficient, 
manner in which be has done bis duty, 
the expenditure of his roEd money being 
of such a character as to leave no possi­
ble ground for complaint.

We are unable to make use of all the 
information at our disposal in reference 
to this tour of inspection by Mr. Adams 
to the various Free Grants Settlements.

On Saturday last in company with J. 
O’Brien, Esq., of Nelson, he visited 
Barnaby River, and examined places on 
both sides of the river where bridges are 
needed.

On Monday last he left Newcastle for 
Boiestown, where he will visit the Plea­
sant Ridge Settlement. The settlements 
at Blissfietd and Blackville will also be 
favored with a visit from the Surveyor 
General, at which time an examination 
will be made of some of the roads. After 
visiting these places, Mr. Adams will 
return,aud proceeding to CarletonStatiuu, 
will take a run through Rogerville, 
Pleasant Ridge and Collet settlements,for 
the purpose of making an examination of 
the roads and the general progress made 
by the locatees.

LOUGH MASK CASTLE—CAPT­

AIN AND-MRS. BOYCOTT- 

LORD MOUNTMORRIS-

(From Cor. Montreal “ÎTifaera.”)

Mrs. McDoagall got a driver to take 
here to Lough Mask Castle. On the 
way she asked the “man"what be 
thoogbt of Mrs. Boycott, “Never heard 
a word agaiust her in my life. The 
people had no reason but to like her 
Hard word or hard deed she left no 
memory of behind her." We drove past 
the residence where Ceptain Boycott 
lived, a fine apecioue house finished in 
plaster to imitate stone. The grounds 
near the honee were nicely laid out, but 
that ie the universal rule in Ireland. 
Drove through a gateway into the yard. 
In a stable loft in the yard some polios 
were lodged. The driver hallooed at 
them, and one eame down the stone 
stepi to see what protective duty was 
asked of him. leaked him to show me 
the rains, and he complied in the kindest 
manner. Across the barnyard and 
through a shed we made our way into 
the castle ruins. There are many nooks 
and crannies, as is the ease in theee an­
cient ruins geuerallf, but the main body 
of the castle wae divided into two large 
apartments, with the roof on the floor of 
course. I noticed the track of recent 
fire along the old walls. He said it 
was made by the officers who were 
down there on protective service for 
Capt. Boycott. They had one apart­
ment and cooked there, and the police 
the other. Theee quarters open to the
•ky, and having stones on the floor, did 
not look comfortable. We went np the 
circular stairs to the ramparts, 
There is a walk around the top behind 
the battlements. Looking down at the 
remains of a fireplace in what was a lofty 
second story, my guide told me there 
was a name and a date there. The 
name Fitzgerald, I forget the date; so 
this most have been one of the 
Geraldine castles. There is a fine

covers the stones. This particular 
evening the water was ae calm as a mir­
ror and as bine ae the sky above it, and 
the trees on the hille and bays around it 
in their greenness and leafiness, round- 
headed and maeeive, were all bathed in 
•unlight. We came to fields a little 
more barren-looking, where bare stone 
fences took the place of the rich hedge­
rows, turned up a road that lay between 
these stony ramparts, and drove along 
6»r a little. I was wondeiing in my own 
mind about Captain Boycott. Did lie,in 
his own consciousness, think he wm do­
ng right in his system of fines? He 
knew how small and miserable the 

•wages were; he knew of the poor, com­
fortless homes snd the ‘‘smidrie o' wee 
daddy wOaoe" that depended on the poor 
pennies the father brought home; he 
knew that he eame out well fed and lei­
surely to find fault with a peasant who 
was working with a sense of goneness 
about the itomach. Did he think that 
inereaiing the hanger pain would make 
him more thoughtful, more orderly?
Would he have done better if he had 
been suddenly brought to change places 
with hie serf? If he could not help fin­
ing the people until he fined off the most 
of their wages, where they to blame for 
refusing to work for him"? Wae the 
Government right in taking his part 
when it had heither eye nor ear for hie 
people’s complaint? ,1 wae questioning 
with myself in this helpless fashion,when 
I heard my driver enquire in Irish of 
bare-footed country girl if we 
were near the spot where 
Lord Mountmorris wae mordered.
This question, and the sovpriee with 
which I became aware that I understood 
it, made me forget captain Boyeoot for 
the time being and wake np to the pres­
ent time. We had stopped our car and 
were waiting for the girl's answer,which 
ehd seemed in no hurry to give. At 
length lifting a email stone she threw it 
on the road a cars length behind ue, 
answering in Irish that there was the 
•pot where he was found. The murderer 
wm hidden in the field opposite,
The road was bare of the shelter of ditch 
or hedge, bash or tree. It was late, he

VIEW raOM THE BATTLE1ISXTA.

Lough MMk,which ie very «hallow here, 
a little water and a great many stones 
overtopping it in profusion, lies before 
ue, and an extensive country, partly fer­
tile, in round hille and green valleys, 
partly crusted over with stones. A 
policeman,not my guide on this occasion, 
told me, illustrative of the disposition of 
Captain Boycott, that the hut in which 
the police were sheltered wm very damp 
—water, in fact, was running on the 
floor under their bed. They bad a

We drove along the road, a bleak 
and bare road, with a hill on one side of 
it and a steep elope down on the other, 
until we eame to a email plantation, a 
lodge gate, and drove up.an avenue with 
email plantations of young trees here and 
there, some gnus land with a few beasts 
grazing about, some signs of where 
flower beds and flower borders had been 
better eared for once on a time than 
now, and eame la a comfortable roomy 
square house finished in plMter. This 
was castle something, the residence of 
the late Lord Monntmorris. With a 
blessing, content and a three hundred a 
year one could fancy that person sang 
of by Moore, “With the heart that ie 
humble," being able to make ont life 
nicely here. When a man hM a tittle to 
bie name with ail the requirements which 
it implies and demands, one eonld im­
agine a constant and wearing straggle 
going on. II have earnestly and constant 
ly sought to find a reMoa that could pos­
sibly irritate an ignorant and exasperated 
peMant to the point of taking the life of 
this man, I have found none. He wm 
unhappily addicted to drink, it is said, 
bat he meet have had a large majority of 
the inhabitants of Ireland of all creeds 
and classes on the eame side with him in 
this, to judge by the number of houses 
licensed to sell liquor to be drank on the 
premises which are required fer the 
droutby part of the population. He is 
accused of having warped justice to 
favor hie friends in his capacity of mag 
istrale. I have heard that accusation 
brought against other magistrates again 
and again, who were not molested • He 
wm said to have boMted when fou that 
he wm a spy to the OMtle authorities, 
and eonld have any of them-i he chose to 
point at taken up. This wm mere 
blaster, I suppose. There doM seem no 
reMon why the poor min should be cut 
off in the midst oC hie days by a guilty 
hand, for there is no record ol any tang 
ible injury which he had done to any 
man. Here on the spot where he fell 
among the common people, I did not 
hear anything that seemed to give reMon 
for any hatred that would lead to mur­
der being entertained againit the de- 
oeMed nobleman. We turned away from 
the house and grounds, and I felt very 
sad enough when we passed the place 
where he lay in tlie dark uighl, amid 
bare, barren lonliness until the alarm wm 
giveu. Haallh in full blossom of purple 
clung to the ditch back, foxgloves in 
stately array nodded at me from above 
flowers that creep and flowers that wave 
were springing everywhere,, the rains of 
heaven had wMbed off the red stain, but 
I could not shut my eyes to it. I saw 
the human body, dignified into something 
awful by the presence of death, lying 
there waiting for the hands that were to 
take it up reverently, and beer it away
