The president dropped in dur­
ing the evening at the dinner 
given In honor of the secretary of 
state, Mr. Knox, by representative 
David J. Foster, of Vermont, 
chairman of the house committee 
ou foreign relations. He said 
when asked to speak, that he 
wished to emphasize the import­
ance of the state department, and 
that he hoped the subject would 
not cause surprise.

Provincial Board of Health Advocate 

Stringent Measures to Enter 
minatc Smallpox

FATHER OF WIRELESS TELEGRAPHY

As 
long ago a:» 1872, the year Mr. Marron 
was born, Sir William succeeded in 
telegraphing across the Solent when 
the cable to the Isle of Wight Wjis 
brokeifTAt that time .Sir William was 
electrical engineer to the post-office, 
aim afterwards placed all the resour­
ces of the postolfirv at Mr. Marconi’s 
disposal, and gave him every possible 
aid in his experiments.

The l*io'diicial Hoard of Health met 
at St. John on Tuesday. Among 
North Shore representative weie W. 
1*. Coley, of Cuiaipiet and ( ol. Maltby 
and Ur. Desmond of Newcastle.

There were two sessions, forenoon 
and afternoon. During lhe forenoon 
the su' j<vt of vaccination us a prevcii- 

jtivefoi : mùllpox among school chil­
dren was thoroughly discussed. It. 
was pointed out that there might lie 
considerable dillieulty in enforcing 
the law in counties where there was a 
preponderance of tin French element, 
although there was dinicuhy even in 
counties where this was not true. In 
the afternoon Dr. I’isher said that 
ever since his appointment the pro­
vincial hoard hud .favored the adop­
tion of compulsory vaccination. 
With Hindi a safeguard the only eases 
of the disease with which they would 
probably he called upon to deal would 
he from the outside of the province. 
St. John, Moncton, Newcastle and 
several other towns in the province 
had compulsory vaccination of school 
children and lie favored the extension 
mf this system in the province. The 
appointment of such a health oHicer 
as l hey asked for would do much to­
wards reducing the smallpox bills.

( *»1. Maltby advocated the extension 
of the quarantine fit m twelve to four­
teen days, as at presiyét to twenty-ono 
or twenty-two days* Measures should 
also be taken more effectively to eom- 
uel doctors to report eases of infec­
tious disease.

He also endorsed compulsory vac­
cination.

Dr. Desiuoud spoke of the import­
ance cf doctors ascertaining if the 

vacillation in the case of children was 
successful before granting certificates

Dr. Curran expressed himself aa 
strongly in favor of compulsotj vms 
cination among school children as th 
only effective safeguard.

A resolution was finally introduced 
and carried in favor of compulsory 
vaccination wherever practicable, as 
well as the appointment of a provln
