The methods in vogue among the an- ' 
cients for the development of mines 
were in many respects far different from 
those in use at the present time. In the 
country to the south of us the descent 
and'ascent of shafts were made by means 
of notched logs. These were from twenty 
to thirty feet long, extending from, level 
to level. The logs or ladders were climb­
ed by the sure-footed miners, the Aztecs 
and more Recently by the Indians, who 
were engaged in the dislodgment of the 
precious mineral. The ore was placed in 
rawhide bags, containing about half a 
bushel, this same being rested upon the 
back while it was held in position by 
straps extending across the shoulders,, 
united in -front and fastened through its. 
own weight upon the forhead.. “If" a. 
mine were- overflowing with water the 
troublesome - fluid was removed in these 
bags in the satne manner as the ore by 
the miners, Who tediously climbed the 
notched poles, and whose .steps answered 
the place of wider steps.. The Ore- was-re­
moved in a manner almost as tedious. 
Fires were built against the walls of the 
mine, and as their surface became cal­
cined the incinerated portions were dis- 
lpdged by stone hammers. The melting 
was equally as cumbersome, being effect­
ed with charcoal and bellows. ; Yet min­
ing was profitable under these crude 
methods. It is not surprising, therefore*, 
that wonderful reports continue to- reach, 
us of the richness of the abandoned old 
mines of Sonora, which, with the intro 
^notioe of modem machinery, worked 
hy eutSFgotic and experienced Americans, 
will soon astonish the world with their 
rich production.” In the early days of 
the CoBJutock we have seen these notched 
poles in use in the Mexican mine in this 

also the rawhide sacks. However, 
end shovels and blasted

tiaAtittikea to araetros, arid by the
patio process—indeed the patio process 
was in use here for some years, and not 
alone by Mexicans. Horses were used 
for treading these patios to stir up the 
pulp, and in a short time the poor beasts 
presented a pitiable appearance.

A Beautiful Telescopic View__Decem­
ber may not present so active a scene in 
planetary festivities as those those that 
have rendered illustrious severed of the 
preceding months of the momentous year 
of 1881. It is, however, by no means 
barren in materials for observation for 
those who love to watch the moving pano­
rama nightly unrolled on the dark canopy 
of the skies. The opposition of Mars, the 
quadrature of Uranus, the conjunction of 
Mercury and Venus, the close conjunc­
tion of both planets with the star Betts 
Scorpii, are some of the prominent inci- 
pents that adorn its annals. The greatest 
interest of the month will cluster around 
the movements of the trio of the planets 
Saturn, Jupiter, Mars, as nearly in their 
most superb aspects they track their way 
among the glittering stars, Saturn and 
Jupiter having passed their prime and 
Mars hovering near the goal. The moon­
less nights in the middle of the month 
are the most favorable for observation. 
These are also the longest nights in the 
year, and those, too, in which the most 
brilliant stars and clusters that find place 
in the heavens make their way in stately 
procession from the eastern horizon to 
the western. The season is highly favor­
able for telescopic views of the planetary 
trio, and all who have access to telescopes 
should improve the opportunity__Provi­
dence Journal.

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THE WINTERPORT QUESTION.

Mr. Domville, M. P., in a letter to the 
Sun, calls upon the people of St. John to 
‘•strike a blow for their rights” in the 
matter of the Canada Pacific Railway 
Terminus. We hope they will do so and 
at the same time strike another blow for 
their wrongs, a blow which will not be 
forgotten by the men who have betrayed 
their most vital interests. Truly, as the 
St. John Sun says, the people of our chief 
city “have lived on talk long enough,” 
but when they remember that “the 
Canadian Pacific Railway is the creation 
of the Parliament and Government of 
Canada. Parliament breathed into it ttie 
breath of life. Parliament bought and 
paid for the North West, and has creat­
ed the trade of that country. Parliament 
is simply the people of Canada, and the 
money voted by Parliament was contri­
buted by the people,” they will not for­
get that Parliament in this matter acted 
in obedience to the dictates of Sir John 
Macdonald, aided and abbetted by Sir 
Leonard Tilley and Mr. James Domville. 
Here what the Sun says again : “There 
cannot be two opinions in the Maritime 
Provinces on the subject. It would, in­
deed, be a remarkable occurrence for the 
whole power of the Government and the 
resources of the country to be used to 
build this national highway and to ensure 
the railway against competition in the 
West, if the Company is to be at liberty 
to use the enormous traffic thus develop­
ed, to build up other ports than Canadian 
ports. Tljis was not wtiat Parliament 
voted for. This is not what the country 
expects. And to this the people of 
Canada will never submit.”

We agree with our contemporary that 
this question far transcends party poli­
tics, and we call on it and its fellow sup­
porters of the Government to break from 
their allegiance to the party which has 
placed the whole future of this Province 
in jeopardy. Let our people face the 
matter squarely. What position do we 
hold in the Union ? Let us hear no more 
wordy talk of the future ; but try and 
grasp the actuality of -the present. We 
are to have no part in the great pros­
perity which the opening of the North 
West is to bring to the Dominion ; but 
we and those who come after us must 
pay our share of the many millions of 
taxation which it will entail. Nothing 
has been done to foster the home inter­
ests of these Provinces. Our lumbering 
and our agriculture bear the burden 
of a heavy tariff, imposed in the'interest 
of a few capitalists. Our young mdn go 
away to the United States, or the North 
West, and so far as this Province is con­
cerned they may as well go to the one 
place as the other. Real estate *has de­
preciated in value and from every hand 
we hear of those who are only waiting 
for a chance to sell before they join the 
ranks of those who are seeking that 
prosperity elsewhere which they cannot 
find at home. Now we know a howl will 
go up among our local contemporaries 
that we are decrying our Province, but 
we deny it. These are the hard facts of 
the case and it is folly, it is worse than 
folly, to shut our eyes to them. The 
question resolves itself into this: Shall 
the Tory clique, who rule this Liberal 
Province, continue to grow fat in office, 
or shall the truth be told, the people 
aroused, and a note of indignant protest 
sounded which will echo across the con­
tinent ? The great Provinces of Ontario 
and Quebec will not deny us fair play if 
we demand it as men should.

Mr. Domville wants a part of the sur­
plus expended in building the missing 
fink between the N. B. Railway and the 
Intercolonial. It has taken him two 
fears to see the importance of what 
York’s representative has been working 
for ever since the building of the Inter­
colonial was begun. What this country 
needs is representatives who will take a 
practical view of questions as they arise, 
not those who wake up after the harm has 
been done—not men who will mistake a 
jollification at Ottawa and empty speeches 
in Parliament for statesmanship. On 
every possible occasion Mr. Pickard has 
urged the completion of railway connec­
tion with the St. Lawrence. Not one of 
his efforts was seconded by the Tory 
representatives of this Province, or by the 
Tory press ; but, as we said in Friday’s 
issue, when he proposed to ask the Min­
ister of Finance to give the project the 
benefit of that great influence which his 
friends said he possessed at Ottawa, two 
of the Tory papers condemned him in 
unmeasured terms. Yet7 those who 
were unblinded by party zeal could see 
then, as any one can see now, that upon 
this depended the welfare of the city of 
St. John and the whole western part of 
the Province.

The British Admiralty have directed 
compressed jute to be tried as armour 
against Nordenfelt and Gatling guns, 
with a view to ascertain whether it can 
be used, principally in Torpedo vessels, 
instead of iron and steel.

An English View of the Northwest. 
—Mr. James Rice, the novelist, Lthus 
writes of the Northwest :—

“ In the Canadian Far West the popu­
lation, including Indians, is probably un­
der 200,000, and it is not thought an ex­
travagant statement to put the future 
population of this territory, when it shall 
have been rendered easily accessible, and 
when its advantages have exercised its 
full effect in attracting settlers, at nearly
(0,000,000. There can be no doubt that 

the resources of Canada have not as yet 
been fully developed, and the day is pro­
bably not so far in the future when a five­
fold ncreased quantity of cereals will be 
grown than there are now. There are im­
mense tracts iii this corn-growing zone, 
the whole of which, cultivated and uncul­
tivated, is estimated at two million square 
miles ; and doubtless, when the agricul 
tural population of Canada increases, will 
produce millions of cwts. more grain than 
at present. Ontario had long been cele­
brated for the superior quality of its wheat, 
Manitoba has tens of thousands of 
acres of the richest and most suitable 
land for corn-growing in the world. In 
these regions there are boundless prairies 
of virgin soil entirely unencumbered 
with trees, and the district simply awaits 
the time when the Pacific and other 
lines of railway open it out. When that 
day arrives it will attract farmers as set­
tlers on its soil, and materially aid 
Canada in becoming a formidable com­
petitor with the United States in the 
com markets of the world. There is 
physical cause why wheat grown in the 
northern region of Manitoba should be 
superior to that grown in the United 
States to the south of it. The nearer the 
northerly limit at which wheat will grow 
the finer is its quality. From the 15th of 
June to the first of July, nearly two 
hours more daylight prevailed in Mani­
toba than in the State of Ohio. It is not 
heat alone that is required to bring the 
wheat plant to perfection, even when the 
soil is best adapted for its growth. Other 
conditions being present, the greater the 
amount of solar light the better the 
result. I believe that sooner or later— 
and probably sooner—the English land- 
owner and farmer will have to face the 
competition of the Great West, not 
merely - in the prevention of famine 
prices, but in the creation of and prob­
able perpetuation of low prices.”

None of the public speakers who dis­
cuss the future market for the produce of 
Canada, seem to take into consideration 
the probability of an Asiatic market for 
wheat, yet the shipments of this grain 
from ^an Francisco to the Chinese ports 
is yearly increasing, and those who are 
well informed upon the habits and cus­
toms of the Chinese say that, when once 
the prejudice of the people against deal­
ing with foreigners has been overcome, 
and it is fast breaking down, the possible 
development of the market for wheat and 
other American productions, is practi 
cally unlimited.

The demand for the Herald on Satur­
day night very greatly exceeded the sup­
ply.

“Go West, Young Man.”—A gentle­
man, who has just returned from a trip to 
Manitoba, expresses the opinion that if 
he were a young man he would not stay 
here, but proceed west at once. The 
trouble about this going west seems to be 
this, that the young men say, per contra, 
that if they had half as much money as 
some of the older men they would leave 
at once, and the older men say, “ if I were 
a young man.” And here the matter 
rests, with no apparent possibility of a 
mutual arrangement of advantages.

The News takes high ground on the 
winter port question. The Halifax Herald 
also speaks out with spirit. Only our 
local Tory organs are silent, and one of 
these is waiting to see what the Opposi­
tion will do.

The proposal to make Sir John Mac­
donald Governor General of Canada 
would be welcomed by a good many 
people, irrespective of political party ; 
for the reason that it would put an end 
to any attempt to establish a Court at 
Ottawa. This Dominion wants no aristo­
cracy other than that of merit, whose 
letters patent are recognized thé world 
over. It was without doubt a kindly 
thing on the part of the British Govern­
ment to offer the honors of knighthood 
to distinguished Canadians ; but those 
of our fellow-countrymen who declined 
the title, acted much more in conformity 
with public sentiment than those who ac­
cepted it. The title confers no dignity 
upon those who wear it. With a Governor 
General appointed by our own people, 
the reduction of the expenses of Giwern- 
ment would be greatly facilitated, when 
a reduction in the salary of the Governor 
General was proposed some years ago, 
one of the chief objections was that it 
would be almost indecorous to ask an 
English nobleman to come hefe and 
isolate himself from its home ties without 
paying him well for it.

A little cuteness is an awkward thing, 
and that is one of the troubles of the 
Capital. It thinks it has got a fine thing 
of at the expense of the Hb*am>, be­
cause Mr. Isaac Burpee and Mr. George 
Stephen are both interested in the New 
Brunswick Railway and the latter is 
the President of the Canada ' lÆcific, 
whose policy we have condemned as un- 
Canadian. We were aware of both of 
those facts before ; but do not see how 
any such consideration should influence 
what we may have to say. Instead of 
playing the part of a critic, and a very 
ppor one at that, it would be much more 
to the credit of the Capital to join with 
us in endeavoring to secure fair play to 
the locality upon which both it and the 
Herald depend for'-their support.

“This monopoly question is a great and 
grave one, and we feel disposed to look at it 
very carefully, from time to time. Before 
doing so, however, we wait to know exactly 
the position which the Opposition party take 
on the point.”

This is all our contemporary has to say. 
Has our contemporaiy no opinion of its 
own? Is this a time when any man, 
much less a journalist, must wait to see 
whether or not he can make a little poli­
tical capital out of the greatest interests 
of the country? The truth is our con­
temporary does not know which way to 
turn. It has not the courage to speak 
out as the Su» did, nor the audacity to 
endeavor to justify the result of the reck­
lessness of the Tory administration.

It is\he plain duty of every one who 
wishes well to New Brunswick to set 
himself to enquire what can be done to 
promote the material interests of the 
Province. Steps should be tairai at once 
to ascertain which 'of the products of 
this country will find the readiest sale in 
foreign markets and a united effort made 
to | develop to the utmost the trade in 
them, We have waited long enough for 
governments and politicans to help us. 
It is high time to put our own shoulders 
to the wheel. The press should grapple 
with the subject, our business men should 
take hold of it intelligently and prac­
tically.

A . Company calling itself “The Land 
Corporation of Canada,” with a capital of 
$2,500,000 has been organized in Loudon. 
The Duke of Manchester is at the head of 
the project. The Company has secured 
the option of purchasing 1,000,000 acres 
of laud from the C. P. R. Company, and 
contemplates the purchase of other lands 
from the Hudson’s Bay Company and the 
Government. They will lay off the lands 
into farms, on which they will erect build­
ings, giving tenants the option of purchas­
ing. The project meets with great favor 
in London.

It is about time that some notice was 
taken of the disgraceful condition of the 
large lock boxes in the Fredericton post 
office. One fails to see the use of a lock 
box which half a dozen people can open. 
It is certainly not for want of represen­
tation by our postmaster that thé defect 
has not been remedied ; neither would 
it appear to be on account of any in­
sufficient amount of inspection by 
architect, overseer and the like. The 
small boxes are all right so far as the 
locks are concerned, but are far -too 
small and are very roughly made, The 
lower boxes are not only improperly 
fitted with locks ; but seem to be very 
slight affairs. The Post Office Depart­
ment will be very greatly at fault, if 
better boxes are not provided at once, 
and somebody may be at serious loss.

The Capital has discovered that it is 
the intention of the Liberals to “destroy 
the national resources of Canada,” which 
is real naughty on the part of the Liberals. 
How they are going to do it, our contem­
porary does not explain ; but nevertheless 
we cannot avoid expressing our gratifi­
cation at the deep discernment of dark 
and wicked ways which this discovery 
displays.

The Tories carried West Northumber­
land, Ont., by a majority of sixty-nine, 
which is a slight decrease over their ma­
jority at the last general election.

Prospectus of the “Herald.”

I offer The Herald to the public, be­
lieving that a journal, liberal in its opin­
ions, independent in its tone, and prompt 
in the matter of news, will be well re­
ceived.

The Herald will give prominence to 
local news, and by having upon its staff 
an experienced city editor, who will de­
vote his whole time to the local work, it 
will be able to give a complete and reli­
able report of the events which happen 
in Fredericton and vicinity.

In the selection of general jjews, regard 
will be had to those subjects in which 
readers of the Herald can be reasonably 
expected to take an interest. Such news 
will be given in condensed, terse form, so 
that much will be compressed into 
small space. No effort will be spared to 
make this journal, as nearly as possible, a 
complete record of current events.

Long editorials will be discarded as a 
rule, and in this department the subjects 
dealt with will be those of a present in­
terest and which have some bearing upon 
the affairs of the people of Canada.

In politics the Herald will be Liberal. 
Canada is essentially democratic in senti­
ment. Their manner of living, their edu­
cation, the example set them by their 
fathers, are such that self-government and 
equal rights must ever be the birthright 
of Canadians. It follows therefore that 
anything in the political constitution 
which impairs the exercise of the func­
tions of government by the people, any 
system of administration which favors 
monopolies, or has a tendency to exalt 
one class above another, are antagonistic 
to public sentiment and the best interests 
of the country. An important epoch in 
the history of this country is not far dis 
tant. Changes in the political status of 
the Dominion may be brought forward to 
be dealt with practically at any time. The 
Herald will enter upon the discussion of 
such subjects as these with a determina­
tion to consider them from a Canadian 
standpoint, and to favpr and advocate 
anything calculated to advance the mate­
rial interests of the people.

In discussing the political issues now 
before the people, this'journal will act in 
sympathy with' Her Majesty’s Loyal Oppo­
sition in Parliament.

The people of Canada cannot view with 
indifference the enormous expense at­
tendant upon the administration of gov­
ernment. This is entirely out of propor­
tion to the wealth and population of the 
Dominion, and as in a new country, seek­
ing to build itself up by attracting immi­
gration,-it is all important that the rate of 
taxation should be kept low, the Herald 
will join hands with those who advo­
cate a reduction in the cost of gov­
ernment. The expense of administration 
and the large debt or the Dominion com 
pel the imposition of a customs tariff, 
which, in order that sufficient revenue 
may be raised, must bear so large a pro­
portion to the foreign trade of the Do­
minion as to be necessarily “ protective.” 
The so called “ National Policy” is sim­
ply the outcome of past and present ex­
travagance, and cannot be justified by 
reference to any principle other than this, 
that the country ought to meet its en 
gagements as they fall due. The people 
not being willing to have resort to direct 
taxation, it follows, as a matter of course, 
that whatever party is in power will be 
compelled to continue a high tariff. 
Nevertheless such alterations ought to 
be made in details as will make the burden 
of taxation bear as lightly as possible upon 
the staple industries of the country and 
the laboringclasaes. The nearer we can ap­
proach to free trade the better, in view as 
well as of the interests of our own people 
as of the relations in which the Dominion 
stands towards the other parts of the 
Empire and the United States.

Upon the Temperance question the 
HeRald will occupy no uncertain position; 
but will give its assistance to any well de- 
vised attempt, either by legislation or 
otherwise, to suppress the use and traffic 
in intoxicating liquors.

The Herald will endeavor to keep its 
readers informed as to the progress of 
thought in the domain of religion and 
philosophy, without occupying any ex­
treme or partisan position : neither pub­
lishing anything merely because it "is 
novel, nor omitting to do so because it 
assails some generally recognized opinion.

The clergymen resident in the city will 
be requested to favor the readers of the 
Herald by permitting the occasional 
publication in extenso of sermons by them. 
A special effort will be made to keep a 
record of what is transpiring in the 
religious world. ,No prominence will be 
given to any one denomination over 
another, but it will be our constant aim 
in the matter of news to treat all classes, 
creeds and sects with even-handedjustice.

The Herald will devote considerable 
attention in its tri-wèekly issues to City 
matters, and it invites any of the rate­
payers who may desire to do so, to employ’ 
its columns for the expression of their 
views on civic questions, with these con­
ditions, that public men must be dealt 
with solely in their public capacity, and 
that all correspondence must be short, to 
the point, and deal with facts.

Correspondence upon all subjects of 
public merest is invited upon the sa 
conditions.

The Saturday edition of the Herald 
will not be a simple reproduction of the 
tri-weekly editions. It will be made up 
by selecting the articles in those editions 
of most interest to the public generally, 
as well outside as within the city. In ad­
dition to this, the local and foreign news 
will be brought down to the hour of going 
to press, and in this respect the Herald 
will stand alone among the weekly news­
papers of New Brunswick.- It will also 
contain all the Church announcements 
for the next Sunday and the ensuing week, 
and such other features as may suggest 
themselves as calculated to make it 
welcome visitor in every home, not only 
in this city, but along the valley of the 
Saint John. There is a field here for the 
right kind of a weekly paper, and the 
Herald proposes to try and occupy it.

CHRISTMAS.

It is a matter of little moment whether 
next Sunday is or is not the annivérsary 
of the birth of Christ. The probabilities 
are that it is not ; but since the 25th of 
December has for some sixteen centuries 
been set apart to be celebrated as the 
day of His nativity, it is eminently proper 
that its recognition should be general. 
Of the figures that pass across the 
pages of history, none fills a place to be 
compared with His whose name is associ­
ated with this festal season. Dismiss if 
you can from your minds all thoughts of 
His divinity, regard Christ simply as an 
historical personage, and mark the gran­
deur of his life and work. Bom nearly nine­
teen hundred years ago in a little Jewish 
town, but just when or where no man can 
tell, living a life which failed to attract 
the attention of contemporary historians, 
and dying the most disgraceful death in 
a social point of view, the few meagre in- 

jf cidents of His life which His contempor­
aries recorded are treasured in- millions 
of hearts, and the siniple story of them is 
familiar even to our little ones; while 
upon the broad and firm principles to be 
found in the short reports ot his public 
addresses we build our whole social and 
political system. Great men lived before 
Christ, and in the histories of Greece, 
Rome, China and Hindostan we leam of 
their wonderful influence. The systems 
taught by these, though containg much 
that is good and true, are restricted, and 
by comparison cramped and confined ; 
but JJie Gospel of Christ is as wide as the 
limitless universe, as far reaching as the 
love of God. It is the Gospel of progress. 
As the centuries roll away men get nearer 

,and clearer ideas of its meaning.
Its beautiful simplicity <8 daily the 

better understood. Men have woven 
their creeds around it, have hedged it in 
with their formulas ; but it breaks them 
all assunder. It needs no human guardi­
ans, no church sentinels, but in the 
strength of its own divinity goes forth 
conquering and to conquer. We do not 
stop to discuss whether the Unitarian or 
the Trinitarian is correct in his view of 
the character of Christ. His life, His 
teachings, and their results, proclaim the 
divine churacter of the gospel He preach­
ed, and satisfy to completeness the human 
idea of a God.

Never in the long centuries has the 
character of Christ been more carefully 
examined into than now ; never before 
was it so subjected to the cool critical 
examination of philosophic minds, and 
never was it better appreciated. To-day 
the world is more ready to worship Him 
that ever, for it recognizes as never be­
fore the perfect tryth of the words He 
spoke, the profound wisdom of the prin­
ciples He taught, the holiness of His life, 
and the sublime love manifested in His 
death.

THE HUM.

The hum has struck Fredericton. It 
begun last Monday morning just after 
enough snow had fallen to make the 
roads any way passable. What two years 
of Sir Leonard Tilley’s tariff failed to 
bring about a little flurry of snow created. 
There was another hum out in the coun­
try a month or so ago, when people were 
getting ready to go to the woods. This 
precious N. P., which has not given a 
single man in York County an additional 
days work or increased his wages a single 
dollar, but on the contrary has lessened 
the purchasing power of every dollar that 
he earns, so that the slight advance in 
wages this fall is absolutely of no benefit 
to those who receive it, has failed en­
tirely to protect the farmers, and its 
originator sought to excuse the burdens, 
which he had to admit he had placed on 
lumbering, by describing this great 
business as “ a waning industry,” and yet 
upon farming and lumbering the whole 
prosperity of this province depends.

As we anticipated a city contemporary 
charges us with decrying the country so as 
“if possible to make péople discontented 
.and to drive them away.” This he knew 
was untrue when he wrote it ; but all the 
same, he wrote it; a good tory journal 
never hesitates about so trifling a thing 
as an untruth. The Herald never 
denied that the Province was epjoying 
better times than it was a year or two 
ago, but it does most emphatically deny 
that this is due to the taxation policy 
which our three city contemporaries ad­
vocate, and although we have challenged 
them to prove that it is, not a tittle of 
evidence has been forthcoming. The 
Reporter alone attempted an answer and 
it proceeded to inform us that it had lost 
a long advertisement1 on account of the 
N. P., but this, our contemporary to the 
contrary notwithstanding, is not “ a 
benefit.” Now we renew our invitation. 
Will they not tell us of some good the 
N. P. has done this community ? If they 
cant tell us of a factory started, or of the 
increased production of some establish­
ment previously in existence, perhaps 
there is a man somewhere, or if not a 
man perhaps a boy, who is earning some­
thing which he could not eyn without 
the glorious N. P. We have heard plenty 
about organization, about “unscrupulous 
grits,” about the great increase in pros­
perity. It is time these taxation advocates 
got down to bed rock.

Since the above was written the snow 
has left us, and we have not heard a 
single merchant say that the N. P. would 
suffice in its stead.

The inhabitants of Queens County 
must be the most long-suffering people 
upon the face of the earth. Possessed of 
one of the finest agricultural districts in 
the Province, with very considerable lum­
ber yet remaining in the forests and de­
posits of coal of unknown value, they 
have gone on from year to year contribut­
ing largely to the revenue of the 
country, and enjoying only a very few of 
the benefits resulting from the enormous 
public expenditures which have been 
made in the last twenty-five years. Their 
only railway and telegraph line skirts the 
extreme west of the County, through a 
district comparatively poor and almost 
unsettled, vrhile the magnificent Parishes 
of Gagetown, Hampstead, Cambridge, 
Johnston, Chipman, Waterborough and 
Canning are shut off altogether from the 
advantages of these “ resources of civiliza­
tion.” Jt is perhaps not of very much 
use for anybody just now to revive the 
Central Railway project, at least until he 
is prepared with a definite scheme, al­
though fair play, if nothing else, dictates 
the subsidizing of the road ; but it is cer­
tainly not premature to say that assist­
ance should be given the people of 
Queens to procure a telegraph line.

If a line were erected from Welsford 
on the St. John & Maine to Gagetown 
and a connection made by cable with a 
line on the south side of Grand Lake to 
Chipman, several important business 
centres would be greatly benefitted. The 
distance would be about sixty-five miles 
and more than ten thousand people live 
in the section which it would accomo­
date. Very little money would be 
necessary to secure this. The Western 
Union Company once offered to equip a 
line to Gagetown if the people would put 
up the poles, and probably they would 
make this offer good for the whole, dis­
tance above mentioned. We think that 
$2,000 would pay the expense of procuring 
the poles and putting them up and if it 
would, or even a little more should be 
necessary, it would be a very graceful act 
on the part of the Government to make 
the appropriation, and there is not a 
man in the Province who would com­
plain of it.

Speaking of the winter port question, 
the Maritime Farmer says :—

“It is a matter which affects all the Pro­
vinces, and if decided adversely to St. John 
or Halifax, would have a disintegrating effect 
upon the Dominion.”

Not a bit of it. The Farmer and papers 
of that stripe, after a few protests, more 
or less boisterous, will accept the situa­
tion, publish Government advertisements 
and follow the lead of the Tory chief with 
a blindness as dense as it is pitiable. 
Why don’t they do as the Capital did, 
nail their colors to the mast and proclaim 
there is no salvation outside of a Tory re­
gime? This metaphor is somewhat

mixed, but not much more so than the 
position in which these Tory sheets will 
find themselves when Sir John hears 
what they have been doing and puts his 
foot down upon it. These papers are 
getting very near to “veiled treason” 
when they talk of “ disintegration ;” but 
then they don’t mean it. The only one 
of them who has “the courage of his own 
convictions” is convinced that he had 
better keep quiet, and is plucky enough 
to do it.

The United States seems to' be on the 
eve of a newx departure in its foreign 
politics. Their interference in the affairs 
of the South American republics and 
their evident intention of not allowing 
any European power to control the 
Panama Canal indicate that the Wash­
ington Government may in future be 
regarded as an active participator in 
international affairs. The position taken 
by Mr. Blaine, in his instructions to 
Minister Lowell in reference to the Clay- 
ton-Bulwr treaty, took very high ground 
and were not very well received in Eng­
land. The Times says “ that freedom of 
passage between the two oceans can 
never, in any event, become an exclusive 
American right” Mr. Blame has so far 
committed his government to the com­
pany out of the Muuroe doctrine in its 
entirety that it will be difficult for them 
to recede from the position taken with­
out a loss of prestige, nevertheless it is 
plain that the demands of the Washing­
ton authorities cannot be assented to by 
France and England. The most probable 
result of the interference in the aflairs of 
Peru and Chila seems to be the estab­
lishment of a protectorate over those 
republics, which have certainly showed 
about as little capacity for self govern­
ment as any people ever did. A strong 
protectorate would be productive of im­
mense benefit to the South American 
States, which have very great natural 
wealth. Much American capital has al­
ready been invested there and its owners 
are endeavoring to bring all possible 
pressure upon the government at Wash­
ington to assume the right to dictate a 
settlement of the disputes which have, 
not only unsettled values, but have 
rendered much very valuable property 
absolutely nonproductive.

AN HISTORICAL SOCIETY.

Mr. Buhner’s suggestions were well re­
ceived by those who gathered in the City 
Council Chamber to hear what he had to 
say on the subject of an Historical Society 
for Fredericton. Mr. Bulmer is an en- 
husiast, but one of a practical kind, and 

he succeeded in imparting a good deal 
of his enthusiasm to the other gentlemen 
present, many of whom had already given 
the preservation of the records of the 
early days of the Province some consider­
ation. We hope that the Society, when 
fully organized, will be in every sense 
successful. It ought to receive the co­
operation and support of the public, and 
the best way to secure this will be to 
make its field of investigation co-exten- 
sive with the Province. There is a vast 
unexplored mine of facts relative to the 
early settlement of this country, which, 
if once brought to light, will be a source 
of pride and gratification to the whole 
people.

The Lieùtenant Governor, who was 
unable to be present at the meeting, in­
formed the Mayor that he would further 
its objects in any way in his power.

One Wife too Many.

Fredericton’s Sensation—1W. Oliver arrested 
on a Charge of Bigamy.

Our sister city of St. John has had for some 
time past the monopoly, as it were, of sensa­
tions—theTheall wife killing case, the Lewin- 
Furlong difficulty j and the despatches last 
evening hinted at the sudden moving west of 
a prominent citizen and official of that city, 
who leaves behind a large amount of indebt­
edness. Fredericton was awakened Thurs­
day afternoon from a dream of peaceful mo­
rality, which had been broken only by the 
Farmer11 howls over “That Printing Con­
tracts,” and the alleged corruptness of Aid 
Wheeler, and stepped to the front with a case 
of bigamy that has stirrdd society with un­
wonted and unpleasant sensation. The fol­
lowing is the story as told by the prosecutor, 
but our readers must always remember that 
“one story is good only until another is told.’,

Arthur W. Oliver loved “not wisely, but 
too well,” and too much. Seventeen or 
eighteen years ago, he met and married 
Rhoda L. Hawes in Lawrence, Mass. Two 
years ago he came here in search of work. 
He found work at his trade, carpentering, 
and later on he found another wife. He 
boarded last summer at Mr. Jacob Barker’s, 
on Charlotte steeet, where he met Lilly Ger­
trude Barker, a daughter of Jacob Barker, 
who was then teaching in Stanley. They 
became friends ; then something more than 
friends in the natural course of events ; and 
Arthur W. Oliver asked Jacob Barker for his 
daughter’s hand. He had objected to their 
being friends, and of course he objected to 
their becoming one flesh. Mrs. Barker also 
objected, on the grounds, it is.said, that he 
was much the older of the two, and that 
(which was more to the point) she believed 
he was already married. Mr. Oliver had to 
leave Mr. Barker’s house, and took up his 
abode at the Waverly House, Regent street. 
Miss Barker also made a change of base about 
that time. On a certificate of ill health from 
Dr. Brown of this city, she obtained leave of 
absence from her school at Stanley until-after 
the C.hristmas,holidays. This brought them 
both in the city, and, with the light of after 
events on their actions, it would seem with a 
purpose. On the 23rd of November last they 
over-ruled the strong objections of Mr. and 
Mrs. Jacob Barker by overhauling Denis Han­
lon’s coach on York street, and bring 
driven to the residence of Rev. A. J. Mowatt, 
who made Lilly Gertrude Barker the wife of 
Arthur W. Oliver, and Arthur W. Oliver the 
hnsband of two wives, contrary to the law 
of the land in such case made and provided, 
and very much to the contrary of the strongly 
stated objections of Mr. and Mrs. Jacob Bar­
ker. There was, of course, some little talk 
and comment at the time, but the much mar­
ried man and his last wife took a trip to St. 
John on the 24th of November, and returning 
shortly after, put up at the Waverly House,, 
where they have sojourned ever since, with­
out any opposition or fuss on the part of Mr. 
and Mrs. Barker.

It was but the lull between the storms, 
and it is well “to be off with the old love 
before you are on with the new.’ ’ Mr. and 
Mrs. Barker took the next move to prove the 
tenability of their objections. They author­
ized W. Wilson, Esq., a limb of the law of 
this city to* hunt up Arthur W. Oliver’s 
antecedents. He did so, and ran over 
another wife, and to add to the complication, 
two children, in Lynn, Mass., from whom he 
got a letter. A witness to the marriage was 
hunted up, and sent by train to Fredericton.

On Wednesday, Mr. Barker laid informa­
tion according to the facts, and John L. 
Marsh, Esq., P. M., issued his warrant for 
the arrest of Arthur W. Oliver for that 
whereas the said Arthur W. Oliver “on 
Wednesday, the 23rd day of November last, 
at the city of Fredericton, in the County of 
York, did .feloniously marry and take to 
wife one Lilly Gertrude Barker, Rhoda S. 
Hawes, his former wife, to whom the said 
Arthur W. Oliver was previously married 
being then alive, contrary to the form of 
statute in such case made and provided.” 
And at 4 o’clock yesterday afternoon City 
Marshall John Woodward arrested Arthur 
W. Oliver while at work on A. G. Blair1 s 
house, George street, and he remarked in a 
jocularly regretful manner that “one wife 
ought to be enough any way.” He was rather 
late finding it out.

Oliver was araigned before Bfrlice Magis­
trate Marsh and the warrant read over to 
him. The examination was commenced 
Friday at 10 o’clock. Mr. Blair appears 
for Oliver, and Mr. Wetmore, Q. C., for the 
prosecution. The prisoner was refused bail 
and remanded to the county jail. He takes 
things coolly, and calls the jail a “shebang.”

A woman who was a witness of the 
marriage of of Arthur W. Oliver and Rhoda 
S. Hawes, arrived in this city last night. •

Much sympathy is felt and expressed in the 
city for Mr. and Mrs. Barker at the unfortu­
nate turn affairs have taken, and for the 
sorrowful position of their daughter also, 
who is a charming and attractive young 
lady well known and much respected in the 
community.

The preliminary examination into the case 
of Arthur W. Oliver, charged with bigamy, 
came up in the Police Court this morning, 
before Police Magistrate Marsh and Sitting 
Police Magistrate Jqhn Richards.

Mary Leighton was sworn and testified. I 
reside now in Somerville, Mass., 17 years ago 
I was residing in Lawrence, Mass., and I then 
knew one Arthtir W. Oliver ; I see him in 
Court now [witness looks at Oliver, who re­
turns her stare fixedly]. The prisoner is the 
man. I saw him in Lawrence 17 years ago. 
I then knew one Rhoda Selina Hawes ; she is 
a cousin of mine, and she was on a visit then 
to my house in Lawrence ; this was 17 years 
ago last November. She was a widow at that 
time. Her maiden name was Hamilton. I 
saw Arthur W. Oliver and Rhoda S. Hawes 
married ; they were married- at my home, 
King street, Lawrence, on Thanksgiving Day, 
the 24th November, 1864, by Dr. Packard, of 
Grace Episcopal Church, Jackson st.. Law­
rence.

I had been in Grace Church myself prior to 
this marriage more than once, and saw Dr. 
Packard officiating there as minister. Im­
mediately after Oliver and Hawes were 
married they resided in Lawrence ; I was 
only in their house once' after they were

married, and I saw them there. I cannot 
just recollect how long they resided in Law­
rence after they were married ; I should 
think it was about nine months. They 
moved away and since that time I have not 
seen Oliver until now. I saw his wife, for­
merly Rhoda S- Hawes now Rhoda S. Oliver, 
on Tuesday last ; she was alive and well. I 
saw her in Lynn, Mass., at her residence. 
There were present at the marriage on Nov. 
24, 1864, myself, Mr. Jonathan S. Johnston, 
Miss Sarah Clark, and Mary Hamilton, who is 
now dead. My hnsband is living ; his name 
is George A.Leighton ; I was married to 
him then ; he was not present at the marriage 
Mrs. Johnston was in Lawrence 6 years ago ; 
I can’t say where she is now ; I saw Miss 
Clark there also. I moved away from Law­
rence the 15th day of J une 6 years ago. Miss 
Clark was single when I last saw her, Dr. 
Packard died ; I cannot say when, I have 
the certificate of marriage. [Certificate of 
marriage produced and handed to Mr. Wet- 
more, who informed Mr. Blair he would offer 
it in [evidence. Mr. Blair examined it, and 
went out with the certificate in his hand for 
a brief consultation with Oliver in the next 
room. On hie return he suggested the ad­
visability of having more proof of the 
genuineness of the document.] —

Mr. Wetmore—I will keep this for a few 
moments.

Witness — I had strict orders to bring it 
back with me.

Mr. Wetmore — Perhaps you had better 
take it. [Hands it to her.]

Witness then continued : The ceremony 
was performed according to the rites of the 
Episcopal Church ; Dr. Packard officiated, 
and it was understood to be a marriage cere­
mony between these parties. Mrs. Oliver has 
two children living; I saw one of them; it 
appeared to be 6 or 7 years old.

Cross-examined by Mr. Blair—I reside at 
present in East Somerville, Mass., and have 
for six years since the Centennial year. 
My husband is a portrait painter; he was 
painting portraits in Lawrence. We were 
living together at that time, and did until 
we removed to our present place of residence. 
My maiden name is Hamilton. 1 was born in 
Nova Scotia, in Brookfield, Colchester Co. 
I left there 35 years ago, and have been 
married since I left, in Boston. My father’s 
name was John Hamilton. I knew Rhoda S. 
Hamilton before she married Haws in Brook­
field ; I think she is about 41 or 42. I do not 
rightly know her age. When I left Nova 
Scotia she was quite small. Her father’s 
name is Archibald Hamilton ; she is my 
cousin. My husband and I were keeping house 
in Lawrence. Mrs. Haws was there awhile 
before she married ; for 2 or 3 weeks. She 
came there from Salem. I had not seen her 
before that time for 6 or 6 years. She had 
one little girl.

I saw her in Lawrence ; she was at my 
place more than a week ; she was sewing for 
herself. Oliver wa| at my house several 
times before the marriage ; after he was there- 
als. He was there more than once—certainly 
as many as five times. It was at my home I 
first knew him, and while Mrs. Hawes was 
there. Oliver has been at my home half a day 
at a time ; I was there and the woman he 
married. My husband was present during 
some of these times. I went to Dr. Packard’s 
church some times ; I went to the Orthodox ; 
I cannot remember the Rector’s name. My 
husband does not go to church. Dr. Packard 
was Oliver’s own choice ; I heard him say so 
in "toy parlor one evening before the marriage. 
There was no best man.

Blair—Who was next best woman ?
Witness—They were all about alike.
Blair—Then he married them all?
Witness — Oh, no. (Laughter). They 

were married at 4 o’clock. We had tea at 
5; my husband was there ; he arrived in 
time for tea. Mrs. Hamilton was there also; 
she was another cousin. Oliver and his 
wife left my home about 9 o'clock. They 
boarded when tiiey were first married; with 
a Mrs. McDuflÿ? I think ; I am not really 
sure of the nanfe. I do not know when they 
went to housekeeping. I think Mrs. Mc- 
Duffy belonged there. They were at my 
house four or five times after the marriage— 
twice to dinner, once on an 
errand, and twice on a call at the picture 
saloon. I went to Lynn and saw Mrs. Oliver 
there ; I did not go to Lynn to see her on 
Tuesday last. I went there with Mrs. Jacob 
Barker, who is now in Court. Mrs. Oliver 
is keepingjbouse with her two children and 
her neice boards with her. She is known as 
Mrs. Oliver; I heard people call her by that 
name. She did not go by the name of Mrs. 
Hawes since she got married to Oliver. I 
never had a letter from her. It is 16 years 
since I saw her before. I had no acquaint­
ance with Oliver until he came to my house 
to see Mrs. Haws. I came down here at Mrs. 
Barker’s instance. I was not very intimate, 
with Oliver ; he treated me well and I treat­
ed him well. I addressed him as Mr. Oliver. 
I made no enquiries about Mr. Oliver when 
he was about to marry my cousin, or after­
ward. 'Iam quite sure bis name is Oliver. 
Since I saw him years ago in the States I did 
not see him until I came into the Court 
room ; Mrs. Barker had no photograph of 
Oliver. Mrs. Barker explained to me about 
her daughter getting married.

I did not come here on speculation ; I came 
because I thought witnesses were compelled 
by law to go, I thought I could tell Oliver 
any where. I recognize the prisoner as Mr. 
Oliver, [witness looks at him] I have no 
difficulty in recognizing him. Mrs. Barker 
found me .out last Tuesday afternoon be­
tween 2 and 3 o’clock. On Wednesday we 
went to Lynn, on the 3 p. m. train ; we went 
to see Mrs. Hamm, an acquaintance of Mrs. 
Barker’s, ahd then went to see Mrs. Oliver. 
It was Wednesday, and not Tuesday, that I 
saw Mrs. Oliver, I made a mistake when I 
said Tuesday. Mr. Johnathon Johnston was 
a machinist ; he lived on High street ; I have 
not seen them for 6 years, have not heard 
that they are dead ; Miss Clark was some re­
lation of Mrs. Johnston and lived with her, 
my husband is home in Somerville now, at 
the time of the marriage there was a cer­
tificate which Oliver and his wife signed, 
but I cannot say that any one signed it ; I 
did not as a witness ; I think there were 
two certificates. The officiating clergyman 
signed the same papers, I will not swear after 
the lapse of years that the name signed to 
the marriage certificate is “Arthur W. 
Oliver,” nor Arthur Oliver. Adjourned 
until 3 o’clock.

Mr. E' L. Wetmore and Wm. Wilson, Esq.,

appeared for the Crown, and Mr." A. G. 
Blair for prisoner.

We have the particulars of a letter written 
by Rhoda L. Hawes, in reference to Oliver, 
but do not think it wise to publish them 
while the matter is before the Court.

At three o’clock Friday p.m., the examin­
ation was resumed in the Police Court. Mr. 
Blair continued his cross-examination of Mrs. 
Leighton in regard to where she had lived. 
The marriage, ihe said, had taken place some 
time daring the last year of the war about 
2£ years after the war commenced. She 
thinks, if she remembers the dates of the 
war aright, the marriage took place the fall 
before the war was closed; I do not know if 
I know them aright. I have a child that is 
16 years old last March, and the fall before 
the wedding took place,I don’t recollect 
the year, the child was born. [Witness ob­
jects to telling her age as she does not con­
sider it material, but says she was married 
20 years ago next February.] I saw the 
prisoner as soon as I came in,and before Mrs. 
Barker pointed him out to me. I will swear 
that Mrs. Barker did not point out Oliver to 
me. Mrs. Barker told me she would pay my 
expenses here and give me $5, that is all. I 
did not care for that; I thought I should be 
obliged to go.
Mr. Blair-If you were to describe Oliver as he 

appeared at the time of the marriage, how 
would yon go about it?

Witness—Tall, nearly six feet, I should 
think ; round shouldered, slight ; sharp, 
glassy round eyes, bright blue color ; mid­
dling round face, rather low forehead ; medi­
um sized month and short nose ; dark hair, 
slightly curly. I have a distinct recollection 
of these features being the features of Oliver 
16 or 17 years ago. [During this descrip­
tion the prisoner turned his back by direction 
of counsel.] I noticed nothing else peculiar 
about his nose or' eyes. He wore a mous-

Re-examined—The prisoner brought Mrs. 
Hawes to my place ; he said they came from 
Salem. When I came into Police Office this 
morning, I saw Oliver and recognized him. 
[Witness looks at Oliver and says that he 
has the same forehead, and eyes, but has a 
scar on his nose.] I have no doubt but he is 
the man that married Mrs. Hawes.

The evidence was then read over to Mrs. 
Leighton. .

Jacob M. Barker gave bail for $100 for the 
appearance of Mrs. Leighton.

Rev. Andrew Joseph Mowatt, pastor of 
the Presbyterian Church, said :—I recognize 
the prisoner. I performed the ceremony of 
marriage between him and Lilly Ger­
trude Barker on November 23rd last, at my 
residence, according to the rights of my 
church and by license. [License produced 
and put in evidence.] On that license I 
married them. A Mrs. T. A. Barker and a Mrs. 
Pitcher were present at the marriage. Mrs 
T. A. Barker signed her name. No one else 
was present.

Ella Barker was then called. She said : I 
know Arthur W. Oliver, the prisoner, and I 
know Lilly Gertrude Barker, and was pres­
ent at a marriage between them on the even­
ing of Nov. 23rd last. Lilly Gertrude Bar­
ker is my husband’s neice. Mrs. Pitcher, 
the two principals, Rev. Mr. Mowatt and 
myself were present. I accompanied Mr. 
and Mrs. Oliver to Rev. Mr. Mowatt’s, in a 
coach from my house, between 6 and 7 
o’clock. Miss Barker did not leave my 
house; Oliver called for me in a coach end 
we took Miss Barker in at the widow Dnn- 
phv’s; Mrs. Pitcher was there also.

Jacob M. Barker, father of Lilly Gertrude 
Barker, testified : Up to the 23rd November 
last, Lilly Gertrude Barker was a single wo­
man. I am the prosecutor in this case.

Cross-examined by Mr. Blair. The pris­
oner boarded at my house for about 6 weeks. 
My daughter was at home once during that 
time. I saw Oliver, off and on in Frederic­
ton, while he was working on Sharkey’s 
building. I did not state to him I had no ob­
jections to his marriage with my daughter.

John B. Grieves, proprietor of the Waverly 
House, sworn—He said : I know the prisoner. 
He has been boarding with me since April 
9th, off and on, and was boarding with me 
during November last. I knew Lilly Ger­
trude Barker by sight as Miss Barker. The 
prisoner brought her to my house on Nov. 
23rd, in the evening, and they have been liv­
ing there since as man and wife. The time 
he was away he was boarding at Barker’s 
for a part of the tim e, I understand.

The case was then adjourned until to­
morrow morning at 10.30 o’clock. The
Erosecution will probably rest their case 

ere, although Mr. Wetmore announced that 
he might possibly call another witness in 
the morning.

The Latest Particulars.

The Bigamy case came up again in the 
Police Court this morning for a few moments.

Mr. Marsh asked if the prosecution had any 
more witnesses to go on with.

Mr. Wetmore said not this morning. There 
was sufficient evidence, he said, to commit 
the prisoner for trial, but there was one 
point on which there was some little doubt. 
He had had a consultation with the Attorney 
General, and they had decided it was best to 
remove this doubt. To do this it was neces­
sary to have a witness from the United 
States. He would ask for time to procure 
this witness, for which purpose steps had 
already been taken. He asked for a remand 
until Tuesday next as Monday was a public 
holiday.

Mr. Marsh said he would remand the 
prisoner until Tuesday next, with the under 
standing that if he was not satisfied that the 
witness was on the way here on Monday he 
would go on on that day which, although it 
was a public holiday, was not a dies non.

Mr. Blair asked that the prisoner be let out 
on bail. The Crown, or the people moving 
the Crown to act in this case, had had lots 
of time to get up their evidence. They had 
even moved for his arrest before they "had a 
tittle of evidence against him; and he thought 
that if they now asked for farther time, it 
was but right that thé prisoner should be 
allowed his liberty on bail.

Mr. Marsh said lie had the right to detain 
the prisoner in custody during the prelimi­
nary examination for a felony, and as he was 
responsible, he would not now break the rule 
he had heretofore held to in not allowing a 
prisoner detained on a felony out on bail. 11 

Mr. W etmore said the Crown so far had not 
moved in the matter, and although he was a 
deputy Crown officer, the proceedings so far 
had been taken on behalf of Mr. Barker, the 
prosecutor, to see if there was sufficient evi­
dence to commit for trial ; then the Crown . 
would step in.

Mr. Blair said that he had received many 
privileges as a representative of the Crown 
any way.

Mr. Wetmore—In what instance ?
Mr. Blair—In one case, in dictating what 

was proper and sufficient bail.
Mr. Wetmore said that lie thought the 

preliminary evidence showed that the prose­
cution had more than a tittle of evidence 
when they moved in the case, and with the 
evidence that had been made public on this 
preliminary examination, the Crown would 
now take charge of the case, and he had bee 
so instructed.

The Police Magistrate then remanded the 
prisoner until Tuesday morning next, 
with the understandingabove named.

Mrs. Oliver, nee Miss Barker, it is said, has 
still faith in her husband in spite of the de­
velopments of the preliminary examination. 
She visited him in the jail last evening, and 
this morning took liis breakfast there, spend­
ing some time.

RUN OVER AND KILLED.

THE SAD FATE OF A YOUNG LAD.

We stop the press to announce that this 
afternoon, a young lad, about nine years 
of age, was sitting in a chair on the corner 
of York and Queen Streets, in front of Mr. 
McNally’s,. The team of a Mr. Allen 
of Savage Island, 6 or 6 miles up river, 
was turning .he comer, when the sled 
slewed and striking the unfortunate lad, 
knocked him off the sidewalk. The sled 
passed over him, and inflicted fatal 
injuries. The boy was living when 
picked up and carried into Doctor G. 
E. Conlthard’s office,where he died. Death 
is supposed to have been caused by 
the breast being crushed, as the bleeding was 
profuse from the mouth. Dr. Dow was sum­
moned, and empannelled a jury, who 
"viewed the remains, and the inquest will be 
held at 4.30 this afternoon.

An immense crowd of course gathered, but 
no one seemed able to identify the boy, al­
though the remains were viewed by over 200 
people.

At 4.15 the renytins were taken from Dr. 
Conlthard’s office and placed on a meat stand 
in the City Market.

LATER.

The unfortunate boy has been identified 
since writing.the above as Robert Nicholson, 
a son of R. S. Nicholson, now of Manitoba, 
but who formerly taught school in this city.

The boy lives with his mother on Bruns­
wick street.

THE HISTORICAL SOCIETY.
THE MEETING THURSDAY—THE INITIAL STEP 

A SUCCESS.

Pursuent to call by circular a number of 
prominent citizens met in the Council 
Chamber in the City Hall, yesterday after­
noon at four o’clock, for the purpose of 
taking into consideration the propriety of 
forming for this city an Historical Society. 
About 27 gentlemen were present, among 
them Dr. Rand, G. N. Babbitt, Mayor Fisher, 
Aid. Burchill, Jeremiah Meagher, T. O’Con­
nor, James A. Van wart, Charles Roberts, J. 
L. Inches, J. J. Fraser, Rev. Mr. McLeod, 
Rev. Mr. Crawley, Geo. E. Fenety, Dr. 
Bailey, Dr. Atherton, Dr. Archer, N. A. 
Cliff, Charles H. Lugrin, James S. Seek, 
Geo. A. Perley, Judge Steadman, Geo. R. 
Parkin, John L. Marsh and C. W. Beckwith.

Mayor Fisher was called to the chair, and 
stated that Gov. Wilmot, who was to have 
been present was unable to attend. He then 
introduced Mr. J. T. Bulmer, corresponding 
secretary of the Nova Scotia Historical 
Society, who was to give the movement an 
initial impetus.

Mr. Bulmer, after some words of general 
introduction, said that Nova Scotia had lost 
80 years by not having had an historical 
society, and certain parts of their past 
history were at present mere haphazard. He 
traced the history of historical societies in 
America and the great work they had done, 
mentioning the Massachusetts Historical 
Society, the State of Maine Society and the 
New York Society. The importance of 
preserving records he said, was being more 
largely felt every year. % . .

He outlined the work in Halifax. Joseph 
Howe and Hunter Duvar had made noble 
efforts, but their political life had interfered. 
A third attempt was made in 1878. They had 
a small attendance at first, and had had a 
hard struggle, but they were now successful. 
He had eome over here to give them a start. 
St. John had made a good beginning, but al­
though the fire had put them back seriously, 
they had pushed forward in the fhee of great 
difficulties. He dilated upon the objects of 
historical secieties, and the opportunities 
Fredericton had. He showed what they 
could do by instancing what had been done 
in Nova Scotia. They had amalgamated 
their library with that of the Legislature, and 
now had a fine collection, embracing 
1,600 volumes of newspapers relating to Nova 
Scotia ; 17,000 single pamphlets ; a great col­
lection of records from Paris, London, and 
Quebec, and they were opening communica­
tion with Rome, to obtain the correspondence 
of the priests who were in this country at an 
early date ; and they had 10,000 volumes of 
records from Cabot's time down. To be sure 
there were gaps here and there, but they were 
gradually being filled in. The starting of 
such a collection here would suggest a liter­
ature, and the result would be healthful and 
beneficial. He concluded his remarks by ex­
pressing the hope that Fredericton would 
soon have an Historical Society. (Applause).

Dr. Rand and Hon. Mr. Fraser spoke ap­
provingly of Mr. Bulmer” s suggestion.

In reply to Dr. Rand, Mr. Bulmer explain­
ed the constitution and working of the N. 
S.Historical Society, and said their librarian, 
who was the only paid official, received 
$1000 a year.

Moved by Hon. Mr. Fraser, seconded by 
Mr. C. H. Lugrin :

Whereas, This meeting have heard the 
statements of the several speakers as to the 
history, objects and working of historical 
societies, and the rich materials in and 
around Fredericton, therefore

Resolved, That in the opinion of this meet­
ing it is advisable to take immediate steps 
for the formation of such a Society.

After a few remarks and promises of help 
from Mr. Perley and Dr. Baillie, the motion 
was unanimously carried.

Mayor Fisher was appointed Chairman of 
the meeting and Dr. Archer Secretary.

On motion, Hon. Mr. Fraser, Mr. Fenety, 
Dr. Archer, Mr. Lugrin and Judge Steadman 
were appointed a committee to draft a con­
stitution to be presented at an adjourned 
meeting, at which the officers were also to 
be elected.

A vote of thanks was given Mr. Bulmer 
for his kindly aid, and in replying he warmly 
complimented Mr. J. W. Lawrence, of St. 
John, for his active and indefatigable labors 
and researches in the historical field.

Adjourned until Thursday next, at the same 
hour and place.

The bnllet went out 
the muzzle, but the bursting of the cartridge 
drove powder and bits of the shell into his 
face and eyes, injuring him seriously. Grave 
fears are entertained that one of his eyes 
may be permanently injured.

But our readers, and 
the editor of the Sun must know, that 
the Canadian Pacific Railway Company is 
not a sentimental organization but a 
business venture purely and simply. We 
have always stated this, and . said again 
and again, that the Syndicate intended 
to make money out of their contract, and 
that they did not embark on this vast 
undertaking for the sole purpose of be­
coming philanthropists. They must be 
allowed to select their own means for 
doing their own business, and if they de­
cide on making Portland, Maine, their 
port of entry to the sea, the terminus, in 
fact, of their line,^ Canadians - must 
submit to it, and we are very sure that 
the Syndicate wiU do it, if it can be 
shown that it will pay them to do it. The 
Company is working on business prin­
ciples. * \

Washington, Dec.—Further correspon­
dence between the State Department and 
Minister Hurlbut at Peru is published. On 
the subject of the Landreau and Cochet 
claims, Secretary Blaine takes the ground 
that in the anticipated treaty between Chili 
and Peru the latter may possibly be compelled 
to submit to loss of territory. If such terri­
tory should include guano deposit which was 
discovered by Landreau, an American citi­
zen, and for the discovery of which Peru con­
tracted to pay him royalty on the tonnage 
removed, then Peru should stipulate with 
Chili for reservation and payment to Lan­
dreau of the amount due him inder the con­
tract. In regard to Cochet’s claims, Minis­
ter Hurlbut writes under date of Sept. 14 
“ I have no faith whatever in the Peruvian 
Company, and am wholly in the dark as to 
the honesty, value or extent of the Cochet 
claim, If half his statement is true and the 
United States assume charge of the claim, we 
should own Peru by a mortgage that can 
never be paid.”

Secretary Blaine, in reply to this letter, 
says in regard to the Cochet claim, “ There 
is no just ground whatever on which this 
Government could intervene on behalf of it. 
In so far as there may be any basis for the 
claim at all, it originates in a demand of a 
native Peruvian against his Government.'j

These two claims amount to twelve hun­
dred millions of dollars.

London, Dec. 18.—Severe gales and heavy 
ruins occurred throughout England on Satur­
day and Sunday. Much damage was done.

Berlin, Dec. 18.—It is reported that an­
other mine assassination plot was discovered 
at the Russian imperial palace at Gatchina, 
and several officers arrested.

Dublin, Dec. 18.—Armed bands are going 
about nightly throughout the counties of 
Clare, Derry and Tipperary, firing into 
bouses and so intimidating the occupants 
that they fear to notify the police.

Viena, Dec. 16.—The correct list of vic­
tims by the theatre fire, made by the police, 
places the number at 794.

FURLONGE ACQUITTED—LEWIN TAKES LEG 

BAIL

In the case of Furlonge, charged with 
stealing the Gibson check, the jury brought 
in a verdict of not guilty yesterday.

St. John, Dec. 21.

Mr. James D. Lewin, Jr., the virtuous 
innocent, took leg bail and the late train for 
the States last evening, leaving his country 
for his country’s good. His brother pur­
chased a ticket as far as Boston for him, but 
his baggage is checked for Augusta, Maine.

The Furlong trial showed beyond doubt 
that Lewin’s statement was a complete per­
jury. The sympathy of the public for Fur­
long is very great, and an attempt was made 
at the Court House last evening to raise a 
cheer for him when the verdict of “not guilty’ ’ 
was announced.

Rescue of a St. John Crew.
(Special to The Herald,)

Boston, Dec. 21.
The British steamer “Salerno” arrived 

here yesterday, after an exceedingly rough 
passage of thirty days, bringing the crew 
and officers of the St. John bark “W. I. 
Whiting,” which was abandoned on the 2nd 
inst. Capt. Carter, of the “Whiting,” who 
belongs to St. John, gives a terrible account 
of the experience of himself and crew. Robt. 
Carter and Jefferson Carter, seamen, were 
washed overboard and lost, and two other 
seamen have broken limbs. The captain’s 
wife and infant son, who were on board, 
went through great hardships, having been 
lashed to a wet bunk for five days.

New York, Dec. 20.
Lieut. General Anoutchines, of Eastern 

Siberia, sends news to St. Petersburg, an­
nouncing that the steamer of the American 
Polar expedition, which has been lost since 
HOT, has been discovered," and that assist­
ance has been rendered to the crew. He has 
issued a proclamation announcing that the 
Arctic voyaging ship “Jeannette" is safe, 
with all on board well and all equipments 
intact. He equipped and sent out on his own 
account a party of the most experienced ex­
plorers and they found the lost ship. The" 
people aboard the “Jeannette" were mnch as­
tonished when informed by the Siberian ex­
plorers that they had become objects of the 
solicitude of all civilized nations of the
world. ___ J

WashingtonTdoc. 20.
A telegram from the United States Charge 

d Affaires at St. Petersburg, says:—The 
“Jeannette” was crushed in the ice June 11th, 
in lat. 77, Ion. 157. The crew embarked in three 
boats, which were separated by wind and 
fog. Nt>. 3, with eleven men, Engineer Mel­
ville commanding, reached the mouth of the 
Lena,-Sept. 19. Subsequently No. 1, with 
Capt. Delong, Dr. Ambler, and twelve men, 
reached the Lena in a pitiable condition. 
Prompt assistance was sent. No. 2 has not 
been heard from.

St. Petebsburg, Dec. 20..
News has reached Jatutsk, Eastern Siberia, 

that on the 14th Sept, three natives of Oulons, 
near Cape Barhay, 140 versts north of Cape 
Bikoff, discovered a ooat containing eleven 
men, who stated they belonged to the “Jea­
nette” and had undergone horrible suffering, 
The district deputy Governor, with a doctor 
and medicines, was immediately despatched 
to help the shipwrecked sailors. The Gov­
ernor also was instructed to do everything 
in his power to recover the remainder of the 
crew.

Policeman hot.

New York, Dec. 19.
A policeman named Thos. T. Norton was 

shot dead last night by an inmate of a low 
saloon, frequented by dissolute characters, 
whom he threatened to disperse. The man 
who shot him has escaped, but is supposed' 
to be a policeman off duty, named Bernard 
Fitzpatrick.

Another Nihilist Plot.

The Lewin Trial.
(Special to The Herald.)

St. John, Dec. 17.—His Honor the Chief 
Justice finished his charge at 10.30 and the 
jury retired. A large crowd has been wait­
ing all day for the final event in the trial of 
James D. Lewin, Jr., but there is no pros­
pect of the jury agreeing. Sonnds which 
came from the open window of the jnry room 
this afternoon show that a furious debate is 
going on. His Honor has been waiting for 
the jury all day, and they will probably be 
locked np over Sunday unless dismissed to­
night.

St. John, Dec. 19.—The jnry in the Lewin 
case returned at 4.30 on Satnrday afternoon 
and stated through their foreman, Andrew 
Emery, that they had failed to agree, that 
there was no possibility of their agreeing, 
and that they stood 11 to 1 for acquittal. 
His Honor enquired if there was any way in 
which he could assist them, and the fore­
man replied no, except in regard to the 
donbt of guilty knowledge. His honor re­
plied that he did not know that he could say 
anything more than he had already said on 
that point. His Honor then admitted Lewin 
to bail himself in $1,000 and two sureties of 
$500 each. He was removed, however, to 
jail as a witness in the Furlong case, which 
comes up this morning.
The Latent—Furlong’s Trial.

St. John, Dec. 19.—1.30—This morning 
the case of Furlong, charged with stealing 
the Gibson Check, was taken up in the 
Circuit Court. .

Mr. Kerr, counsel for Lewin, informed the 
Judge that he understood that it was the 
intention of the Crown to put Lewin on the 
stand as witness against Furlong, and that, 
as Lewin, had not yet been formally acquit­
ted, he would offer the same objection to his 
being called that Mr. Weldon did to Fur- 
ong being called in the previous trial.

It is rumored that in order to procure 
Lewin’s testimony against Furlong, the 
Crown will enter a noils prosequi in his case.

Of the entire panel submitted this morn­
ing only one, Mr. Richard Whiteside, wag 
accepted, when the Court adjourned until 2 
o clock. A summons has been issued by the 
Sheriff for twenty talesmen, and the jury, 
composed up to that time of Mr. Whiteside 
alone, was ordered not to. separate. [This 
last appears to be a legal joke—and a very 
dry one.]

A ROARING COMEDY.

It seems to be very funny indeed. The 
Americans are a fun-loving, mirthful peo­
ple. We must have our little joke. We 
must laugh, and the more solemn the oc­
casion, the more necessary that we should 
indulge in the relaxation of laughter and 
merriment.

We have suffered so much from the 
death of President Garfield, that it is but 
natural the reaction from our measure­
less grief should set in. Oh, very natural 
indeed. We suffered in sympathy with 
the stricken martyr through all the long, 
lopeless summer of voiceless agony and 
patient endurance. The shattered bones, 
—H the festering track of the fatal bullet ; 
Hie cruel knives of the anxious, perplexed 
surgeons ; the burrowing puss ; the burn- 
mg fever ; the chills like the hand of 
death ; the longing cry from the homesick 
heart for the old home at Mentor ; the 
weary nights of wakefulness ; the long 
hot days ; the pain that never slept, and 
the agony that never ceased ; the long 
hungry look at the billowy sea, stretching 
away, wide and shoreless as eternity ; the 
strong, good life, so full of hope and love 
and strength for God and man, stricken 
dotan in the hour of its innocence and 
honor" by the hand of the vilest assassin 
that ever cursed the earth by living in it; 
the peace that only came with death ; the 
land pallid in the gloom of starless night 
from sea to sea ; a sobbing world kneel­
ing about an open coffin ; nations beyond 
the seas calling out their sympathy to the 
stricken republic, and washing our tears 
away with their own—was ever sorrow 
like this? Was ever agony like his or grief 
Kke ours?

And now—you will kindly excuse the 
hilarity of a Washington audience, but it 
seems so funny, they cannot help it. It 
is the man who caused all this long day 
ef agony and night of sorrow, who is on 
trial ; that is all. Over there, just a little 
way, the shot Was fired ; just there, maybe 
you can see the stains on the floor yet, if 
you look closely—the ‘ president sank 
down, crying, “My God, what is this?” 
Over yonder, in the capitol, his dead 
body, worn and emaciated and drawn 
with suffering, lay in state. Here—but 
we are missing something good ; the 
room is ringing with laughter over some­
thing the assassin said. Something fun­
ny ;x he is a very droll man. He says so 
many funny things. Ah, these is “ great 
laughter” in the court room again. Out 
west, or down in Texas, a police magis­
trate would promptly check such laugh­
ter in his court during the trial of a man 
who stole a mule, but this is a Washing­
ton court room, and it is the trial of the 
wretch who-killed the president. They 
do things differently in the district of Co­
lombia, courts, you see. And now the au­
dience breaks into enthusiastic applause. 
They are cheering a good telling point 
made by the counsel for the assassin. 
It is a Washington crowd that is enjoying 
this trial ; the trial that seems to be full 
ef merriment and enthusiasm. We who 
five far away from the capital of our coun­
fry, and can only glean the funny things 
•f this amusing trial from the first dis-" 
patches of the Associated Press, no doubt 
lose a great deal of the rich humor of the 
•ourt room.

Ah, it makes one heart-sick to even 
road it. They may enjoy that sort of 
thing in Washington—God knows what 
they wouldn’t enjdy there, but the rest of 
the country, which is nearly twice as large 
as the District of Columbia, takes no plea­
sure in it. Had Guiteau committed his 
•rime in Texas, he would have been 
hanged so long ago that he would now be 
forgotten. If the state of Mississippi had 
jurisdiction in the case, the trial and exe­
cution would be conducted without ex­
pense to the state. Had the trial been 
aet for any district in Iowa, we believe it 
would have been concluded without any 
burst of merriment or ripple of humor, 
sad it does seem to us that the case might 
be conducted even in a District of Colum. 
bia court, with at least a decent show of 
«fignity, and some appreciation of the 
magnitude of the case. It may seem to 
be à very funny trial, in the court room, 
but the fun dries out in the cold type of 
tiie published dispatches. It may all be 
very funny, but there has been enough 
of it—Burlington Hawkey e.

Langtry came forward arrayed in an un­
pretending pink dress, and, with her arms 
foil of dowers, she sat down at a table and 
then proceeded to act as though, instead 
of this being the first time she had ever 
essayed her skill on the stage, she had 
been playing lively young widows and 
other such parts to critical audiences 
from her earliest childhood. Whether 
she was nervous or not I do not know, 
but there was not a trace of nervousness 
to be perceived.

known phraseology of prospectuses. It 
ia far more easy to find actresses who can 
zampage in tragedy than who are able to 
act in comedy as though to the manner 
bom. This Mrs. Langtry, to judge by her 
debut at Twickenham, seems exceedingly 
well able to do.—London Truth, Nov. 29.

It is an open secret that Mr. George 
Errington, M. P. for Longford County, 
Ireland, is now in Rome, endeavoring, 
with the sanction of Lord Granville, the 
English Foreign Minister, to establish 
direct diplomatic intercourse between 
the British Government and the Holy 
See and place a gentleman in the post 
formerly filled by Mr. Clarke Jervoise, 
and before him by Lord Odo Russell, now 
Lord Ampthill.

He 
was for some time in this country in 
1876, and purchased considerable South 
Carolina property__N. Y. Sun.

The Gibralter Question.—Madrid, Nov. 
26—In the Senate, to-day, Guelly-Rente, 
a Cuban Senator, asked the Government 
whether it was disposed to open negotia­
tions with England for the restitution of 
Gibraltar. The Minister of Foreign Af­
fairs replied that the Government would 
act in accordance with the best interests 
of the country and the maintenance of 
good relations with the friendly powers. 
Replying to another question, he said the 
French occupied a point in Africa, as to 
which it was impossible to say whether it 
belonged to Algeria or Morocco. He 
would closely watch Spanish interests in 
that direction. The Spanish Minister of 
Foreign Affairs, on Saturday, said he re­
gretted the question of the restitution of 
Gibraltar had been raised.

An Empress at Bat.—Temple Bar, re­
calling the fruitless visit of the Empress 
Carlottato get help for her husband Maxi­
milian to support his empire in Mexico, 
says :—The court was at St. Cloud, and 
on demanding an interview of the Em­
peror, she was informed that his mqjesty 
was ill and could not see her. The two 
Empresses, however, exchanged visits ; 
and, arrived at St. Cloud, the Empress' 
Carlotta insisted on being received into 
the Imperial closet. Then ensued, we 
are told, a scene which must have haunted 
Iouis Napoleon to his dying day. " When 
to prayers, tears and agonized supplica­
tions on her part, his only reply was 
coldly reiterated, “ Itiis useless to insist, 
Madam, not a crown, not a soldier,” the 
princess whom such cruel anxieties had 
already brought to the verge of madness, 
gave way to frenzied utterances, recalling 
the piece “Trojan Cassandra.” Rising 
from her abject position as suppliant, she 
drew herself up to her full height, and 
with a kind of inspiration prophesied to 
the tyrant the destruction of his dynasty, 
and cursed him to his face. “ Ah !” she 
cried, “ I know you ! Avenge yourself on 
the granddaughter of your benefactor, 
Louis Phillippe, who rescued you from 
the scaffold and from want.” The Em­
peror turned pale, and she went on 
“ You hope, do you not, to get possession, 
by means of your police, of all the letters 
and papers that witness your pledges to 
my husband? They are in a place of 
safety.” After predicting his downfall, 
she added, tears choking her utterance, 
“ May the curse of God rest on you as on 
Cain!” and then quitted the palace. 
Four years later, on the declaration of 
war with Prussia, Napoleon III. departed 
from the palace of St Cloud, wherein this 
interview with the Empress Carlotta had 
taken place.

One of the ten Arabic papers published 
in Egypt said lately “ All our revenues 
are absorbed by foreigners. All our mer­
chants, all our high officers of State, are 
foreigners. They are the lords, and we 
are the donkey boys. They live happily, 
and we live a life of degradation. They 
are paid well, and we are paid badly. We 
hope the Chamber of Deputies will take 
all this into consideration.” Again, an­
other writes : “ We were once the kings 
of the universe. We were 500,000,000, 
and now we are 30,000,000, and this is 
caused by our indifference to religion, our 
hearty reception of foreigners, our confi­
dence In foreign journals. Our sons and 
our daughters are at the mercy of foreign­
ers, and our country is in their possession. 
We must go back to our religion, and not 
listen to those who say fanaticism is dan­
gerous.”

A Woman Freemason__The only lady
Freemason there ever was, was a cousin 
to GeUeral Anthony St. Leger, a governor 
of St. Lucia, wpo instituted the interest­
ing race and the celebrated Doncaster St. 
Leger stakes. Miss St. Leger married 
Richard Aldworth, Esq., of Newmarket. 
Whenever a benefit was given at the 
theatre, in Dublin or Cork, for the 
Masonic Female Asylum, she walked at 
the head of the Freemasons, with her 
apron and other insignia of Freemasonry, 
and sat in the front row of the stage-box. 
The house was always crowded on those 
occasions. Her portrait is in the lodge- 
room of almost every lodge in Ireland. 
Her example shows that a woman can 
keep a secret.

When the Queen refused to sanction 
the mutual attachment between Prince 
Leopold and the now Lady Brooke, the 
Prince turned once more into the realms 
of art for an object on which to fix his 
fancy. This time there was no lack of 
birth, wealth, or beauty ; but, to the as­
tonishment of royalty, an obstacle came 
from the young lady herself, which even 
the concession! of being allowed to assume 
the title of Royal Highness could not 
overcome. The present marriage of the 
Prince is entirely one of convenience. 
The bride is described as being “ German 
all over,” large-footed, flat-nosed, close- 
fisted, and learned. But she is passion­
ately fond of music, and perhaps later on 
may be brought to love “ boedry and 
bainding.” ______

the first man in England that let out 
hackney horses. When a man came for 
a horse, he was led into the stable, where 
there was a great choice, but he obliged 
him to take the horse which stood next 
to the stable door, so that "every custom­
er was alike well served according to his 
chance, from whence it became a proverb 
when what ought to be a matter of elec­
tion was forced upon an individual to say 
“ Hobson’s choice.”

DEATH OF H. B. RAINSFORD, SENIOR.

Mr. H. B. Rainsford, father of H. B. Rains- 
ford, Esq., of the legal firm of Rainsford & 
Black, died at his residence, Kingsclear, York 
County, this morning at 2 o’clock. Mr. 
Rainsford was born in Kingsclear, and was 
in the 85th year of his age at the time of his 
death. He was an honored and useful mem­
ber of the community in which be lived, and 
was well known and much respected in Fred- 
erictod and York County, where he had a 
large circle of friends and acquaintances, who 
will be pained to hear of his death. Mr. 
Rainsford was formerly in the Crown Land 
Office, where he held the position of Surveyor 
and Seizing Officer. His only surviving bro­
ther is Capt. Charles Rainsford, who lives at 
Kingsclear, and is in his 95th year. His sis­
ters surviving are Mrs. G. L. Wetmore, who 
is in her 90th year, and Mrs. . Winslow, who 
is somewhat older than the deceased.

Mr. Rainsford married a daughter of the 
late Attorney General Wetmore. His chil­
dren were Sarah, who is now Mrs. George J. 
Bliss ; Andrew Rainsford, who is now in St. 
John ; H. B. Rainsford, Esq., of Rainsford & 
Black, Fredericton ; and Mary And Rains­
ford. Thomas and Elizabeth Rainsford are 
deceased.

The funeral will take place from the de­
ceased’s late residence, Kingsclear, at 2 o’- 
clock|on Friday afternoon next.

A Strange Suicide.—Reading, Dec. 6.
•When the suite of rooms of Warren 

Woodward were forcibly entered by 
friends at a very early hour this morning 
the dead and fast decomposing body of 
the young lawyer was found, dressed in* 
business suit, and lying across the bed 
between the oil portraits of his dead 
father and mother. His father was the 
late Warren J. Woodward, Justice of the 
Supreme Court of this state. By the 
right side of the remains was a revolver 
with one chamber empty. Above the 
right ear of the corpse was a bullet hole.
The ball had gone completely through 
the brain, and deatfo must have been in­
stantaneous.

There is but one opinion, and that is 
that the brilliant young lawyer deliber­
ately committed suicide. He was last 
seen on Saturday afternoon, apparently 
in excellent health. On Monday evening 
a number of his professional friends be­
came alarmed at Woodward’s myste­
rious absence. His room was locked, 
and no trace of his movements could be 
found. Finally, it was determined to 
force an entrance, whereupon his dead 
body was found. A Coroner’s jury of 
lawyers were at once summoned, and a 
verdict of suicide was redered.

The deceased was 27 years of age, 
graduate of Princetown, and a member 
of the Reading bar. His father died 
few years ago, leaving him $40,000. He 
moved in tho best society, and spent his 
money very liberally. He apparently 
enjoyed good health, and was bright and 
keen and very agreeable society. His 
motive was fear of dying by consumption.
A number of times on the streets at 
night he has drawn his revolver swung it 
about his head, and remarked to his
friends, “I might as well die now.

THE GOOSE-BONE.

ON DECK, AS USUAL, WITH WBATHBR PRO­
PHECIES.

The readings of the goose-bone indicate 
a motley winter. Theré will be a good 
deal of snow and a few cold days, but no 
protracted cold weather. In the month 
of December there will be no very cold 
weather. During the last of the month 
there will be a few days when fires will 
be cheerful and ah overcoat Comfortable. 
It will be an exceedingly disagreeable 
month for out door work, with snow or 
rain every day or two. The probabilities 
are for a wet, gloomy Christmas. This 
kind of weather will continue on through 
January, "with a few cold days sand­
wiched between rain and snow. About 
the middle of January there will be a 
few clem-, cold days, when the mercury 
will go down below zero. The 15th and 
16th of January will be as cold days as 
any experienced in this latitude. The 
latter part of the month will be wet and 
gloomy. There will be mqfs-.gepujne 
winter weather crowded into the little 
month of February than in .December 
and January, but there willKftojfrybe spy 
intense cold. With the exception of the 
few day about the middle of January, it 
is not likely that the murcury will go far 
below zero. The goose-bone has long 
been an honored weather prophet. In 
some of the back counties in Kentucky 
the farmers make all their arrangements 
in accordance with the predictions of the 
goose-bone. In some localities the 
goose-bone is laid aside, labeled with the 
year, and it is said that one old farmer 
in Breathitt country has the bones ex­
tending back for more than forty years, 
and in all that time it is asserted that 
the bone has never been mistaken as to 
the weather. To read correctly "the 
winter of any year, take the bjiyast bone 
of a goose hatched during the preceding 
spring. The bone is translucent, , aud it 
will be found to be colored and- spotted. 
The dark color and heavy spots- . indicate 
cold. If the spots are of a light shade 
and transparent, wet weather, rain or 
snow, may be looked for. T^efq,.,are a 
good many people all over the country 
who pin their faith to the goose-bone. 
Of all the weather prophets it is the most 
honored. The little ground-hog dis­
graced himself long ago, and now very 
few people ever watch Candlemas day, 
and hogs’ melts are no longer trusted in. 
A few years ago, when Tice and all 
human weather prophets predicted the 
most severe winter ever known, the 
goose-bone told a mild open winter. The 
future unrolled just as the bone said it 
would, and poor old Tice had to change 
his predictions every day. The goose- 
bone never changes and never fails. The 
reporter has examined three bones, one 
from Southeastern Kentucky, one from 
Jefferson County and one from Laporte, 
Ind. They are identical to one another, 
and the reading here given will be found 
the same on the breast bone of any 
goose hatched last spring. Cut -this out, 
lay it aside for reference, and as you 
crowd up close to the fire on the 15th of 
January, you will be convinced of the 
great unknown power of the goose-bone.
