As previously stated, bis Grace' 
Thomas Joeepb Duhamel, Arcb- 
biebop of Ottawa, died suddenly at 
Caseelmsn on Saturday 5th. inst. 
Angina pectoris, from which his 
Grace had suffered for a lengthy 
period and which a year ago took a 
more acute form, was responsible 
for the death which though not en­
tirely unexpected was yet startling 
in its nature. The remains were 
conveyed to O.tawa Sunday 
afternoon and lay in state in the 
Basilica. Tte funeral took place 
on 'ÿhnraday.

The last occasion on which Arcb- 
bishop Duhamel officiated in Ot­
tawa waa on the morning of the day 

ie death when he ordained 65 
ndidatee at the annuel ceremony 

in thrf Basilica. Toward the close 
of the long service bis Grace bad 
become slightly weak but it was not 
thought to be at all serious and at 
the hour of his departure for the 
train to Casselman, there to make 
the first of his pastoral visits out­
side the city, he appeared to be in 
his usual health. At 4 o'clock, ac­
companied by Fathers Laloude and 
Carrière, he reached Casselman.
He was there accorded a demonstra­
tion by the very parishioners who 
were in a few short hours to mourn 
his death, and, smiling and cheer- 
ful, made his entry and himself 
gave Benediction of the Blessed 
Sacrament. After a good supper 
he chatted with the priests on the 
veraodah of the parish house at 
which he was staying and then re 
tired. At 10 o’clock Fathers Car­
riers and Touohette, the latter 
parish priest, heard hie Grace cry 
out for assistance and found him 
seized by what was only too appar­
ently a fatal attack of heart disease.
His last hours were singulaily 
touching. Breathless at firet be at 
length grew calmer but with the 
cessation of the more violent symp­
toms of the attack came a growing 
weakness which showed that death 
was not far away. “Conscious to 
the last and constantly invoking the 
three sacred names." said one of 
those who had been with him “his 
end vu a most peaceful one.” Dr. 
Boyle of Casselman had been called 
in but nothing could be done.

The dead archbishop was a son 
of the late Francois Duhamel and 
his wife Marie Joseph Audet La­
pointe. He was born on Novem­
ber 6ib, 1841, at Contrecoeur, P. Q., 
when when a child hie parents 
moved to Ottawa. Here he was 
reared and educated. At. St. 
Joseph's college, the predeoeeeor of 
the University of Ottawa, he began 
hie schooling, and alter completing 
the course in arts followed bis theo­
logical studies at the same institu­
tion. His record was that of a 
brilliant student. Ordained to the 
priesthood in 1863 hie fltst work 
was that of curate at Bnohingham, 
Then he became parish priest at St. 
Eugene, Prescott county. Mgr.i 
Guignes was then bishop of the 
diocese and-young Father Duhamel 
was selected to accompany him to 
^ome on the occasion of the great 
Ecumenical Council, Later, in 1873, 
as a recognition of bis théologien) 
attainments, be again accompanied 
the prelate as a Theologian to the 
council of bishops at Quebec. 
Throughout his career in parochial 
work be exhibited conspicuously 
those talents that marked him for 
preferment at the hands of the 
Holy Roman See. Mgr. Gt 
went to his reward in 1874 and 
upon the hierarchy was thrust the 
question of selecting Lis successor. 
Oo the first of September of that 
year the humble priestofSt. Eugene 
was appointed Bishop ot Ottawa 
and much against his own will left 
a charge where be was liked and 
respected by all. His consécration 
took plioe on October 28th, 1874. 
Twelve years later, in July, 1886, be 
was raised to the dignity of arch, 
bishop, and in 1887 became the 
uaetropolitan of tfie ecclesiastical 
province of Ottawa. Through his 
instrumentality, in 1882 there was 
secured the erection of the vicariate 
apostolic of ..Pontiac, which later 
secured a bishop of its own, and 
which only last year was again sub 
divided. The cathedral in Ottawa, 
the parish church of Notre Dame, 
was at his instance, raised to the 
dignity of a tpinor basilica and a 
chapter of canons established™ con­
nection with it. His great and 
conspicuous talent won many re­
cognitions from the Sovereign Pon­
tiff. Among other honors may be 
mentioned those of D D. Assistant 
to the Pontifical Throne, Koight 
Qrand Cross of the Qder of the 
Holy Sepulchre, Roman Count, 
Chancellor of the University of Ot­
tawa, and many other distinctions. 
His name has repeatedly been as­
sociated with the Canadian cardinal 
ale vacant since fhe death of Carf 
dinal Taschereau.

The life of Archbishop Duhamel 
was characterised by many distin­
guishing features. Probably the 
greatest of them all was his spirit

of Christian simplicity and piety. 
He was a modest, devout and unos­
tentatious man in his private life. 
Genial in manner, and warm­
hearted in nature, be was beloved 
by the entourage at the archiépisco­
pal palace, St. Patrick street. 
There, ’When not engaged in his 
pastoral visitations, he spent all his 
time. His was never a familiar 
figure on the public thoroughfares. 
Tne spiritual and material concert a 
of the scores of parishes under big 
direction necessitated his closest at­
tention and no characteristic of the 
late archbishop was more conspic­
uous than that ot his great executive 
and administrative capacity. Prob­
ably the church fn Canada does not 
contain a better administrator than 
waa he. He possessed the gifts f 
• keen and active intellect and e 
penetrating insight into the pro­
blems with which he was frequency 
confronted. The quiet and calm of 
hia private life was largely reflect­
ed in hie public works and utter­
ances. He eschewed controversy. 
He was never at the call of the in­
terviewer aod repeated* efforts on 
the part of this and other writer!* to 
secure from bis graoe an expression 
of opinion affecting the church, 
semi-political, social Qr theological, 
were never attended by success. 
The archbishop was Unvarying in 
his courtesy but he shunned public­
ity. What message be had for the 
faithful waa conveyed in his pastoral 
epistles, which always, breathed the 
spirit of that deep and pious 
devotion he ever embodied. His 
grace was a forcible preacher, hut 
not of the eo-oalled popular class. 
He never sought the conventional 
theme or topic for Lis sermons.. 
Rather, they enunciated invariably 
and essentially the moral teaching 
and the dogmatic theology of the

Conroy representing Bishop Ga­
briels of Ogdenaburg. Then there 
were Rv. Dr. Fallon of Buffalo, all 
the city clergy, nearly every priest 
from the diooese and a great turn­
out of the religious communities. 
In the main aisle were seated the 
representetivee of the state and civil 
authority,

Hia Excellency, Mgr. Sbarretti, 
Apostolic Delegate was célébrant of 
the Solemn Mass of Requiem.

episcopal administration the record 
of the expansive Catholic diooese of 
Ottawa is essentially one of pre­
dominant prosperity. In every 
good work looking to the social aod 
spiritual and material well-being of 
bis flock, the dead archbishop took 
a strong and unwavering interest, 
Particularly to the cause of educa­
tion did he lend his efforts. 
Through bis instrumentality Ottawa 
college became a Catholic university 
with the powers and functions 
which such possess. The separate 
schools so closely identified with the 
propagation of the faith were ever 
an object of his devoted attention 
He was a conspicuous figure in the 
Council of Publie Instruction 
Quebec in which Province so much 
of the diooese .is located. TJoder, 
Mgr. Duhamel ibe C&ttutic popula­
tion ot the diooese has trebled and 
quadrupled till now it is close on to 
20,000 souls, and 1 the material as 
well as spiritual progress is indi­
cated in vthe scores1 of stately 
churches, educational and charitable 
institutions that have been erected 
There are parochial schools and col 
leges and convents to educate the 
young, homes for the homeless 
orphans, a8y|ums of refuge for the 
aged and infirm, hospitals for the 
sick and suffering, institqtiope for 
the unfortunate and fallen, 
monasteries for those seeking the 
retreat and seclusion of the religious 
life, reiormatory, industrial and 
many other institutions carrying 
forward the work and moral influ­
ences ot Christian benevolence aad 
charity. Of them all the deafi 
archbishop was thg unfailing friend 
and patron, encouraging their oper­
ations and affording, through fre­
quent visitations and assistance, an 
incentive to sustained endeavor.

The loss which the Catholic arch­
diocese has sustained will be very 
keenly felt. No flock ever fiat) g 
more dgyplgd shepherd or ene dis* 
playing a greater administrative 
capacity. He had the love anq 
veneration of bis own people, the 
respectful esteem of those without 
“the household of thg faith,’1- He 
wee a lover of the peace'ul, simple 
life, a ceaseless exemplar of charity 
and he will ever be cherished and 
revered as a great and good man, 
The body dies but the departed 
prelate will live in the memory of 
his personal worth and io the 
posthumous influence of the works 
he accomplished, the institutions qf 
charity qjgd fiev^tiop be established, 
and the exalted Christian ideals he 
ever exemplified.

(The following article from the 
Ottawa Citizen, may be applicable 
to more places than Canada’s cap­
ital.)

Between June and September the 
newspapers each contain a list of 
disowning accidents. So continuous 
are the fatalities from this cause 
that some of the newspapers group 
the drowning accidents each day 
Under a general beading. The 
aggregate lorn of life each year lrom 
drowning must represent a com­
paratively large percentage of the 
deal!) rate of the country, and as a 
rule the deaths are confined to men 
in the prime of life, youths and 
lroys, every one of whom’ris 
potential factor in the economic ad­
vancement of the country.

Each summer the usual warnings 
appear in the press cautioning peo­
ple to be careful, not to take chances, 
and to remember that every pleasant 
looking sheet of water is in reality 
a death trap to the unwary, This is 
true so far as people who are unable 
to swim are concerned. The man 
■of women, boy or girl, who oan 
swim, ia comparatively safe under 
ordinary circumstances, f t is com 
jjaratively seldom that a good 
swimmer, or even a moderately able 
swimmer, is drowned, unless It be 
while endeavoring to save those 
who cannot swim.

Expensive and systematic meas­
ures are taken to prevent loss of 
life by disease, yet drowning, which 
is one of the most usual causes 'of 
death, especially during the summer 
season, could be reduced to a 
minimum at a comparatively little 
expense of time and'trouble ; yet it 
ia remarkable the number of people 
who come to the years of maturity 
without having been taqght to swim. 
Natural|y children learn more 
quickly than adults, and the onus 
-should rest upon parents to ace that 
their oh(l(Jtca acquire the art of 
keeping themselves afloat in the 
witer, A few lessons in natation ia 
all that ia necessary, and as a rule, 
if children are afforded the oppor­
tunity they will quickly learn 
themselves. But every municipal­
ity: ®nd especially every large city 
and towHj should provide facilities 
for young people to learn to swim. 
Instead of doing so the practice is 
rather to the contrary. The young 
people have every sort of barrier 
thrown into their way to prevent 
them acquiring this most useful, 
end often vital, accomplish mem, 
Take the city of Ottawa, for in 
gtauo«, situated at the junction of 
three great rivers. Until the so 
called public bath* were established 
two Or three years ago there were 
few places in the vicinity of Qitawa 
where people ooq'd bathe and learn 
ttt swim. The most eligible and 
safe bathing places were guarded 
by trespass signs, or if the youths 
patronising them difl not appear in 
adequate bathing costumes the 
police were called on to suppress 
them. The public bath on the 
O.tawa river has done an immense 
amount of good jq affording a place 
çfiafS young boys oan learn to 
•wim under conditions of safety, 
But this civic institution Is managed 
on very crude lioes, and a good 
portion of Us time the structure 
seems to be a derelict, drifting 
about in the Ottawa river,

A' tbs dost of a very small sum 
qf money good bathing spots could 
be established in half a duzeo places 
around Ottawa, where bathing 
would be free, and where young 
children could be taught to swim

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Captaio Read’s Bravery.

As our readers are well 
aware, Captain Joseph Read 
owed his seat in the Legisla­
ture during the last sessioi) 
to the vote of the Sheriff of 
Prince County, not to the con­
sent of a majority of the elec 
tors of the Bedeque district. 
Our readers are also fimiliar 
with the fact that the Sheriff, 

order to afford himself 
opportunity of giving 

a casting vote, exceeded his 
legal powers and, acting in an 
unwarranted judicial capacity, 
struck off votes that had been 
polled for Mr. Delaney, the 
Conservative candidate. Ha­
ving thus wiped out Mr. 
Delaney’s majority and 
created a tie between the two 
candidates, the Sheriff gave 
his casting vote for Captain 
Read and then declared him 
elected. This, in brief, is the 
history of the case as laid be­
fore our readers at the time 
these performances occurred.

The case was so notorious 
and so glaringly unjust and 
illegal, that it aroused a storm 
of adverse criticism. In an 
attempt to justify the unjust, 
illegal and contemptible pro­
ceedings of the Sheriff and 
his candidate, Captain Read 
had the temerity to fly into 
print in the public press. In 
this performance he came out 
a very poor second, and emer­
ged from the controversy 
badly scorched. In pursuing 
the course he did, and in at 
tempting to justify it by his 
letters to the newspapers, 
Captain Read was but an 
echo of the Government ; 
for the Sheriff that elected 
him is the Government’s em­
ploye and hirling ; therefore 
the Captain was only a voting 
instrument foisted upon the 
Legislature by the Govern 
ment, through the instru­
mentality of their paid servant.

Captain Read is nothing if 
not a boaster, and notwith 
standing the untenable, humi­
liating and dishonorable posi­
tion occupied by him, in con­
sequence of the above en­
umerated performances he 
boasted through the press 
of his success, and expressed 
himself as proud of the ma­
jority of one given him by 
the Sheriff of Prince County. 
He went further and express­
ed the desire that Mr. Delaney 
would bring the case to court, 
where he would be glad to 
appear and vindicate his claim 
to his seat in the Legislature 
In order to facilitate matters, 
and to remove all obstacles 
from Mr. Delaney’s path in 
initiating legal proceedings, 
the Captain made a pretence 
of his willingness to let Mr. 
Delaney have, on his personal 
note, the money necessary to 
set the machinery of the 
courts in motion. He was 
told very pointedly, by Mr. 
Delaney in a letter to the 
newspapers, that; he (Mr. 
Delaney) did not stand in 
need of any money of which Mr 
Read might have the hand­
ling ; that he had money of 
his own, and that the Captain 
was not entitled to any thanks 
for his feigned generosity.

Jn due time, what Captain 
Read pretended to desire so 
earnestly occurred, Mr. De­
laney filed a petition against 
the return of Captain Read, 
containing counts for illegal 
and corrupt practices and for 
a scrutiny of votes and also 
claiming the seat. Here was 
Captain Read's opportunity 
here was his ostensible cher­
ished desire about to be grati 
fled ; here was Mr. Delaney 
coming into court to give the 
Captain an opportunity to 
vindicate his right to the seat 
in the Legislature which his 
opponents claimed he hat

illegally and shamefully 
usurped.

Well, the case was called 
for trial at Summerside on 
Wednesday last i6th inst. 
But where was the Captain ; 
what hadbecome of his brav­
ery and his boasting ? He 
was not present, and no in­
timation was made by counsel 
that the doughty Captain had 
the slightest notion of vin­
dicating his right to the seat 
he had occupied in the Leg­
islature during the last session. 
On the contrary, it was inti­
mated to the courtby counsel 
forthe respondent that Captain 
Read would resign the seat, 
as soon as he returned home, 
(he being absent from the 
Province at that date). 
Counsel for Read having 
given an undertaking to the 
petitioner that this would 
take place, the petitioner was 
dismissed.

So this is the denouement ; 
this is the outcome of all 
Captain Read’s boasting and 
blustering ; all his pretended 
courage and bravery vanished 
into thin air. Look at the 
humiliating and politically 
dishonorable position which 
the Captain now occupies be 
fore the public. He allowed 
himself to be made a political 
tool to assist the Government 
in an emergency ; he accept­
ed from the Government’s 
hired servant a seat in the 
Legislature, to which the 
people of the fourth district 
of Prince refused to elect 
him ; he usurped a position 
that did not belong to him. 
All these facts were made 
plain to him ; but still he held 
on for the session. Now he 
is obliged to himiliate himself 
to the dust, and confess before 
the world that he occupied 
an untenable position, and 
that the seat he occupied did 
not belong to him ; that he 
had no constitutional claim to 
it. Knowing all this and 
having, by his action confess­
ed all this, his next step 
should be if he has a spark 
of political honor or honesty 
left, to hand over to Mr. De­
laney the two hundred dollars 
sessionâl indemnity he re­
ceived for occupying a seat 
that belonged to his opponent.

First District of Queen’s.

The by-election for the 
Local Legislature in the first 
district of Queen’s County, to 
fill the vacancy caused by the 
death of the lafe Speaker 
Smith, takes place on Wednes­
day July 7th. The candi­
dates are Mr. Myres, on the 
Opposition side an4 Mr.
Crosby on the Government 
side. The campaign opened 
on Monday evening of this 
week and is now in full 
swing.

This contest affords the 
electors of the first district an 
excellent opportunity to place 
themselves on record against 

Government that have be­
trayed the trust reposed in 
them that have falsified every 
promise and broken every 
pledge made to the people.
The party now in .power in, /esqlqtipn 
this Province clambered into 
office under false pretences 
and have managed to remain 
there through deception. Op 
all questions of public policy 
they have failed to realize 
their promises to the electors, 
and have managed to prolong 
their official existence by 
glossing over their short­
comings and dangling some 
new fangled political plot be­
fore the eyes of the unwary.

They gained power eigh 
teen years ago on the cry that 
they would make revenue and 
expenditure meet, that there 
should be no more deficits 
They proclaimed from the 
house tops th^t the Province 
would not be allowed tq gq 
further into debt ; that hence 
forward we should have a 
clean sheet, and that the day 
of taxation ty&s far off. With 
these falsehoods on their ljp$ 
and with political hyprocrisy 
in their hearts, they gained 
power, and after /eighteen

years of their rule, the 
finances of our Province are 
brought to a sorry plight. 
When the party now in power 
took office, the most they 
could make the debt and lia­
bilities of the Province was 
$171,000. Instead of pre­
venting any addition to these 
figures, they have run them 
up to over one million 
dollars. The last year the 
Conservatives were in power, 
the interest charge amounted 
to $2,697,44 ! the interest 
paid on the Provincial debt 
last year was $38,559.44, be­
sides an amount of $10,713,08 
interest accrued on private 
loans. These figures afford 
the public some idea of the 
shameful, scandalous manner- 
in which the Government 
have falsified their promises 
to make revenue and expendi­
ture meet ! of the brazen­
faced political hypocrisy with 
which they have flaunted their 
incompetence, their extravag 
ance and their political decep­
tion in the face of the elect­
orate. Instead of keeping 
the day of taxation far off, as 
they promised when they 
were seeking power, the Lib­
erals have taxed everything 
in sight and have wrung from 
the pockets of the people of 
this Province, an average of 
about $54,000 a year. In 
brief, the Government now 
in power have added about 
$900,000 to the Provincial 
debt ; have increased the 
annual interest charge about 
$36,000, and have taken from 
the people in the shape of 
taxes, over $900,000. Do 
the Government expect that 
the electors of the second 
district will condone these 
scandalous violations of 
plighted political faith and 
honor; do they imagine the 
electors of that district will 
not be glad of the opportun­
ity to repudiate a Government 
and a party so deeply steeped 
in political falsehood and 
crime ?

Not only in the matters re­
ferred to, have the Govern, 
ment proved false, and for­
feited the confidence of the 
people. In every public 
question effecting the welfare 
of this Province, they have 
acted a double part and appear 
to fiave beep actuated by no 
other motives than political 
deception. In nothing has 
this been more glaringly mani­
fest than in connection with 
the school-book matter. The 
high price and frequent 
changes iq sehoql boqks cqns^ 
titute a hardship that bears 
heavily on the parents of 
school children in this Prov 
ince. It is a grievqncg frorr} 
which they have suffered long 
and which the Government 
has failed to remedy. It is 
quite unnecessary to dwell 
at aqy length upon the hard­
ship this imposes on poop 
parents with several children 
attending school ; they are 
all quite conversant therewith. 
Three years ago, the Leader 
of the Opposition called at* 
tention to this matter in the 
Legislature and presented a 

calculated „ to 
remedy the evil. The Lpad? 
er of the Government asked 
Mr Mathieson-not to press 
his resolution and the Gov­
ernment thenjselvps Would 
take up the matter, Mr 
Mathieson consented to this ; 
but when the next session 
came round, he enquired 
into |tfye rqqtter again and 
found that nothing liad been 
done. The school book ring, 
who had a monopoly in this 
matter, seemed to have the 
Government by the throat, 
and rather than break with these 
monopolists, the poor parents who 
yere apd are paying two prices 
for school books were allow»- ! to 
suffer. Mr. Mathieson then lost 
no time in proposing a resolution 
simijap to tfye qne presented the 
previous year. qCho Government 
knew the Leader of the Opposi 
dop woulçj not be caught a second 
time ; so they acç9pte<J tfie pre­
amble to his resolution, and sub- 
stitgte4 4 pharge for the body of 
the resolution placing the matter 
of appointing a commission in the 
Government’s hands. That was

the session before last ; bat noth- district daring this contest ; the
mg more was heard of the matter, 
until the very day the writs for 
the general Provincial election, 
when the announcement of the 
appointment of a commission was 
made. After the elections nq 
word was heard about the oper­
ations of the committee until Mr. 
Mathieson asked about the matter 
last session. Then it was stated 
from the Government side that 
the commission had met and or­
ganized. The matter seemed 
then to stop there till some time 
after the writ for the election in 
the first district was issued, when 
the members of the commission 
began holding meetings in several 
parts of the Province ; particularly 
in the second district of Queens. 
All this time the schoo'.-book ring 
hold their monopoly and the 
parents have to pay the donblo 
price for school books. With 
this evidence before them, do the 
people think the Government 
have any sincerity in this matter ; 
do the people think the Govern­
ment are making any effort t<f 
lighten the burden this monopoly 
imposes on parents ?

The people will better under­
stand the Government’s hollow 
pretence by taking into account 
the conduct of other Liberal Gov­
ernments, in similar circum­
stances, in whose footsteps our 
Government seem to be following. 
A grievance similar to ours existed 
in Ontario for many years under 
Liberal Governments. Mr Whit­
ney frequently called attention to 
the matter, and the Government 
appointed a commission same as 
the Haszard Government has 
done. This commission had many 
meetings ; but no remedy came to 
the parents, who had to buy the 
school books ; the monopolists 
seem to have had the administra­
tion by the throat. When Mr. 
Whitney came into power in 
1905, he at once grappled with 
this evil. When he sought to in­
vestigate what the commission 
had been doing he found that all 
their records had been destroyed ; 
thus showing the whole business 
had been a fraud. His Govern­
ment took hold man-fashion, and 
in a short time the ring was 
broken and the parents, who had 
been obliged to pay $1.15 for a 
set of four readers, now buy the 
same for 39 cents. All other 
books are reduced in price in the 
same proportion. A reduction of 
seventy per centig made from the 
monopoly prices, and a saving 
per year to the purchasers of 
books for the whole Province, of 
$125,000. That is how a Conser­
vative Government rescued the 
people of Ontario from a book- 
ring fostered by the Liberals.

Ontario is not the only place 
where the purchasers of school­
books have been rescued from a 
scandalous monopoly coddled by 
a Liberal Government. Mr. 
Hazen Leader of the N. B. Op­
position tried to force the Gov­
ernment to relieve the people in 
this matter ; but with no success, 
But Mr, Hazen came into power 
in March 1908, and before twq 
months the ring was broken and 
the people received their school 
books at a reduction of forty per 
cent from the prices allowed to 
be charged by the Liberal Gov­
ernment. We will further 
develop this question in a future 
issue. In the mean time let the 
people seriously consider the atti­
tude of the respective parties re­
garding this matter, of sqph vital 
interest to parents and children. 
The Liberal Ontario Government 
stood by the monopolists and no 
relief was given the people until 
the Whitney popservittjve Qov- 
erpmept came into power. The 
Liberal Government in New 
Brunswick did the same thing. 
When Mr Mathieson took the 
matter up in our Legislalure~iii6 
monopoly y as in forpe in j/Tew 
Brunswick and for a year after­
wards ; but as soon as the Con­
servatives got power, relief came, 
and the people of tfiat Province 
have been enjoying cheaper 
schoolbooks for over a year; but 
the Government of Prince Edward 
Island have appointed a com­
mission ; that commission is now 
holding meetings ; but the peo­
ple are still paying the monopoly 
prices for their school booki 
The people have the remedy ifl 
their own hands, and espeeially 
the people of the first district of 
Queens. Let them vote against 
the Government so as to bring 
about a change, then they will 
get cheaper schoolbooks.

The electors of the first district 
have a serious and important duty 
thrust upon them in this contest. 
T?bey have seen the party Ip 
power playing false, and betray 
ing us, regarding the Provincial 
^nancet ; the taxes j our claims 
against panada ; the tunnel ; thp 
school book question, and every 
other public matter of vita] ipj: 
portance to this Province. The 
eyee of the Ptovince are on this]

electors of that district have it in 
their power to strike a mortal 
blow at the perpetrators of all 
this political turpitude, and to re­
lieve the Province of the incapable 
and ruinous administration that 
has brought us to the verge of 
financial and political bankruptcy. 
Will the electors of the first dis­
trict rise to the occasion ?

Electors of the first district of 
Queens, vote against those who 
have broken their promises ; 
rolled np the deficits ; piled up 
the debt and increased the an­
nual interest by $36,000.

The Liberals when seeking 
power, in this Province, gave their 
solemn promise that they would 
make revenue and expenditure 
meet. They have kept their 
promise by running the Provincial 
debt up to $1,000,000. What 
have the electors of the first dis­
trict of Queen’s to say to this ?

During thé election campaign 
last autumn, Government candi­
dates put in the plea that 1908 
was the first year in which the 
full amount of the increased sub­
sidy had been received and that 
the public accounts would surely 
make a good showing. The pub­
lic accounts revealed the enor­
mous deficit of $51,578.38. Are 
such deceivers worthy of any 
further confidence ?

The last year that the Con­
servative were-in power in this 
Province, the interest on the 
Provincial debt amounted to #2,- 
697.44. Our Liberal friends, that 
guaranteed no more deficits, in­
creased the annual interest charge 
to$38,559.44. Are the electors of 
the first district prepared to con­
done such scandalous deception 
and robbery ?

The man in the street in Canada 
has oommenoed to do a lot of thick 
iog since the press conference in 
I^ndon began. The overseas
people were not much impressed by 
the originel war scare, largely for 
the reason that British newspapers 
denounced it as a scare, and a con­
scienceless resort to questionable 
political tactics. Since that we),n(j
have not heard much from these 
newspapers, and we are hearii g a 
great deal more, and much stronger 
and authoritative talk on the proiL 
pect of war, by men who usually 
weigh their utterances to the decimal 
point of one email aotuple.

Since the press conference has 
commenced it is dawning on Cftç- 
adiars that the men on whom the 
safety of the Empire depends have 
deliberately called together press 
delegates from all over the Empire 
to frankly inform them of the 
European situation, as the most 
effective manner of acquainting the 
people of the Empire with the 
serions prospect of trouble. There 
is no pel.tics in the matter, for the 
leaders of both parties have been 
equally emphatic in their statements 
of the situation. Lord Roberts, who, 
until recently, waa belittled by some 
sections of the government press as 
an all bnt senile propagator ot war 
alarms, was broogbt to the confer­
ence by the British Government to 
tell the delegates what he has been 
telling the British people for a year 
past. That alone was tantamount 
to an admission that the government 
believed that his warnings were 
amply justified.

And nothing oould be more alarm 
ing than the openly expressed 
sentiments of snob men as Lord 
Risebery, Mr Haldane, Mr Balfonr,
Sir Edward Grey and others, who 
have told the press delegates in so 
many words that the days of bar­
barism are returning ; that little 
England is once more face to face 
with the necessity of defending her 
liberties, and that she is preparing 
to do so to tbe ntteimost man and 
the last shilling. Bn', and here is 
the reason of tbe press conference, 
it is likely she will need all the help 
in men and money that the sister 
nations of the Empire can afford. 
Coupled with this is the deliberate 
statement of tbe greatest soldier in 
the Empire, that tbe next twenty 
months will be the most critical in 
its history. That eiatiment was 
made in the presence ot Hon Mr 
Haldane and Hon Mr Balfour, with 
other eminent men representing both 
political parties, and, tbe acqniee- 
oeooe of silence tacitly endorsed the 
étalement.

Tuere is such a thing as being 
alarmed too easily, and such a thing 
aç being too difficult to alarm. One 
may be a harmless weakness, bit the 
other is fatal defect. When tbe 
leading statesmen of Great Britain, 
irrespective of party, permit them­
selves to talk as plainly for publica­
tion as Lord Rosebery and ott ers 
bavedme, it seems to be high time for 
Croakers of “war scare” to be silent, 
and allow the people of the Empire 
to realize and prepare lo face the 

. situation. There is no doubt that 
Germany is arming with feverish 
haste on tbe sea, and securing allies 
on land. No one Is threatening 
Girmany, therefore these measures 
are not forjher protection. In ai y 
case she has no need of a navy for 
her defence against her continental 
neighbors. When Germany des­
cended on France in 1870 and con­
quered that country, she had not a 
warship worthy of the name, while 
Fiance was the eeoond navel power 
in Europe. Germany oould afford 
to ignore her navy because she oould 
leach France by land. The same 
was the oaee when Germany attacked 
Austria in 1806 ; and the same 
would be the case if she desired to 
el tack Russia. There is only one 
na'ion io Europe that Germany 
need a navy to attack, and that 
Dation is Gieat B iiaiu. Therefore

jt is as plain as a pikestaff that the 
immense and costly preparations by 
Geimany aim at the oocqneet of 
Great Britain. Tbe question may 
be asked, what object would she 
have ? Like all modern ware it ia a 
pure matter of business. Germany 
has a population of 60,000 000 and 
she is becoming a commercial rival 
of Great Britain in the production of 
manufactures of nearly every de­
scription. Bnt she has no outlet for 
her national energy, and a very 
restricted market lor her manufac­
tures. She has no colonies worthy 
of the name, to relieve the congestion 
of population. Every other country 
except Britain, and every colony of 
Great Britain, has a protective tariff 
against her. What a grand business 
coup it would be if she oould seize 
the supremacy of the seas, rob Great 
Britain of her overseas possessions, 
and reduce and supplant her great 
rival in the naval and commercial 
supremacy of tbe world. It is a 
prize worth trying for. The Ger. 
mans are a cool, calculating, warlike 
people. They prepare for war 
stealthily and scientifically, until all ' 
things are ready. Then they strike' 
their unsnspeoting victim suddenly 

savagely; In six weeks they 
conquered Austria, in 1866. Four 
yeare later they pounced on France,' 
and in eight weeks the armies of the 
Rhine were captured. There seems 
little doubt that they are preparing 
with equal rutblessness and delibera­
tion to crush Great Britain. Pos­
sibly the loquacity of the Kaiser has 
to an extent, frustrated the plan pf 
surprise. It will be recalled with 
what savage resentment, the German 
nation turned upon their emperor 
and closed.his mouth so abruptly 
that he has hardly been heard of 
since.

Notwithstanding, .the alarm in 
Britain, Germany’s preparations 
continue with unabated vigor, and 
Lord Roberts knows what he is 
talking about when he says that 
there will be a crisis in the affairs of 
the Empire within'twenty months. 
When once the peôple of the whole 
Empire are thoroughly seized of the 
danger, it ie extremely unlikely that 
we will ait back and calmly watch 
the completion of preparations for 
our overthrow. Public opinion will 
support and insist upon tbe Imperial 
Government demanding of Germany 
her intentions. Then Germany 
will either have to humiliate herself 
and atop her war preparations, or 
else Great Britain will have to take 
prompt and energetic means of 
(topping them. That is the pro­
spective crisis of tbe next twenty 
months. The statesmen of Great 
Britain are now engaged in taking 
tbe rest of the Empire openly and 
frankly into their confidence, with a 
view to insuring'the necessary pre­
paredness that tbe Empire may not 
be caught napping, as were Austria 
and France. Tbe opinion prevails 
that Germany’s plana will not be 
completed for at least three or four 
years. Before that time has elapsed 
the British Empire Will be ready to 
demand her intentions, and the more 
quickly and completely Britain can 
oppose an overwhelming naval force 
to thwart Germany's aspirations, the 
more hope there will be of a back­
down ard a complete assurance of 
peace. There never was a clearer 
case in which immediate and com­
plete prepartdneis for war was more 
likely to avert it, or wbere unpre- 
partdneee lor war was more certain 
to precipitate it.—Ottawa Citizen.

tion. Macdonald left hie party a 
tradition and and an idea. Laurier 
can leave the Liberals nothing to 
inspire to enthusiasm or maintain 
the courage that makes lor success 
even when oiroumatanoes seem 
darkest. He has been an oppor­
tunist. People may think it a good 
thing that he was able to settle the 
Manitoba school queatian to the 
satisfaction of his political associates, 
who rained it; but hardly any one 
oould be proud of the figure he out 
in the prooese, or say that it inspired 
belief in hie convictions or bis 
attachment to principle. Tbe same 
remark applies fo hYs attitude on tbe 
school clauses of the bills creating 
provinces of Alberta and Saskat 
obewan. He made a speech in 
Parliament in favor of schools for 
the Catholics in which doctrinal 
teaching would be given, and even 
condemned as dangerous publie 
eohoola wbere such instruction was 
neglected. Then, because Mr Siftoo 
retired from the Cabinet on the issue 
that had thui been raised, threatening 
loss or reduction of the Government's 
parliamentary majority, Sir Wilfrid 
Laurier abandoned what he had ad 
vanced as his convictions, and substi 
tuted for the clauses that would have 
secured doctrinal schools for tbe 
religious minority in the two provinces, 
others that met the approval and 
secured the vote of Dr Sptoule, head 
of the Orange Order, and the big 
bugaboo used by Liberal speakers in 
Quebec to frighten uninformed voters 
from .casting Conservative ballots. 
Such an attitude and such a course 
may have been politically profitable, 
but it gave no occasion for saying of 
tbe mao who figured in it, that here 
was one who for what he thought was 
right was ready to sacrifice even 
popularity. And in the hearts of 
people, even when they are partly 
blind from partizanship, there is re­
spect for the man who is ready to go 
down for the sake of what he thinks 
is right, and something of contempt 
for him who shows himself ready to 
shed his principles, like an old suit of 
cjqtfae.s,( wbeoever it seems they can 
no longer be useful to him. In bis 
record as an administrator of tbe 
country’s business affairs Sir Wilfrid 
Laurier gives as little to inspire as he 
does in his career as a man of con. 
viciions. It was only the other day 
that an industrial commission, acting 
under a law which the Government 
had put on the statute books, declared 
that wages were low in the cotton 
trade because the changes made in 
the tariff under his regime bad encour 
aged importation at tbe expense of 
the home manufacturing industry. 
Tbe collapse of tbe Quebec Bridge 
was.tbe outcome of tbe way in which 
those whom be delighted to honor 
mixed non-business considerations 
with a business and technical propo­
sition. Tbe National Transcontin­
ental. Railway scheme, which at its 
inception was trumpeted as the evid­
ence of bis imitative genius, is today 

proof of bis utter incapacity to 
comprehend tbe meaning of a great 
commercial enterprise, made worse 
by that trait in his ch#rilcter which 
causes him to reject the adViée of men 
who can and do study the meaning 
of propositions wheu what they say is 
not flattering to bis selfiove. After 
such a mao in such a place, his fol­
lowers might well look for tbe deluge. 
Sir Wilfrid Laurier is necessary to tbe 
success of the Liberal party, now more 
than ever. He is more necessary to 
some who have become prominent in 
the patty than he is to tbe party itself. 
He alone, to all appearance, can com­
mand the moderate majority of tbe 
voters of this province which ensures 
the large majority of the Government 
in the House of dominons. For him 
only will some people overlook the 
extravagance and waste that has made 
Mr Fielding's administration of tbe 
finances so disastrous to the trade of 
Canada. For his sake alone will the 
majority of the Liberals accept the 
leadership of a man with a provincial 
record such as Mr Pugsley made io 
New Brunswick. For bin», and (or 
no one else, could the niais of the 
people be expected "to ovltlook the 
scandals that for a dozen years dis­
graced the administration of the 
Yukon and Northwestern lands and 
timber resources.
