Many solid bodies exhibit the 
power of absorbing large quantities of em* 
nionia—such as partially burnt clay, rust 
of Iron, gypsum, and especially powdered 
charcoal ar.d decayed wood : these substan­
ces retinguish much of what they have 
dond^nsod within their pores, to the water 
which they may be eatnrated* Ammonia 
is a very important portion of the food of 
vegetables.

Tfce gastric juice 1* eeseoiial to Rgwtiee. ll 
Ie caused lo flow idle the etemech *oen •• eey 
•ubotance i* iouodnced idle it. whether it be e 
piece of leelher or e piece ef beefsteak. Tbte 
juice coetoioe en acid, eed the more iedigeetibl* 
any article of food is, the greeter amoent of sour­
ness does the gastric jure* cooteie ; hence wbee 
persons eat acrneching that doe* net egree with 
them, that i*. eet easily digested, they say it 
soured on the eiomsclt, or complete of heertbere. 
The oee m make of ihie ie, whatever •rattle of 
food is followed by sour stomach or heertbgrn, 
that article is hard of digestion to the stomsch, 
sod ought to be avoided si together, at least it 
should be taken m diminished quantity. But do 
not forget that diflrreoi etomeche beer difTereot 
things ; and what dieegreee with yoe to-day, 
may agree very well neat week or eesl month, 
aad the stomach moat be humored; however fick­
le ii may seem.

Sometimes, however, shall I say nearly al­
ways. people eat so much there is not gastric 
juice or acid enough to digest the food ; then it 
ferments, produces belching, colicy peine, sick 
stomach, end the like. Therefore com moo vin­
egar, which haa more of the properties of the 
gastric jaica than any other known substance, is 
often need to very greet advantage, especially by 
persons who have weak stomachs, to aid the sto­
mach in digesting articles which are known to 
he difficult of digiBiion. Hence vinegar is plen­
tifully used with cabbage, raw or boiled, with 
cucumbers. See. Hence, too ie it that catsups 
of various kinds are eaten, and sourer rut almost 
diegieted by the vinegar it contains, before it ie 
eaten. Hence, too, it is that some rswes of loose 
bowels are cored hy eating plentifully of good 
ripe tart fruits uncooked, an they supply sourness 
to digest those undigested articles of food which 
give rise to the diarrhœa, and are not of a billions 
character. Hence, too, a good ripe apple or 
two, e little sour, after a hearty breakfast or din­
ner, is advantageous rather than otherwise, pro­
vided not much more than the juice is «wallow­
ed. The better pirn by far, however, in not in 
eat so much as to require an apple to nave os 
from the effects of our imprudence.-—Dr. Hall 
on Throat and Lung».

However, since 
he, and perhaps others, not thinking it 
worth their while so to do, I will consume 
a little more time and inform him and them 
of what hae, and wbai has not. been done.

Query first—“ What have they got into 
debt for V I would say in answer, that no 
Governmen t, be it ever so puny, but what 
has its officers, and as a matter of course» 
they must be paid, snd the fewer the sub­
jects, the greater the proportion to pay.

Now for the information. First of all 
there ie the small item of £11* for School 
purposes, a demand made by the School 
Trustees, which sum amounts to tteo-tkirds 
of the whole Town tàx.

Next comes the Officers, as ordered by 
the Statute, to wit : Treasurer, Clerk, As­
sessors, Enumerator#H8cbool Superintend 
ent, rent, including firing, fee., Seal, Press, 
Printing. Stationery, Returning Officers, 
with all the other rccetrie*, whose salaries, 
fee. amounts to the enormous turn of £45, 
it being but five pounds more then allowed 
annually to the Solicitor of the County 
Council, leaving the very great sum of a 
bout £11 for Public Improvements. The 
balance collected over and above the above 
mentioned euro, the “worthy Council ” has 
no control over, it being levied by the 
County Council to liquidate the previous 
debts of the DiatiicL I would almost pre 
aume, Mr. Editor, that your correspondent, 
the ninepenny “ tax payer," was e stranger, 
or else he would know that but two-thirds 
of the elected, have ever appeared at the 
Council Board, after the election of their 
Head. The balance being disappointed 
in their election of Mayor, and hav­
ing no other interest at stake, refused to 
act, thereby, throwing the onus of the 
business on the acting members. How the 
absentees can reconcile their conscience to 
the oath of office they took, ie best known 
to themselves, end as a new law comes in 
force with the new year, when the Council 
will have new powers, and under which ell 
property, vacant Town Lots, fee. whether 
Canada Company's or others, can be taxed, 
perhaps “ Tax Payer” had better look a- 
round him end «elect some honest 
men that know the value of an oath, and 
who are eol under the Company's thumb, 
and cannot be bought, and who also are not 
afraid to do their duty, as well si the pres­
ent Councillors have done theirs.

And as I understand that those of the 
Quartra who can qualify, are intending to 
try again, I hope the votera will look be­
fore they leap, and put in Beta rather than 
Drones.

We go hr company with eoa* 
eight or Blue Delowaro Indians, who fre 
mostly civilised snd speak end write good 
English. We piece greet confideMe la 
them as they appear to have a very correct 
chart of the country. We leave la lor 4 
days, and the Indians tells us we shall meet 
probably go through in 26 days. The hard­
ships ie not so mock in particular on ne as te 
complain in these desert of prairies, hot it la 
cruelly hard on the poor heroes for tbs wait 
of gram, particularly the last 600 Mlilee, 
which required the greatest caotiea aad 
management to keep them alive, and which 
ie truly called the Great American Desert. 
I would never advise any of my friends to 
ever come the Prairie Route, aa they cer­
tainly endure more hardship, and run an 
much ri'k as those going by Sea. Mr. 
Dark's waggon and two horses separated a 
month since, and have not travelled since 
together; the y bare left 2 or S days since, 
but we saw them in the valley , before 
leaving, and all io good health. We hive 
had mostly through these Prairies very good 
roads, but have had to ford several wide 
streams, such as the North Platte, Sooth 
Platte, Green River and 1 number of ether 
ematler stream», but from the lateness ef 
the season they were all more fordable than 
they would have been earlier, and we were 
informed that many persons lost their lives 
fording some ol these rivers, not the least 
accident happened to aa or our teams. I 
will but merely attempt it giviig yoe i 
description of this valley the great forlorn 
hope and inexpressible joy of the Mormei 
refuge. These singular people number far 
more than I bad an idea of, and it ie sup­
posed they will number ii the fall when ill 
emigrant* have arrived, about 60,000. We 
did lot find the climate so congenial ae we 
aatici'»ated, the days being exceedingly 
warm until 12 or 1 o'clock, and then ins* 
proves by a nice breeze the rest of the day, 
the nights uncomfortably cold. It never or 
rarely raine, but there ie springe sufficient 
from the mountain» to irrigate the land ae* 
der cultivation, and excellent crepe bite 
been raised this year. We hive bed te re­
plenish our stock of provision» here, which 
costs ue a good trifle having to pay $10 for 
flour aed $12| per hundred for beef, aod ae 
on everything in proportion. I will write 
to you more ar length from the mines, ae I 
will then be more able to give yen a descrip­
tion of the country, and my preepee la far 
the future may turn out to he. In the mein 
t me I hope you will he able to mina^f.ti 
your comfort in my absence, <

—“Whether the recognition of the status 
end precedence of the Irish Roman Catholic 
prelates was right or wrong wise or unwiee it 
was | es accomplished fact before the present 
Government came into office, and therefore 
before Lord Clarendon went to Ireland. 
He (sued the thing done, and had only to 
conform himself to it. It was done (no 
doubt after mature deliberation) by the 
Government of Sir Robert Peel (before the 
eebism); and the recognition came forth in 
tbe shape of a formal instrument of the, 

highest authority, bearing date the 13th of 
January, 1145. A warrant or royal com* 
mission approved by her Majesty in Council 
ee that day (to carry out the Charitable 
Bequests ActJ runs as follows:—‘Know ye 
thst we, reposing especial trust and confid­
ence In your knowledge, discretion, and 
ability, do hereby, kc., by and with the 
edviee of eur Privy Council, appoint you 
tbe said John George, Archbishop of Ar- 
snagh; Richard,Archbishop of Dublin: Arch 
bishop William Crolly, Archbishop David 
Murray, John Holy Earl of Donoughmord, 
Bishop Corne.tue Denver, Henry Pekenharo, 
dee., to he Commissioners,* etc. This was 
(aed was eo deemed^ e royal recognition of 
the spiritual rank of the Irish prelates, and 
• concession of precedence corresponding 
with that of the prelates of the «ante degree 
•f the Established Church. Such rank and 
precedence it was not in the power of the 
Lord'Lieuteoant either to confer or to with- 
faofif—‘whetheerhe were a Whig or an 
Orangeman, it was hie duty to treat them 
pceerding to the dignity which it pleased 
the Sovereign to recognise io their persons. 
Afnd thie ie what Lord Clarendon did. He 
Aid net ‘recognise them at Peers,* he neither 
•eeiight their couneel,* nor ‘courted their 
theour;1 b"* he rectived them all with be­
coming courtesy end respect, and those pre­
lates who were distinguished by their loys 
wily te the Crown, their attachment to the 
Unie», end their personal virtues, he treated 
with peculiar mark# of regard and confid- ! 
wane. "—Birmingham Jour mol.

•TIRE AT THE PALACE."

Oe Wedoeeday morning, about tea o’clock, 
the iamates of the Episcopal Palace, Front-si.,

•• John by Divine permiseieo,” Church of Eng- 
laud Bishop of Toronto, the good old Dominie of 
Kettle Î And no. without having any branch el 
Royalty with us, we hsve s Palace ! Now 
there can be no objection» te any man eeeuming 
any title he pleaeee, er imagining himeelf to live 
la e Palace when it is bot s comfortable dweliog 
house, but we do object decidedly to the public 
acknowledging such distinctions, which ere to- 
tslly opposed to the fact that there ie no estab­
lished sect in Canada. The residence of the 
Governor General has hot tbe modeel title of Go- 

. vernment House, but it seem that to make up 
1er thie deficiency, we must have Ecclesiastical 
Maces, occupied by Spiritual Princes! Num­
bers blindfolded end overawed by such assump­
tions ef „nek. bow down to such pretenders 
without considering what they do. Every day 
Prelacy shows a bolder front, and puts forth 
elaieis which will be yielded là only by the igno- 
fail er superstitious.—Globe.

MURDER.

On the night ef Sunday last, the 8th 
iset., a most appalling murder was com- 
■itted in the Township of Adroiston, in 
the County of Renfrew. A man named 
William Barry whe had lived in that place 
•erne eight or eiee years, snd had been, 
we believe, originally from Glasgow, was 
found murdered in hie own house on Mon­
day ai.o.uiug- It appears that deceased 
was by trade a plasterer, and occasionally 
left his own place to follow his trade when 
•filed upoe. For some weeks back he had 
teem in tbe employment of Peter Morris, 
Eeq., at JJorootown on the Madawaska 
River and the latter part of last week com* 
pleted hie work, and received hie pay. He 
thee proceeded to hie home, some fifteen 
wilee distent, end on bie way eaw and drank 
with eome acquaintances who observed 
that he froquently exhibited hie money 
which consisted of one gold coin, one large
eHver piece, end tbe reel in Bank Bills__
Oa his farm and in the same house with 
himeelf, there lived a man named John 
Wood, who was in Barry's employment In 
the capacity of a farm Isbourer. Wood who 
had a wife and two email children,—all of 
whom reeided in tbe earns house. Oo Sun- 
•ay ayeoiog Mr. Barry wee seen by eome 
ef hie neighbors in hie own house, with 
Weed and wife and fgmilv. Barry wae 
unmarried, and had no relatives residing 
with hie. On Menday morning ene of the

neighbors went to Berry’e hoeee for the
purpose of chopping wood, when he found 
the door fast. Tin re wee no stir nor ap 
pearance of any living creature being about 
the place. This appeared eo remarkable 
that the man went to another neighbor aod 

loTormed him of it. The two immediately 
went to Archibald' Patterson, Eeq., Post­
master, Admaston, who lived within a mile 
of Barry's house, and stated their apprehen 
sion that something might be wrong. Mr. 
Patterson at once proceeded with tbo two 
men to Barry's house, and finding tbe door 
fast, and having reason to believe that Bar­
ry had not left tbe bouse, they forced the 
door. On entering the house they found 
the body of Barry lying on a bed with the 
face upwards, and the fore part of the skull 
smashed in. His arms lay across his breast 
and Uis body wae stretched at full length. 
To all.appearances death had been instan­
taneous, and without a struggle. The 
body was cold and stiff, snd it was evident 
that the horrible deed had been committed 
while the deceased was sleeping, and, early 
on Sunday night.

Suspicion immediately rested on Wood, 
who it was found had absconded with bis 
wife snd family, taking a span of horses, a 
sleigh, and a trunk belonging to the deceas­
ed. It appeared that the wretch had taken 
hie horses and sleigh to make his eeotpe. 
Tbe sleigh was easily tracked to the village 
of Renfrew, some seven miles.—owing to 
tbo fall of enow on Sunday night. Some 
of the inhabitanle immediately decided to 
pursue Wood, but in the village of Renfrew 
we are informed, no coveyance could be 
obtained. It is most discreditable to any 
place to show indifference to crime ; and 
some of the people of Renfrew are, justly 
open to severe censure.

A conveyance was soon procured, how­
ever, from Win, Morris, Esq. of Macnau, 
who hearing of the matter, immediately 
placed an excellent team at their service.— 
Mr. Adam Curry, of Packenham also de­
serves credit for assistance rendered in the 
same way. Thanks are also due to Rode­
rick Roes, Esq., of Renfrew for much ex­
ertion in rendering assistance.

Wood wae tracked to Packenhem, but 
beyond that village it was not known which 
road he had taken. One party proceeded 
to By I own and another to Perth, but neith­
er party overtook Wood, or any obtained 
information respecting hie flight.

Since writting the above we learn that 
Wood, Alias Barr or Bear, was arrested on 
Wednesday by Mr. Fraser, Deputy Sheriff 
of Carleion County, at Kilmarnock on the 
Rideu, snd the esmeday wae delivered over 
to Sheriff Dickson, at Smith’s Falls, by 
whom he wae conveyed to Perth Gaol.— 
For tbe arrest of Wood, the supposed mur­
derer, the public are mainly indebted to Mr. 
Robert Dickson, of Renfrew, snd some two 
or three others of that place : and also to 
the activity of Deputy Sheriff Fraser.—

TWO WEEKS LATER FROM CALI- 
FORNIA-

New York, Dec. 20—3, r. u.
The Cherokee touched the wharf at 12 

o’clock, She brings 361 passengers, and 
$1,694,000 in specie.

The Geneeev arrived at Panama on the 
3rd, with two weeks’ later news from Sin 
Francisco. The msile had not reached 
Chsgreee when the Cherokee left. The 
Facific had not arrived at Chagrees.

Tbe steamer Philadelphia arrived at 
New Orleans on the 9tb, and would eai! 
next day. Both vessels would be full of 
passengers.

The Pacific News eeye : “ Since our 
last issue, nothing of importance has oc­
curred to mar the progress of California.

“ The Cholera has made rapid etridee in 
eome localities, and laid many in the duet 
in thie City, its first appearance. Some 
three weeks since, the number of deaths 
has been about 135, while in Sacramento 
they have probably reached 1000. The 
scourge, however, ie abating, and the deaths 
iu either city do not average over 9 or 10 
per day. Thie mortality hae prostrated in 
a great measure, the business of the large 
cities aod considerably affected every locali­
ty-

During tbe winter a much larger number 
of miners will remain in the mountains 
than before, and consequently more gold 
will be taken out there than during any 
previous season. Much attention ie being 
paid to the quartz mining. The Mariposa 
mines are yielding a good return, notwith­
standing the machinery ie not ao powerful 
as desired. Within a abort time another 
quartz vein of great richness has been dis­
covered, between the South fork of tbo 
Feat her and Yuba rivers.

Heretofore, the mines have only been 
scratched over, and scientific mining has 
only just commenced. When fully under 
way, and a requisite amount of capital ac­
tively employed, the result will bo even 
more wonderful than ever before.

The Sacramento Timet says : “ We 
have seen persons from various portions of 
the mines, from whom we learn the chole­
ra has spread to but a very limited extent. 
A few cases have occurred al Nevada City, 
Rough and Roady, and other towns. The 
Yuba mines have generally yielded woll 
the average yield per man being from $3 to 
$10, daily. A large number of miners will 
winter on tho Yuba.
