Does it not ap- 
iear somewhat inconsistent, then, on 
he ua: t of the Government to cot, 
iete energetically with a légitimait 
ndustry which was not only inaug- 
irated hut developed by capital furn- 
shed from abroad ? The amusement 
nd entertainment of the people Is 
he most prolific and the most certain 
if all the avenues for the investment 
>f foreign capital which Newfound­
land offers. Is it good 1 policy then, 
or the Government, with all Its great 
esources, to enter into trade rivalry 

with those who are willing to extend 
he ickel system of amusement 
roughout the length and breath of 

the Island? When the project of em­
ploying prison labour in the owrk of 
beautifying the heispital grounds and 
improving the boulevard around Quid! 
Vldl was mooted we had a distinct 
prouncement from the Premier 
against such an unfair competition as 
this would be with the ordinary 
sources of labour. Should capital, 
then, be put on an unequal footing 
with labour in this respect? Ought 
not capital lawfully Invested- be as 
free from Government competition In 
Its operations as labour is? If It it 
the intention of the Government to 
compete with the private citizen ic 
business enterprise I suggest that 
such competition should at least hi 
conducted on equal terms that It 
should not offer greater attractions 
than its rivals can show and that ft 
should not exhibit only in exchange 
for money. And I would ask why the 
show business has been singled out 
for this competition and why a min­
ister of the Crown has been selected 
to afford the moat innocently divert­
ing of all the entertainments which 
the Government offered to those who 
visited the rinks. What has Shan- 
nahan to say?

A SUGGESTION.
Successful as were both the Indus­

trial and the Agricultural Exhibitions 
generally, there was one defect in the 
Agricultural Show, glaringly great, 
standing out discordantly and disa­
greeably amidst the otherwise génér­
erai excellence of the show. The ac­
commodations and means of display­
ing the qualities and points of horses, 
cattle. &c„ exhibited were lament­
ably inadequate. It is conceivable 
that the place selected for this pur­
pose might have been worse, but it 
would have been difficult to find a 
worse place. We have no doubt that 
a difficulty confronted the manage­
ment. They wished, it would appear, 
end properly so, to have everything 
in close proximity. They succeeded 
in getting them close, and also suc­
ceeded in spoiling what might have 
been an admirable exhibition of live 
stock. Wev do not know whether 
Llewellyn Place could have been 
hired for the week. It is close to the 
two links, and there would have been 
space to erect sheds for the live 
stock and to make a ring for parad­
ing and showing the paces and other 
qualities of the stock.

The accommodation actually offer­
ed for live stock was such’ as afforded 
little or no encouragement to the own- 
trs of live stock. Good as ihe stock 
were, the means of exhibiting their 
excellent qualities were ludicrously 
insufficient. We do not wish to be 
unduly hard on the management of 
this part of the Exhibition. Our cri­
ticism is not intended to be severe, 
hut It is Intended to be strong, with , 
a view of directing attention to a 
grave shortcoming, and certainly to 
stimulate a desire to remedy the evil 
and suggest adequate provision for 
the display of live stock next year.

It is, we believe, the Intention of 
both the Manufacturers and the Gov­
ernment to make this event an annual 
one. If that is so, would it not be 
well to have a permanent ground, 
and what better ground could be 
chosen than the Parade Ground ! 
Fenced In, improved, and with suit­
able erections, and two armouries at 
band, if extra accommodation were 1 
required, it could be made into aii | 
Ideal place for agricultural exhibition 
purposes, and when not required for , 
shows, would be- available as a play- j 
ground for children and youths.

We shall be glad to have this'matter 
discussed, both pro and con, because 
If there Is anything in it, discussion 
will bring It out, and will also ex­
pose whatever weaknesses may be 
lurking in it.

MRS. J. MULLINS RELIEVED

. Just about 7.30 p.m. on Saturday 
Mrs. J. Mullins left her home on Ham­
ilton Avenue Avenue to go down to 
the city where ehe intended to pay 
some bille due and do some shopping. 
She carried In a hand bag which wes 
slung over her arm,, enclosed In a 
purse inside it the sum of $101.28 In 
10’e, 5’s, and 2’s notes with some sil­
ver and a small cheque. She had 
hardly proceeded 20 yards from her 
residence when a man accosted her 
and asked her what direction he should 
take to go to Cornwall Avenue. The 
woman pointed the way with her 
hand when suddenly the man seized 
the satchel and tore It from her, 
breaking the steel chain which went 
over her arm and ran with great 
speed up Thorburn’s Lane and into 
Cornwall Avenue where he vanished 
in the darkness. The robber acted so 
suddenly and unexpectedly that the 
woman was dazed, and for a few 
minutes made no outcry, thus giving 
the fellow a chance to get away and 
outstrip possible pursuers. Mr. E.

The men ran up the avenue 
but the thief had made good his es­
cape. Before leaving her residence 
Mrs. Mullins had taken the money 
from a cash box in which it was kept 
and transferred it to her purse.

Archbishop Preaches.
His Grace Archbishop Howley oc­

cupied the pulpit at the R. C. Cathe­
dral last night and preached an in­
structive sermon on the text "Thou 
art Peter, and upon this rock I will 
build my church,’’ etc. His Grace af­
ter referring to the manner in which 
the heresy of the “Modernists” was 
put down by the present Pope, Pius 
X., spoke of the society known in 
France1 as the “Sillon.” At first this 
society, which was established with 
the consent of the late Pope Leo XIII., 
wrought much good amongst the Ca­
tholic people of France in both tem­
poral and spiritual affairs. It form­
ed a bond of union that helped to up­
lift the poor and downtrodden. Af­
ter a few years the “Sillon” lapsed 
into the teaching of some of the doc­
trines of the Modernists, which were 
most insidious and would tend to un­
dermine the belief in the divinity of 
our Lord. The Holy Father, Pius 
X., was constrained last August to 
write a letter condemning the errors 
of the “Sillon’’ and forbidding the 
children of the church to be members. 
Under the spurious titles of “Frater­
nity and Equality” those societies de­
luded the people and sought to roL> 
them of their faith in the divinity of 
Christ. In this country It was grati­
fying to know that such upheavals 
against religious and civil authority 
did not take place. The nearest ap­
proach to anything like this amongst 
us was the labor strike. “About two 
years ago,” said His race, “I had oc­
casion to speak from the pulpit on a 
strike that was going on amongst the 
coopers of the city. I warned the 
people that no good would come of 
it. Formerly the coopers of this city 
were a numerous and prosperous 
class, happy and contented. Mutual 
confidence and respect existed be­
tween them, and their employees 
Since the strike the condition of the 
coopers has been growing worse 
Families have been broken up, some 
are dead and others are gone out of 
the country. At the present time," 
continued His Grace, “I notice by 
reading the papers that another strike 
is going on in the city, this time it is 
the tinsmiths. It was very regret- 
able and could not but end in bring­
ing misery on the families of the men, 
like In the coopers' strike." His 
Grace believed from what he had 
learned about this strike that it could 
have been settled to the satisfaction 
of both parties had there been an ap­
peal to an arbitrator. The strike will 
likely kill another industry and drive 
more of our workmen out of the coun­
try. The facilities by steamers and 
trains for getting all kinds of tin­
ware articles into the mar.ket at very 
short notice would help to do away 
with this once lourMhing ir».'e in St. 
John’s fast enough without the addi­
tional help of a strike.
