Just about 
every day of my 
life I am newly 
impressed with 
the vast possibil­
ities In the sci­
ence of motion 
study - for the 
household.

I think 1 ex­
plained to you 

before that the 
i - science of motion

| .-IN. study Is the
science of ar­

ranging one's surroundings and train­
ing ones self so as to do all routine 
work with the fewest and least tiring 
motions possible.

Applied to business establishments, 
this science has saved thousands of 
dollars of money.

Applied to homes. I know it would 
save thousands of hours of labor.

Will you permit me to enter on a 
little personal history and tell you 
some of the ways in which I have 
found motions being wasted in my 
own- household, in order to make my 
idea plainer?

When was boiling eggs the other 
day I noticed that I had to take sever­
al steps to see the kitchen clock. Three 
times during the process of boiling 
those eggs-—once to see what time it 
was when I put them in and twice to 
seé if they were done—I took those 
steps. Absolutely wasted energy, 
wasn't it? And probably wasted many 
times a day in that kitchen.

I reached for my dictionary to look 
up a wdrd one day ahd it suddenly 
occurred to me that I was demonstra­
ting a motion leak. My dictionary is 
my largest book and for the sake of 
appearances has been placed at the 
further end of my book rack, and I 
have to reach over several books to 
get it. And yet it is the volume I use 
the most frequently. Needless to say,

appearances were thrown to the'-winde 
and the dictionary put in its proper 
place.

Again there is a large chair at the 
foot of my bed. Every time I walk 
around my bed in the process of mak­
ing it, I must walk around that chair 
also. Only a few steps each time, to be 
sure, but how many thousand steps in 
a.week, or a year, or a lifetime?

Just one more example. The coal 
shovel with which we put on the fur­
nace coal has always stood, neither 
close by the furnace nor close by the 
ccal bin, but against a chimney sev­
eral feet away from either. That 
means that both before and after we 
put on coal, we walked several need­
less steps to get the shovel and re­
place it. Why does it stand .there? 
Nobody knows. Simply for the reason 
that govern most household arrange­
ments—that it always has.

I know that some better housewives 
than I are thinking that none of these 
leaks which I have mentioned would 
have existed at all In well-regulated 
homes. Perhaps not. Doubtless, 
these particular ones don't exist in 
yours, but Madame, I wouldn't be too 
sure that no others do.

In the arhangement of the pantry 
in the arrangement of garments in 
your wardrobe, of the china in youi 
china-closet, in your kitchen, and, in­
deed, all over your house, there are a 
thousand chances for motion leaks.

Even some of the most systematic 
business establishments have found 
that there were many leaks in their 
systems. Perhaps you are the rara 
avis who is the exception to this uni 
versa! rule. But. before you decide 
that, don't you think it would be 
worth while to look about you and see 
if you can’t find a few motion leaks 
In your household?

first husband war 
Julius Caesar 
who discovered 
that all Gaul is 
divided into three 
parts some time 
after his mar 
riage. Caesar was 
of a very jealous 
disposition, and 
Cleopatra sue. 
ceeded in intro­
ducing him to 
several new 

brands of gall that didn’t have to be 
discovered at heavy expense. After 
a while Caesar decided that he could 
live alone more cheaply, without hav­
ing to divide his salary with a large 
andtonguey retinue of hired girls, so 
he gave Cleopatra his watch fob and 
the agents’ discount on his school 
books and hired out as foreman of 
the Roman Empire. About this time 
Cleopatra met Marc Antony at a Leap 
Year party and proposed marriage in 
a seductive tone of voice. Antony 
figured around a little, and after in­
quiring into Cleopatra’s rating at the 
hank made up his mind to take a 
chance. They had a quiet home wed­
ding, none but the immediate rela­
tives of the contracting parties being 
present, after which they assayed the 
wedding presents and settled down to 
housekeeping at the expense of the 
bride.

The Canadian 
Naval Zone.

According to the cable message to­
day, some correspondence of local in­
terest has been tabled in the Commons 
at Ottawa. This correspondence took 
place since the Imperial Conference 
in reference to the Canadian Navy. 
The principal feature of this is stat­
ed to be the objection raised by New­
foundland as to the encroachment of 
the Canadians zone in the territorial 
waters of Newfoundland. As we read 
the message, it would appear that this 
view was upheld by the Secretary for 
the Colonies. We presume that the 
correspondence setting forth this ob­
jection of Newfoundland will be 
tabled in the House of Assembly, and 
should prove interesting reading.

It may be remembered that this 
view was set forth in the Evening 
Telegram on August 1st last, and on 
subsequent days. The Government 
press were at first silent, and then an 
attempt was made to ridicule the 
views, which it would appear after­
wards became official.

We would like to ask. however, 
why the Newfoundland delegates at 
the Imperial Conference did not in­
sist on Newfoundland being cut clean 
out of the zone, as it appears from 
the text of the agreement New Zea­
land waters were separated from the 
Australian zone?

sail. (brand new) was torn in rivens. 
Ran the craft off for about twenty 
miles under bare iioles. but the sea 
being so heavy had to heave too at 
!) p,m. in order to keep her from 
foundering. Took the riding sail sin­
gle reefed it and put it to the fore­
mast. At about ten o'clock that night 
the wind hauled to S.W. and continued 
to blow very heavily with high sea 
still running, also snow squalls, and 
lightning.

About 6 o’clock Wednesday morning 
the wind hauled to N.W. At about 1.3C 
p.m. met with slob ice. Tried to keep 
the vessel clear but found her diffi­
cult to steer in her condition, she be­
ing all “awash" foreward, seas going 
clean over her continually. Had ont 
of the dories smashed by the sea that 
afternoon.

The vessel was still hove too mak­
ing lee way when about five minutes 
after two Thursday morning land was 
sighted, through the snow storm. It 
was first thought to be ice. Immedi­
ately wore the starboard tack. They 
new discovered it was land and that 
the vessel was in the trough of the 
seas.

The vessel struck a. reef % of a mile 
from shore. Three or four seas wash­
ed clean over the craft and carried 
her over the reef. Then It was a con­
tinual bump, bump, till the vessel wa:. 
thrown high upon the beach at Tabh 
Point-Cove. This was about half-pas 
two o'clock Thursday morning. Ant 
in the piercing W.N.W, gal#, with th 
mercury regstered 10 below zero tin 
shipwrecked mariners were compelled 
to leave their stranded craft and seel 
shelter on th^ .shore. .

The vessS’ was “rail and 'fail" wltf: 
fee, and she could not possibly remah 
afloat more than three or four hour 
more had she not gone ashore. AIL 
hands did their endeavour choppln; 
away ice in order to keep her afloat 
The windlass and a dory on decl 
could not be discerned, being com 
pletely covered up with ice. Her bul 
warks had to be chopped sway in ord 
er to let the water flow off. but yet th 
Ice continued to make. The crev

had to hold on with one hand while 
chopping 'with the other, In order to 
save themselves from ]>elng washed 
over board, the sea making clean over 
her all the while.

Our first effort on reaching the 
beach was to find inhabitants, said 
Gillispie, and In the effort, the mate 
and J. O’Brien the cook, got astray in 
the woods and we did not find them 
till after daylight. In the meantime 
the captain and the rest of us, six all 
told, held a consultation in the woods, 
and It whs decided that the Captain 
and Lewis Dunn should go and try 
to find inhabitants. They returned at 
3 30 after au unsuccessful search-for 
inhabitants, though they had succeed­
ed in finding a house in the woods.

The skipper bad also endeavored to 
again board the schooner but could 
not. Dunn told me that the skipper 
was almost played out and that ho 
was compelled to take a little rest in 
the woods.

We all started off for the house, the 
skipper and mÿself (Gillispie) bring­
ing up the rear. Had not gone twenty 
j-ards when the skipper dropped and 
could go no further. I called to the 
men ahead, but owing to the fierce­
ness of the storm they could not hear 
me. The skipper could not walk any 
further so I had to pull him along, 
till we reached the edge of a clift 
over which we both fell and rolled to 
the water’s edge.

After a while I managed to'drag the 
skipper from there to abreast where 
the schooner lay a distance of about 
% of a mile.

The captain asked me where the 
vessel was; and I toid him we were 
just beside her. But he was unable to 
see the craft as the lashes of his both 
eyes were frozen together.

I now found myself, says Gillispie, 
very much done up and unable to get 
the skipper along any further. The 
skipper wanted me to leave him to die, 
after giving me a message for his mo­
ther.

The King's Speech proved a disap­

Home Rule and Woman Suffrage. A 
telegram to the Times this morning 
from Dublin states that the scanty re­
ference to Home Rule has greatly dis­
appointed the Irish Nationalists, who 
hoped for a more fervent allusion to 
that pre-eminent measure of the ses­
sion. The Nationalists are said to be 
still more seriously perturbed by a 
persistent rumor that the bill will not 
be introduced till after Easter. To 
Miss Pankhurst the speech has been 
more than a disappointment. She 
states that the Union of Suffragists 
will make an impressive demonstra­
tion at an early date, and that every 
opportunity will he taken of embar­
rassing the Government, thereby prov­
ing to them that women must have 
the vote. Miss Pankhurst said: We 
had hoped for a distinct pronounce­
ment in the King's Speech. We al­
ways expect the best, but are prepar­
ed for the worst. Now that they have 
given the worst, we shall fight for a 
Government measure until we win.
