It should be the first duty of
& Government, when finding it
gelf in an embarrassing position,
§0 far as having to discover and
plan labor for the people who
are deprived and prevented from
following their natural avoea-
tion, which in this country is
the fisheries, to determine the
course which that labor should
take, having regard always to
the best returns to be shown for
the money expended. It is coms
paratively easy to throw. away
revenues on- public ‘works that
are of no utilitarian advantage,
in order to get rid of the
4mportunate seekers after gov-
ernmént employment. AS wit-
ness the roads in the wilderness,
¢ommenced last year, now un-
finished, and leading from no-
where to .nowhere. Monies
wasted and bearing no return
whatever to the Colony or its

taxpayers.

During- the process of con-
étructlon of these roads, the
Pountry was told that they were
%o be great highways connecting
up isolated places with. the rail-
way system, and advocates of
that policy of expenditure were
wearing their throats -hoarse
and causing their articulation to
become raucous in extolling the
advantages that the building of
these was to confer on the
people north. Yet what benefit
has been so. far derived from
these wilderness highways?
Have they "connected up the
dwellers in sparsely populated
localities with the transporta-
tion system by rail? 'Have they
proven to possess the advan-
tages claimed for ‘them by those

who advocated their construc-}

tion? Such lines as were built
are there it is true, but of what
use are they? Yet the govern-
ment insisted on their construc-
tion through sterile land, whilst
leaving to fall into, utter. disre-
pair roads that would have beén
of obvious utility had they been
looked after.

. improvements in- sugar-making ma-
lchinary invented rotary engines ‘that
led up to the modern steam turbine,
and was the first to design and con-
struct floating docks. But his most

' popular achievement, dismissed by.

 the encyclopedias with scarcely more ;
{than the mention of " it - and. some-
!times dismissed without the mentlon!
of his name, was the part he played .
in bringing in the rubber tire,
' In the early days of the steam lo-;
comotive-- smooth running - was - ob-
tained by resort to- iron rails, and
they have never since been given up.
Yet when it came to driving ordi-
nary road vehicles where rails could,
not be used the demand for some-
thing to lessen the friction and jar|
made itself felt. Thomson conceived
the idea of surrounding each wheel
+ with an elastic tire, inflated with air,
and took out his first patent for a
device of the kind in 1845. It con-
sisted of an inper tube made airtight
by rubber, with an outer cover laced
 on to the tube. . Later the inventor
introduced solid rubber tires of large
cross-section, and they were fitted
with good results to the road steam-
ers with which he experimented.
Engineers of his time paid little
attention to what the Scotchman had
done. The difficulty experienced . in
manufacturing the inner tubes of the
pneumatic tire seems to have de-
layed its introduction.. A .new and
better type of air-inflated rubber tire
followed in ‘due course, and by rea-
son of better methods of production
soon took possession of the field. It
hag been made clear that . this  ad-
vance was accomplished without
prior knowledge of the invention to
which:a patent was accorded in 1845.
But ‘Thomson was none the less a
‘pioneer. in the art of increasing the
comfort of’travel along the roadways
of the world,.and Scotland has done
well to honor him as such.

Italy’s Vanishing City.

The strange case of Corato, Italy’s
vanishing . city, is arousing great
popular criticism throughout the coun-
try, where the fate of Corato, destin-
ed to collapse, like the house found-
ed upon sand, is considered an ex-
ample of. official stupidity.

To a depth of about thirty feet
Corato’s soil {s very = porous sand,
upon which a town of 10, 000 was
In recent years this ghifting
layer has become completely water
soaked because of poor drainage.

Fate overtook Corato two months
ago, its inhabitants awaking one
mogning to find three feet of water
in their homes and .the foundations
crumbling. House after house col-
lapsed, public buildings melted away,
por were churches spared by nature’s
freakish whim.

Already several hundred " families
are homeless and although there are
props against the remaining buildings,
officials admit the town is doomed,
with .no hopes for salvation. The
Government has put Corato in the
category of towns destroyed by earth-
quake,
000 lire to aid in its reconstruction.
But the remaining inhabitants cling
to- their old homes, or dwell in tenis
pitched alongside, refusing to leave
the vicinity. Complaints may be
heard every day that Ttalian official-
dom refused to heed their pleas while
there was- still some chance for the
rescue of the ancient town.

Dear Sir,—~In the course of my per-
unbuutiom about New York I met
Mr. Cyril Bowring at the offices of,
Bovrlngtco..aml the Red Cross
Line, Battery Place. 'This s the
American branch of Bewring Bros.,
as you are of course aware.

Newfoundland. He was interested
immediately and expressed his en-
thusiastic opinion that there should be
such & trafic betwéen this country and
Nwfoundland, amd between Great
Britain and Newfoundland as well.
“There i no doubt whatever about
the great possibilities that lie in such
a trafic,” he declared. ‘‘If the thing
were properly worked up it would be
no time before many thousands of

‘people' would be going regularly

every summer to spend a vacation in
Newfoundland.” '

Everyone will of course see the
immense advantages that such a tour-
ist movement would have for New-
foundland. In the’ first place, it
would be the wealthler classes that
would be fnvolved, and wealthy Am-
ericans are notoriously prodigal with
their money. They would spend big
piles of money -in the country, and
all branches of trade and commerce
would feel the beneficial - results.
Why. given a few good roads of any

taking their automobiles down with
them and spending the summer
there—at least, their familles would.
There would be hundreds of rich men
taking their families there for the
summer, staying a while themselves,
and leaving their families behind
them. The summer months here are
dreadfully hot, and anybody who can
afford it generally contrives to be out
of the city during the hot weather.
They go across to Hurope, north to
Canada, and indeed anywhere where
the heat 1s more moderate than
here. It is the same throughout the
whole country. They go to Florida
and Cuba in the winter months, but
in the hot weather they seek cool
climates. Newfoundland summer
weather is exactly what they need,
It is tinged with salty sea breezes,
being an island, there is no fever, and
taken all round is salubrious and
health-giving. For tired business
men and wornout society ~females
Newfoundland weather would be in-
vigorating and refreshing and they
would return with soothened nerves
to tell their friends what a wonder-
ful place Newfoundland was, to be
sure. Newfoundland should take a
book—and
Quebec’s book, so far as endeavoring
to get tourists is. concerned. Both
these provinces have reduced the
thing to a science, and in every
steamship and railway agency office
window here you see their posters
and folders and propaganda promin-
ently - displayed. Newfoundland is
conspicuous by her absence. v
But, compared with any other coun-
try or province you like to mention,
Newfoundland is a better health re-
sort than all of trem put together.

Where Cocaine

Comes From.'

Cocaine, the use of which 1s. so
greatly abused because it produces
elation of spirits for a short perinod
is a most valuable drug when used
by* the surgeon for small operations
on the nose, ears, mouth, teeth, and
other surface parts as a preventive
of pain. It is used instead of ether
or chloroform.

It is made from the leaves of the
shrub Froxythrolum - coca, which
grows in Peru, Bolivia and Chili, and

is now cultivated in India and Ceylon. '

A traveller in Bolivia and Peru will
come acrose a shrub growing wild
which will remind hifa somewhat ot
the British blackthorn. It bears a’
cluster of small flowers with yellow-
ish white petals which are succeeded
by Ted berriés. The leaves are oval
and about an inch in length, and when
crushed have a faint tea-like odor.
. This is the coca plant.

The leaves have for centuries been
used by the natives. When chewed
they allay the desire for food, and
prevent a feeling of fatigue when
travelling or during great exertion.

Fifty years ago cocaine was practl—
cally unknown,

The dried leaves of the plant are
the part used, and these yield approxi-
mately 6 per cent of cocaine,

From the leaves the cocaine is ex-
tracted, in the form of crystals. But
a8 these are soluble only in oils, al-
cohol, chioroform, and some other
vehicles, the cocaine is converted in-
to a hydrochloride, whic his easily
soluable in water and used in sprink-
ling on the parts to be operated on or
for sniffing into the nose, or as a solu-
tion for injection under the skin,

Diamonds of All Colors.

The green diamond which has been
found recently in South Africa is an
exceedingly rate stone. There are
probably not more than five or six
others in existénce, and, assuming

emerald” is a curiosity at about $25,-

000, a2 hundred times the price of a

white diamond of the same weight,

The rarest colors of diamonds are
red, blue, and green. Only one red
diamond is known, its owner being
an Indian Rajah, The famous Hope
Black is also a rare
color. The green diamond was
blackish in color in its complete form
when it was found. it was only when
it was cut and reduced from 5%
carats to 1% that it proved to be of
an emerald color. There are many
vellow and brown diamonds, but they
are not very popular. The white dia-
mond is the most attractive. The
rare colors are seldom worn; they
are most prized by collectors.

Mohammedans looted
Roman churches; including 8t, Peter's
in 846, and the churches of Con-
stantinople in 1453. Sancta Sophia,
after the break between the western
and the eastern churches, was sacked
by western Christians during the
fourth crusade, and church vessels
were taken or destroyed in many cases
at the time of the Reformation.

Ruqshn Churches Richest.

“Russian church treasuries - have
been among the richest in ‘existence
in late years. When Russian.envoys
were sent out by the then gemi-
civilized state in 987 to choose a na-
tional religion, they were most im-
pressed by the wealth and rich beauty
of the services at Sancta Sophia. Since
that ‘time Russian churches have been
marked by their wealth of ornamenta-
tion. Screens, reliquaries and canopies
of precious metals were to be found in
all of the well-to-do  churches. In
some of the richer institutions whole
wallg of sanctuaries were of silver and
gome floors were of jasper. Numerous
icons were studded with jewels and
some were almost completely covered
with various precious stones. Some of
the palls nsed were practically small
rugs of gems.

-*Probably the wealthiest of all re-
ligious institutions in Russia was the
Layra or super-monastery at Kiev.
Before the warld war it had an annual
income of $500,000 and 2 well stocked
treasury. The second most impertant
institution, the Lavra of St. Sergius,
near Moscow, had tressure with a pre-
war valus of about $325,000,000. At
the Cathedral of 8t. Isaac, gSt. Peters-
burg, there was more than a ton of
silver in the form - of ecclesiastical
vessals, and in addition much gold.”™

Coal Diggers of Australia

T ——
Opal is the Australian natural sem.
but latest reports from that country

‘show that the diggers are experiencing

very hard times, awing to the slump
in the precious etone in the European
markets.

Coober Pedy, the home of the fam-

ous South Australian black opal, is
100 miles from anywhere, and prob-
ably the most primitive village in the
British Empire. The ' Australian
blacks christened it Coober Pedy, or
“white man living in a hole,” and it
well deserves its name,

Of all’ the rough outback jobs in
Australia, digging for opal is about

tho worst. Coober Pedy lies in the
heart of the Stewart Range, 170 miles
from the nearest station on the East-
West Railway, and its whole pepula-
tion of between 70 and 80 diggers lives
underground in burrews scratched
out of the hillside. A tin shanty, in
which diggers keep their tools, is the

only sign of life showing above

ground.

Every morning the diggers come out
of their burrows and set out for the
opal flelds, to cut patiently through
the rock in the hope of finding the
heautiful black diamonds lying be-
neath. Between them they have dug
many thousands of pounds' worth of
opal in the lagt four years, though

In
normal times opal is worth $150 an
ounce, but now there is practically
no demand for the gems and the dig-
gers have opal, but no money.

Coober Pedy has a dug-out post of-
fice, of which it is very proud, and
a mail once a week, but neither food
nor water are to be found within a
day’s journey. At present water is
carted from a water-hole 14 miles dis-
tant, but ds it is some time since the
last shower occurred, the diggers will,
this month, have to go to a creek still
further away for their water. As
much as $15 per 100 gallons has at
times been paid for the “precious
fluid.

Beef and bread are brought by mail
cart from Kingoonya, the nearest
station, but the people of Coober Pedy
insure themselves against sudden
scarcity by taming the rabbits that
abound in the neighborhood. One man
alone has 50 of these pets, and it is a
curious sight to see them every even-
ing trooping to their master for their
food.

An Old Fishing Net.

The natives of New Guinea have s
very cheap way- of providing then-
selves with fishing-nets for use in
their rivers and lakes. Cutting a
long bamboo, they bend it into the
shape of a large tennis-racket, fas-
tening the small end to the staff or
handle with fibre. This they take
into the forest and leave it for a few
days. When they call for it again
the huge spiders of the country have
been at work and covered it with a
network of web strong enough to tm-
prison any fish that may come in con-
tact with its meshes. The bamboo is
carried away, and no doubt
Bpiders wonder what has become of
their new home, made with so much
labour.

LITTLE TOWN’'S WIRELESS HIS-
TORY.

Poldhu, probably the most famous
wireless station in the world, has
gent its last message. “M.B.D.” its
famous call sign for which ships” op-
erators have listened eagerly for'
19 years, is now replaced by ST TLL
the sign of Clifden, the Irish station
of the Marconi Co., which has taken
up the duty of talking to people who
go down to the sea in ships, telling
them at midnight what has been hap-
pening taroughout the world during
the preceding 24 hours.

Poldhu’s last message was on a mat-
ter of business in the little Spanish
town of Cieza. Now the new wireless
station at Omgar, in Essex, is respon-
gible for this Spanish traffic.

Perched on the rock-bound coast of
Cornwall, Poldhu has made history. It
was the first high-power wireless sta-
tion to be built, and from here the
first wireless message was sent across
the Atlantic in a 2,000 metres wave-
length, on December 12, 1901, to St.
John’s, Newfoundland.

It was from Poldhu in 1920 that the

War on Toothache.

EXPERTS HOPEFUL OF SUCCESS.

The discovery of the two types of
bacteria which cause dental decay and
toothache is regarded by dentists as
one of great importance. The inves-
tigation is being continued at the
Bland-Sutton  Institute, = Middlesex
Hospital, and as the cause of dental
decay is now definitely known, there
is hope that remedial measures will
ultimately be found.

It has been discovered that these
two types of bacteria produce -an acid
which gradually softens the. enamel
and then penetrates into and destroys
the underlying dentine or.tooth ivory.
Once a path is opened,. other bacteria
can find an entrance and, cause in-
flammation, with violent pain. So
universal and destructive are these
little organisms that scarcely anyone
escapes dental decay. e

One of the bacteria is. a long, thin
bacilitus, the other is shorter and of-

ten occurs  in chains. Under the
microscope they have been seen eat-

ing through the enamel and . passing;

along the tubules of the dentine .into
the pulp or core of the teeth.

The task now before the. investiga-
tors is to find a means of combating
them. If the efforts are successful it
will be possible to prevent a large

proportion of the decay or-teeth in the |

population, with all the serious conse-
quences of rheumatism, eye diseases,
stomach troubles,- and  other. evils
which follow dental trouble.

Easily-Made Fly-Papers.

Fly papers, too, are easily made at
home. A good mixture consists of 5
parts of castor oil and 8 parts of
powdered resin. These are heated to-
gether without being allowed to boil,
until the resin is combletely dis-
solved. The solution is then applied,
while hot, to sheets of glazed paper,
which are exposed in a suitable place.
This mixture can be stored indefin-
itely in a tin, but should always be
warmed up before being used.
