The Repeal Debate in the Nova Scotia 
Legislature.

The debate on the repeal resolutions is 
now drawing to a close. Attorney-Gene­
ral Wilkins rose to close the debate on 
Thursday. In the course of his speech 
he said :—“ I now give notice to Canada 
and to England, and they will hear me, 
that if the grievances of Nova Scotia are 
not redressed, and the liberties of her peo­
ple restored before the next session of 
this House, then we shall undertake to 
redress them ourselves. Mr. Blanchard 
told us that if we declare ourselves out 
of the Union we have no law to collect 
the revenue. We shall, at the next ses­
sion, pass a Tariff Bill, and command the 
Customs’ officers to be governed by it. 
Mr. Blanchard asked who will assent. I 
reply—Let not. the honorable member 
imagine that there will be any difficulty 
on that point. We have made our ealeu 
lations, and know what we are about. I 
repeat it—Nova Scotia will, in the contin­
gency stated, proceed to redress her griev­
ances, and if she is ifot able to do so alone, 
she will appeal to others for assistance.”

At this part, of his speech loud cheers 
were given by the House and galleries.

The Cattle Disease in Illinois.—It is 
estimated that 5,000 cattle will die of the dis­
ease in the four counties of Iroquois, Vermil­
lion, Champaign, and Ford,. Tne first infect­
ed district south of Kankakee is from Clifton 
East to Newt'r.i County, Ind., where a small 
lot of Louisiana steers were driven in May 
last. The fatality on that route is very light. 
The second district is the large herd ground 
of Messrs. Milk, Taylor & Co.t east of Loda, 
in Iroquois County. The third is immediately 
south of the latter, from Paxton East, to 
Lafayette, Ind., infected from a large herd of 
Texas cattle owned by Fowler & Earl, of In­
diana. From Paxton‘South to the North of 
Coles Couty, there will average an infected 
district every twelve miles from the railroad

Burial of Suicides. — In England the 
custem still prevails of interring suicides 
between nine and twelve o’clock at night, 
without Christian burial. On a recent 
occasion this practice was referred to by 
the coroner, who held an inquest on the 
bodies of two servant girls, one of them 
only fifteen, who had been driven to 
drown themselves by a scandalous report 
concerning them. The coroner said that 
he regretted the state of the law which 
required him to order such a burial of 
the bodies)in consequence of the verdict. 
Formerly the law required that a suicide 
should be ignominously buried in the 
highway, with a stake driven through 
his body.

Tub Last Sensation. — Arrangements 
for a great tub match are now progressing 
in Buffalo, and a person named Howe 
will start from that city, upon a voyage 
to Albany, in a common wash tub, with­
out oars, rudder or sail, on the morning 
of Monday,September 7th. He has arraged 
his time-table; and feels perfectly confi­
dent of his agility to perform the journey 
in eighteen working days. He under­
takes this trip upon a wager of $600 a 
side.

Railway Cab Burned.—When the ex­
press train on the Grand Trunk was com­
ing west on Tuesday, near’Mallorytown, 
about thirty miles east of Kingston, the 
box car was discovered to be on fire. The 
train was stopped, and the other cars de­
tached in order to prevent further de­
struction. Thegreatest effort was made to 
save the baggage, but only a portion of 
it was rescued. The English mail, how­
ever, which was in a bonded compartment 
of the car was rescued, a few of bags hav­
ing been only a little scorched.

It is said that the champion oarsmen, 
Johnson, of Montreal, and Barry of Tor-.- 
onto, have concluded their 'match for 
$200 to row two miles the present month 
in Kingston harbour.

The Drought Ended.—A letter from 
London says : The drought is ended, and 
we have had heavy rains all over Britain, 
and cooler weather. It was time for there 
had not been such a season since 1826. 
Then the "fields were burnt to powder ; 
people watched around the springs for a 
few drops of water, and the rich sent 
presents of water to their friends. Cattle 
perished. This year the wheat crop over 
England is somewhat wonderful in quan­
tity and quality. It turns out fifty bush­
els to the acre over large areas, fit to carry 
as soon as cut, and to thresh, grind, and 
make Into bread as fast as it can be 
handled, and the proportion of flour to 
the bushel of wheat is nearly one-fourth 
above the average. The fields and pas­
tures are now growing green again, and 
there is still a chance for turnips. Fruit 
is excellent, and honey was never so 
sweet.

John Bright's Address -John Bright 
has published an address to the voters of 
Birmingham, in which he repeats his 
desire for such an extension of elective 
franchise as will call into exercise more 
of the enlightened intelligence of the 
country.

Count Bismarck.—The news respect­
ing the health of Count Bismarck is con­
tradictory. According to some journals, 
the Chancellor of the Northern Confeder­
ation is still suffering, afid cannot for 
some time assume the direction of affairs ; 
but others state that he is In good health, 
and will soon return to Berlin. A third 
story le that the Prime Minister keeps 
Mm oft if apart on account of political mo­
tives, and longer than the, slate of his 
health requires, and that this absence 
leaves the field open to influences former­
ly powerful about the person ofthe Prus­
sian Sovereign. The re-appointment of 
General de Manteuffel to activé service is 
mentioned as confirming this last version.

Infallible Curb for Dysentery.— 
Dr. Page, of Washington, communicates 
to the Republican of that city the follow­
ing simple remedy, long known in family 
practice, and which was recently tried in 
the camp of the New York 22nd regi­
ment, where there were from eighty to 
one hundred cases daily, and with rapid 
cures in every case : In a teacup half full 
of vinegar, dissolve as much salt as it will 
take up, leaving a little excess of salt at 
the bottom cf the cup. Pour boiling wa­
ter upon the solution until the cup is two- 
thirds or three-quarters full. A scum 
will rise to the surface, which most be 
removed and the solution allowed to cool. 
For a dose take a tablespoonful and con­
tinue, three times a day, till relieved. 
The rationale of the operation of this aim- 
pie medicine will readily occur to the 
pathologist, and in many hundred cases 
I have never known it to tail in dysentery 
and protracted diarrhoea.

ADVERTISING HUMBUGS.
The Listowel Banner of this week 

has a timely and sensible article on 
the advertising humbugs and swind­
lers who, with scarcely a week’s inter­
val, continue to annoy publishers of 
newspapers. It comes down heavy on 
that numerous class of swindling ad­
vertisers who have their field of opera­
tions in the States, and who periodi­
cally pester Canadian publishers with 
shoals of advertisements, for the inser 
tion of which they offer all sorts of ar­
ticles at fabulous prices, from a needle 
to an anchor, from a piano to a tooth­
pick. These are invariably valued at 
double what they are worth, and after 
offering the publisher a certain amount 
for inserting the advertisement, he is 
modestly asked to pay the balance due 
on the article in cash before he can 
get possession of it. Sometimes we 
receive as many of these advertise­
ments at one time as would fill half a 
page of the Mercury. Were we to 
comply witfc the request we would 
have to pay out hundreds of dollars, 
while all we would get for our money 
and our work would be a lot of trump­
ery articles not worth half the value 
put on them. Our rule is to consign 
all such advertisements, w'th their 
accompanying circulars and due bills, 
to the waste paper basket, and we are 
glad to observe that almost every re­
spectable paper in Canada treats them 
in the same way.

But there is another class of adver­
tisers who are willing to pay, and who 
do pay cash for their advertisements, 
but who want them inserted for the 
merest trifle—usually about a third 
of what would be considered a fair 
price. These parties are generally the 
makers or vendors of patent medicines 
or other nostrums, who make their 
Bving solely by advertising or puffing, 
and who somehow hai-e reduced it to 
such a nice system as generally to get 
their puffing done for much less than

The Railway Contest in Normauby.
The Mount Forest Examiner of this 

w.-ek refers to the spirited canvass 
which has been going on ii N««rin: n- 
by between the Hamilton and Guelph 
Bailway delegation on one side, and 
the Toronto narrow gauge men on 
the other. The policy of the broad 
gauge men, it says, was to procure the 
withdrawal of the published by-law 
in favor of the narrow gauge, and the 
substitution of one for each road, to 
be voted upon simultaneously, in 
which event the draft of their by-law 
was to embra ce the condition of a road 
from Mount Forest or Harriston via 
Ayton and Neustadt. The Council, 
however, at its meeting on Monday, 
found, on taking legal opinion, that 
two by-laws cannot be admitted sim­
ultaneously, and rejected the applica­
tion.

those who arc in what we would call 
legitimate business. The Ban tier in­
stances Dr. Rad way, of Montreal, the 
man who has made a splendid fortune 
out of the three B’s—who had the 
impudence to offer $20 for a yearly ad­
vertisement of one column, together 
with fifty-two speci; ! notices ! There 
are many similar cases we could men­
tion within our own knowledge, but 
we have invariably given these gentry 
a wide berth, or sent them off to some 
more accommodating customer. Rad­
way has tried us several times with 
similar offers, but we took no notice of 
them. There arc other parties outside 
the medicine business who imagine 
because they get their advertisements 
inserted in some third-rate backwoods 
paper for a mere song, that all the 
other papers in Canada should do like­
wise. Only the other day wc received 
a proposal from the head of a Commer­
cial College in Ontario, to insert an 
advertisement for a year, which would 
occupy half a column of the Weekly 
:Mercury, and a special notice which 
would require a third of a column, 
and all for $20, payable in script,which 
we might be able to sell in three years 
at twenty-ilvè per cent discount 1 As 
»n inducement to accept these terms 
we are often told that other papers do 
bo. Our answer is, that we don't care 
» straw what other papers do—our 
circulation warrants us in charging 
the regular rates, which are fair and 
equitable, and if these do not suit, 
then they can go somewhere else. Be­
tides, we hold it to be wrong and un­
just to charge local advertisers these 
rates, and make a reduction on them 
to parties at a distance who may wish 
to use our columns for the purpose of 
Belting their wares.

We would fain hope that publishers 
are now beginning to be conscious of 
the fact that this class of advertisers 
have hitherto been reaping all the ad­
vantage, while they have been doing 
the work tor much less than it was 
irorth, and for much less than they 
could have obtained had they only 
stood on their rights. We should like 
to see every newspajjer in the country 
take the matter up in the same style 
as the Banner, and manifest the same 
manly, independent spirit in dealing 
with Dr. Raaway and all others in the 
same line of business. Its concluding 
paragraph contains some wholesome 
truths, which our brethren of the 
press will profit by if they would care­
fully consider and act up to them. It 
gays“ We could never see the pro­
priety of newspaper publishers insert­
ing quack medicine advertisements at 
a lower rate than is charged to their 
local patrons. Why should a merchan ; 
be charged a curt&m price for a column

Montreal W holes ale Trade.—The 
drygoods trade has assumed a much more 
cheerful aspect this week, being the§first 
of the fall trade. There were a very few 
buyers in the market last week, but a 
number arrived on Saturday, and others 
are constantly coming in, <*o that the im­
porters and wholesale houses are rather 
busy. The disposition to purchase is also 
better than was expected ; but the pay- 
monte are, ae a general thing, still sadly 
behind. This throws a heavy burden on 
our wholesale houses, who are more anx­
ious for payment of former purchases than 
even to make fresh sales. The other 
branches of business are all more or lees 
active.— Witness.

In a house in Richmond street,Toronto, 
two of a family are down with fever, and 
in a house in front five persons of a family 
are'also down with a fever, and all from 
the frightfully fearful condition of the 
ground under the house. The mud and 
stagnant water is over a foot deep, and 
there is no doubt was the direct cause of 
the sickness.

The oil fever has broken out at Plea 
santville, Pa., and the scenes of Pithole 
bid fair to be enacted over again. The 
town has added a couple of thousand To 
its population already, and is increasing 
daily.

Another of those horrible scenes at the 
gallows, which are of too frequent occur­
rence in this country, occurred at War­
wick court-house, Virginia, on Friday, 
when a negro was executed for the mur­
der of a white man. After having made 
his last praver and protested for the last 
time that he was innocent of the crime 
imputed to him, the drop fell, the rope 
broke, and the half strangled wretch fell 
to the ground. He was speedily restored 
to consciousness, another rope procured, 
and the man was finally strangled to 
death.

The duel between Mr. Jecker and Mr. 
Odyese Barot, editor of the Libertie, of 
Paris, terminated in the latter receiving a 
bullet on the last button, of his waistcoat, 
causing a severe contusion, but no wound. 
The ball was flattened on the button, and 
glancing off1 slipped into the waistcoat

r:ket, where it was found. Mr. Barot 
evidently intended to die by other 
means than a pistol shot.
One of the pleasantest ways they have 

in Texas is to publish notices of political 
barbecues, warning persons of the oppo­
site party that if they appear on the 
ground they will be instantly shot.

The Wesleyan Methodists talk of eject­
ing a new church at Toronto, capable of 
accommodating four thousand persons.

It is understood that the whole Crimi­
nal Code for the Dominion will be revised 
at the next sitting of Parliament.
