ernment Architect. In absence of the
Mayor and Reeve, the Council was repre-
sented by Mr. Chadwick and Mr. David-
son. His grace was accompanied by

senr,, and Col. Denison, jr. Carriages
had been placed in readiness by Mr. Me-
Candless, the Principal of the Agricultur-
al College, and the party at once drove
out to the Agricultural Farm. They were
accompanied by Mr. Btone, the Misses
Christie, Senator Christie, Hon. P. Gow,
Mr. Murton, Mr. Tully, Mr, Stone, jr.,
Mr. MoCandless, and the MERCURY'S re-
presentative, After some slight redeesh-
ment, aud testing the quality of Mr.
Stone’s whe.cellar, a tour was made
round the substantial buildings used for
the housing of the stock, and & number
of the finest animals brought out into
the stock-yards for inspection. The
shorthorns were first shown, amongst
them the fine bull Sheriff, whose massive
chest, fine -proportione, and beautiful
roan colour elicited expressions of ad-
miration from his grace; he also re-
marked particularly upon a fine little
heife:, one of Sheriff’s progeny, and
whose coat was of the same deep rich
roan.

Second Heat.—Black Donald's driv
was changed in this heat, Mr. Spu@‘
taking the ribbons himself, This time
the black horse was to the fore, the bay
mare next, then the white mare, and
Anthony last. This position was main-
tained to the finish, with inereasing dis-
tance between the horses. All of them
broke more than once during the round,

Third Heat.—Henry was put on to
drive Lady Coulson ; all the other horses
being driven by the owners. The black
horse agsin took the lead, Lady Coulson
next, followed by White Rose. Anthony
Wayne stopped and pattly wheeled round
when a few rods from the starting poet,
amid much “‘chafl,” but he started again

and took the Lfourth place ronnd the

oourse. Black Donald settled down to a
good gquare trot for heat, and onl,
onoce broke slightly, Lady Coulson made
a fine spurt for the lead, and might have
gained it had she not broken badly, as
did also the white mare, who eame in
third. Donald first, and the bay mare
second. .

The black horse took the lead ana kept
it, trotting arounfl without a break, The
bay mare tried hard for the race, but she
broke four or five times and had to be
content with second place. Black Donald
proved hiwself to be by far the best
trotter ; and perhaps the smartest look-

son, who is a very handsome bay.

On the conclusion of the trot a mile
dash for $10 was got up for saddle
horses. Mr. J. Black’s grey horse and
Mr. A. Andridge's sorrel horse entered.
