In her long reign of more than 63 
years Her Majesty has seen many min­
istries rise and fall and great men die. 
Sir Robert Peel, the Earl of Derby, 
Lord Palmerston^ Earl Russell, the Earl 
of Beaconsfield, Gladstone are among the 
advisers who have passed from the 
stage; the Empire has expanded enorm­
ously and the colonies from a source of 
weakness, have become Greater Britain. 

The jubilee in honor of the fiftieth 
of Her Majesty’s reign in 1887, 
far eclipsed by the magnificence 

and • fervor of the Diamond Jubilee of 
1897, a national rejoicing that exceeded 
in real feeling and grandeur anything 
in the history of the world.

On that occasion the most exalted and 
notable of all nations assembled in Lon­
don to do honor to Great Britain’s great­
ness, personified in the figure of a little 
old lady in widow’s weeds, whose ap­
pearance on the streets, surrounded by 
all the magnificence that a world could 
muster, evoked not only the cheers and 
plaudits of the multitude, but drew the 
more precious tribute of tears from eyes 
that had come only to enjoy the wonders 
of that most glorious of pageants. Those 
were not the ready tears of hysterical 
women, moved to emotion by a novel 
sensation, they were shed by seasoned 

of the world, statesmen, warriors, 
poets, men of affairs. It would be 
difficult to analize the feeling which un­
manned them, but weep they did and a 
greater tribute of respect and love was 
never offered to any mortal—all the rare 
gems that studded the uniforms of In­
dian Rajahs* and decked the charms of 
the Princesses and ladies of the court 
were as the veriest dross compared with 
one of those tears, for it represented the 
heart-worship of a perfectly civilized 
gentleman for the embodiment of an 
ideal womanhood. The glories of that 
Jubilee are too fresh in the memories of 
Colonist readers to require lengthy des­
cription or comment, some of them took 
part in it and will remember to their dy­
ing day that splendid tribute of loyalty, 
devotion and love which the Empire of­
fered to its Queen.

Of late, owing to family bereavement 
and the worries and cares of state, due 
partially to the Boer war, Her Majesty 
had begun to fail more rapidly and now 
in her eighty-second year she passes 
from her life’s work revered by all and 
sorrowed for as no ruler ever was be­
fore. Her reign was the longest of any 
British sovereign and the achievements 
and progress of the Empire during that 
period form the brightest era in thce na­
tion’s history.

Queen Victoria Alexandrine succeeded 
her uncle William IV., on June 20th, 
1837, as Victoria L, and her coronation 

celebrated in Westminster Abbey on 
June 28th, 1838. Upon the decease of 
William IV., the lords in attendance at 
that event proceeded forthwith, though 
it was but two o’clock in the morning, 
to apprise his royal successor of her 

position, having even to require her 
to be aroused from deep on account of 
the urgency of the business. A meeting 
of the Privy Council was summoned m 
the morning at Kensington Palace, at 
which orders were given for the procla­
mation of the new Queen who had out 
just turned the' age of eighteen, thus ob­
viating the appointment of a Regent. 
Those present were then re-sworn as 
members of the newly-constituted coun­
cil. Several public announcements fol­
lowed in the course of that day, the 
first signed by all the members of the 
Royal Family, the two Eng,:sh Arch­
bishops, the Privy Councillors in attend­
ance and the Lord Mayor, Aldermen and 
other leading citizens of London—mak­
ing known the melancholy event of his 
late Majesty’s decease, and pronouncing 
the succtssion to have come to “the 
High and Mighty Princess Alexandrins 
Victoria, saving the right of any issue of 
his late Majesty King William the 
Fourth which may be born of his late 
Majesty’s consort.” The second paper 
recorded the Queen’s declaration on as­
cending the throne, end the third an­
nounced her prompt subscription to the 
oath relating to the Church of Scotland. 
The House of Lords met in the morning 
and again in the afternoon, for the pur­
pose of taking the oaths of allegiance 
and supremacy. The House of Com­
mons (which is not dissolved by the 
death of a sovereign as commonly sup­
posed) assembled at noon for a like pur­
pose.

The formal public proclaiming of the 
Queen took place on the following day, 
the 21st of June, when Her Majesty, at­
tired in mourning,' and accompanied by 
the Duchess of Kent and the great offi­
cers of state, appeared at a window of 
the Presence Chamber in St. James’s 
Palace, and Sir William Woods, Claren- 
eeux King of Arms, with whom was the 
Duke of Norfolk as Earl Marshal of 
England, then read the proclamation re- 
announcing the demise of King William 
the Fourth, and the accession of “our 
only lawful and rightful liege lady Alex­
andria Victoria the First,” as Queen of 
Great Britain and Ireland. The word 
“Alexandria” was subsequently omitted 
on the discovery that the Queen had 
signed her name at the Privy Council as 
“Victoria” alone.

People. . _ . of New York,
says the Orinoco Company has a large 
fleet of steamers used for navigating 
the Orinoco river.

ernments intervene. Mr) Loomis is 
using his good offices to save the two 
steamers recently seized. The United 
States legation at Caracas, however, 
has been overwhelmed with work, and 
the company’s business has been 
stopped. It is asserted that the com­
pany has unpaid claims against the 
government for $55,000. 
asserted that hundreds of legitimately 
conducted foreign enterprises have been 
ruined in Latin-America during the 
last thirty years by looting and revolu­
tions, and it is alleged that an attempt 
is now being made to “ squeeze ” the 
Bermuda Asphalt Company for $500,- 
000; and according to reports which 
reached here to-day, if the company 
does not pay this amount to the Vener 
zuelan authorities, its property, said to 
be worth several million dollars, will be 
taken unless the United States govern­
ment intervenes.

If the most recent Venezuelan reports 
are to be believed, the anti, government 
disturbances there are confined to small 
revolutionary moganents in the eastern 
part of Venezuela. ■

His Royal Highness, Albert Edward 

Prince of Wales, who has acceded to 
the throne as heir to his revered moth­
er, j^ueen Victoria, is the eldest son of 
he late Majesty and the late Prince 
Consort, Prince Albert. He was horn 
at Buckingham Palace, November 9, 
1841, and received his early education 
under the tutorship of Rev. Henry M. 
Birch, rector of Prestwich; Mr. Gibbs, 
barrister-at-law; Rev. C. F. Farver, 
and Mr. H. W. Fisher, and having 
studied for a session at Tdinburgh, en­
tered Christ church, Oxford, where he 
attended the public lectures for a year 
and afterwards resided for three or four 
terms at Cambridge for the same pur­
pose.

In the summer of i860 His Royal 
Highness visited Canada and the Unit­
ed States, being received everywhere 
with great cordiality and enthusiasm. In 
the following year he entered the army 
as colonel and served in camp at the 
Curragh of Kildare. In 1862 he visited 
the Holy Land.

On March 10, 1863, His Royal High- 
married Princess Alexandra of 

Denmark, by whom he had five children: 
Albert Victor Christian Edward, Duke 
of Clarence and Avondale, borne Janu­
ary 8, 1864, died January, 1892; George 
Frederick Ernest Albert, born June 3, 
1865, married Princess Mary of Teck, 
July, 1893; Louise Victoria Alexandra 
Dagmar, Duchess of Fife, born Febru­
ary 20, 1867; Victoria Alexander Olga 
Marie, born July 6, 1868, and Maude 
Charlotte Marie Victoria, born Novem­
ber 26, 1869.

In 1891 the Prince had a serious at­
tack of typhoid fever and hung for 
weeks betwen lifutnnd death, but, much 
to the joy of theT>eople of the Empire, 
he was restored to health, his recovery 
beifig signalised by general thanksgiving 
services throughout the British posses­
sions.

The new King is a Royal Arch Mason 
and was elected as First Principal at 
Freemason Hall on May 5, 1875. In 
1875-6 His Royal Highness visited In­
dia and was greeted with loyal enthu­
siasm by the people of that empire. The 
Prince has always taken great interest 
in affairs pertaining to the progress and 
welfare of the British people and his 
invariable affability, and cheerfulness 
has endeared him to British subjects 
throughout the Empire. He is a patron 
of art and littrature and a keen sports­
man, his horse, Persimmon, winning the 
Derby in 1896. His prowess in the 
hunting field and on the moors have 
won for him the admiration of lovers of 
sport, while his social qualities have 
rendered him, apart from his rank, the 
first gentleman in every assemblage 
which he has honored with his presence. 
He is also an enthusiastic yachtman 
his craft, the Britannia, winning many 
events in the annual regattas off the 
coast of Egland.

In 1894 the Prince represented his 
august mother at the obsequies of the 
Czar of Russia and by his courteous at­
tention to Russian etiquette and patient 
attendance at the prolonged funeral 
ceremonies, won the affection of the Rus­
sians in a marked degree.

The Japanese fell back at once 
and retired to the Yamen. A party sent 
out soon afterwards succeeded in captur­
ing 70 Boxers after a hard fight in the 
darkness. The German troops in the 
concession opened fire in the direction ot 
the native town, and the French 
camped outside, also opened fire 
native city. The disturbances lasted 
throughout the night. The Boxers declare 
that they will surprise Tien Tsin again 
before a month is over.

The Fourth Brigade left Tien Tsin on 
January 1 for Yangtsun, the Boxers be­
ing reported to be in strength to the west­
ward of that station. A Japanese corre­
spondent at Tien Tsin, in wiring this in­
formation to his paper, adds that the 
general attitude of the Chinese is sud­
denly hostile. They are obviously, he 
says, awaiting a chance.

The N. C. Daily News says that there 
are four notorious Boxer leaders associ­
ated with Li Hung Chang and Prince 
Ching. They are reported to have been 
urging the leaders outside of Pekin to 
rise again.

On December 22, 2,500 Chinese troops 
ambushed a company of French soldiers 
at a place 20 kilometres west of Wochow. 
The Frenchmen soon rallied, and after 
a fierce fight the Chinese were defeated 
and fled towards Koanehen, leaving four 
guns, 30 boxes of ammunition and many 
rifles.

The rebellion of the Mohammedan 
troops in Kansu is becoming serious. The 
rebels have met the imperial troops of 
Kansu and Shansi several times, always 
inflicting heavy losses on the imperial 
forces. The transfer of the governor of 
Kansu tc Anhui has been indefinitely 
postponed.

According to advices from Shanhai- 
kwan to the end of December, printed by 
the N. C. Daily News, the allied forces 
have settled themselves as snugly as pos­
sible in the forts there, and are fairly 
well prepared for the rigors of the win­
ter. Five of the forts are numbered; 
No. 5, outside the great wall, is in Rus­
sian hands; No. 4. in British, with' a de­
tachment of Jajftncea troops. Fort No. 
3, built.on higher gound than the rest, is 
occupied by the French exclusively.

Kingston, Jamaica, Jan. 21.—Terrible 
weather has prevailed on the north side 
of the island since Friday night.

The course of Bluff Bay river has been 
diverted, and the swollen, stream has 
already carried away two houses, and is 
threatening to wreck a large, thriving 
fruit district.

There have been many 
casualties among the small craft of the 
United Fruit Company, and other fruit 
interests are suffering severely. The 
stormy weather continues. The wind is 
moving to the northeast of the island 
with increased energy, causing destruc­
tion in its path.

HOSPITAL COMMISSION.
Report Advises Reform But Finds No

Scandal in Medical Science.
London, Jan. 22.—The report of the 

South African hospital commission, pub­
lished this afternoon, says: “The evils 
are serious and ought not to be minimiz­
ed; but reviewing the campaign as a 
whole, it cannot be said that the medical 
and hospital arrangements have broken 
down. There has been nothing in the nar 
ture of a scandal in the care of the sick 
and wounded, nor any widespread neglect 
of patients nor indifference to suffering. 
In no other campaign have the sick and: 
wounded been so well taken care of.”

The commissioners recommend the ap­
pointment of a committee of experts to 
define steps necessary to secure qualified 
officers of the medical corps to undertake 
sanitary duties, to prevent orderlies pil­
fering stimulants and the comforts of pa­
tients, and to relax strict rules so as to 
give patients an additional feeling of 
ease.

From Our Own Correspondent.
Vancouver, Jan. 21.—C. F. Law re­

turned to Vancouver to-day from the 
Nicola Valley, and had some interesting 
news to give of that part of the prov­
ince. ^

Mr. Law said that the next city of 
British Columbia will undoubtedly be 
located in the Nicola Valley. He had 
just bonded, for the Gooderham-Black­
stock company, 4,900 acres of coal lands 
in Nicola Valley for $100,000, and be­
lieves that he has 100,000,000 tons of 
coal in sight. These coal lands were 
reported upon very favorably by Dr. 
Dawson in 1868, and thirty years ago 
coal was hauled from the valley to 150- 
Mile House for blacksmlthing purposes.

Before bonding the lands they secured 
the report of Mr. Burrell, the expert 
who gave his opinion on the Crow’s 
Nest Pass fields, and who is the coal 
expert for the Amalgamated Copper 
Company of New York. Mr. Burrell 
told Mr. Law in conversation that the 
coal measures of Nicola Valley, as far 
as they had been developed, were the 
most promising he had ever seen in his 
wide experience. The coal extends for 
five miles square and has been tested 
successfully, where not outcropping, at 
a depth of 600 feet with diamond drills. 
The vein is about 5% feet wide. Mr. 
Burrell reported that as soon as a rail 

, way could be got In there, the mints 
would be capable of shipping from 1,000 
to 2,000 tons a day.

Behind the coal fields is a mountain 
of iron, running from 55 to 65 per cent, 
pure metal, while there are vast quanti­
ties of lime in the country; and the 
ranges even now, without railway facili­
ties, contain magnificent droves of cattle, 
the Douglas Cattle Company alone hav­
ing 20,000 head. With 200 or 300 cars 
of coal running out of Coutlee daily, Mr. 
Law thought a city must spring into 
existence. The coal lands secured were

Skene Lowe complained of the nuisance 
of steam wood-cutters using the streets. 
If they were entitled to special privileges 
something should be done to keep them 
off the streets. He also 
corporation workmen 
streets unnecessarily. Perhaps these 
grievances existed because of the fact 
that no responsible officer had been in­
structed to watch the streets and report 
on their condition.

Aid. Beckwith thought there 
great deal in what Mr. Lowe said, and 
moved the adoption of some syst m which 
would abate the nuisances complained orf. 
Those who sawed wood on the streets 
should be compelled to clean up the 
debris. The heads of the departments 
should be held responsible for the condi­
tion of the streets, and the police should 
notify citizens that they must live up to 
the by-laws.

Aid. Yates favored referring the letter 
to the streets committee for report. The 
street superintendent’s -attention should 
be drawn to the matter. This was done.

The city clerk reported having referred 
a number of letters complaining of the 
necessity of minor street improvements 
to the city engineer for report.

Water Commissioner James L. Ray- 
mur recommended that a 12-inch pipe be 
laid on Government street from the end 
of the present pipe between Fieguard 
and Cormorant streets to James Bay 
bridge. The estimated cost is $9,500. He 
also recommended that a four-inch pipe 
be laid on Fourth street.

Aid. SteWart maved that the communi­
cation be received and that tenders be 
called for. This was seconded by Aid. 
Beckwith.

Aid. Williams had been informed that 
the Albion Iron Works were now in a 
position to make tiie pipe, and if that.was 
so, they should, if possible, be given the 
contract.

Aid. Brydon wanted to know if it were 
necessary to lay a 12-inch pipe on Govr 
ernment street. Ten-inch pipe might be 
equal to all the demands. He was so in­
formed. He moved in amendment that 
it lay on the table ahd inquiries be made 
in the matter, as a. saving of $1,000 could 
be mako in using the smaller pipe. The 
Albion Iron Works were, he understood, 
considering the manufacturing of water 
pipes.

The mayor suggested referring it to 
the finance committee for report. This 
was done.

The auditor forwarded a statement of 
the cost of maintenance of the Home for 
the Aged and Infirm for the year 1900— 
the cost per day per man being 49.86 
cents, and for provisions alone 29.95 
cents.

Aid. Cameron thought it satisfactory to 
have that information before them. The 
cost, no doubt, could be reduced if 
proper home for the old men were erect­
ed.

Chief Deasy wrote as follows:
Gentlemen:—I have the honor to enclose 

a petition submitted to me by the perman­
ent firemen in the department.

In submitting the same I would respect­
fully request that the board take Into con­
sideration the queafloiLjpf re-arranging the 
fire department in oroer to place the offl- 

nd men on a more equal footing 
with regard to hours and pay.

The present system was inaugurated in 
1886, and a re-arrangement would be in 
the interests of the city.

The new council of 1901, at its first 
sitting last Monday night, established a 
record for disposing of business with 
quick despatch. Not a minute was lost 
in useless debate, with the result that 
when the hanue of the clock pointed to 
9:30 His Worship Mayor Hayward was 
able to announce that the regular 
business was exhausted. With the ex­
ception of the fact that the Mayor took 
occasion to mention in a brief inaugular 
address, some of the more important un­
dertakings which the aldermen would be 
called upon to deal with during the year, 
and a recommendation from the water 
commissioner that new water mains bo 
laid on Government street, the session 
proved an imimportant one. There was 
a full board present.

In the absence of Clerk Dowler, his du­
ties were performed by Assistant City 
Clerk Ernest Bradley. The minutes of 
the Iget session having been adopted as 
read, the Mayor, before proceeding to 
regular business, said:

“Gentlemen: I am extremely pleased 
(on joint account) at the privilege of 
meeting you again after the election dan­
gers without the loss of a single man. 
This, I am certain, we all regard as an 
especial mark of commendation by the 
electors, and one that we shall not soon 
forget; end that it will not fail to stimu­
late us to renewed effort in the city’s in­
terests, and an endeavor to deserve this 
unique testimonial of confidence and es­
teem.

“It is not my intention at this time to 
outline a programme for the year, but as 
the experience of the past enables us to 
at once assume active civic duties, there 
are a few matters which may, perhaps, 
he profitably pressed upon your attention. 
First, there is the consolidation and re­
vision of our by-laws, which, although the 
late council spent much time upon them, 
found themselves unable to complete. I 
feel assured that we shall at once take 
up and carry through this laborious, 
though most necessary and useful, work.

“Then the enforcement of more strin­
gent regulations and safeguards for the 
protection of the public health require 
our very serious attention. Although our 
medical health officer’s report contains 
the satisfactory statement that the city’s 
death rate during 1900 was only a small 
fraction over 10 per 1,000, there is warn­
ing in the ta^t that there are more cases 
of zymotic diseases than there should be. 
Every effort should be made to main­
tain our high reputation as a health re­
sort, and to this end the immediate and 
rigorous enforcement of the by-la.ws re­
gulating the sale of impure milk and 
wholesome food is imperatively demand­
ed.

“The full utilization of the advantages 
of our excellent, though incomplete, sew­
erage system should also receive our 
prompt attention, and the ample, com­
pulsory measures a.t. our command put in 
force, so that all who have been afforded 
the opportunity should be compelled to 
connect with the sewer. The scheme for 
providing addi/rional funds for sewerage 
extension, and which is now under your 
consideration, Will, 1 am sure, receive the 
consideration its importance demands. In 
this connection the filling np of the mud 
flats, the retaining wall and construc­
tion of a permanent roadway on the site 
of the present James Bay bridge, will 
commend itself as a necessary sanitary 
precaution, besides being a most useful 
and ornamental proposal. I am sure that 
as soon as the preliminaries are arranged, 
your hearty support will be accorded to­
wards at once placing this scheme in 
shape for the approval of the ratepayers.

“The late council took the initiatory step 
for paving Government street with wood 
blocks, on the local improvement plan, 
and which it is believed will receive the 
approval of those immediately interested. 
It is hoped that the ratepayers will not 
oppose the paving of parts of Johnson 
and Douglas streets; but in other localit­
ies, where opposition to the paving may 
be encountered, it may be found expedi­
ent for the present to construct perman­
ent sidewalks only. In any event, it 
should be arranged, if possible, to largely 
extend the area covered by permanent 
sidewalks..

“The construction of a substantial 
steel bridge to provide for the heavy traf­
fic on the highway to Bsquimalt and sur­
rounding districts, should be proceeded 
with as soon as the suggested joint use of 
it by the tramway company and provin­
cial authorities can be satisfactorily ar­
ranged. The immediate necessity for 
this work cannot easily be overestimated, 
and I sincerely trust that no difficulties 
will arise to prevent its completion dur­
ing the year. The advantages to this 
city and province by the presence of the 
Pacific squadron and army reserve at 
Esquimalt makes it incumbent upon us 
to make the stay of the officers and men 
as long and as pleasant as possible, and 
I am sure the ratepayers would not ob­
ject to a reasonable expenditure in this 
direction with this end in view.

“The hearty endorsement given by the 
electors to a suggestion made a couple 
of weeks ago, ‘that it would be wise to 
return all the aldermen,’ undoubtedly 
implies mot only the compliment already 
referred to, but also that in their opinion 
continuity in office is, under certain con­
ditions, very desirable. It almost neces­
sarily follows that as little change as 
possible should be made in the personnel 
of our committees. I, therefore, propose 
that the regular standing committees of 
last year, with all their experience and 
adaptability for business, should remain 
as they were.

“Gentlemen, I heartily rely on yonr 
valued assistance and co-operation in all 
matters during the year. It will be my 
pleasure and duty to keep closely in touch 
with you. and I feel assured that togeth­
er, we shall so manage the affairs of the 
city, that the ratepapers will find no can é 
to regret having entrusted the important 
business and events of the opening year 
of the 29th century to our keeping.”

Aid. Brydon did not think that a satis­
factory arrangement had been made by 
the Mayor in re-nppointing the old com­
mittees without change. He represent­
ed a very large constituency as senior 
member, and thought, therefore, that he, 
as such representative, should be given 
a place on mere committees.

Aid. Kinsman, though not now senior 
member for North ward, had no wish to 
occupy a place on any committee, if Aid. 
Brydon had an ambition to serve in that 
capacity.

The Mayor suggested that perhaps Aid. 
Brydon would take Aid. Kinsman’s place 
as chairman of the electric light commit­
tee. This was finally agreed to, so the 
committees, with the change mentioned, 
stand as last year, as follows: Cemetery- 
Williams, Kinsman, Hall. Electric light 
—Brydon, Cameron, Williams. Finance 
—Cameron, Williams, Beckwith. Fire 
warden»—Stewart, Cameron, Kinsman.

There is a great gathering of lawyers, 
mine owners and financiers in the city 
for the trial of the long-pending case of 
Williams et. al vs. the British America 
Corporation, which opens before Mr. 
Justice Drake in the Supreme Court this 
morning. The first papers in the case 
were issued over a year ago, the delays 
having been caused by preliminary con­
tests on legal points and two necessary 
adjournments; and even the present 
trial is not at all likely to finally settle 
the matter, as a very large sum of 
money is involved, and whichever aide 
loses will undoubtedly carry the case to 
the highest court. The case arises out 
of the sale of the Le Roi mine at Ross- 
land to the B. A. C., and the suit is 
brought by L. F. Williams, represent­
ing the majority pool in the old Le Roi 
company, to recover $602,620.70 from 
the British America Corporation. The 
action involves the prolonged fight that 
resulted when the majority interests in 
the Le Roi voted to sell the mine on a 
basis of about $6 a share, or $3,000,000 
for the entire property. The majority 
of the stockholders, headed by Col. I. N. 
Peyton, Valentine Peyton, L. F. Wil­
liams and D. W. Henley, parted with 
their holdings to the amount of 262,009 
shares; but Senator George Turner, 
Col. W. W. D. Turner and the minority 
stockholders refused to sell, and began 
several actions in the courts to set aside 
the alleged sale of the mine to the Eng­
lish company.

For several weeks Spokane was the 
scene of an extraordinary battle of craft 
and diplomacy, during which the books 
of the company were taken across the 
line into British Columbia on a special 
train, on the rear platform of which 
stood an angry deputy sheriff with a re­
straining order from the court. The 
paper was not served, the car door being 
locked.

In this contest the minority interests 
finally won out, and the British America 
Corporation paid about $8 a share for its 
stock. This made trouble between the 
company and the majority stockholders, 
who objected to selling their stock for 
$2.30 a share less than the Turner in­
terests had received. To secure redress 
they assigned their claims to L. F. Wil­
liams, who instituted an action against 
the B. A. C. for the additional $2.30 a 
share for the entire holdings of the 
majority pool. The suit was filed about 
a year ago.

Among those here for the trial are 
Mr. Edwin Durrant, financial manager 
of the B. A. C.; Hon. T. Mayne Daly, 
counsel for the B. A. C.; Col. I. N. 
Peyton, of the Exchange National bank, 
one of the wealthiest men in Spokane; 
Valentine Peyton, of the Spokane Drug 
Company; D. W. Henley, capitalist 
and member of the law firm of Henley, 
Kellam & Lindsley; L, F. Williams, 
the plaintiff in the action; W. B. Hey- 
burn, of the law firm of Heyburn, Hey- 
burn & Doherty; and E. D. Sanders 
and W. M. Ridpath, both owners of 
large property interests in Spokane.

“A large sum is involved in this suit, 
and it will probably be several years 
before a final decision is reached," said 
Col. Peyton. “If we are beaten, we 
shall certainly appeal, and will not 
abandon our efforts to get justice until 
the highest court is reached. If, on the 
other hand, we are victorious in this 
trial, we expect to be called upon to 
combat an appeal.”

Col. Peyton is accompanied by Mrs. 
Peyton. At the conclusion of the trial 
of the case they will go to their winter 
home at Santa Barbara, Cal.

In chambers yesterday, in 'he case of 
Drake vs. Smith, a foreclosure action, 
an application for an order absolute was 
made by H. B. W. Aikman.

THE CENSUS.

Reason Why This Year’s Count Will 
Prove Better Than That of 

Ten Yeare Ago.

Census taking commences on April 
1, and in two or three weeke from 
that date an exact count of the people 
will have been concluded. That is to say, 
we shall know the totals. It is very cer­
tain that this census will show a much 
larger increase in the population than did 
that of 1891. The figures for 1891 were 
disappointing, not, however, because the 
population had not increased, but be­
cause the new principle governing the 
taking of the census produced of neces^ 
sity an unfavorable return. In the enum­
erations of 1871 and 1881 a wide lati­
tude wae given the census takers. They 
could include in their figures people who 
had been out of the country for years, 
and they did so. When the census for 
1891 was ordered this system was stop­
ped. Only actual residents were to be 
counted, together with such members of 
the family as were absent temporarily, 
and were booked to return. The change 
gave the actual figures for 1891, and 
xrhen these were compared with the swol­
len figures for 1881, it looked aq if our 
population had not grown materially. 
This time actual figures .will be open for 
comparison with actual figures, and it 
will appear that we have added more to 
our population than we did in the pre­
ceding decade, although such may not 
really be the case.

Many years ago, when the city was small 
and the work of the firemen less, the wages 
of the permanent firemen were reduced in 
a general reduction of salaries.

The engineers then received eighty dol­
lars per month, and the drivers seventy.

2. In all part-paid and paid, call depart­
ments, the permanent men receive high sal­
aries, on account of the extra duties they 
have to perform, that do not fall on en­
gineers and drivers In a full paid depart­
ment.

3. We have longer hours than other em­
ployees of the city, working night and 
day. Sundays and Mondays alike. We are 
compelled to pay high rents in order to 
live near the fire halls, and have to buy 
our clothing and uniforms.

4. TSie occupation of a fireman is danger­
ous to life and health and the remunera­
tion is gauged accordingly in every other 
fire department on the Coast.

5. The majority of permanent men are 
employed in the fire halls 534 hours each 
month, exclusive of time for meals and 
leave, and at the rate of wages paid in 
this city, only receive but one dollar for 
nine heurs’ work.

We are not at manual labor all of the 
time, but we are kept in the halls, and 
out services are at call at any hour, night 
or day. Other city departments allow 
the men to have their nights and Sundays 
to spend with their families. We are always 
on duty, and when we secure leave from 
the chief, are subject to attend fires.

We therefore respectfully petition for an 
Increase of wages, and trust that the above 
mentioned facts will receive your earnest 
attention when a re-arrangement of salarie» 
Is before you.

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been used to firearms. It is not a very dif­
ficult matter to be a good shot with the 
modern rifle if you have a steady nerve 
and good eyesight. In the days of the En­
field it was quite the reverse, the bullet 
was so large, the speed so slow and the 
projection so great that you had to make 
incredible allowances for every kind of 
wind. If anyone fired at a man at a dis­
tance he supposed was 200 yards and the 
object was 150, the bullet would go over the 
last object. At present the bullet Is small 
and long, the velocity great and trajectory 
verv flat, which make conditions entirely 
different for judging distances. Drills for 
that purpose were given in the open, and 
sportsmen were usually beaten at the tar­
get by men who had never handled a gun 
until they had joined the Volunteers. I 
have never objected to anyone shooting on 
my place if they were responsible and had 
sense enough to be careful of my animals, 
but I wouldn’t allow boys under 16 years, 
neither would I want to be within a mile 
of where they were, if they were using 
guns. As for the challenge it doesn’t come 
in. Where there is one boy under 
sixteen hunting there6 are fifty men 
besides, there are men who will
thaw dynamite on a stove tile: there 
are more of them left, and others will fol­
low suit. Now it Is wen known that game 
live on grain, especially pheasants. The 
latter can hardly exist without it. and 
where is It to come from. The farmers 
don’t complain, and everyone claims an 
equal interest in the birds, but when they 
are helping themselves to the proceeds of 
our labor, the birds have no owners. We 
don’t claim the birds as our property, but 
we claim a good deal of their make up. 
Now. we don't want to be pooh-poohed en­
tirely. Anyone would infer from Mr. Rob­
ertson’s letter that he would make Saanich 
one big game preserve, stock all the farms 
with birds, engage game-keepers and buy 
feed. Now. Mr. Robertson, you didn’t 
mean that. You are getting sarcastic: the 
birds wouldn’t thank you, as they know 
where to help themselves. Anyone can 
imagine what a grievous time we would 
have if every farm was well stocked with 
game through the watchful care of game- 
keepers, and boys of all ages trying their 
prentice hand at shooting. If they were 
anything like the 75 men it would be on a 
par with that Civil War.

The high barometer area which appeared 

over the Pacific Slope before the close of 
the past week hovered until the 19th, and 
caused a generally fair cool spell west of 
the Cascades, and light to moderate winds 
along the Coast from Vancouver Island 
southward to California. By the morning 
of Sunday, the 20th, this high area moved 
southward to Utah, giving place to another 
from Northern British Columbia, which in 
Cariboo and Kootenay was accompanied by 
considerable cold. Owing to the great dif­
ference in temperature between the cold 
air overlying the mountains and the com­
paratively warm air immediately to the 
westward, a general rainfall occurred on 
the Lower Mainland. Vancouver Island and 
Western Washington, although the baro­
meter remained moderately high. During 
Sunday and Monday the northern high area 
slowly moved southward across the prov­
ince. where it caused a brief fair, cool 
spell. By Monday night an ocean low area 
of moderate Intensity spread across the 
province attended by more rain west of the 
Cascades and snow in Cariboo. On Tues­
day, the 22nd. tile barometer again rose 
over the North Pacific Coast, and by the 
close of the day and week it held the same 
position over the Pacific Slope, accompani­
ed by fair, cool weather, as prevailed at 
the close of the preceding week. East of 
the Rockies the weather has been excep­
tionally mild in Alberta, the temperature 
often rising above freezing, while from th s 
district to Manitoba the weather was fair 
and comparatively mild, though upon sev­
eral days the temperature fell below zero.

At Victoria 17 hours and 12 minutes of 
bright sunshine was recorded: .19 Inch of 
rain.; highest temperature was 47. on the 
16th: and the lowest was 35. on the 21st.

New Westminster reported 1.06 Inch of 
rain: highest temoeelurg 42, on the 16th; 
17th. 18th and 20th; lowest temperature 
was 28. on the 18th.At Kamloops only a trace of snow leu, 
the highest temperature was 38. on the 
19th : and the lowest was 20. on the 18th.

Victoria, the Good, is dead !
The tender mother-heart — lacerated 

by the horrors of war, bruised by family 
affliction, burdened with weight of years, 
strained to the breaking point—could 
bear no more. The gentle soul has fled, 
and an Empire, the greatest the world 
has ever seen, mourns with the uncon­
trolled grief of a little child face to 
face with its first great sorrow.

To eulogize Victoria would be to gild 
refined gold and paint the lily. Her 
career as Queen, Wife and Mother, so 
pure, so unspotted from worldly wicked­
ness, so free from even the venialities of 
human frailty, challenges a parallel in 
history. Had she lived in the Middle 
Ages, the halo of a saint had been hers; 
dying in the dawn of this materialistic 
century—when ecclesiastical romance is 
dead and its chivalry but a legend—her 
memory is beatified in the hearts of her 
millions of subjects, whose future gen­
erations will call her Blessed, though no 
mitered advocate may stand by her bier 
to crave celestial honors for her blame­
less soul.

From cradle to grave her whole life 
was an example to the world of the per­
fection of practical Christianity exer­
cised under the most trying circum­
stances in which a woman can be placed.
Called to the throne while yet in her 
teens, ignorant of court intrigue, inno­
cent of the meaning even of those social 
enormities which surrounded her—a sur­
vival of the evil days of the Georges— 
encompassed by many who would fain 
drag her down to their own level, the 
clean-minded, white-souled young Queen, 
by her very purity, put to shame the 
libertines in her entourage and taught 
them that to be favored by Victoria 
they must at least assume a virtue 
which they might lack. Her accession 
marked a revolution in court life which 
quickly spread to the gentry and com­
monality, virtue and respectability be­
came the vogue, and church and state 
cleansed themselves in order to appear 
pleasing in the eyes of the girl-queen.

To follow her life in its many interest­
ing details would be to write the history 
of the British Empire for the past sixty- 
four years. The year of her accession 
witnessed the revolt of the colonies of 
Upper and Lower Canada against the 
blundering policy which denied them re­
sponsible government. Her advisers, 
wiser than their predecessors in office, 
and influenced by the young monarch’s 
sense of right, granted the Canadians 
their just demand and laid the founda­
tion of the Dominion, the most glorious, 
loyal and progressive of all Britain’s 
broad possessions, the home of contented 
millions, whose hearts to-day are over­
flowing with sorrow for the loss of the 
beneficent monarch whose wisdom com­
passed their political freedom, as one of 
the first important events of her reign.
Varied and momentous as were the acts

The watchword of her reign was 
“Reform.” As it was i.i Canada, Su it 
was in India, in Ireland, ill Africa, in 
Australia, in China—wherever thé Lu.on 
Jack flew, wherever the “ Soldiers of 
the Queen ” set their feet. Wars, in­
numerable, unavoidable, saddened the 
gentle lady, but whenever circumstances 
forced an appeal to arms, shrink, ns she 
might from contemplating the oideal 
which condemned her brave men to 
hardship and death, she was ever ready 
to cheer them on to do their duty for 
God and the right, with a living, moth >r- 
like sympathy which robbed death of its 
pang on many a bloody field. Her aver­
sion to war was one of her strongest 
attributes; she was all for peace, arbi­
tration, concesaion—anything that might 
«void the curse of armed conflict; and 
at the time of her jubilee in 1897 it was ant bearing on the proposed improve-

THE BOY AND GUN.
Sir;—I beç to be allowed a small space m 

your next issuë for a few words in answer 
to Mr. W. A. Robertson's letter, which ap­
peared in^ the Colonist of the 13th. If Mr. 
Robertson will kindly Inquire into the 
statute book of this province he will cer­
tainly find that there is a law passed pro­
hibiting boys under 16 years of age from 
carrying guns, and the legislature is wor­
thy of praise in passing such a law: the 
only part to regret for. Is that it was not 
made 18 instead of 16, and enforced. There 
are lots of toys, tools and amusements for 
the children, without them jumping into 
their grandfathers’ boots at the age of 
ten. Mr. Robertson claims that in order 
to become good shots one must begin very 
young. Does it take twenty years for a 
man to become a good marksman? I can 
answer that question. No, not twenty 
weeks, and one month’s proper practice 
would prove more beneficial to the lad 
than five years’ roaming through the woods 
with a shotgun. Mr. Robertson says we 
want to prepare the boys for war: well, 
proper rifle practice will fix that matter, 
but roaming through the bush with a shot­
gun will not Improve the lads so to en­
able them in case of war to shoot the en­
emy on the wing. His experience with the 
75 men is not at all surprising, for one 
can pick out the very best shotgun shooter 
of the day. and put him to work with a 
rifle, and he will be liable to miss a fair 
sized barn, especially if the doors be left 
open. And as regards the ttoers who know 
how to shoot, they did not learn shooting 
through practising in th bush with a shot­
gun. I have lived among them, so know 
for a fact that they have simply practised 
with the rifle, commencing at an age be­
tween 18 and 20 and with only a few weeks 
practice I have seen a young Boer do great 
work with the rifle, and if they can do it. 
so can our boys, without commencing with 
a shotgun in their childhood. Mr. Robert­
son Is not very complimentary to the agri­
cultural community, when he says: “the 
matter of us feeding and protecting the 
game, puts him in the mind of the spider 
and the fly.” and perhaps I shall prove no 
more complimentary when I state that as 
far as the game wardenor’s game protection 
goes, all he needs and uses, is a shooting 
coat with good large pockets. There ap­
pears to be a few men with legs about as 
long as that Yankee’s in England that was 
afraid to setp out at night for fear he 
would fall in the salt chuck% for there does 
not seem to be room enough In British 
Columbia for them to swing their legs 
without trespassing.” When I speak of 
protected game, I allude to the game that 
Is on out own property, and a man has 
no more right to shoot a person's game 
than he has to shoot his fowls. Mr. Rob­
ertson states “the game belongs to the peo­
ple. and not to Mr. Oldfield, no more than 
anyone else.” I differ with him there, 
game while on my property belongs to me 
and not to the people, and if he fails to 
realize It all he has to do is to cross my 
fence during the shooting season, and I 
will politely prove the matter to him.

KING EDWARD. Thursday the flags which have been 
drooping at half-mast were full hoisted 
in honor of the accession to the throne 
of His Royal Highness King Edward 
VII., and all will join in the prayer, 
“ Long live the King!” A salute of 101 
guns were fired by the ships at Esqu1- 
malt at noon.

At a meeting of Columbia Lodge, Nc. 
2, I. O. O. F„ held Wednesday evening 
reference was made to the great loss 
sustained by the Empire, and a fitting 
tribute paid to the memory of the good 
Queen, who by her gracious liberality of 
mind had done much to advance the 
interests of secret societies. The meet­
ing then adjourned. The entrance to 
the hall and lodge rooms are draped in 

mourning.
The council held a special meeting Wed­

nesday, the main business to engage the at­
tention being the resumption of commit­
tee work on the consolidation of the city 
by-laws. His Worship Mayor Hayward 
and all the aldermen were present. Be­
fore going into committee of the whole, 
the Mayor said:

“I am sure you will unanimously agree 
to the suggestion about to be made to 
you, viz. that we avail ourselves of this 
first opportunity that has presented it­
self to formally express, on behalf of the 
citizens of Victoria, whose representa­
tives we are, the profound sorrow and 
grief with which the sad tidings of the 
lamented death of our beloved Queen has 
been received by all classes of her sub­
jects, and to convey to His Majesty the 
King and members of the royal family 
our heartfelt sympathy and condolence 
in their great affliction, and to pray that 
the Supreme Ruler of the Universe may 
be pleased to protect, guide and bless both 
ruler and people of the great British Em­
pire, and lead them in the paths of vir­
tue and of peace.”

By unanimous vote the Mayor was in­
structed to draft a resolution on the lines 
he mentioned, and transmit a copy of the 
same by cable to His Majesty.

The Mayor forwarded the following 
cablegram :

Those foreign critics who, failing to 

understand the stability and dignity of 
the British nation, predicted revolution 
and political chaos would come when 
the Queen should die, have learned a 
lesson from the deeply loyal manner in 
which King Edward has been received. 
The heartfelt cheers of the people of 
London who knew him best are echoed 
around the world wherever the Union 
Jack flies, and though itTsorrows at Vic­
toria’s death, the natioh will sing with 
fervor, “ God Save the King.” As 
Prince of Wales, King Edward had a 
difficult position to fill. A great part of 
the Queen’s public duties devolved 
upon him, and with rare tact and 
ability he fulfilled them. He will be a 
“ constitutional monarch ” in the best 
meaning of the term, as he has invari­
ably shown himself punctiliously careful 
in this regard. Queen Alexandra al­
ready has a warm place in the hearts of 
the people, and the universal prayer is 
that the reign of Their Majesties may 
be a long and happy one.

the inflammable nature of the stocks they 
contained made a combination before 
which the firemen were powerless. The 
fire practically burned until it came to 
open spaces, which gave the firemen a 
fresh opportunity.

For a time it looked as if the flames 
would spread along Commissioners street 
to the Grand Trunk offices, in the 
course of erection, but good work happily 
cut it off at St. Peter street.

Immense crowds of people jammed the 
narrow streets, greatly impeding the 
work of the firemen. The police could 
not control the crowds. Women fainted 
and clothes were torn as those in the 
front ranks, scenting danger from falling 
walls, made a rush for safety.

The fire started at 8:05, in the premises 
of M. Saxe & Sons, wholesale clothing, 
on the corner of Lemoine and St. Peter 
streets. The streets in the locality were 
deserted at the time and the fire appar­
ently had a good headway before the 
first alarm was sent in.

The firemen on arrival found the build­
ing, a three-story stone structure, a solid 
mass of flames, the fire having apparent­
ly started in the basement and rushed 
up the elevator shaft in the rear of the 
store.

Second and third alarms were pulled 
immediately on the arrival of the division 
sub-chief, but before the nearest rein­
forcements reached the scene the flames 
had leaped across the narrow St. Peter 
street and attacked the big five-story 
stone building occupied by H. A. Nel­
sons & Sons Company, fancy dry goods, 
etc. Here it spread as rapidly as it had 
in the Saxe building. In almost an in­
stant it seemed as if the entire building 
was a roaring furnace. The warehouse 
of Boardmore & Company, wholesale- 
leathers, adjoining Nelsons, to the south, 

next attacked, and from there the 
flames communicated to the establish­
ment of Silverman, Boulter & Sompany, 
wholesale hatters and furriers.

Here another inflammable stock added 
to the fire. In the meantime the flames 
had continued down St. Peter street, on 
the side on which it started, to the 

St. Paul street, licking up 
premises of J. Boardeau & Go.,' hats, 
caps, etc. St. Peter street for an entire 
block was a mass of flames on eitner 
side.

In the meantime a great fight was 
being made to save the big Board of 
Trade building, erected eight years ago 
at a cost of $600,000, adjoining the Nel­
son building on the north side. For a 
long time the efforts of the brigade 
successful, a plentiful supply of water 
keeping the exposed portions cool. But 
the flames had extended along the north 
side of St. Paul street, going west from 
Silverman, Boulter & Co.’s, licking up 
half a dozen concerns on its way, until 
it reached the big wholesale far estab­
lishment of James Coristine & Co. This 
building extended all the way from St. 
Paul street to the Board of Trade build­
ing, and the flames appeared to go 
through it like a tinder-box. When the 

wall of this building went out, it 
seen that the Board of Trade build­

ing would have to go too.
A solid sheet of flame, sprang out and 

seized hold of the big building in a dozen 
different places, driving the firemen 
back.

was From Our Own Correspondent.

Vancouver, Jan. 22.—Mr. George de 
Wolfe, of Vancouver, informed the 
Colonist correspondent this morning 
that he was negotiating for the sale of 
22,000 acres of coal lands to a wealthy 
Canadian syndicate. These coal meas­
ures were owned by three syndicates, 
known as the Tulameen Coal Syndicate, 
the Nicola Coal Syndicate, and the 
Aspen Grove Coal Syndicate. They 
were in the same coal fields as the 
Nicola Valley properties recently bonded 
to the Gooderham-Blackstoek people, 
and would be tapped by the Coast- 
Kootenay railway. The fields are owned 
by fifty Vancouver citizens, and they 
claim from reports of experts that they 
have 200,000,000 tons of coal of fine 
quality, and when the promised railway 
comes, 2,000 tons a day could be mined 
from their claims. They have three 
distinct seams—one 16 feet wide, one 6 
feet wide, and one 20 feet wide—and the 
coal is the same quality as the Gooder- 
ham-Blackstock coal. One of their 

joins this field, and two of the 
fields are eight miles apart.

The analysis of the coal is as follows:
No. 3 seam (20 feet wide)—Volatile 

matter and moisture, 34.01; fixed car­
bon, 61.64; ash, 4.19; sulphur, trace.

No. 1 seam (16 feet wide)—Volatile 
matter, 29.33; fixed carbon, 6.06; ash, 
7.59; sulphur, trace.

Nothing, Mr. Wolfe explained, could 
be done without a railway. Of course, 
he was’ anxious to see the V. V. & E. 
railway rushed through as quickly as 
possible, and he believed that the rail­
way should not be retarded for the lack 
of a bonus, for the province would be 
repaid many times over for the outlay.

If the bonus were $4,000 a mile, or 
say $600,000, necessitating a yearly 
payment of $30,000 interest, their ship­
ments of 2,000 tons a day—and Califor­
nia alone could absorb that amount 
without feeling it—would cause to be 
paid into the treasury of the provincial 
government $30,000 in royalties, or the 

amount of the annual payment on 
the borrowed money to provide for the 
bonus to the V. V. & E.. to say nothing 
of the royalties of the half-dozen other 
companies which would operate along 
the line of the V. V. & E. when the 
railway is completed. Besides this, his 
syndicates will pay into the provincial 
treasury $5 an acre on their land, or

There, gentlemen, Is a contemporary 
portrait of the common archer of Eng­
land from whom no doubt many of yon 
are descended. I hope you are proud of 
your great-grandfather, and that he has 
as good reason to bt> proud of you. He 
has a neat-cropped head, hard to crack/ 
and ready to crack his neighbor’s. His 
tanned skin shows him a dweller under 
the skies, not in murky towns. He 
knows all manner of woodcraft and the. 
delicate art of feathering his own shafts 
He is tall and straight and 'proportion­
ately strong, for none but a. tall man 
can wield and none hut a strong man 
can draw a “mighty bow” and archery 
above all good exercises makes a man 
go erect. He takes care that his wea­
pons are bright and sharp,
“Ware of entrance to a quarrel, but 
being in * * that the opposed
may beware of him.”
“Costly his habit as his purse can buy,
He is proud of his station and takes 

’ pains that his person shall adorn it: no 
seedy ruffian or shabby foot-man, but 
well and warmly clad in Lincoln green, 
with a handsome handle to his dagger, 
a studded belt, chased-steel arm-guard, 
and even a silver jewel of his patron 
Saint Christopher, to show that he is a 
free yeoman and no villain. He 
was no gentleman, but he has left 
more descendants among the gentle­
men of England to-day from his lusty 
loins than all the profligate gallants of 
the courts.

The question naturally arises “Why 
considering the inefficiency of fire-arms, 
did this fine arm of the service decay 
and disappear?” For it is ridiculous for 
anyone acquainted with the relative 
values of the long bow' and the har- 
quebuss to talk like the history hooks 
about the one 'being superseded by the 
other. Why, gentlemen, nothing but 
the modern rifle could on its own merits 
supersede the long bow in the hands of 
a skilful archer. Even setting aside 
the wonderful exploits of the great mas­
ters of the bow of medieval tradition, 
exploits that for my part seem to have 
far more foundation in fact than Is gen­
erally accredited them, even in our own

success ofg the British arms in continen­
tal warfare during the Middle Ages was 
invariably attributed to England’s arch­
ers, that, in fact, the reputation of Eng­
land at that time was due to that arm 
of the service as greatly as it has since 
become due to the power of her fleet. 
And yet I feel that, like many state­
ments wMch by reiteration, have be­
come truisms, there Is much at the back 
of this we do no nowadays understand.

The history of the English archers,as 
I should like to see it, has still to be 
written. I remember my father, when 1 
was quite a little boy, drawing my at­
tention to the fact that in great collec­
tions of arms and armor, not such a thing 
•a a genuine long-bow could be found. 
He, so he said, had been looking for : ' 
jn vain all Ms life. Since then I have 
done the same. So I may say 
that in some seventy years of 
experience two Englishmen on the 
look-out have never yet found that weap­
on, about wMch we have all heard so 
much, and of which there are literally 
thousands of copies from the time of 
the Stuart kings downwards. Now that 
ie a parable of the whole subject, for 
just as his bow has vanished, so has the 
man who wielded it, and we really know 
as little about the one as about the oth­
er. What I am offering yon to-night is 
but a small contribution towards the 
true history of this subject, in hopes that 
even these few glimpses may arouse in 
you the desire to know more of what at 
one time all the world knew so much.

It has often been said that the develop 
ment of archery in England was due to 
the introduction of the bow as a weapon 
of war at the Norman invasion. This is, 
however, a very partial truth. The Nor­
man bow was as inferior to the English 
long-bow of the tMrteenth century as a 
Brown Bess to a Lee-Metford. It was 
a comparatively short weapon, judging 
from contemporary representations, use­
ful enough against the unclad Saxons 
in dense masses, but probably not much 
superior to the average West Coast bow, 
or, indeed, that of any of the ancient peo­
ples who relied upon shooting from chari­
ots or horseback, and could not possibly 
have used a long-bow in such a position 
with effect.

Nevertheless, we were no doubt indebt-] 
ed to the Normans for this instrument 1 
for another reason. They made the great 
forests and chases where none but them­
selves might sport; and the strict and 
savage laws, which by punishing as se­
verely the slaughter of a buck as the 
death of a man, made of the poacher a 
hero, and of the crime of the outlaw 
forester the profession of the skilled 
archer.

It is undoubtedly from the sporting 
members of the yeoman class, men who 
could live by woodcraft, and who thought 
no more harm, of shooting a sheriff’s offi­
cer than killing a deer, men who had 
friends in every hamlet among their less 
venturesome neighbors, to warn them of 
danger, to welcome their victories, and 
to mourn over their deaths at the hand 
of the law; that the free archer, terror 
to European armies, safeguard of the 
kingdom in her need, the pride of Plan- 
tagenents, and the envy of Continental 
monarchy sprang.

By continual practice, competition for 
Ms very life, and that ever ready ingenu­
ity, which is the soul of sporting excel­
lence, he developed both the weapon and 
the style of sporting to their highest 
pitch; just as the outrigger, the sliding 
seat and the style of sculling and row­
ing transformed the tubs of 1830 into the 
lapstreaks of to-day, and the jolly young 
waterman of Dibden into Hanlon or 
Beech. While the Crusaders were oc­
cupying the attention of the noble classes 
and professional soldiers of Europe, the 
yeoman of England were devoting them­
selves to the perfection of the long-bow, 
so that when the need came, it was 
found that from the levies of the forest 
sMres could be drawn bands of MgMy- 
trained men who could shoot as none else 
in the world could shoot, and the records 
of whose prowess we shuld feel disposed 
to doubt were they not written large on 
the page of England’s greatness.

The glory of the archer extended over 
about three centuries, the true Middle 
Ages of our history. During these years 
there was never an important engage­
ment in which he did not determine the 
victory, except Bannockburn, where the 
superior strategy of Bruce enabled the 
Scotch cavalry to take Mm in flank.

I think the science of drill, as applied to 
foot soldiers, had not been at that time 
paid much attention to. The feudal sys­
tem was against it, and these yeoman 
volunteers, as they practically were, were 
probably not very good material tor bar­
rack room discipline. The long-bow re­
quired plenty of room to manipulate it 
efficiently, and if the mounted knights 
eould only deliver an effective charge in 
flank, there was an end of its usefulness.

But to a front attack, it proved a ter­
rible impediment. The deeds of single 
archers, like William Clondesley, savor 
of myth; but when every allowance has 
been made for generous enlargement, the 
■olid fact remains, that good 
bowmen in bodies, say " " 
could deliver fatal volli 
approaching troops from 200 yards to 
point blank, that they could fire six times 
while the harquebuss was being once dis­
charged, that they practically never shot 
without taking aim; which was a reality ; 
much the same process as shooting a bird 
on the wing, the hand and eye working 
together with subtle accuracy, and that 
a cloud of arrows is a much more horrid 
thing for man or beast to face than a 
storm of bullets.

Many an arrow, no doubt, bounded 
back from the iron-clad horsemen of the 
fifteenth century; but it was difficult 
even in the later period of plate armor, 
to devise complete covering for the 
horses, and the enormous weight of the 
trappings made it necessary to have such 
heavy-bred animals that their movements 
were relatively slow, and gave more time 
to their adversaries in which to deliver 
flight after flight of arrows. Then the 
horsemen once brought to the ground be­
came poor opponents of lightly clad foot 
-soldiers, billmen, whose heavy axes could 
fell even where they did not cleave. Thus 
the chivalry of France at Crecy, Poic- 
itiers and Agin court were rendered hors 
de combat and made prisoners by 
the score, and thus it was that many a 
man of yeoman estate came back to de­
light his neighbors with tales of the field, 
end to buy fat acres for Ms children 
from the raueome and loot of war.

You have only to read of the wonder­
ful fortune in lands and jewels, gold and 
silver left by an old warrior like Sir John 
Fastolf, whose golden images were 
weighed by the pound, and whose castle 
of caister was
of the blood royal, to realize that 
many smaller men were making relative­

THE YELLOWSTONE MINE.
The 10-stamp mill on the Yellowstone 

mine at Erie, in the Nelson district, was 
completed in February. The stamps 
were dropped for the first time on Janu­
ary 28th and coqupenced running reg­
ularly on February 1st. In its first 11- 
months’ run, ending December 31st, the 
mill ran 312 days and 21 hours, out of 
a possible 334.

Lastly comes the statement not yet 
contradicted, that President Hill has 
subscribed $800,600 to the new issue of 
capital by the Crow’s Nest Coal Co, 
which, with what *e had acquired be­
fore, gives him an fciterest in the com­
pany which has cost him nearly one 
million and a half of dollars. Mr. Hill 
is also endeavoring to secure undevelop­
ed coal lands In the Crow’s Nest region. 
The explanation of the whole matter 
seems to be that Mr. Hill influenced by 
the coal conditions in the mining states 
has been trying to secure control of the 
Femie coal mines and that if he has not 
done so, he has at least established very 
close relations with the Crow’s Nest 
Pass Coal Co. By this means he has 
not only prevented the starvation of his 
railway system through-the scarcity of 
coal in the States, but has caused un­
easiness to his great rival. The result 
is bound to be a more rapid development 
of our coal resources in the interior of 
the province.

THE KING’S SPEECH.
The following is the full text of Hil 

Majesty’s accession speech:
“Your Royal Highnesses, my Lords 

and Gentlemen:
"This is the most painful occasion on 

which I shall ever be called upon to ad­
dress you. My hast melancholy duty is 
to announce to you the death of my be­
loved mother, the Queen; and I know 
how deeply you and the whole nation, and 
I think 1 may say, the whole world, sym­
pathize with me in the irreparable loss 
.we have all sustained.

“I need hardly say that my constant 
endeavor will be always to walk in her 
footsteps. •

“In undertaking the heavy load which 
now devolves upon me, I am fully deter­
mined to be a constitutional sovereign in 
the strictest sense of the word, and, so 
long as there is -breath in my body, to 
work for the good and amelioration of 
my people.

“I have resolved to be known by the 
name of Edward, which has been borne 
by six of my ancestors. In doing so, I 
do not .undervalue the name of Albert, 
which I .inherit from- my ever to be lam­
ented, great and -wise father, who, by uni­
versal .consent is, I think deservedly, 
known by the name of Albert the Good, 
and I .desire that his name should stand 
alone.

“In .conclusion, I trust to parliament 
and the nation to support me in the ardu- 
ous duties which now devolve upon me 
by inheritance, and to which I am de­
termined to devote my whole strength 
during the remainder of my life.”

After gi ving à list of those who attend­
ed the 'council, the Gazette announces 
that the King subscribed oath relating 
to the security ofithe 'Church of Sootiand.

Rome, Jan. 23.—Count Ginotti, in be­
half of the Queen, the Marquis Guiccioli, 
in behalf of the Dowager Queen, and 
Viscount Iventsa, in the name of the 
government, called at the British em­
bassy to-day to convey their condolences. 
All the press comments are sympathetic.

Stockholm, Jan. 23.—In the first 
chamber of the riksdag to-day the presi­
dent, in notifying the members of the 
death of Queen Victoria, expressed the 
sympathy of the Swedish people with 
Great Britain.

Ottawa, Jan. 24.—(Special)—The Gov­
ernor-General to-day sent the following 
personal message to the King:

“ May we venture to express our pro­
found grief at toe death of our most 
beloved Queen, and also respectfully 
offer our heartfelt sympathy with Your 
Majesty and all the royal family in their 
overwhelming sorrow.”
