BOYD BROS. FAILURE.

A Warehouseman Gets $30,000 Worth
of Goods and an Employe of the
Firm's Solicitors Gets the
Assigneeship.

There was a great deal of talk in commer-
cial circles yesterday in regard to the failure
of Boyd Bros. It seems that before failing
the firm signed over all their accounts to the
Merchants’ Bank, which is a large creditor.
This, the other creditors claim, is giving the
bank a preferred position which the courts
will be asked to set aside. \

Goods to the amount of $30,000 from vari-
ous English houses were on Saturday ware-
housed, or rather an attempt was made to
do so, but just how far this was successful
will probably be settled by the court. Boyd
Bros. gave an assignment or order for these
Eoods to Robert Carrie, warehouseman, and

e instructed the Grand Trunk people to
have them delivered to the custom warehouse
controlled by him. The Grand Trunk au-
thorities made answer phat there was some
talk of the firm being’ in difficulties, and
they would not deliver the goods to Carrie’s
warehouse until such timé as they could con-
sult their solicitor, John Bell. In the mean-
time the creditors ?ot wind of the affair and
stopped delivery of the goods in transit.

that the assignment was made to John Fer-
Fuson, an eniploye of Kerr, Bull & Duggan,
egal advisers of the firm. The representa-
tives of the English creditors are very in-

SHOOTING AT MONTE CARLO,

Italians Superior to American, English
and French Marksmen.

The pigeon shooting honors at Monte
Carlo for 1801 have again been won by the
Ttalians, as they were in 1836 and 1889, with
8ig.

19; with the usual large number of ‘*‘cracks”
from England, France, Belgium, Austria,
Italy, with the United States represented by
Mr. Macalister of the Philadelphia and New
York clubs.

CANADIAN RECIPROCITY,

Eeapol;l Against it by the Most Inflaen
tial Republican Journal of the West.
[From The Chicago Intér-Ocean.]

Fifteén years hence, when, according to the
careful estimate of The New York Sun, the
Uhited States no longer will produce grain
sufficient to supply the demands of its vast
urban population, it may be time enough to
contemplate sach reciprocity with Canada as
i will admit its grain &nd meats free in ex-
change for free admission of United States
manufactures to Canadian ports. At pre-
sent there seem to be two overwhelming ob-
jections to any measure of reciprocity short
of the complete commercial smrl)t.ion of
Canada by the United States, and for thac
extremity the Canadian mind as yot is not
prep . Fifteen years hence; or much
earlier than that, it may be.

The two causes militating against partial
reciprocity are these: 1. Canada could ex-
port to us only such articles as are in peculiar
need of protection in our own country. 2
Canada would import from us very little that
we specially desire to export.

ALL ABOUT TRAINING SCHOOLS.

The High School Board Favor Them—
. Didn’t Want a 850 Typewriter,

The Collegiate Institutes Board met last
night. THese were present: Joseph W. 8t.
John in thé chair, Miss M. Wilkes, Miss
Carty, R. L. Patterson, W. C. Beddome; E.T.
Malone, William Houston, Walter 8. Lee,
T. A. Gregg, Warring Kennedy, Dr.J. H.
McFaul, W. H. Parr, Dr. McMahon and

William Roaf.

The recommendation of the committee on
school management that the proposition of
the Eduesational Department to utilize the
collegiate institutes as training schools be
favorably entertainsd by the board led to
an animated discussion,

Letters were read from the authoritles im
the training instisutes in Strathroy, Belle-
ville, Owen Sound and Hamilton, in regard
to the advantages and disadvantages ex-
perienced in_the collegiate institutes ifi these
towns since they nave been utilized as tirain-
ing institutes. The benefit or injury to the
pupils depended, according to the balance of
testimony, on the number and capabilities of
the novices, Increased responsibility was
certainly thrown upon the principals and
this was objectionable. In nearly every
instance phenomenal success had attended
the introduction of the training department.
The report was finally adopted, Messrs. Lee,
Kennedy and Beddome voting against it.
A $50 typewriter was asked for the Jameson-
avenue scnool.

“Surely we don’t want to buy a type-
writer I exclaimed Mr. Lee, “it must be
a typewriting machine they want.” Chair-
man Houston was prevailed upon, fof” the sake
of the honor of the board, to insert the word
“machine,” and thus amended the recom-
mendation passed.

Five of these are direct produets of our
farms; and they are articles. upon which in-
creased duties have been  pliced for the ex-
press purpose of enlarging the home market
for them. One of them, and the largest, is a
product, or rather a series of products, of the
forests. The vast wooded tracts of the South
and of the Northern Pacific coast ought to
supply us with.all these as cheaply as they
could be had from Canada. Another isa
product of those mines in which the stress of
competitioa has been felt most keenly by
our own producers. With bituminous coal
selling at $2 and $2.50 per ton by
the carload in Tilinois and Indiana,
working miners have not been able to secure
adequate compensation, because mine owan-
ers have not been able to secure adequate
profits. . The fishermen of our lakes and seas
would . not be favorable to & reciprocity
which admitted another of these products
free; anlas for the last and least of them,
gold, that will come to us more readily if the
trade between the two countries be con-
ducted on a basis of cash rather than of bar-

ter.

On the other hand, if we regard the one
manufactured product of the nited States
for which eniarged foreign markets seem
peculiarly desirable, we nd that Canada
would not be a_growing customer for it. It
is Canadian policy to manufacture its own
iron and steel. The Dominion imports of
iron and steel have been as follows:

The reduced imports of the Dominion have
been resuits of increased home mauufactures,
and this increase has been the result of pro-
tection.

From these figurés we infer that the manu-
gacturers of Canada would oppose reciprocity
which would let our iron and steel go free
into the Doininion, while the farmers of Caf-
ada would favor reciprocity which would let
their surplus of grain and meat come free
into the United States.

tactures in Canada.

‘When Canada is ready for a complete com-
mercial dlliance with the United States,
ready to enforce against Great Britain and
the rest of the world just such tariffs as we
enforce affainst them, then it will be time to
talk of reciprocity. But a partial recipro-
city which will draw United States gold into
Cunada in exchan for farm products,
which will develop the Britistt Northwest av
the expense of the United States Northwest
and Southwest; is not, as we conceive, a de-
sirable measure.

It was estimated thaufully $1000 disappeared
in this way, and altnongh every effort was
