HIS SENTENCE CORMUTED.

An Indian Murder of a Quarter of a Cen-
tury Ago Reprieved.

' Ortawa, Oct. 14.—The Minister of Jus-
tice has decided to commute to life im-
prisonment the sentence of death passed on
the notorious Indian Emia, of the Stone
tribe, in the Chilcotin eountry, B.C., for
the murder of a Chinaman nan.xefl Ahqua
some 20 years ago. The: suthorities have
been in search g% Emia ever since the mur-
der, but till lately he has baffled them.
Thousands of dollars have been spent 1n
several unsuccessful attempts to capture
him. He was convicted mainly on his own
admissions, having told the Chilcotin magis-
trate that he killed the Chinaman about 27
years ago, although the real date was 1872.

The Chinaman lived and mined.in a lone-
1y spot on the Fraser River, just below the
mouth of the Chilcotin. The prisoner and
a companion named Quilt reached the
Chinaman’s cabin at sundown in the month
of June. They slept in one corner of the
cabin, and during the night Emia arose and
shot the Chinaman." The two Indians went
back to the Stone Country, the prisoner
boasting of the above facts.

The prisoner was found guilt, of murder
by the jury and was sentenced by the judge
to be hanged on Oct. 29. He was perfectly
stolid and_indifferent from end to end of
the trial. !

He did not confess until after his capture.
He stabbed another Indian lately, which
caused the revival of the search for him.
The eaptor got a reward of $600.

Peter Sharbot Acquitted,

infant child, was to-day acquitted. The
only evidence against him was that of his

Gathering—Some Admirable Speeches

Large was the gathering, successful the

proceedings, laudatory the speeches at the

first public meeting in the new home of the

Upper Canada College boys at Deer Park
yesterday afternoon. There was not the
slightest hitch in the proceedings; all went
merry as a marriage bell, and the success of
the first prize distribution isa good augury
for the future career of the Canadian Eton.

Shortly after the arrival of the Belt Line
train the proceedings in the magnificent hall
began. There was the largest gathering of
friends of the college since its establishmeant.
Amongst those present The World noticed:
Hon. John Beverley Robinson, who presided;
Sir Daniel Wilson, Principal Caven, G. R. R.
Cockburn, M.P.; Hon. G. W. Ross, Hon.

The chairman gavea characteristic speech.
It was genial, enthusiastic, reminiscent.
Once again the story of the old Blue School
was told and the steps that led to the forma-
tion of the King-street college. The glorious
success in every sphere of public life of
Upper Canada boys was noted and aspira-
tions for continued and increased prosperity
were thick as leaves in Vallambrosa.

The Principal’'s Address.

Principal Dickson was greeted with loud
cheers. He said: It will be my aim to pre-
serve the best traditions of the college and
all that is good in its methods and fitted for
the times in which we live; it shall be the
aim of the colleze to foster among the boys
the spirit of mabliness and honor that has
always characterized it in the past.

A boy can get as much mathematics and
science in any good day school as he can get
in Upper Canada College. It is something
more than a teaching machine and differs
from the day school in its functions. Resi-
deatial schaol does what tne day school can-

not well do; in the former the boys associate-

with their fellows and with the masters in
school as well as out of it; itis here that
formative influences are at work. Itis in
such schools that peculiarities of manner are
toned down snd independent self-reliant
strong character built up.

The chief object of a residential school should
be the development of character. Advanced
scholarship is needed in ‘but few callings,
but they do need, in whatever walk of life
they enter, industry, honesty, common
sense, self-respect and regard for the rights
of others.

School education siould never degenerate
into a race over a text-book in which nobody
cares for the hindmost, and all attention te
the great number is forgotten in the admir-
ation of\ the few brilliant ones who lead.
Scholarly attainments are not the only tests
of & teacher’s work, but rather the good in-
fluence exercised on the life and character of
his boys. In all of our schools more stress
should be laid on discipline than on the
higher attainment of knowledge.

The whole irifluence ot our Ontario schools
(and Upper Canada College is pre-eminently
an Ontario school) is on the side of morality
as as that of ‘the churches them-
selves and the best training for the Cana-
dian citizenship is surely in a Canadian
school, not one belonging toa class or section
of ple, but.in one composed of all classes
and of all denominations. In U.C.C. all
Christian denominations and all the races
composing our Canadian nationality are re-
presented. In our enrolment we have boys
from every county of Oatario and from
every province of the Dominion, so that they
go out into the world with a knowledge of
our country, her institutions and the spirit
of our people that cannot well be obtained in
schools patronized only by a section.

In order, if possible, to carry this scheme
a step farther than is usually attempted in
schools, I have arranged for a course of Fri-
day afternoon lectures on practical subjects
of great interest to us as Canadians. In No-
vember next the course will bégin and will
be continued during the winter and spring
months, The following are some of
the .subjects definitely arranged for:
“Qur Canals and Our Waterways,” *‘Our
Postal System,” “Our Mineral urees,”
«Qur Forest Trees,” “‘Our Agricultural He-
sources,” “Our Railways,” “Our Militia Sys-
tem and Coast Defences,” ‘‘How We are
Governed.”

Several important changes’have been made
in the curriculum of the college in_order to
meet the demands of the times. We retain
the old classical course, in which the chief
studies are Latin, Greek, French and Ger-
man, mathematics, English and the elemen-
tary scieuces. A new departure is made,
however, in instituting a commercial depart-
ment that will combine, as far as possible,
the culture of a classical course with that of
the practical training required in a
business education: Mathematics and English
bookkeeping and commercial studies gener-
ally; a knowledge of banking as far as itcan
be tau:ht in schools, phonography and type-
writing, commercial geography, beginning
with the physical features of Canada, show-
ing the distribution of our mineral, forest
and agricultural lands, Already we have
73 taking this course, 55 in phonography and
24 ready to begin typewriting as soon as the
room is in readiness for the work.

Under the direcdon of Mr. W. EI-
liott Haslam, who has already securea the
services of efficient protessors of the various
instruments which any of the pupils have ex-

ressed a wish to study. Ihope to see music
Eold the same important position in U, C. C.
that it holds in the great English colleges,
such as Rugby, Harrow, Eton and Upping-
bam,

ARERESTED AT PRESTON.

In company with Mollie
Matches, Joe Dubuque and Walter Jones
he robbed the Molsons Bank in St. Thomas
in 1881 and was twice tried for the crime,
but the jury disagreed on both occasions.

The
father, mother and brothers of the prisoner
attempted to prove an alibi, all swearing
that George was not at home on the night
in question. The jury found the prisoner
guilty and he was sentenced to four years’
confinement in Kingston Penitentiary.

The
record-breakers this year are not confined to
a certain age, .but horses ‘of all &ges from
yearlings up have nobly done their share to-
wards making this season the most memor-
able in the annals of trotting. True, Maud
8. still holds the record of 2.08%{, which she
so honestly earned six years agoj but with
Allerton, Sunol and that noble little mare
Nancy Hauks, all creeping up inch by inch,
who will say that the present Queen of the
Turf will hold that proud title in 1892!

Temple Bar tpened the season by a succes-
sion of the most brilliant performances ever
placed on rgeord. Nancy Hauks took the
world’s race record of 212, and the three-
heat record 2.12, 2.123{ and 2.12, in a single
event. Her mile in 2.09% surprised every-
one, but since then she has passed in sweep-
ing triumph under the wire in 2.09 flat.
Away in sunny California Sunol has
lPhSt trotted in 2.10 against a beavy wind.

Mr. E. C. Walker of The Chicago Horseman,
who is a skilful driver and trainer, as well
as a writer, does not think that there is very
much difference between a kite-shaped and a
regulation track, unless with very game and
very strong striding horses. Indeed hethinks
that the short stretches, which encourage a
trotter to think that he has only a short dis-
tance to go, are preterable for many animals,
and mentions Nelson’s 2.10% at the Kkite-
s_ap.d track at Independence, which he very
su.ruly afterwards beat oo a circular course.

: As Seen From Above.

Another 10 or 15 minutes’ walk brings one
to the Canadian Pacific bridge, which spans
the valley at an altitude of s
or 80 feet.

It was hard work, but
the surface of the bridge was soon attaimed.

CERTAIN STORIES THAT ARE CONe
STANTLY RECURRING.
Heratius at the Bridge in Different Ages
and C i A B That Has
Been Told ot st Loast Two Men—The

Newer Versions,

The study of coincidence and accidental
resemblance is always curious and interest~

ing, but it seems to be entirely useless. A’

little reflection will show the person who s®
considers it that he is mistaken. These
coincidences are onme of the most fruit-
ful causes of human error since the
mind naturally seeks to find some
onnection between two things strik-
ingly alike. When such a connection cam-
not be found it is inventeds+ It is worth
while, then, to study facts which impress
on the mind the possibilivy of the closest
coincidences where there is no connection
whatever.

A series of historical parallels, beginning
with ancient Rome, will furnish food for @
good deal of thought in this line.

The story of Horatius at the bridge i®
one of the best known in all history. Lare
Porsena, the Etruscan prince, was marche
ing to Rome with an- army such as the Ro-
mans could not hope to resist. He might
be stopped by the Tiber if the bridge could
be broken down before he crossed it. Hor-
:tml, alone, according t;:d account, or with

Wo companions, according to anothe
stood at the entrance to u:ge bridge thma
stopped the whole Etruscan army, of whom
only two or three at a time could reach him
in the narrow guu.go till the Romans had
destroyed the bridge behind him. Then he
swam across and joined his friends on the
other bank.

Revolution in Nickel Production.

SupBURY, Oct. 13.—The new La Mond process
of reducing nickel ore will have an important ef
fect on the mining industry. The cost of freat-
ment will be reduced about two-thirds and &
much less expensive plant will suffice. By re-
ducing the caost of production the demand for
nickel will be increased, as the various alloys of
nickel will be more largely used in the arts. One
resuit of the new process will be that the nickel
will be completely reduced at the works here and
the enormous freight charges on nickel matte
will be saved. The freight alone on the last ship-
ment of nickel matte amounted to nearly $30,000.
The patentof the new process has been sécured
by an English syndicate com%ismg among its
