TR WAR IS NOT YET OVER—BUY
ViICTORY- BONDS,

MRS, HARRY DURSTON, of Watford,
received an official telegram from the
Record Department at Ottawa on Wed-
nesday stating that her son Pte. Charles
Lawrence, No, 2138408, had been killed
in action on September 29th. Pte. Law-
rence enlisted in British Columbia and
has been at the front for some time. Two
brothers, Roy and George, joined the
149 battalion at Watford and are now at
the tront.

EVERY PRECAUTION is being taken in
Watford to prevent the spread of that
baneful pestilence, Spanish influenza,
Although no serious cases have so far
been reported the Medical Health Officer,
Dr, Siddall, advised a meeting of the
Board of Health on Sunday and recom-
mended the closing of the schools,
public library, barber shops and pool
rooms as a preventative measure and
the order came into force Monday
morning. Too much care cannot be
taken, and the Board should see
that no unnecessary gatherings are
allowed. It has been suggested, and we
think very wisely, that people should
not be allowed to congregate in the post
office waiting as some do fifteen or twen-
ty minutes while the mail is being sorted.
There is no need tor this unnecessary
gathering ot people, which 1s merely a
habit. The “flu” this year is of such a
virulent type that every possible pre-
caution should be used to guard against
its spread. Now that the schools are
closed parents are directed by the Board
to see that their children are kept at
home and not allowed to play on the
streets with a number of other children.
The act of closing the schvols will to a
large extent be nullified if children are
allowed to congregate on, the strgets or
in other places. Another meeting of the
Board was held on Wednesday afternoon
when the closing regulation was extend-
ed to Sunday schools, churches, and other
places where people assemble. The ban
on the barber shops has been taken off
commencing Saturday, provided the
owners keep certain regulations of the
Board. These regulations remain in
force until further notice.

The allies took 23,000 machine
guns, 4,000 cannon and 254,000
prisoners in France and Belgium be-
tween July 80 and Oct. 1st.

Distribution of Seed Grain from the
Dominion Experimental Farms
1918-19

sist of spring wheat (about 5 1b.), white
oats (about 4 lb.z).obarley (about 5.1b.),
and field peas (about 5 Ib.). These will
will be sent out, free, by mail, from the
Central Experimental farm, Ottawa, by
the Dominion Cerealist, who will furnish
the uecessary application forms,

Only one sample can be sent to each
applicant. As the supply of seed is
limited, farmers are advised to apply
very early.

The Finance Department announ-

The bonds
may be left in the banks by investors
for safe-keeping, without charge, the
interim securities and later the bonds
themselves to & reasonable amount
for the term of one year.

Mr. John Coristine
Passes to His Reward

Mr. John Coristine, one of the most

highly esteemed, and best-known resi-
dents of Brooke township, passed away
at his late .home, lot .11, con.

The Italians’ conduct of their. Al-
pine campaign must remain a classic
of mountain warfare — something®
which has never been approached in
the past and may never be equalled
in the future.

Perhaps the most spectacular ex-
ploit ever carried out from a tele-
ferica was that by which a trouble-
some nest of Austrian machine gun-
ners were cleared off one of the pin-
nacles of the great M. Massif in the
fall of 1916. The situation was irri-
tating enough for the Italians even
when the -activities of the enemy
were confined only to observation,
but when he took to bringing up a
machine gun and peppering—almost
from its rear—the headquarters of
an Alpini battalion which held an
important pass 3,000 feet below, it
became well-nigh intolerable. What
happened was related to me some
months later, when I asked the major
of this battalion how it chanced that
the roof of the officers’ mess in
which we were dining was armored
with sheets of steel.

“Against machine-gun bullets,”
was the reply; ‘‘there was a time—
of accursed memory — in which he
used to bring a gun out on a little
splinter of rock, not 1,500 metres,
from here in an air line," and spray/
the whole of our little terrace with
‘dum-dums.”’

“We were working day and night,”
he continued, ‘‘to excavate a gumn
cavern, the fire from which would
make that troublesome position un-
tenable for the Austrians. In the
meantime we had to stick it out as
best we could. At this juneture Cap-
tain X. came in, -

“*What is to prevent my rigging
up a machine gun in a telgferica
basket’,” he said, ‘covering it—with
myself and a man to help—under a
piece of canvas as if it was an ordi-
nary load of gear, letting it be run
down until I am well in the rear of
the Austrians, and turning loose?’

“If I hadn't been seeing more or
less.red myself, and if our position
had not become really serious, 1
would probably never have listened
to the mad proposal. As it was, |
entered into it heart and soul. Wg
reckoned the slope of the cable, and
hung the platform of the machine
gun at an agle which would make it
easy to elevate and range on the
Austrian position above. Then—as a
happy afterthought—we bent a sheet
of bullet-proof steel for a shield on
the exposed side, erected u low plat-
form on which the gun would rest
securely and—the first and last ar-
mored teleferica was complete.

“We had to do a bit of ‘trimming’
to put her on an even keel, after
which she rode smoothly and evenly.
With X. and his assistant couched
low on either side of the gum, and a
black tarpaulin thrown loosely over
the whole, she locoked like an ordi-
nary load of junk going down for
repairs. When X. ‘unmasked’ and
opened up we could even follow the
line of brown dust spurts on the
face of the cliff as the bullets ranged
upward toward their mark. And that
was about all there was to it. The
fire of .the two Austrian machine
guns ceased instantly, and never re-
sumed. Probably the gunners were
killed before they had a chance even
to turn round their guns and reply
to the sudden attack from the air.”

Kenzie and W. R. Davies waited on Mr.
Mead at his home, and on behalf of the
citizens of Thamesville, Mr. Mc¢Kenzie

Corporal Mead made a feeling reply.

As there is
only one A, M, C. man to a Battery he
was kept pretty busy, Mr., Mead was a
man of many duties. He had to test the
water in the wells as they advanced,
for poisons and bacteria; render
first aid to the' entire battery, and
(this is a secret, and is not to be read by
his temperance friends) so highly did the
0. C. regard him that he entrusted to his
keeping the rum supply, and one of his
duties was to issue the rum ration to
those who desired it. 3

Mr. Mead wished especial mention to
be made of his appreciation of the kind-
ness of the people of Thamesville in giv-
ing him the watch, and assured the dep-
utation he would always treasure itas a

Banks Will Help Small Investor:

It is announced that, in order to en-
conrage investors to panlcipate‘ in the
1918 Victory Loan, the Banks will lend
subscribers, on the probable certainty of
repayment within a year, up to per
cent. of the amount of the investment in
the Loan, The rate of interest charged
by the banks is 5} per cent.

This shounld have the effect of greatly
stimulating the flow of money when the
big Drive opens, Many people who were
anxious to do their bit toward support-
ing the boys at the tront were unfortun-
ately restricted as to the amount they had
available for investment, having imme-
diate or future obligations which called
for their ready capital, It 1s such as these
that tne Banks are ready to help. On
reasonable security these intending in-
vestors may receive the cash from the
Bank at the same rate of interest the
Dominion Government pays for the
entire 1918 Victory Loan. They may
reduce- their obligations to the Banks
monthly or quarterly.

The Banks will also accept trom small
investors for sate keeping without charge
the interim securities and later the bonds
themselves up to a reasonable amount,
for the term of one year.

Stallion Enrolment

The report of the Stallion Enrolment
Board for the Province of Ontario for the
year 1918 has just been issued. The
number of stallion enrolled for the year
1918 is 1,993, of which 1,535 are pure
breds and 458 grades. This is a decrease
from 1917 of 258, pure breds and 182
grades. As 1918 is the last year for the
enrolling of grades there will be around
400 horses which were enrolled in 1918
that cannot be used in 1919. The vast
majority of these horses are either taking
the place of a good pure bred stallion or
they are so competing against pure breds
as to make the keeping of pure bred
horses in the Province less profitable in
those sections where grades abound. To
assist buyers in purchasing pure pred
stallions a catalogue containing names
and information regarding pure bred
horses offered for sale will be
printed and ready for distribution in the
month of November, This catalogue
will be sent on request from the office of
the Secretary of the Stallion Enrolment
Board.
