THE BRIDGETOWN3711—German? is beginning to give the United 
States a taste of her own medicine. Some 
time ago the importation of cattle from the 
United States was prohibited, under the 
pretext of preventing the introduction of 
contagious diseases. Then restrictions were 
placed upon the importation of American 
canned goods. Lately the duties have been 
largely increased upon certain American oils, 
while the question of the importation of 
American cottons is being investigated by 
the German government to see if it is not 
possible to substitute for it some article of 
native production. These retaliatory meas­
ures on the part of Germany had their origin 
in the passage of the McKinley tariff, but 
the discrimination against German beet sugar 
made by the new American tariff has served 
to keep alive the irritation felt in Germany 
against the selfish trade policy of the great 
republic. The steps now taken to hit back 
will be seriously felt in the United States, 
*s they will deprive that nation of a part 
of what has hitherto been a profitable market 
for certain of her products. Moreover, they 
strike at the very articles of which the United 
States produce a surplus so great as to render 
it necessary that at least a part of them 
should find a market in other countries.

Protectionists in the United States are 
wont to talk very glibly about the home 
market, and to hold that up as the only thing 
worthy of a statesman’s thought or care, 
while the pauper labor of Europe has long 
been-used as a sort of nightmare to scare 
the timid voter. Our neighbors have always 
been ready and anxious to sell their cattle, 
cotton, wheat, canned goods, apples, pork, 
and the thousands of other things they pro­
duce, in the markets of these European 
paupers, but while doing so have hedged 
themselves around with a high wall against 
importations from these countries. That 
such a one-sided state of affairs should con­
tinue always is not reasonable to expect. 
The course that Germany is now taking is, 
therefore, but natural. And when our neigh­
bors begin to find their exportations to Ger­
many largely diminished they may perhaps 
discover that the question of foreign trade 
and the regulation of tariffs is largely one 
of give and take. Hitherto they have been 
ready to take all they could get, but there 
has been no disposition to give one iota in 
the way of tariff concession.

Now, if Great Britain would follow Ger­
many's lead and place restrictions upon 
certain American importation*, notably that 
of apples, it would not only prove a great 
boon to the fruit-growers of this province, 
but would serve further to impress upon the 
American Congress the object lesson Ger­
many is now teaching it.

Let the Hants Central 
people work up a scheme by which a line of 
steamers is to be attached to one end of their 
railway, even if it ends somewhere in the 
woods, and people will stumble over one 
another in their eagerness to get an oppor­
tunity of building it.

It does seem strange, however, that the 
Hants Central has hung fire for so many 
years. This line is assured of subsidies from 
both governments, it passes through a fine 
agricultural country, and will supply an 
important connecting link between the trunk 
lines of eastern and western Noya Scotia.

London, December 7.—Lord Winchelsea 
has received letters of regret from Lords 
Rosebery and Salisbury, whom he invite I to 
attend the congress of th«* Agricultural 
Union. Lord Roselrery a* a landowner, 
expresses sympathy with the British fanner 
on account of the deplorable condition of « he 
agrarian industry. He remarks, however, 
that the depression does not apj>« nr to be 
confined to the United Kingdom While he 
does not see any prospect of a legislative 
remedy, he says the government would will­
ingly consider any practical proposals. 
Lord Salisbury says he sympathizes deeply 
with the British land owner, and he is sensi­
ble of the grave situation which is a public 
calamity of the most formidable kind. He 
fears that any parliamentary remedy would 
be hopeless.

Toronto, December 5. —The Globe's Wash­
ington special says that the $425,000 that 
President Cleveland spi ke of in his message, 
will probably not pass congress and be paid 
to Canadian sealers, as members are opposed 
to it on various grounds.

AWFUL DETAILS FROM SURVIVORS WHO 
REACHED ATHENS.

London, December 4. —Confirmatory news

Dr. G. Thoumaina, the well known Ar­
menian, has just received a letter, m:: 
on September 29, from Todoveran, a village 
near Eueroum, which also confirms the 
tales of butchery 
says: “ How eau I write of the horrors of 
our life for the days since the fourteenth? 
The wife of Rev. Mr.
Protestant community at Todoveran, was 
shot and died from the effects of her wounds. 
On September 25 a band of robbers commit­
ted murder at Audag and carried off cattle. 
At Dody they broke into houses and plund­
ered them of their contents. A report from 
Athens says several refugees from Saesoun 
have reached there. These unfortunate re­
fugees, to the number of twenty, told of the 
horrible scenes they had witnessed. This 
party of Armenians is the first that have es­
caped from the districts where the massacres 
have occurred, and it is believed that even 
worse remains to be told, as the horrors re­
corded are understood to have lasted for a 
long time after this party of Armenians fled

a deficit of seventy million dollars
FOR THE FISCAL YEAR.

Washington, Dec. 4.—Secretary Carlisle's 
report of the operation of the United States 
Treasury Department for the fiscal year 
ended June 30 was presented to Congress to­
day. The secretary says: On the first day 
of July last the total cash in the Treasury, 
excluding current liabilities, but including a 
gold reserve of $64,873,024, was $116,626,- 
221, and on the first day of November, the 
total cash, excluding current liabilities, but 
including $61,361,826 in gold, was $106,- 
992,734, showing a decrease of $9,633,487. 
The excess of expenditures over receipts 
during the last fiscal year was $69,803,260, 
and during the first five months of the pre­
sent fiscal year, $21,737,367,92. It is not 
believed, however, that this difference be­
tween the receipts and expenditures will 
continue in the same proportion until the 
close of the year, and accordingly, I have 
estimated a deficiency of $20,000,000 at that 
time. Owing to the large importations of 
raw sugar in anticipation of the passage of 
the Tariff act of Aug. 28, 1894, the duties 
collected upon that article up to Dec. I am­
ounted to only $3 022,000, and, of course, 
nothing has yet been realized from the tax 
on incomes, as its payment cannot be legally 
enforced until after July 1, 1895. But there 
is reason to believe that the importations of 
sugar must he resumed at au early date and 
continued upon a scale which will yield a 
large revenue from that source during the 
remainder of the year, and it is probable, also, 
that on account of the penalties which may 
be incurred for uon-paymeut within ten days 
after July 1, a considerable part of the in­
come tax will be realized in time to be avail-

Even the cow­
boys who usually pear so bad a name are, as 
a class, tine men. I They are hard working, 
intelligent, generally honest, and 
to a fault.

To Nova Scotians, who have inherited 
some rather stiff manners from their English 
ancestors, the cordial ways and hearty greet­
ings of friends or strangers, high or low, 
rich or poor, which is natural to the wide 
plains and bright sunshine of the great South 
West, must always appear delightful.

None of my readers will have forgotten 
that this was a part of the country 
which the ambitious Cortez inarched 
bands of Spaniards; nor of his surprise at 
finding a civilized people, large and wealthy 
cities, glittering with gold aud silver, and 
beautified by arts unknown to the rest of 
the world.

B«1, alas! The magnificent cities of the 
Pueblos have long since mouldered into 
ruin. These peace-loving and industrious 
Indians themselves, conquered and oppressed 
by the cruel Spaniard, show but little of the 
spirit and enterprise of former days. Still 
are to he found a few relics of their former 
greatness; a few of the characteristics in 
themselves that made them what they once 
were. Still remain a few silent cities hewn 
into the faces of the cliffs; a few temples 
that are still grand. But this ancient Indian 
civilization is a civilization uo longer. Un­
able to adapt himself ro the American ways 
there is no room for.the Indian to advance 
in his own. The race is fast dying out, and 
in a com pari lively few years but little will 
remain to show that this peculiar Indian 
civilization ever existed.

Several other tribes of Indians found in 
New Mexico belong to savage and uncivil­
ized races.

In my next letter I will attempt to de­
scribe, as well as 1 can, the Mexican people.

THE BLOOD STAINED DISTRICTS.
The refugees in question came from Mooah, 
Bitlis and Sassoun. For about eighteen 
months, the Armenian refugees said, the 
province of Sassoun had been surrounded by 
Turkish troops and nobody had been allowed 
to enter it or leave. About four months ago 
the Turkish authorities learned that the in­
habitants of Varierais, a village outside the 
frontier of Sassoun, were sending for the 
necessaries for life to the village of Dalvorig. 
Such communication between the two vil­
lages being prohibited, the Turks massacred 
nearly all the inhabitants of Varierais. This 
was tne second massacre to take place. The 
first took place about a year ago. Varierais 
contained 325 Armenian houses before the 
Turks attacked it, but when the fugitives 
left only 25 houses remained standing. The 
people of Dalvorig, when they learned of 
the horrors perpetrated by the Turks at 
Varierais, attacked the Turks on the fron­
tier. The Turkish commander eventually 
sent twelve soldiers into Dalvorig in order to 
learn what had occurred. The Armenians, 
filled with indignation at the atrocities com­
mitted by the Turks at Varierais, attacked 
this detachment of Turkish soldiers and

PUT THEM ALL TO DEATH.
When the Turkish commander heard of the 
death of hie soldiers, he determined upon 
avenging it in the most bloody manner pos­
sible. A strong force of Turkish troops 
sent to the village with artillery, and the 
massacre began. The guns kept up a con­
tinuous fire upon Dalvorig until, practically 
not one stone was left standing upon another. 
Selo, the Bey of Initizoun, a Kurd, with a 
detachment of Kurdish cavalry, went with 
the Turkish soldiers to the village of Semai 
and forcibly took the Armenian priest from 
his church after disgustingly defiling the 
sacred vessels of the priest’s hands. They 
then bound him on a donkey, which they 
drove a distance of a few yards. The sol­
diers then fired at the priest and killed him 
and the beast he was bound to. In the same 
village the Turkish soldiers entered an Ar­
menian house and violated a woman and her 
daughter, the latter being fourteen years of 
age. From (hid village Selo forcibly took 
eight Armenian girls and sent them to his 
harem at Initizoun. Further atrocities were 
committed by the Turks, at the village of 
Keliehuzen. Before dawn this place was 

SURROUNDED BY SOLDIERS, 
and while the inhabitants were still asleep 
it was set ou tire. Thé brutal soldiers en­
tered the residence of a man named Arakel, 
who was asleep with his wife, and tortured 
them both in a terrible manner with a red 
hot iron. At Keliehuzen the soldiers killed 
the Armenian priest Margos, who, with 
twenty other inmates of a house, was burned 
to death, the soldiers preventing anybody 
from escaping from the burning dwelling. 
The chief of the village ofj Cheneg was cap­
tured by the soldiers and bound to his two 
daughters. All three were then scalded to 
death with boiling water. A detachment of 
twenty-five regulars of the Turkish cavalry, 
after committing inexpressible horrors at 
the village of Sebghank, went to the village 
school and ravished the girls they found 
there. The cavalrymen then devastated the 
building. I bo Bey, a notorious Kurd brig­
and of the village of Djibran aud a colonel 
in t he regular army, weut with a detachment 
of Turkish troops to the Armenian villages 
of Balilou, Hatezgent and Komk, and at 
each place they committed every crime which 
it was possible to commit.

Food f»r Sick Horses.

F. T. McMahon, veterinary surgeon to 
the Chicago Fire Department, communicates 
to the Street Railway Review an interesting 
article on the treatment of sick horses. Af­
ter specifying the principal substances from 
which to select articles of diet for the sick 
horse, such as bran, carrots, oatmeal, linseed, 
etc., the writer continues:

“ Bran stands decidedly foremost as the 
food most generally in use for the invalid 
horse; it acts as a laxative, is frequently 
tempting to the appetite, and easy of diges­
tion. There ia no part of the general treat­
ment more universal than offering this sub­
stance as a change of food. Is the horse 
very weary, and his powers of digestion 
weakened in consequence? We induce him 
to take warm bran mash, which comfortably 
distends the stomach and satisfies any crav­
ing for food, thereby enabling him readily 
to lie down and rest his enfeebled system 
until repose restores its wonted vigor. Does 
he show slight symptoms of cold or fever? 
A warm bran mash is a convenient plan of 
steaming, and consequently of soothing, the 
irritable muscous membranes of the air pass­
ages; it is a substitute for the more stimu­
lating diet he is accustomed to, and gently 
promotes the activity of the digestive ap­
paratus; it is also a convenient medium for 
the administering of certain simple remedies. 
A lower diet than that with which he is in­
dulged when in full work is judicious, and 
bran is selected. It is necessary to admin­
ister purgative medicine? A bran mash 
renders the bowels more * susceptible of its 
action, and a smaller portion of the drug is 
therefore required to produce the desired 
effect, and there is, at the same time, less 
risk of painful spasms accompanying its 
operation. Bran mashes may be given hot 
or cold—cold are perhaps, quite as grateful 
to the horse; but nibbling of the hot mash 
in catarrhal affections is particularly bene­
ficial. It is said to be somewhat diuretic in 
its effects, and to exercises a salubrious in­
fluence on the skin. Certain it is, that a 
sick horse may be coaxed into eating carrots 
when disinclined to partake of other nourish­
ments, and the greatest beneficial results. 
For the ailing horse, then carrots are most 
valuable as an article of diet, and a few may 
be given with*advantage to a horse in a 
healthy condition. .

“ Oatmeal is extremely nutritious, and as 
a food for the convalescent horse is most 
valuable; the bruising process the grain has 
undergone breaks the husk, and renders it 
more easily acted upon by the digestive 
organs. It is usually given in the form of a 
gruel, and in that form it is one of the most 
essential articles of diet for the infirmary. 
It is also a ready mode of supplying the 
tired thirsty horses with nourishment after 
exertion, when he returns to the stable.

“ Linseed is decidedly to be included in 
the sick diet roll. It is nutritious, and from 
its oleaginous nature, soothing to the fre­
quently irritable mucous membrane of the 
alimentary canal, and hence is particularly 
to be recommended in the treatment of sore 
throats. Nor is its bland effect local only; 
its more general influence is particularly ob­
servable in affections of the kidneys. It 
may either be boiled, so as to form when 
cool a gelatinous mass, and then mixed with 
bran, or the liquid, after boiling, may be of­
fered as a drink.

“Grass, hay-tea, etc., are also very useful 
in the treatment of disease, and should be 
used in connection with other remedies.”

Marketing the Turkey Crop.

There are two very important pointe to be 
considered by the individual who means to 
make a profit out of poultry. Both are 
equally vital to success. One is to raise the 
crop; the second is to market it advantag­
eously. Of the two I regard the first as real­
ly the easier. So many things may spoil a 
market and take off half the profits of a hard 
summer’s work that I have learned never to 
anticipate. I build no castles in Spain with 
the chicken money till it is actually in my 
pocket (then how quickly it burns a hole 
out!). A glut in the market, a spell of soft 
weather, a wreck or a few hours delay to a 
consignment en ravit—all matters one can­
not control—make profitable marketing more 
of a risk and quite as much of an anxiety as 
the maturing of the fowls.

In the first place, it is poor business pol­
icy to send off a lot of thin, half-fattened 
poultry, whether chicks, turkeys or geese. 
True, there are the hazards mentioned above 
to be taken itito consideration, but even on 
an over-stocked market plump birds, if med­
ium weights, will sell enough above the 
skinney, undersized ones to make it an ob­
ject to feed well; while if the market chan­
ces to be good, one is well rewarded.

I put my turkeys up three or four weeks 
before I think 1 will send them off, the time 
depending a good deal on their condition. 
They ought to be tame enough, at this sea­
son, so that when they are fed you can catch 
one and feel how much is flesh and how 
much feathers. I generally divide my flock, 
if large enough to make it an object,, putting 
the early hatched, largest birds up about 
the middle of October, and letting the late 
undersized ones run for the Christmas mark­
et. I regard the Thanksgiving market as 
the poorest, and never ship then unless there 
is a short supply and high prices, which sel­
dom happens, as everybody seems to want 
to sell off then.

Some years I have sold my flock on foot 
to buyers from the city, who come around 
looking up large lots about the first of No­
vember, but generally do best by dividing 
the flock as stated. The early birds are 
prime about the second week of November, 
and there is usually a call for them from the 
caterers and poulterers, who pay good prices. 
That lot is disposed of before Thanksgiving. 
While they are fattening I pen them in an 
unused stable, where roosts have been put 
across one end, and feed liberally, letting 
them ont a little while late every afternoon 
in good weather. The stable is warm, and 
they take on flesh fast. X feed them corn at 
night; wheat, crushed oats, screenings, 
buckwheat, mixed, and scraps from the table 
in the morning; and at noon a mess of boiled 
potatoes, mashed and stirred thick tfith 
cornmeal, canaille or coarse flour, with cab­
bage or apples “ for greens. ” I pepper the 
mess, and salt it slightly. They have plenty 
of pure water to drink. When we have 
celery the tops always go to the turks, and 
if I have parsley they get some of it, as both 
impart a gamey flavor. The flesh of fowls 
fattened in this way is of superior quality, 
and I find it pays—financially as well as in 
personal satisfaction—to work up a reputa­
tion for sending well-fed, properly killed, 
dressed and packed poultry to market. It 
often means a couple of cents per pound on 
a “ way down ” market. m

The French method of killing is prefer­
able. The throat is cut and the bird hung 
up to bleed; the flesh thus being whiter. 
Where ths axe is used and and the head cut 
off the victim should not be allowed to flut­
ter about on the ground, bruising its flesh, 
but be held firmly by the legs till its strug­
gles are over.

Dry picking is now almost universally 
practiced. The poultry keeps better. It is 
very rapidly doue, and without breaking 
the akin, by taking the feathers between the 
thumb and fingers, and giving a short, quick 
jerk downward. A bird whose skin is torn 
should be considered unmarketable. As for 
dressing and packing, the customs and. reg­
ulations of the market town should be learn­
ed in advance, and both processes conducted 
accordingly. Different cities have different 
ordinances, but in most of them the sale of 
undrawn poultry is forbidden by law, and 
this is right, for the thought of eating poul­
try in which the crop and entrails have been 
left for hours, undergoing a change which 
evolves poisonous gases that permeate the 
flesh, is horribly repugnant. Find out and 
observe the regulations of the market you 
propose to sell in, and avoid an appearance 
before a police court. Any commission 
house dealing in poultry will forward a cir 
cular detailing the accepted modes of pack­
ing and dressing on application.

If one has a fine lot of turkeys and geese 
to ship it pays to lake pains about it. Af- 

_ ter the fo vLi are dressed and nearly cold, 
put still pliant, bend the legs and wings to 
the bodies, and secure them with a broad 
band of cloth, and pull the skin down over 
the neck and tie it; this not only makes it 
look better, but prevents the blood from 
staining the others. When the fowl is stone 
cold, but not frozen, remove the band and 
fold in a square of white cheesecloth, mak­
ing it as square and compact as possible, 
pack them in a box or barrel, keeping the 
shape as intact as you can, and packing sol­
idly. Mark plainly with the name and ad­
dress of your commission house, and the 
route you wish the package to go by, if there 
is more than one, and also your ow*n name 
and station. Then, it is a prudent precau­
tion to stand by and see that it gels off on 
the train all right. A careless agent who 
delays to send it on may lose you your mar­
ket. I must say, however, that I prefer to 
aell outright in the home market, and let 
the buyer take the risks of shipment, but I 
find a nice lot of birds, in shape for quick 
transmission, will always have the call above 
an ordinary lot.

The second flock I feed just enough to 
keep them in good condition (they have 
made their growth, and will not increase 
much after cold weather sets in) till about 
the first of December, then they go into the 
fattening pen and are ripe for the holidays. 
I do not feed for heavy weight; the medium 
weight sells fastest; people are suspicious of 
a very large bird, fearing it is old.

I always keep a close watch of the poultry 
market and read everything relating to sup­
ply and demand iu the farm papers, and 
often get valuable hints in reference to the 
to the |uture course of the market.—Far-

Take a jar or tin bucket and fill it about 
half full of water and place it where mice 
are in the habit of promenading. Take a 
board 18 or 20 inches long, one end of which 
lay on the floor, or ground, as the case may 
be, and the other end on top of the bucket. 
Sprinkle a handful of oats over the water in 
the bucket. This will not sink, but will re­
main on top and hide the water from view. 
Now sprinkle wheat, corn or anything else 
that mice like on the board so as to entice 
them to the top, when they will see the oats 
in the bucket and jump in to get it, and 
soon perish.

I have tried this plan with quite satisfac­
tory results. The trap is always set aud 
when a mouse once gets in there is no get­
ting out. Of course it should be noticed 
every day or two, and the drowned rodents 
removed. I have never tried to catch rats 
in this way, but think if a jar that would 
hold six gallons or more were used the plan 
would prove quite satisfactory.
