Cleveland School FireFree School Books Johnson, the tailor, is today one 
of the happiest men in town, thanks 
to the cleverness and wonderful, sur­
gical skill of Dr. J. G. McDougall of 
Amherst.

On the evening of December 8. 1906 
his little son. Fred. a boy of four 
years of age, while playing at the 
stove, his clothing caught fire, and 
he was so badly burned that jieopie 
who saw him wondered how he lived 
at all. His face was badly burned, 
leaving terrible scars, disfigurements 
and being drawn out of the natural 
sha|>e.

Mr. Johnson felt badly over the fact 
that, while his boy lived, he would be 
disfigured and scarred for life, and 
he spared no expense. 11c wrote to 
a specialist in the States, who advisr 
ed him to go to Dr. McDougall, of Am 
herst. and get his opinion. Dr. Mc­
Dougall came and saw the child and 
a few months ago told him *wliat 
could lie done. Mr. Johnson took his 
boy to Amherst, and on Jan.. 22, en­
tered him in the hospital there undei 
Dr. McDougall*s care. On January 
24, the Doctor performed t-lie first op­
eration, preparing for the grafting. A 
day or two after he removed a lump 
of calloused flesh and the week follow­
ing the wound was ready for the skin 
grafting. Herr is where the wonder­
ful skill came in. Dr. McDougall re­
moved two pieces of skin from his

The teachers of the school tell a 
melancholy tale of .children yielding to 
a blind impulse to escape, forgetting 
the training of the lire drill and the 
voices of their teachers.

“It was nothing unusual for, the 
fire gong to sound.” said Miss Anna 
Monin, the principal of the school.

“When we reached the hall there 
was smoke, and the line wavered. But 
the little figures kept on. We reached 
the first floor and the entrance was in 
flames. They Ijegai# to huddle togeth­
er frightened. So far they had gone 
confidently—they trusted teacher’ But 
now their little military training was 
gone, and they forgot discipline and 
teacher.’

“The flames were curling about the 
door, and licking the walls. There 
was no escape there. Safety lay in 
the other direction. I shouted to 
them to follow me. and led the way 
back upstairs, towards the fire escape. 
Only a few of them followed. They 
couid feel danger above, and safety be­
low. and they scrambled wildly toward 
the back door.

“The doors were not locked—I am 
sure of that. At# l they did not swing 
inward. The children ahead must 
have stumbled, and then the others, 
huddling down the stairs, pressed upon 
them and crushed them down. and 
others upon them. 1 have seen sheep 
do tlie same,”

Dr. J. J. Hunt, chairman of the Hali­
fax School Board has issued the fol­
lowing circular letter to the prin­
cipals of the public schools. It is 
self-explanatory:
Dear Sir,—Owing to the recent ter­

rible catastrophe resulting in the 
death by fire of nearly 200 school 
children, I feel, as chairman of the 
School Board, that it would be well 
to call the attention of our teachers 
to the importance of taking every 
precaution in order to prevent loss of 
life in the event of any of our school 
buildings taking fire.
WHAT TEACHERS ARE 
EXPECTED TO DO.

The school commissioners arc doing 
everything they can in the matter of 
providing safety disaster, but they 
need your assistance and vigilance in 
seeing that the egress from every room 
is always kept clear and open—that 
the doors of the buildings arc kept un­
locked during school hours, and that 
they open without difficulty; also 
that there is no carelessness on the 
part of the school janitors. Any sug­
gestions you have to make in the mat­
ter Will be thankfully received and 
promptly carried out when practica­
ble.

In addition to what the commis­
sioners enn do (and they can do a 
good deal), they must still necessar­
ily depend on the teachers for strict 
and careful watchfulness from day to 
day. 1 would ask the principals to 
confer with their assistants from time 
to time and report to the chairman of 
the- board or to our supervisor at once 
if they see anÿ possibilities of danger. 
SYSTEMATIC FIRE 
DRILL IMPORTANT.

The matter of systematic fire drill 
is most Emportant, and it is hoped 
that it will not be neglected.

Members of the board will from time 
to time visit the different, schools to 
inspect the drill, and, when safe to do 
so, to test the conduct of the pupils 
in cast of a sudden alarm of fire. Iv i 
cry member of the board, and, I be­
lieve every teacher realizes now, more 
than ever, his or her responsibility in 
this matter.

To have the life of but one of these 
helpless little ones, entrusted to our 
care, lost through any want of care 
and neglect on our part would r.ot 
only be a crime, but would bring re­
morse that would continue with us to 
the end of life. I feel quite sure that, 
in view of the importance of the mat­
ter,' this letter will receive your ear­
nest attention. Caution is the moth­
er of safety. Thought beforehand is, 
better than regret afterwards.

It was not merely a local demon­
stration. It was a meeting in the 
interests of the sea provinces of the 
Dominion, and a resolution was pre­
sented which appealed with equal 
force to the people of any part in the 
maritime provinces.

Local differences between localities 
were lost sight of in the great pro­
ject of tho common good, and in int­
erests from Cape Breton to Yarmouth, 
across in Prince Edward Island and 
over in New Brunswick were as one 
in the stand that was taken for a 
maritime port for an all-year-round 
Atlantic steamship service.

There were no political differences 
cither, for on the same platform and 
appealing for an identical ^ purpose 
were Premier Murray and C. F. Tan­
ner. There were no liberals or con­
servatives, no city man or provincial 
man there—all were maritime men 
working for maritime interests.

It was n large meeting. No exuber­
ance of enthusiasm was manifested, but 
there was quiet determination in the 
auditorium as on the stage. It was 
a business meeting and was conducted 
on business principles.

SOME KNOWLEDGE PROFOUND
MONTREAL, March 12.—The ‘mport- 

ant announcement was made by Hon. 
Sydney Fisher at the Dominion For­
estry convention here today that the 
Dominion government, had decided to 
eet aside the whole eastern slope of 
the whole Rocky Mountains forever ns 
o forest reserve, extending clear from 
the boundary to the extreme northern 
limits of the country.

This vast region, he stated, would 
be «Wept free from settlers, and held 
for forest growth, which would be cut 
from time to time uieler such strict 
regulations as would preserve it for 
all time as a forest resource for thts 
y^est.

The announcement was received with 
hearty cheers by the delegates.

The convention, which is held here 
for the first time it* man# years, had 
a most auspicious opening, the mark­
ed features being the introduction « of 
the bi-lingu&l system, in an effort to 
interest the people of Quebec in for­
est conservation and the lively inter­
est in the matter displayed by the 
Catholic clergy of the province.

When Lieut. Governor Sir Louis 
Jette formally opened the convention 
he was accompanied by Hon. Sydney 
Fisher, Archbishop Bruchési, Bishop 
Haricot, Mgr. Laflame and Canon 
Dauth of Laval, all of whom took a 
very active part in the convex'ion.
