DESCRIPTIVE OF OTTAWA.

A prosperous and thriving city of Ontario, in the County of Carleton,

the administrative Capital of the Dominion of Canada, is situated at the

outlet of the Rideau River, on the S. side of the Ottawa, 45 m. N. of Pres-

cott, 95 m. NE. of Kingston, 255 m. NE. of Toronto, 126 m. WNW. of

Montreal, and 450 m from New York. Lat. 45° 20' N., long. 75' 43' W.
The Rideau Canal divides the city into two portions—the Upper and Lower

Town . The Government buildings, which stand on an elevated terrace

overlooking the River, are built in the Italian Gothic style, and have an

imposing appearance. The Parliament buildings are 500 ft. long, and the

two departmental buildings are 375 ft. long. Behind the centre tower is

the library, a detatched circular building after the plan of the British

Museum, and capable of holding 300,000 volumes. The streets of Ottawa

are well laid out, spacious, and well lighted, and contain many elegant

buildings. There are numerous charches of various denominaiions. and a

number of educational establishments and charitable institutions. Among
these h. the R.C. College, the Normal School, the Mechanics' Institute, and

the Ladies' College. Above the city are the famous Chaudiere Falls on the

Ottawa, which is here spanned by a fine bridge, connecting the city with

Hull, P.Q. From its situation, Ottawa possesses unrivalled facilities for

commerce, and has become the centre of the great lumber trade of the

Ottawa and its tributaries. The Ottawa is a large and important river of

the Dominion, ris<>s about lat. 48* 80' N.. long. 80* W., and flows 300 m.

SW., then 400 m. SE., in a tortuous course, to the St. Lawrence, which it

enters above Montreal. During itB course, it passes through several lakes,

whose waters it drains ; and it is augmented by numerous rivers and

smaller streams, the principal of which are'theGatineau, 420 m. long ; the

Rividre du Li^vre, 260 m., the Madawaska, 210 m.; the Couionge, 160 m.;

the Petewawa, 140 m. ; the Black River, 120 m. ; the Bonnechdre, 110 m .

the Rouge, 00 m.; the Mattawa. 44 m.; and the Rideau River, the Canal of

which connects the City of Ottawa with Kingston. The drainage basin

of the Ottawa has an area of about 80,000 sq. m. It flows through a forest

region, rich in red and white pine, and large quantities of timber are cut

on its banks and on those of its tributaries. The city was founded in 1727,

and was originally called Bytown ; it received its present name in 1654,

and became the Domirioii Capital in 1858. Several thriving villages lie on

its outskirts. The city is divided into seven wards, has a splendid system

of waterworks, an efiicient Fire Brigade, Electric Street Railways, etc.,

etc. Population in 1881, 27,410 ; 1891, 50,0(K).
