JAPANESE TRADE
HASRECORD YEAR

Exports and Imports Show Big
Increase Over Former
‘Figures.

Japan's foreigh trade 'In 1012 was
greater by $95,027.439 than for the pre-
vious record year of 1811. From 8$507,-
769,206 in 1911 the $95,927,439 advance in
1912 brought the grand total up to $603,-
686,645. These tigures are for Japan pri-
per, Taiwan (Formosa), and Chosen
(Corea), but exclude the Kwantung
leased territory, which serves largely as
a gateway for Japanese industrial effort
in Manchuria and the .other northeast-
ern provinces of China. In 1912, there-
fore, Japan's foreign commerce exceed-
ed all previous records.

In numerous important features
year recorded unprecedenied results,
Good crops as a rule at home andiin
China centributed to stimulate business
generally, The demand n the United
States for raw silk, Japan’'s chief staple
export, continuad to increase, and altho
there was a_ temnporary depression fol-
lowing the death of the late emperor,
the year as a whole proved to be the
most suecessful in the history of Japan’'s
rapidly expanding foreign commerce.

No doubt the most significant feature
of the year was the remarkable advance
in the sale of American products, par-
ticularly raw cotton. Heretofore the per-
centage rating of the United States in
exports to the far east, as compared
with European ecountries, has been de-
cidedly unfavorable, but for 1912 Ameri-

Rights of private property do not
entitle land holders to prohibit avi-
ators flying’ ovér their lands if such
fiying is: done ‘without oceasioning in-
cenveniences, but any abusc of this
privilege' by ‘a flyer will make him
legally responsible.

COALTRANSPORTED
THRU PIPE LINE

English Engineer Devises
Scheme for Economical

Handling.

An engineer employed a2t the electrical
works at Hammersmith, London, has dis-
covered a method for transporting coal
by water pressure thru a pipe. -By thig
scheme, it is stated, from 30-to 60 tons
of coal an hour can be carried thru an
8-inch pipe leading from the Thames and
under a road to the yard of the electrieal
works, ~ distance of €00 yards.

If the scheme is adopted, London Tit
Bits savs, & large mixing tank will be
erected by the coal wharf. ‘A mechanical
‘“‘grab’ will 1ift the coal from the barge,
and after passing into an .automatie
weighing machine, the coal will be filter-
ed into the mixing tank, which will con-
tain 15 per cent. of coal and 85 per cent.
of water,

A powerful electrically-driven pump
will hurl thé mixture of coal and water
at high velocity thru the transmission
tube to a reception tank at the works.
The coal will sink to the bottom, and
another pump will drive the water thru
a return pipe to the mixi tank, while
another “grab” will 1iff the coal out of
the reception tank into'the storage de-
partment.

Thus the whole process is autematic,
and the water is useéd over and over
again. Tho the initial cost of the plant
is approximately $50,000, it is estimated
that in time the money will be saved
over and over again.

BURSTING MAINS AT GALT.

‘GALT, Sept. 26.—(Special.)—Burst-
ing mains in the waterworks system,
laid down 12 years ago at a cost of
$250,000, are causing much trouble to
the department and hardship and in-
conveniénce to a’ large section of the
town. The difficulties are being met
by the use of gate valves. The sys-
tem is in control of a commission,
whose duties of late have become on-
erous and cxacting.

The extent to which government of-
ficials may go in their zeal to entrap
criminals by means of decoys is
clearly stated in the United States v.
Healy, 202 Federal Reporter, 349, by
the United States district court. The
conviction was | for selling imtoxi-
cants ‘to an Indian who was in the
service of the government officers as
a decoy. It was claimed that there
was suspicion that defendant was
making hke unlawful sales, and it
was sought to entrap him in this in-
stance. . Defeadant was ignorant that.
the purcnaser was an Indian, and

{'nothing in the latter's dress, speech,

manner or appearance sérved to put
him -on enquiry therein; the Indian
approximating those not Indians. Is
cuch .a conviction just? .The court
holds that & conviction under such
curcumstances is’' not only unjust, but
contrary to public policy. ~“Decoys
are permissible to entrap criminals.
but not to creaic them; to present op-
portunity to those having intent to, or
willing to commit crime, but not to
ensnare the. law-abiding - in uncon-
scious offending.’ Tho the seller has
violated the statute, he was the pas-
sive instrument of the government,
and his is a blameless wrong, for
which he cannot be justly convicted.”
The court concludes that in the case
at bar thes act was innocent, but for
the status of the solicitor and because
he is a decoy of concealed disability,
.the aet Is ‘blameless and there is es-
toppel ' agairst conviction. Were it
otherwise, honest men could easily
be made felons. for ‘many of the gov-
ernment’s Indian wards aré not dis-
tingud ¢.

MARK TWAIN FELL -
INPIRATES' HANDS

Former Ameriqan' Humorist
Gets Dose of Own
Medicirie.

During Mark Twain's first viait to our
home, writes Marion Schuyler Allen in
The Strand, a touch of the picturesque
signalized 'a step in our acquaintance,
Just such 'a “scene as might have come
out of one of his owrn boows.. The flag~
ship Euryalus ‘was entertaining, and we
had received word that something un-
usual and mysterious was to take place
during the afternoon. So we persuaded
Mark Twain to go with us, on a par-
ticular boat which we had been warned
not to miss,

As the steady old steamer with its bur-
den of light-hearted humanity calmily
steamed thru the Narrows, we . we:se
startled by the appearance of a ship's
long-boat, boasting‘a formidable gun dand
fuli of fierce-looking pirates! They were
armed to the teeth and wildly gosti-
culating.

Our ship was hailed, but on receiving
no reply three shots were fired across
our bow, which quickly brought us to
anchor.. They boarded us so eagerly that
they failed to secure their own | craft
firmly, and she was caught in the tide,
swirled upon a rock, and sank in the
chhannel. They swarmed over our ship in
their bloodthirsty array, capturing the
officers, iwo of whom were made to walk
thhe plank in full regalia. They hauled
down the British flag and flew the skull
and crossbones in its place. And when
the crew and passengers wors. thoroiy
intimidated. they ordered the ship to pro-
ceed to the Pirates’ Lair, officially known
as the Euryalus, that awaited her guests,
drawn up to the jetty, at the dock-vard.

The joke was wonderfully well done,
the costumes most realistic, and the act-
ing so good that one felt transposed into
the far-away days of Bermuda’'s early
history, when tradition says that to be
capturgd by pirates was nothing unusu:il
and almest o be expected “in  these
waters. 'The refreshing piquancy of it
all appealed to Mark Twain, and this
delightful adventure charmed him ex-
ceedingly.
