All along the line the Serbians and

PETROGRAD, Oct. :18.—8everal im-
portant successes were gained by the
Russian forces sonth of the Pripet
marshes, on the middle Styr, accord-
ing to the official statement of the
war office tonight. Over 3500 German
and Austrian soldiers, besides officers,
were captured. Five hundred were
taken prisoner in the occupation of
Soviechtchitzy, above Rafaiovka, as
well as thirteen officers, including two
battalion commanders. Near Pod-
cberevitchy station, west of Rafal-
ovka, Russian Cossacks, in a brilliant
charge, captured 80 officers, 1000 men
and some machine guns. The Village
of Koslinitchi was occupied, below
Czartorisk. Above this town the
Russians occupied Novoseiki, on the
Styr, and eaptured its bridgehead,
and repulsing an enemy counter-at-
tack, took over 300 German and Aus-
trian soldiers pnisoners. as well as
many bomb throwers and some tele-
graph stores. At dawn yesterday the
czar's troops entered Kulikoviehi,
above Novoselki, capturing over 1000
men and many ' machine guns and
bomb throwers.

On the Dvinsk front the Germans
did not ‘attempt to resume the offen-
sive after their attacks were repulsed
yesterday. Germans were dislodged
rom the Village of Nourviantzy with

enormous losses, the Russlans taking
many priscners and capturing many
machine guns,

ALTERATIONS IN

PATRIOTIC FUND

Changes Made Are With View
of Curtailing Expendi-
tures.

SOME NOT ELIGIBLE

In Other Cases Amounts to Be
Paid Will Be Re™ *
duced.

OTTAWA, Oct. 18. — Tmportant
changes in the administration of the
Patriotic Fund are announced today,
effective Nov. 1, as follows:

(1) Families in wnich the rather is
alive, able-bodied and under 66 years

pable of assum-

its support, should receive no
assistance from the fund. The fact
that the other male members are out
of work is not sufficient Justification
for granting aid.

(2) Families of men on garrison and
picket duty in Canada, known as ac-
tive home service men, must not here-
after be assisted by the fund.

(3) Where there are several children
in a soldier's family, only one may
be reckoned at the maximum rate, one
at the intermediateé, and all others at
the minimum rate,

Monthly Adequate,

(4) Where the wife of a Canadian
volunteer, C.E.F., has no children, is
well and strong, and is regularly in
receipt of separation allowance and
assigned pay she should not receive
more than $5 per month from the
fund. (It is felt that with $40 per
month from these three sources such
a woman cannot be regarded as being
in need.) This ruling does not apply
to widowed mothers, nor to married
women with children.

(6) No C.E.F. family receiving sep-
aration allpwance may draw more
th, $30 per month from the fund. no
m er how many persons it may in-
clude.

CHILDREN IN ACTION :
OVER FATHER’S FARM

Fannie and Eliza Palmer Begin
Suit to Sct Aside Two
Conveyances.

Suit to set aside two conveyances of
their father’s will was started ves-
terday in the non-jury assizes by
Fannie and Eliza Jane Palmer. The
late Thomas E. Palmer made a will
in May, 1913, leaving a 200-acre farm
in Markham Township, at Richmond
Hill, to his sons, Charles M. and Will-
jam.

The plaintiffs claim that when the
will was made out, their father was
incapakhle of transacting business. The
defendants allege that it was at their
father’'s ;'uggestion that the property
was deeded to them, and further that
the transfer was the carrying out'nt
an agreement made in 1908, by which
in return for the farm, they were each
to pay -their father an annuity of
$300,

On Aug. 7, 1913, the father made
a codicil to his will, by which he di-
vided his property equally between his
two sons and sevan daughters. This
codicil the defendants asked to have
revoked on the ground that undue in-
fluence was used by the plaintiffs. The
case is proceeding before Mr. Justice
Britton.

Temperance Workers Bend Ef-

forts in Wrong
Way.

-

BEER NOT HARMFUL

Flask Danger to Guard
Against With Young
Soldiers.

(London Free Press Oct. 15.)

Rev. R. W. Norwood, rector of
Cronyn Memorial Anglican Church, is
an out and out advocate of the wet
canteen for moldiers in camp, and in
an interview with The Free Press
vesterday declared himself as of the
opinion that the early closing of the
bars will not- meet the difficulties which
the legislation is calculated to offset.

Mr. Norwood does mot take the ground
that the legislation is bad because it
is not more extensive, but he holds
the opinion that temperance workers
are bending their efforts in a direction
that is ill-advised.

“The legislation is useless,” he de-
clared. “It leaves the sale of concen-
trated liquor open to the conslumer up
till the hour of closing, and only af-
fects the sale of beer and ale, which
are practically non-intoxicant, Whisies,
gin, rum, etc., are served in  small
flasks, and the man who craves over
stimulation can carry enough away
in his pocket to get drunk up a blind
alley. This new law will ot wstop
but provoke intemperance.”

Mr. Norwood explains that his opin-
ion ‘is based on the assumption that
a man will carry away his concentrat-
ed spirits and “acquire his Jag up a
blind alley.” He declares that because
of the fact that the legislation is bas-
ed upon the desire to protect the
soldiers from drink, he considers its
aspects mainly as concerning soldiers.

“Many of those men at the camp are
boys from 19 to 21 years of age, who
are not accustomed to drinking,” he
told The Free Press. “Consequently
one of them can carry away g small
flack that does not show on his person,
and in a minute can dring up the con-
tents and become drunk. On the other
hand a man would have to drink abuck-
et of beer or ale to make his drunk,and
in consequence I look upon these bev-
erages - as virtual non-intoxicants
The bottle trade is not great in beer
because a man would have to carry
away too great a bulk of that stuff
to lose his sabriety. A beer drinker,
who is at all accustomed to drinking,
Goes not get dmink. His system ab-
so:bs it. My .experience has shown
that men do not get their jags from
beer. They may take a drink of beer
and then put a whisky on top of it.
Then another drink of beer,’and the
uext whisky hits them between the
eyes.

“I do not wish to apvear to be
lacking in sympathy with those peo-
ple who are working for such legis-
Jation, but I believe that their efforts
are ill-advised. I believe that the
right move for the soldie s is the wet
canteen or their own gr-ounds, where
only bear and ale are scli. 1 would
n ake it a punishable offence to take
drink elscwhere. and then 1 believe
that we would 4nd practizally nn
drunkenness. A man would not mi%
Lis drink with whisky. and he would
Lave to drink a great deal of beer to
losc his sobriety.”

WIFE TELLS STORY
 ABOUT BEING SHOT
Alice John:t:r:—Cives Evi-

dence Against Husband at
" Opening of Trial.

NOT LIVING TOGETHER

Johnston Alleged to Have
Gone to House After
Sending Note.

Charged with having attempted to
murder his wife, Alice Johnston, by
shooting her, at 289 Parliament street,
on Aug. 30 last, George Johnston, aged
60 years, appeared before Sir John
Boyd in the criminal assizeg yester-
day. Johnston and his wife have not
been living together for over a year,
and it was said, with the idea of hav-
ing a reconciliation, that he wrote a
letter to her prior to the alleged shoot-
ing.

The letter read: “I ‘do not want my
love, to turn to hate, so meet me on
Monday, 4 o'clock, at the corner of
Wilton avenue and Parliament street,
and we will go and have tea together.”

Johnston received no reply to his
letter, and it is alleged, on the after-
roon of Aug. 30, walked into his wife's
house and fired two revolver shota at
her, the last one taking effect in her

When questioned by Crown Prose-
cutor’ Rose he claimed to have had
no knowledge of the shooting and said
that he was under the influence of
liquor at the time.

Mrs. Johnston, in giving her evi-
dence, said: “He walked into the house
and asked the children where their
mother was. He then came upstairs,
but a knock occurred at the door and
I left him to answer it. He followed
me downstairs and fired one shot,which
misged. ‘I ran to-my sister’s next Joor,
but_he followed me in, and, backing
me up against the wall, placed the
revolver against my head and said,
‘I will finish you now.! The shot took
effect in my lip. He attempted to
fire a third time, but the revolver
missed fire, and he threw it aside and
ran out of the house.”

INCANADA'S TRADE

lncfease of Fifty-Nine Million
Dollars for Past Six
Months.

FISH EXPORTS GROW

Balance Definitely Turns in
Favor of Dominion, Ot-
tawa Finds.

OTTAWA, Ont., Oct. 18.—The total
Canadian trade for the six months of
the fiscal year ending. Sept. 30 last
was well over half a billion dollars,
according to the official statement
issued by the Hon, J. D. Reid, minis-
ter of customs, today. The figures
show a very satisfactory advance over
the corresponding six months of 1914,
which were $500,634,000, as against
$559,529,000 for the six months just
ended, or, in round figures, a total in-
crease of trade of $59,000,000.

The trade for September just ended
was as follows: Merchandise entered
for consumption, $38,026,000; domes-
tic exports, $46,129,000, or a total of
$84,156,000. This is a considerable ad-
vance on September, 1914, when the
imports were $36,567,000, and the
domestic exports $31,796,000, or a total
of 368,363\000. The export of manu-
fuctured goods for September was
very heavy, reaching a total of $9,-
244,000, compared with $5,188,000 for
September, 1914; of agricultural pro-
ducts, $11,139,000 worth were export-
ed last September, as against $7,478,-
000 for the corresponding month last
year. The export of domestic animals
and their produce was also heavy, be-
ing $10,188,000, against $7,063,000 for
September, 1914,

It is interesting to note there is a
substantial increase in the export of
domestic fisheries for the month of
September, the total being $2,750,000,
against $1,900,000 for September, 1914.
The importation of free goods for
September last was $15,746,000, as
compared with $13,991,000 for Sep-
tember, 1914. For the six months end-
ing September last, Canada imported
of free and dutiable goods $213,588,000.
During the same period she export-
ed $246,392,000, so that the value .of
exports was considerably greater than
the value of the imports. On the
whole, the showing is a very satis-
factory one, the duty collected for the
six months just ended being $44,418,-
000, as .compared with $42,857,000 for
the corresponding period of 1914,

Nickel or Cobalt Coinage for
Canada

of nickel five-cent pieces. Our silver
five-cent piece is a small, insignificant,
elusive coin, difficult to pick up; and
as we are the world's largest producers
of nickel, we should have a convenient
coinage of that metal. The Americans
use it; and having lived in their coun-
try for years, I found “nickels” pop-
ular. Foreigners, even the people of
the United States, think nickel is pro-
duced in that country; it is from
Canada. M.

[Some years ago a proposal, in par-
liament, to mint nickel for our smal-
ler coins was duly shelved. We now
produce plenty of cobalt metal as well
as nickel, and cobalt would make
still better one and five-cent pieces.
Why should not the minister of fi-
nance mint Cobalt and make a market
for it, or at least use nickel like forty
other governments? Editor World.]

COME TO TORONTO

Carload Arrives as Experi-
ment—May Help
' Situation.

ONIONS FROM THE WEST

Sample on Market From
British Columbia of Good

Quality.

Another event which shows jtist how
great the resources of this country are,
took place yesterday at the wholesale
fruit and vegetable market, when one of
the firms had a car of potatoes shipped

in from Alberta, the first car from there
to arrive on the market, which will sell
at $1.10 per bag; that is, from 10c to 15¢
per bag leks than eastern potatoes, which
are so scarce this season; and if this
trial proves a success, others will be
brought in, which should - alleviate the
potato situation.

One of the brokers also had samples
of onions from British Columbia, for
which he was trying to obtain orders.
They were of splendid guality, but the
freight rates are so high—89%¢ per bag
(100 1bs), 40 per bag more than the origi-
nal cost of the onions, 85c—that they
make the price he has to obtain rather
high. However, he expects them to seil
well, and pantly take the place of the
Spaniesh onions, which are going to be
hard to obtain,

Peaches are still being shipped in, but
the general quality is poor, the bulk of
the 1l-quart baskets selling at 25e¢ and
30c, a very few fairly choice ones bring-
ing 50c and 60c, while the six-quarts sold
at 20c to 30c, a few extra choice ones
going as high as 50c.

Flums were noted for their absence,

Pears were mostly of the Keefer vari-
ety, which sold at 26c per 1l-quart bas-
ket, a few choice Duchess bringing 60c
per ll-quart basket, the imported Bart-
letts melling at $3 per bushel hamper.

There are a faw cantaloupes being ship-
ped in, but there is absolutely no sale for
them, and they .stay on the market until
most of them have to be thrown out,
