Started In Cellar, *
The fire started in the cellar of the 

book bindery, -wnere the furnace is 
located, and, It is thought, was caused 
by some «havings on the floor there be­
coming ignited from the furnace. The 
blaze was discovered by some employes 
of the Duncan firm a dew minutes past 
8 o’clock, and at that time was not 
Considered particularly serious. The. 
Bell Telephone people, who handle 
nearly all the fire alarms in the city, 
were promptly notified, according to 
the officers of Duncan & Co., but it 
was some time before the fire depart­
ment arrived on the scene, owing, it 
is charged, to the delay of the. tele­
phone company In transmitting the 
alarm.
