Pearis : Thelr Origin and Growth.

In olden days there were - vari
theories about the origin of pea(x"?:,
some of them being mere poetic fancies.
Centuries 'ago - it was believed that
pearls were drops of dew that gained
entrance into oyster shells and were
there transformed into lustrous gems.
Arab and Indian divers still, believe
that at certain seasons oysters come
to the surface and suck in the rain-
drops that later become pearls.

Science, however, has discovered the
r:ea} origin to be a worm. Dr. Hugh M.
bp'n_th. writing on this subject in The
National Geographic Magazine, says:

We now know that almostt any

mud or shell, a plece of seaweed or
a small animal—may by .ts irritation
cause the mollusk to cover it with
nacre and make it the nucleus of a
pearl; but the largest part of the ani-
1mal pearl crop of the world is due
to parasites that normally pass a part

the pearl oyster,

Minute spherical larvae of marine

worms known as Cestodes become em-
bedded in the soft tissues, as many as
forty having been found in one Ceylon
oyster. As the result of irritation, the
oyster . forms a protecting sac about
the intruder, and then, if the larvae
dies, its. body is gradually converted
into carbonate of lime, and the pearly
. mmass proceeds to grow with the shell.
i If the:ilarvae. lives it may pas sinto
the body of the strong-jawed trigger
fishes, which prey on the pearl oysters,
there undergoing further development.
Ultimately it reaches the body of the
great rays, which, in turn, eat
trigger fishes. In the rays the worms
attain full development,
larvae that are cast into the sea and
find lodgmeni in pearl oysters. Thus
 the eycle is begun once more.
! We may literally accept the saying of
a celebrated French investigator, that
*‘the most beautiful pearl is in reality
only the brilliant sarcophagus of a
worm.”

Constitutional authorities in the
TUnited States -are and have been
busily engaged in discussing the com-—
plications that may possibly arise af-
ter the coming United States election.
Theoretically* the presidential election
rests with certain groups of men equal
in number in each state, with its total
of senators and representatives in con~
_gress. Under {normal circumstances
these groups vote for the candidate of
their party, but there is no legal pro-
vigion requiring them to do thid. The
moral obligation has hitherto sufficed,
and might now have sufficed, but for
the unprecedented situation created by
the intrusion of an independent party.
Without entering upon the complica-
tions arising out of the candidacy of
Col. Roosevelt in opposifion both to
President Taft, the recognized Repub-
"HWean nominee, and Gov. Wobdrow Wil-
son; the accepted Démocratic cham-
pion, attention has been concentrated
on thé probable issue of the contest for
representation in the electoral college.
In order to a presldential election one
or other of the candidates must have
en absolute majority of the whole num-
ber of electoral votes—Iif none is given,
the duty devolves upon the house of
representatives alone., But, in this
event, each state casts one vote, and
the nature of that vofe is determined
by the political majority of its repre-
sentatives. As it happens, in the pres-
ent house there are 22 states with a
Republican majority and an equal
.mumber ' of states with a Demoeratic
majority. The remaining four states
are evefxly divided pol.it‘ically and can
cast no vote at all.! Since an absolute
majority of states is required, it is

plain that unless some of the states |

cross the floor, the house will also fail
to eject a president.

Failing an election by the house of
representatives, the senate is called
upon to elect one of the three vice-
presidential candidates as acting pre-
sident. Here again is. another compii-
cation, for the senate, nominally Re-
publican, has its majority compaosed of
both Conservatives and Progressives.
It ig possible, therefore, that éven the
senate may fail to elect a president.
In that event, the curious are asking
how it will be possitle to carry on the
gavernment of the United States. Ac-
cording to the Presidential Succession
Act, on the death, ineapacity or dis-
ability of the president, the vice-pre-
sident becomes hisesuctessor. Should
the vice-president fail, the succession
descends to the. secretary of state;
end on his default, to the remaining
members of the president’s cabinet in
onder of seniority. But some coustitu-
tional authorities hold that the end of
:the presidential term automatically
dissolves the cabinet. If that conten—
tion is correct.and there has been no
préceding election of a president, the
United States will be confronted with
en unparalleled situation, which may
leave even the president 4t the mercy
of a supreme court that has already
established its right to declare uncon-
stitutional an act passed by congress
and subscribed by the chief executive.

McNally Boy Met
Accidental Death

e

Was Crushed Between Two Log Poles
Belonging to the City Hydro.
Electric System,

“We find that George McNally came
to his death by being accidentally
crushed between 2 log poles belonging
to the Hydro-Electric- Comipany in thelr
yvards on Edwin stréet on Sept. 26, as
result of which he died on Oct. 1 at
the Hospital for Sick Children. We
strongly recommend that concerns op-
erating such yards have them properly
enclosed, to preclude entranée, and al-
so that restricting signs be placed con-
spicuously,” was the verdict returned
by a jury under Coroner Wigham at
the morgue last night.

McNally, who was but four years of
age, was found caught between two
log poles, which were resting upon
stays about two feet above the ground
in the storage yards of the company.
No one saw the accident take placs,
but it is supposed MoNally fell be-
tween the two poles, the jar causinz
them to roll against him.

It was shown that altho there is a
high fence around the yards, the two
gateways ‘had been left without gates,
and as a result children of the neigh-
borhood would often go among the
poles to play. The day after the acci-
dent, however, proper gates were erect-
ed and the yards since Kept free of
children. No signe warning persons
against entering the yards had been
placed up.

The platform pledges the legislature
to provide 'for a constitutiona! conven-
tion to pags on the initiative, the refer-
endum, woman- suffrage and the short
ballot, and declares in favor of submit-
ting the woman suffrage amendment
to the people “as soon as possible.”

Italy’s Greatest Engineering Feat.

Just fifty years ago there was in-
augurated in Italy the greatest en-
gineering feat ever conceived in that
country—the draining of the Fucian
Lake. The great havoe caused by the
floods of 1852 decided the Italian
government to undertake the problem
seriously, A company was formed but,
The Westminster Gazetfte says, it met
with such difficulties and was so badly
managed that it was on the point of
bankruptey.

The patriotic Prince Alexander Tor-
lonja bought up all the stock and com-
menced the work again. In August,
1862, the first spadeful of eanth was
turned. Time after time the. main
drainage canal .had to be enlarged,
until in- 1875 the-lake was completely
drained. To complete this magnificent
work it was then necessary to build
500 miles of irrigation canals and 238
bridges to créss them.. Thus one of the
great engineering works of ciyilization
was completed.

Instead of a lake where 200 fishermen
eked out a miserable existence by sel-
iling a few pounds of fish, 28,000 acres
| of land were restored to agriculture.

The Oid City of Panama

“The site of the oM City of Panama,
the ruinl of which are still visible, is
said to be ons of the most romantic
and interesting spots to visit on the
Isthmus, Old Panamea was founded in
1519 by Pedro Arias Davila, an army
colonel, who, according to a writer in
Peru, had been sent by the S
crown as military governor of n.

' the old city was a point|®
on the beach, €alled by the Indians
“panama,” and Davila, or Pedrarias, as
he was called gave the town the native
name. In 1521 the governnient, bis-
hopric and colonists removed to the
city, after great privation and suf-
fering, in which thousands perished.

Some years later expeditions started
from Papama for the southern coast,
that under Pizarro ing as far ag
Peru. Its:result is most familiar
chapter in the history of Bouth
America. With the conquest of Peru
and the discovery and exploitations of
the gold mines in- the -Isthmus of
Darien, Old Panama became an em-
porium for the wealth of the surround-
ing region, and the gateway thru
which mucix of that of the coast passed
to Spain.

It attained such prominence in the
following century as to attract the at-
tention of the buccaneers, and to tempt
the expedition which ended in its de-
struction. Flushed ‘with his previous
successes against the Spanish colonists,
Henry Morgan, an English buccaneer,
with a following of twenty des-
peradoes, set out against Old Panama
from Chagres Castle on January, 18,
1671.

Ten days later the plrates arrived
before the city, stormed and captured
it after a sanguinary battle, and sack-
ed it. The pirates wou unable to pre-
the city by the
Spaniards, who, finding their cause
lost, applied the torch to cheat the
pirates of their loot, thereby ‘!ﬂu a
hint, which thHe mnowu acted upon
at Moscow, as a check to Napoleon.
Two years after the destruction of Old
Panama the present city was laid.
