The British delegation will be head-
ed by ILloyd George, Bonar Law and
Mr. Balfour, but there will be at-
tached an extensive retinue of offi-
cials from the foreign office and from
the various services.

The Canadian mission will proceed
to Paris in time for this conference
and the prime minister,” Sir Robert
Borden, will represent Canada in
these preliminary and important dis-
cussions.

The date for the official peace con-
gress_has not yet been fixed. It can
be called in short order, as the dele-
gates who are to attend it are now
in Paris or on their way there. The
belief is that the inter-allied confer-
ences will require atout a fortnight,
and that the actual peace tonference
will begin its work about the first
of Fehrnarv,

Consideration for Dominions,

The questions of representation of
the various countries entitled to be
present at this congress have not yet
been fully settled, and may not be un-
til they are considered by the in‘er-
allied conference, but it may be said
that the British dominions will re-
ceive consideration commensurate
with their participation in the war
and ‘heir status in the family of Brit-
ish nations.

The length of time which will be
necessary to bring results at the peace
conference is a subject of speculation,
but the opinion is daily growing that
the world necessities will force a
speeding up of the negotiations. So
great is the complexity of the innum-
erable questions to be dealt with that
§t is apparent that a final and definite
settlement of them all would !nvolve
at léast a session of six months. The
economic and political conditions in all
of the belligerent countries forbid that*
war cond'tions should prevail for so
long a period of time.

The need for an early termination
of the state of war in the allied coun-
tries in order that the readjustment of :
peace should begin is very great. It!
is therefore freely conjectured that
the conference will lay down -the
terms of peace on broad general lines,
embodying these in a document which
will operate as the peace treaty. and
will then proceed to create gontinu-
ing agencies which will undertake to
work out these prineiples arid apnly
them as required. This would neces-
sitate reconvening the peace congress
at a later date, or the calling of a
new international conference to re-
view and validate the actions of these
bodies, but this is not regarded as a
disqualification of the plan, as under |
the new world order which it is hoped |
will date from the peace conference,
there will have to be periodic gather-
ings of this nature.

LION DEATHS
LAID AT THE DOOR
OF COMMONLOUSE

Probability That Toll of Mor-
tality From This Cause Was
Much Greater.

BEARER OF TYPHUS

Five Hundred a Day Was the
Death List in Small
City of Jassy.

AN

London, Jan. 2.—Of the insects re-
sponsible for the death or disablement
of hundreds of thousands in the war
zone, the louse.js declared authori-
tatively to have been one of the most
deadly and to have accounted for at
least a million persons.

That, however, is only a rough es¢-
timate, and the probability is that the
toll was infinitely higher, for in Ser-
bia alone typhus, a louse-borne dis-
| ease, infected nearly one million per-
sons and Kkilled five hundred a day
in the little city of Jassy, while 200
of the 1200 medical officers in the
country died from the disease. This
disease spread over Russia, Austria.
Germany and the Balkans geénerally.

These figures are vouched for in a
publication vouched for by’ Lieut.
Lloyd, who was chief entomologist in
northern Rhodesia. He says:

“Typhus, one of the most dreaded
epidemic Jiseases of man, js entirely
due to the agctivities of lice. The
same remark applies to relapsing fever
over the greater portion of the world.
Still a third disease, trench fever, has
been placed to the credit of the louse,
and possibly eveih now the full extent
of its guilt 4s net known.”

Lieut. Lloyd. in discussing the ty-
phus outbreak at the notorious Wit-
tenberg camp in Germany, from which
the German doctors fled, makes the
statement: “The Germans know, as
we Jdo, that typhus is spread by lice,
and that the epidemic could have been
short and stamped out a week "after
its commencement by the disinfection
of all prisoners. One of the few good
points about insect-borne diseases is
that they are entir2ly preventable, if
preventive measures are taken in ‘time
and carried out in a thoro manner.”

Appeals for Intercoyrse Between Parts Occu-

In return, the
allies will appoint a commissiener to
arrange for certain quantities of raw
materials to be sent across the Rhine
into Germany. This will prevent un-
employment, which otherwise might
have resulted—to take one example—
in the iron smelting district of Essen
and Dortmund, whose supply of iron
ore from the Lorraine and Saare re- |
gion had been suspended since the
armistice.

In addition, the British military gov-

3,000,000 STUDENTS
IN THE BRITISH ARMY

London, Jan. 2.—Lord Gorrell, de-
puty director of army staff dutles, in
a speech at University College here
today, said that educational work and
requirements among British troops
was the most astonishing thing of the
war. The army contained at least
3.000,000 students. It constituted the
largest school in the world before the

i armistice.

Education was given in order to
divert men’s minds from the terrors
of war.

Recently 72,000 books had
been despatched to France for the
British army which was clamoring
for more. In connection with this
the authorities in France had ord-
ered two million pencils fortnightly
which were more than were in exist-
ence.

No Grants, Says In-
spector Cowley.

BUILD AT ONCE
Must Fulfil Conditions

Continue to Function

Legally.

Official warning from the chief in-
spector that/ the Toronto Board of
. Bducation must, to comply with the
. provincial statutes, immediately fhau-
gurate a comprehensive building cam-
paign, was served oa the members
last night. Chief Inspector R. H.

- Cowley, in issuing the warning, acted
in the dual capacity of a provincial
as well as a municipal official. The
forfeiture of the grant for failure to
comply with the Ontario Education
Department regulations would mean a

of about $60,000 a year by the

oronto public school ratepayers.

The notification by the chief in-
spector was as follows:

In view of the steady increase in
attendance at the public schools and
the comparative inaction respecting
school construction, it is my duty at
this juncture wespectfully to notify
you that, pending ‘adequate steps to
provide satisfactory school accommo-
dations, your board will not be en-
titled to receive further Ilegislative
grants from the province.

Your Duty.

The legislature has empowered your
board and has made it your duty to
provide suitable buildings, cquipment
and teachers for conducting a system
of public education, and the interven-
tion of no other body can be recog-
nized as relieving you of the duty of
exercising your powers to the utmost
to this end.

The use of portable buildings, base-
ments and other temporary accommo-
dations can be permitted only as a
provision in an unforeseen emergency,
and only during the time actually ne-
cessary to provide the permanent ac-
commodations lawfully required. All
the children of all publi¢ school sup-
porters have equal rights to equal
educational opportunity, and all must
be given satisfactory wschool accom-
modations as soon as that is physically
possible.

Thru your board no® taking suffi-
ciently prompt action the children at
Glen Grove and Glenholme Schools, for
example, must be housed in portable
puildings longer than otherwise ne-
cessary. A board is responsible in
such matters for the delays of its
committees, and it is responsible for
alternative action when it declines to
act on the recommendation of a com-
mittee. Temporary accommodations
have also been in use too long in other
parts of the city.

The license which your board exer-
cised in the national emergency does
“mnot constitute an authority for the
board or a right for the present occu-
pants to continue in use of the new
Jesse Ketchum School. This building
must be vacated and msade ready
without further delay for the use of
the 900 pupils of the neighborhood, in
whose behalf your board is lawfully
bound to provide modern school ac-
commodation with the funds your
board obtained from the public school
supporters of Toronto for that specific
purpose. :

The districts of Rose avenue, Win-
chester street and Dufferin Schools
have not been ‘adequately relieved by
the new Park School ,and at leas® one
new building must be provided there.

Also the situation in several other
parts of the city calls for prompt con-
structive action if public school pupils
are to have, as soon as required, the
aceommodations to which they are en-
titled.

In the past four years the attend-
ance at the public schools of the city
has increased by about 10,000, “ue
rate of increase being maintained dure
ing the year just closed.

Under such circumstances there is
no alternative before your board but
to resume immediately a sufficiently
comprehensive building scheme to
meet fully, as soon as they a-ise, *the
r_etquirements in every section of the
eity.

Only by fulfilling: the conditions
which will entitle you to receive the
ennual legislative ' grants can you
continue to function legally as a board
of 'education.

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The Farmers of the West Want
Unit Banks.

The United Farmers of the Canadian

western provinces are in favor of “unit

banks,” like those that prevail all over,

the States, but especially in the west.
They are of smaller capital, some of
them quite small in, this respect, ' but
all run and the stock mainly owned
by local men. The president is
the cashier. He knows all the busi-
ness men of the town or village, all the
farmers about, and he is often open to
do business in 'the evening. And they
grade up to banks of rather large di-
 snensions. They are full of local pep.

At presént no bank can be chartered
in Canada unless it has a subscribed
capital of five hundred thousand dol-
lars and two hundred and fifty thou-
sand dollars of paid-up capital.

» 1In the States, as we said, especially
"4n the west, they are paramount. Such
‘u bank has many advantages and may
have many drawbacks, but our western
friends see no good reason why we
should not have in Canada both the
big chartered bank with its numer-
ous branches and the smail self-
contained unit bank, owned and oper-
ated by the people of the community
in which it operates.

The committee on rural credits. . will
report to the coming convention of
the United Farmers of Alberta at
Edmonton a resolution in favor of
the unit bank with a capital as low
as ten thousand dollars. The resolu-
tion . would have parliament amend
the Bank Act so as to authorize pro-
wvincial legislatures to charter such
banks. Whether there could or
should be such a delegation of power
by the Dominion Parliament we are
not ready.at the moment to say, but
undoubtedly the Bank Act could be 80
amended as to authorize the creation
©of unit banks under federal  law.
The subject is one of no little im-
portance and will no doubt be pressed
upon the attention of the Dominion
House at the coming session, ‘

The U. S. Railway Situation.

When President Wilson braved the
.-chilling atmosphere of the capitol long
enough to say good-by to congress be-
fore sailing away to Europe, he left
the railway question very much up in
the air. Altho usually quite set in his
views and pogsitive in their expression,
the president on that occasion told
the senators and representatives that
he had “no confident judgment ‘of his
own.” With unconscious humor he
urged the members of congress to
study and investigate the difficult
railway problem ‘while he journeyed
oversea. The one point upon which
he wds emphatic was that the roads
should either be nationalized or turned
back to their owners without delay.
Altho the government was authorized
by act of congress to retain posses-
sion of the roads for twenty-one

months after the signing of peace, Mr. |

Wilson argued that the roads should
be returned at an earlier day unless
congress decided upon nationalization.

Something lilke a sensation
therefore caused when Director-General
McAdoo in his valedictory message to
congress recommended that the roads
be kept in possession and control of
the government until Jan. 1, 1924, but
added that 4

The president has given me per-
mission to say that this conclusion
accords with his own view of the
matter,

What congress will do remains to
be seen. The present congress dies
on March 4, and not much can be
accomplished in the meantime with
the president out of the country, The
mew congress which assembles next
December will be hostile to the ad-
ministration.

Mr. McAdoo argues that it will take
five years to complete the betterment,
terminals, reconstruction and new
equipment planned by the government,
He says that the five-year period
would give government operation a
air test; further, it would, in his
ppinion, take the railway question out
f politics.

Press .comments connated by The
Literary Digest show a sharp dif-
tference of opinion among the Amer-
ican hewspapers on the subject of
Mr. McAdoo's recommendation. They
all seem to realize that five vears
more of government operation means
permanent ..ationalization. Hence the
arguments directed again:st five years
more of government control are the
old weather-beaten arguments against
public ownership generally, with
which we in this country have been
long familiar, :

Basle, Jan. 2—The Vienna Frem-
denblatt publishes a pqte. tra.pamitted
verbally to the dlplomatlc corps in
Vienna, by the German-Austrian gov-
ernment, expressing hope that the
existence and liberty - of the .inde-
pendent state of German-Austria will
be recognized by the civilized world
and a place assured for it in the so-
ciety of nations. The note defines
German-Austria as  ‘“internal Aus-
tria” with German Styria, German
Tyrol, German Carinthia and the
German districts of northern Bo-
hemia.

DEMAND OVERTHROW

Berlin, Jan. 2.—Three thousand
members of the newly-organized
Christian People’s party, which suc-
ceeds the former Centrists, marched
to the ministry of religion and educa-
tion in Unter den Lingden at noon yes-
terday and made a Vehement protest
against the administration of Adolf
Hoffmann, Independent Socialist, who
has become unpopular in church cir-
cles because of his attempted legisla-
tion regarding religious liberty in
parochial schools. The demonstration
was under the leadership of Secretary
Pfeiffer of the Christian People’s
party, who is a candidate for the na-
tional assembly. |

Pfeiffer demanded the overthrow of
the Socialist republic and the estab-
lishment of a free democracy. There
were shouts of “Out with Hoffmann,
who cannot read or write German,”
but the radical minister of arts, science
and religion was not to be seen. The
crowd then moved to the chancellor's
palace, where it called for Premier
Ebert, but no cabinet ministers were
visible.

SELECTIVE BASIS
FOR DEMOBILIZATION

Of Ten Million People in' Britain
in War Work, Nearly Million
Released.

8.30 a.m.

London, Jan. 2.—Reuter’'s has re-
ceived the following statement in regard
to demobilization !» Great Britain, af-
fecting at least ten million men and
women who were engaged in Britain's
war effort and of whom 775,000 who have
already been released, including 270,-
000 soldiers and sailors, 115,000 returned
war prisoners and 390,000 munition work-

ers: . o
The three fachs governing demobili-

zation are the size of the British army,
which must for the present be maintain-
ed. This has already been practically
settled by Marshal Foch in conference
with the allies holding the western
lines. Secondly, the machinery of dis-
charge, and thirdly the economic situa-
tion at home. : :

At the present time demobx{izatxon'is
proceeding on a selective basis as dis-
tinet from discharge by units, the men
being selected as far as possible among
those who are most essential to in-
dustry. Obviously to demobilize the
seven million men of the army and navy
on a selective basis is a colossal task.
Moreover the army has been moving
forward with many services working at
a higher standard than during the fight-
ing. Should the existing strain on the
armies be relieved there will be a
change from the selective basis of de-
mobilization to the industrial basis,
while later it may be possible to work
on a formation basis, bringing the for-
mation home and then demobilizing col-
lectively.

One Great Problem.

One of the great problems is trans-
portation, especially over the devastat-
ed areas of France. Marshal Foch de-
clared that on a selective basis the
maximum he can discharge from the
army in France is ten thousand daily,
while on a non-selective, basis he can
release twenty-two thousand daily with
the same transportation facilities, By
opening a passage thru Antwerp it would
be possible considerably to increase these
numbers, but this step would take time,
At the present time 272000 people are
drawing out of work benefit, while the
out of work population is advancing
to 17 per thousand of the total popula-
tion weekly,

Consequently, in demobilizing the un-
employment factor must steadily
borne in mind. The authorities
however, not alarmed at
situation. There exists a good deal of
optimism as regards the revival of in-
dustry, and it is believed that a boom
will come later,
