American and English Newspapers,
From The Nineteenth Century.

The American newspaper is—from one 
point of view, at least—much more open 
than the English; there is no influence 
whatever that will induce the average Am­
erican journalist to suppress what he con­
siders to be news, however embarrassing 
the disclosure may be to the Government, 
mortifying to Individuals, or 
able to the general reputation of the com­
munity. The result of hls ferreting out 
every fact of Interest, and perfect candor 
and unshrinking boldness in publishing it, 
is that foreigners obtain the impression 
from reading American journals that Am­
erican life, in all of its branches, social, 
political, commercial and financial. Is the 
most corrupt in existence; but this is be­
cause all that Is bad is dragged into light. 
If the press of Europe to-day were so can­
did, bold, and thoro as the American press, 
there would be spread abroad as deep an 
impression of corruption In some branches 
of European life—in the social and finan­
cial, certainly; perhaps, in the commercial, 
tho not In the political—as now prevails 
about American life.

How long would the American press have 
refrained from exposing the Inefficiency 
and incompetency which the English them­
selves admit they have in too many cases 
shown In the Boer war, had that war been 
one in which the United States was en­
gaged? Unlike the contest with the Boers, 
the Spanish-Amcrican contest was a tri­
umph from beginning to end; and yet this 
did not deter a pitiless exposure, at the 
moment of every error of judgment and of 
every instance of corruption that marked 
Its progress. If the Boer war had been an 
American enterprise, not a single transac­
tion would have been left in the dark; 
there would have been no veil to tear away 
from its events when the conflict was over, 
because no veil would have been permit­
ted to exist from the beginning; nor would 
any man have been too high in rank, tho 
Secretary of War or Commander-In-Chief, 
to be held up to condemnation If In fault.

These 
words, we are told, ‘‘show .the happy posi­
tion of the Dominion under the tutelage 
of two of the mightiest nations of the 
globe. If the long threatened coalition 
against the British Empire should be form­
ed and war should result, all Canada would 
have to do to avoid the blighting effects of 
the contest would be to seize the oppor­
tunity to throw off the European yoke.

LOCOMOTIVE OF THE FUTURE,

CANADA’S ACQUIESCENCE.
Philadelphia, May 24.—Speaking at the 

meeting of the New England Railroad 
Club on “The Locomotive of the Future,” 
Mr. S. M. Vauclain said: “The Improve­
ment of the locomotive will embrace the 
further development of those features in­
vented in the previous century ; compound­
ing of all locomotives upon some system 
now used, or yet to be Invented, will be 
almost universal; the wide fire-box and 
tubular- boiler will be carried to tne limit 
of human ability to manage it. Ibis Will 
give place to the water tube toiler, espe­
cially so for high speeds. Already bright 
minds are employed in designing a boiler 
<>f this description which can be placed on 
our arrangement of cylinders, undervalu­
ing, wheels and machinery—a system that 
will give three times the heating sunace 
for an equivalent weight. Higher pressures 
will then be common, and wc all may live 
to see triple and even quadruple expan­
sion locomotives almost nols -lesaly per­
forming their work. High speeds will be 
used for all trains carrying human freight, 
but long and heavy express trains will 
be handled with facility by the Improved 
high-pressure compound locomotives of that 
period.

“ElectJrlcity as a motive power will 
steadily gain friends, large plants will be 
erected for supplying current, wafer power 
where available is now being employed 
and the lives of great men are being 
spent In an endeavor to solve this great 
problem.

Perhaps so. but it Is the opinion 
that for our trunk line traffic electricity 
will not be used until It can be generated 
economically on the locomotive itself, it 
is in this direction we look for success, as 
we now use up but a small p?r cent, of 
the calorific power of coal in our best 
steam locomotives. As the electric loco 
motive occupies relatively the position 
that steam locomotives did a century ago, 
those who live In 2001 may merely have 
recollections of the wonderful events of 
our present age.”

An Interesting: Movement That tbe 
Royal Visitors Doubtless Saw 

at Ballarat.
Whe nthe Duke and Duchess of Cornwall 

visited the Golden City of Ballarat a few 
days ago they must have seen, rising from 
the plains outside the town, a tall mono­
lith surmounting a wide platform of blue- 
Btoue with a cannon at each angle. That 
monument should have 
thoughts to the Heir to the Throne who 
was being welcomed with enthusiastic loy­
alty on the very ground where once Aus­
tralians fought against the authority of 
tile British Crown.

From a "rebel" he became a representa­
tive of Ballarat 1n the Legislative Council, 
and then iu succession Postmaster-Gener­
al In one Government, Minister 
and Customs In another, and 
Sr.paker of the Legislative 
office he held for many years.

Northwich.the centre of the salt Industry 
of Great Britain, is one of the queerest 
towns in the world. The whole underlying 
country Is simply one mass of salt. The 
mining of the salt constitutes the staple 
industry of the district and from North- 
wieh alone 1,200,000 tons of salt are ship­
ped annually. When the Industry 
started it was considered that only 
stratum of salt existed and that was only 
n few feet below the surface. Fresh 
water found its way to the extensive salt 
deposit, with the result that the salt dis­
solved like snow. A huge subterranean 
lake of water, charged with 26 per cent, 
of salt, was thus formed. Pumping engines 
were installed to convey this brine to the 
surface to large evaporating pans. The 
result of this extensive pumping is that 
Northwich now rests, as It were, upon a | 
shell of earth, which at times proves in- l 
sufficient to support the weight of the ;

<Th# Empire State, With Hundreds 
ou Board, Had to be Beached 

Near Brockville.
Ogtlensburg, N.Y., May 24,^-The excur­

sion steamer Empire State, the largest 
of the Folger Line, was beached In the 
narrows, a mile above Brockville, to-day, 
and is resting easy with eight feet of water 
in her hold. The steamer leit here at 
8 o’clock with the 40th Separate Company, 
National Guard, the city band, and about 
lOu excursionists bound for Victoria Day 
celebration at 1‘rescott and Brockville, and 
soon after clearing from Brockville it was 
found that the firemen had left the port­
holes open. A heavy northeast gale pre­
vailed, and water washed Into the hold, 
putting out the steamer’s tires. Capt. 
Allen was then obliged to beach his boat, 
and he did so on the Canadian side, in one 
of the most dangerous parts of the St. 
Lawrence River.

This was the first trip of the season. 
Great excitement prevailed, but the pass­
engers were taken off In small boats and 
safely landed. The steamer is lying on the 
bottom, partially submerged with several 
feet of water in her hold. The captain 
says If the steamer had been five minutes 
longer in the channel there would have 
been many lives lost. Her fires were out 
before her bow touched shore.

It is human nature 
that every man tries to get ahead of his 
neighbor. As a consequence, when one 
carrier makes a rate of transportation, the 
shipper goes to a competing road to 
under that rate.

“This has been more dangerous to the 
weaker Interests of the country than any 
possible advantage derived from anti-pool­
ing legislation.”

Community Of Interest.
“What is the method of establishing this 

community of Interest?”
• If one road Is Injuring the other by re­

ducing Its rate of transportation and the 
other road has to meet the cut, it stands 
to reason that the earnings of both are less. 
Thus the property suffers and the railroad 
men are unable to pay high wages to their 
working force. Now, if the stockholders 
of the one road hold stock In the other, not 
necessarily the controlling interest, they 
will not vote to take any action to reduce 
the values of their holdings. This is a 
community of Interest.”

“Do you think this community of Interest 
will be carried so far as to bring into har­
mony all the railroads of the country?”

“I am not a railroad man,” replied Mr. 
Schlff, “but I think even a railroad man 
would tell you that that is too big a propo­
sition to be the subject of prophecy.”

“Would there be a willingness on the 
part of those owning the capital of the 
railroads to have the railroads subject to 
a supervision that will be effectual for the 
protection of the people’s rights?”

The Rt. Dev. Louis Zephirin Moreau 
was born at Becancour, April 1, 1824, and 
had, therefore, reached his 77th year. Hla 
early education was obtained at the Sem 
inary Nicolet, where he studied under the 
historian, Ferland, and the 
Bishop Lafleche. When just 22 years old 
he was ordained ja priest, and became 
assistant secretary of ceremonies at the 
Bishop’s palace, Montreal, 
later he acted as secretary to Mgr. Prince 
of St. Hyacinthe, and In 1869 he became 
Vicar-General of that diocese. On i Jan. 
16, 1876, his consecration as fourth bishop 
of St. Hyacinthe took place, succeeding 
Mgr. B. LaRocque, who died, in that year. 
During his tenure of office he succeeded in 
forming many new parishes, built a large 
number of new churches, academies and 
religious houses, founded two new reli­
gious communities, and Instituted a dio­
cesan chapter. In 1893, Mgr. M. Decellos 
was appointed his coadjutor. When 73 
years old the 25th anniversary of his 
episcopal consecration was celebrated with 
much rejoicing thruont the diocese.

The late Bishop took an active Interest 
In all matters appertaining to his office 
up to the time of his death, notwith­
standing his age, and the Catholic Church 
could not well afford to lose him. The 
news of his death was received with, sor­
row thruont the province, where he bad 
labored long and faithfully.

IO« THE BOOST IN GOULD STOCKS. SOME LINES ARE REPORTED GOODOn Wall-Street.

A final spurt in activity and strength in 
the stock market was all that saved the 
day from being the dullest In the amount 
of business done since the election day In 
November. The tobacco stocks were fea­
tures of the market, both American and 
Continental Tobacco. The day's gaiu reg­
istered for American Tobacco was 8 points, 
and for Continental Tobacco 4%. The final 
strength of the market was due to this 
movement and to the late accentuatlon-of 
strength In other stocks which had shown 
signs of firmness and of strength during 
the earlier portion of the day. The weak 
points were also pulled up so that the 
losses, which were at one time very gen­
eral, were either wiped out or greatly re­
duced all around.

The movement of Union Pacific was a 
notable Influence on the whole inlarket. Its 
break to 98 being the principal factor in 
the early weakness of the market, and Its 
recovery at the close largely relievlngo the 
depression. The forecast of a strong bank 
statement, promising a recuperation in cash 
by the banks of nearly $5,000,000. was a 
revivifying influence, altho there has been 
no lack of moneyto -loan. The fact that no 
further gold was engaged for export was 
algo a threateninmfwyp mfwyppu pupuuu 
also a strengthening factor, not only for 
its Immediate bearing on the situation, 
but In its larger significance a relaxation 
in the whole foreign money situation.

j. J. Dixon has the following from New 
York:

The opening was Irregular, but mostly at 
a lower range of prices, and the subsequent 
fluctuations did not show any Improvement 
on the market. The market in the fore­
noon at times was distinctly heavy,and full 
ef liquidation. The grangers were weak, 
as was Union Pacific, which seemed to be 
the principal stock under pressure. The 
noteworthy fact was that not n single sale

N.P. was reported. In the afternoon the 
tendency had a turn to the better, and 
slosing prices In railroads under the lead­
ership of the Erics and Atchisons were the 
best of the day, and in some Instances 
showed advances over last night. In the 
Industrial list the Copper shares and those 
of the Tobacco stocks were strong aU day, 
iiud in the latter advances of over 4 and 
5 points were scored. There were no re­
ports of gold shipments to Europe, which 
perhaps was in a great measure respons­
ible for the turn of the tendency in the 
general market. London was not a factor, 
hut arbitrage houses were moderate sellers. 
Money was easy. Demand sterling, 4.88%.

To Dominion Bank Building, Cop. 

King and Yonge Streets.
Harrlman and Stillman Thought to 

Have a Hand in the Business 
With Gould.

Altho some deny the truth of the de­
spatch printed below, It no doubt reveals 
the reason for the recent advance in the 
prices of the Erie, Wabash and Delaware, 
Lackawanna and Western stocks on Wall- 
street.

New York, May 23.—George J. Gould has 
resisted all efforts of the Pennsylvania 
Railroad to prevent the extension of his 
gieat southwestern system eastward. After 
several conferences with leading officials 
of the former company, he told his friends 
that the extension of the Wabash and 
Wheeling & Lake Eirie roads to Pittsburg 
would go forward as rapidly as possible, 
and that he had other Eastern plans under 
way for benefiting all of the lines with 
which he is Identified.

By thlsl it is supposed he meant that a 
line would be built to tidewater, or (hat 
traffic arrangements would be made with 
one trunk line to give the Gould system 
favorable traffic relations. If this were 
done, Mr. Gould could quote attractive 
rates to shippers from the seaboard to 
Colorado points.

The Delaware, Lackawanna & Western 
was mentioned to-day as a possible connec­
tion for the Wabash, and the story was 
current that the Rockefellers would invite 
Mr. Gonld to participate In the manage­
ment of that company. It to conceded 
that a traffic deal with the Lackawanna 
Is possible.

The Pennsylvania offered to give Mr. 
Gould favorable traffic arrangements for 
reaching Pittsburg, if he would not build 
an Independent road into Pittsburg. The 
whole question was discussed last week 
in Lakewood, whither- the Pennsylvania of 
fidals went, ostensibly to visit Mr. Dennis, 
but, in reality, to confer with Mr. Gould. 
Another conference has been held In this 
city between men representing both sides, 
and Mr. Gould’s reply was that he must 
have a line of his own Into Pittsburg, with 
favorable arrangements for reaching tide­
water, in addition to this.

Mr. Gould has behind hlm B. H. Harrl­
man and James Stillman, president of the 

City Bank, both of whom are ns 
soclated with Mr. Gould in Union Pacific 
and other Western railroads.

If Mr. ‘Stillman Is representing the 
Rockefellers in the railroad situation, some 
believe that he wants to improve the con­
nections of. the Missouri, Kansas & Texas 
also, and that, when their plans are car­
ried out, it will be found that they have 
a comprehensive eastern outlet for the 
combined Gould, Rockefeller and Harrlman 
lines.

It Is understood that the Wabash is to 
benefit particularly by the pending deal for 
new connections." The construction of the 
projected line from Pittsburg to Balti­
more. which Mr. Carnegie was seriously 
thinking of building, would give the Wa­
bash an outlet to tidewater quite as short 
as any that now exists.

It Is reported that an offer has been 
made by the Gould people for the Western 
Maryland Railroad, which would render It 
unnecessary to build a large section of 
the Baltimore line.

New York, May 24.—Bystreet's to-mor­
row will say: The general situation Is still 
a largely favorable one, the primary en­
couraging feature being the fine outlook 
for the country’s crops. Industrial condi­
tions head the list of disturbing features, 
but confidence in conservatism and good 
counsel is widespread, and the effect upon 
general business exerted by the largest 
number of men idle for several yeftrs past 
has been apparently minimized. The Iron 
and steel, leather and shoes, lumber and 
coal trades return the best reports.

Despite the prospects tor an enormous 
crop of wheat, prices hold steady, owing 
to the growing impression that foreign de­
mands will be considerably enlarged.

Germany, especially, is expected to be a 
liberal buyer. All in all, the situation 
therefore may be classed as one of much 
encouragement, with prospects for legiti­
mate business generally equal to, and, In 
some respects, superior to anything in 
the past.

Reports as to quiet trade In iron and steel 
come from the east, from where the de­
mand for pig-iron is of a hand to month 
character. No specie 1 activity Is looked 
for, however, In this branch, because large 
consumers are well supplied.

The boot and shoe and allied trades note 
considerable activity in manufacturing 
lines.

The receipts of live stock at the Cat­
tle market were light—38 carloads, compos­
ed of 610 cattle, 534 hogs, 74 sheep and 
lambs and 25 calves.

The quality of fat cattle was generally 
good, there being a few Iocs of extra choice 
w ell-finished butchers’, as well as export­
ers. _

Trade for fat cattle was more than act­
ive, as few were left unsold at 9 a.m. The 
law restraining dealers from doing business 
before 8 a.m. is seemingly Ignored by many, 
as there were several loads of cattle in 
the alleyway ready to be weighed when 
the market opened at that hour. Those of 
the dealers who are Inclined to live up 
to the law were Indignant, as they had 
not had a chance to even look at them be- 
lore they were sold. Several of the export 
dealers, as well as butchers, were unable 
to procure the number of cattle they want­
ed, owing to the light run. Prices for 
shipping cattle were firm at Thursday's 
quotations, and choice picked lots of 
butchers' cattle were, If anything, a little 
firmer. In all other 'lasses oi live stock 
prices were unchanged.

Export cattle—cuoice lots of export cat­
tle are worth from $0 .to $5.35 pc-v cwt., 
while lights are worth $4.75 to $4.90.

Bulls—Heavy export bulls sold at $3.85 
to $4.25 per cwt., while light export bulls 
sold at $3.40 to $3.50.

Butchers’ Cattle—Choice picked lots of 
butchers’ cattle, equal in quality to the 
best exporters, weighing 1050 to 1350 lbs., 
each, sold at $4.85 to $5.

Loads of good butchers’ cattle are worth 
vi-65 to $4.80, and medium butchers’, mix­
ed cows, heifers and steers, $4.50 to $4.65 
per cwt.

‘‘Well, good-bye, you chaps, I’ve enjoyed 
myself thoroly with you!”
