Nelson, before pocketing the
document, said it would be perjury on
his part to sign it.

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THE LIEUTENANT-GOVERNOR MAY
ACT.

The appointment (of Mr. William
Mortimer Clark as Lieutenant-Gover-
nor of Ontario has been received with
general approval. It is felt that he is
not only an upright ands impartial but

»a strong man, who will see that right

% is dene in the present critical juncture

of affairs. His powers are large. He
has the right to call upon any Minister
for an explanation of his conduct, and
to ask for his resignation iff the ex-
planation is not satisfactory.

The figure-head conception of the
Lieutenant-Governor's position certain-
ly does not apply in a crisis like the
present. The Premier has admitted that
the government is under a cloud. It
has a bare majority in the House, not
a working majority. It isin a minority
in the country. At such a time, if at
no other time, the Lieutenant-Governog
stands as arbiter between the parties.

His power and responsibility will ‘be
all the greater if any sort of restraint
is placed on the right of the press to
comment on the evidence. The people
must rely on His Honor to guard their
interests. He is not obliged to wait
for the Commission to make a finding.
He may act upon the evidence as he
reads it from day to day, and call upon
his Ministers for explanations, For
instance:

1. Frank Sullivan has sworn that a
limit was sold to his father under the
assumed name of Skannon for $250, and
:hen sold by his father to the Charl-
tons for $9000. The World is credibly
informed that $30,000 worth of timber
is being taken off the property. The
Governor has the right to ask the Min-
ister of Crown Lands to explain this
transaction.

would supply an important means of
communication to residents of the town-
ship on the 2nd and 3rd Concessions,
east of Yonge-street. A special act
may be necessary to carry the work
out, under the local improvement sys-
tem, but, with the promoters willing to
undertake all the responsibility for the
costs in connection with the undertak-
ing, it is difficult to understand the
dog - in - the-manger tactics of some
of the present members of the Council.

RURAL TELEPRONES,

The World reprints in another column
the views of Dr. Alexander Graham
Bell, the father of the telephone, in re~
gard to rural telcphones in the United
States. Dr. Bell says he hails with
pleasure the spread of rural telephones.
He makes special reference to the fact
that in Indiana,where the greatest pro-
gress has been made in this direction,
it has been brought about nearly al-
together thru the instrumentality of
farmers’ co-operative local telephone
systems. This, to Dr. Bell, is pleasing
ffiformation, but the Bell Telephone Co.
in this country is doing its very best
to stop farmers’ co-operative telephone
systems, and when the Canadian com-
pany was given a year's grace in jar-
liament last session it went to work
and secured contracts with the rall-
road companies for exclusive telep_hon‘e
control in their stations in order to
keep out Independent lines,especially thie
independent lines of the farmers' co-
operative systems. What is worse, the
Ministers at Ottawa seem to be lent
on assisting the Bell Telephone Co. in
maintaining their monopoly, as witness
the speech of Mr. Blair, Minister of
Railways and Canals, when he said
that telephones in railway stations were
a nulfsance. But the farmers will soon
have a chance to vote.

MORE THAN MONEY INVOLVED.
The Globe is endeavoring to reduce
this enquiry down to a question of the
handling of money.

The core of the matter is not in
the exercise or non-exercise of the
privileges of patronage by the mem-
ber for Manitoulin, but in the pay-
ment or non-payment of bribe
money by the Provincial Secretary.
The present method of filling va-
cant Crown offices and disposing of
other Crown privileges in the con-
stituencies is admittedly defective,
and is liable to abuse; but the gra-
vamen of the present charge 1s not
in the patronage. That question de-
serves consideration quite apart
from this instance. The matter of
importance touches the alleged
money bribe.

The actual payment of money is not
the only important matter. It is highly
important to know whether a minister
of the Crown was a party to an ar-
rangement by which Gamey was to
have the patronage if he would support
the government, It is highly important
to know whether a minister of the
Crown was a party to an arrangement
by which the protest against Gamey
was to be withdrawn if he sold out his
constituency to the government, If
The Globe thinks that these are trifling
matters, it will find itself very much
out of accord with public opinion in
this community. In the very same ar-
ticle, The Globe says?

Cannot the judges turn the fiere-
est searchlight upon every incident
brought within the scope of their
enquiry, and, irrespective of party
or personal consgideration, make
some pronouncement that will = in-
spire and rally the bhetter elements
in both political parties for the gake
of Canada and the days to come?
