Three Hundred Old L. C. R.

OTTAWA, Ont, Dec. 15 (Special)—Hon.

H. R. Bmmerson says that he iptends in-
iroducing and putting through his railway
pension bill at the next session of parlia-
ment. This will effect a large saving and
will aid in keeping the expenditure for
working expenses within the revenue.
There are some 300 old employees that can
be placed on @ pension. It will not be
necessary to fill these positions, and when
new anpointments are made more effective
work can be done.
‘ Professor Durley, of MeGill University,
and Mr. Kimball, of Boston, have pre-
pared a report on the house of commons
chamber at the request of Hon. C. S.
Hyman. For many days past members have
been complaining of bad ventilation in the
chamber and the minister of public works
is determined if possible to remedy this.
It was with this end in view that he call-
ed in the above experts. Their report
shows that the exhausts in the chamber
are too small. When the exhausts are en-
larged and a large fan put in this method of
tilling the chamber with pure air will be
all right. When these improvements are
put in force the complaints against bad
rentilation will disappear.

' TELLS OF TALK WITH RYAN
'OVER THE EQUITABLE DEAL
Harriman Questioned Ryan’s Motives, But Latter Explained

Them by Saying that He Wanted to Make a Name for'
Himseif---It Staggered Him at First, But Afterwards He cause he could not offer evidence for the

Felt Equitable Was Safe.

NEW YORK, Dec. 15—E. H. Harri-
man was called to the stand when the in-
vestigating committee opened its session
today.

Mr. Harriman said he learned of the sale
of the Hyde stock on the day that Mr.
Ryan bought it. He telephoned to Mr.

Ryan and asked him if he had bought|plied

it. “Ryan said the purchase was condi-
ticnal,” said Mr. Harriman, “and that he
wanted to seec me and talk with me
and that he wanted my help. I criticis-
ed his plan and wanted to know what he
meant by 1t. Ten or fifteen minutes
Jater I went to Mr. Ryan's office. He
told me he had decided to buy the stock
and said it was time for him to make

anything to make a name for himself.

ON STAND IN PRESTON CASE

Solicitor General and Dr. A. W. Macrae Had Lengthy Legaj
"Argument in Court ‘This Morning---"Twill be Settled
This Afternoon---Dr-Rm and Dr. Scammell Tell of
Operation and of Miss Clark’s Ante-Mortem Statement.

The preliminary examination.of Dr. E.
A. Preston, charged with the murder of
Edith F. Clark, was resumed in the police
court this morning before Judge Ritohie.

The crown created much surprise . by
calling Howard D. Camp, who is in prison
in connection with the murder of Miss
Clark, as a witness.Dr. Macrae, coun-
sel for Camp, objected to his being called,
and the matter will be argued this after-
noon. It is evident that the crown is
leaving no stone unturned in order to get
the ante-motrem statement admissible as
evidence in the higher court.

At ten o’clock Dr. Preston ‘was brought
into court, and with the exception of be-
ing a little paler showed no signs of de-
prégsion. from his imprisonment.

Howard D. Camp was breught into court
about 11.30 o’clock, and looked much the
same as when arrested. e

Doctor Roberts was recalled and cross-

examined by .B. 8. Gerow. He told about
how he prepared his hands for the opera-:

tion and the wash he used. The witness
stated the effect of septicaemia on - the
blood, is that it increases the white cor-
puscles and increases the poisoning of --e
blood. In the Clark case septicaemia had
set in, to his knowledge, on Saturday
night at elevea o’clock. The opera ion Was
performed about eieven o’clock on Sunday.
which would be about twelve hours from
the time that he first noticed septicaemia.
He regarded it safe to wait during that
time in order to make the necessary pre-
paration for the operation. :

Dr. said that night is not’as fav-
orable to operate as'the morning. There
was werk in prejara:ion going on all 1dg t.
The operation could not have been done
properly that wnight. If it wore in the
; \ ‘take gix or cight ‘hours
to prepare for it. The witners edid that
if the patient had been his gwn sister, or

I then prerared my in-
struments for the opera iun,” said the wit-
ness.

The Solicitor-(General objected, stating
it was a mere memo., and not issued at
all, and claimed that it.- was not a public
document, and Dr. Roberts had a right to
keep it. The evidence ehowed that it was
not a death -certiicate isued, and raid
that the public had gotten a wrong im-

Mr. Morrill said that Dr. Roberts had
already eworn what he had in it, and for
the present he would not ask any more
about it.

The Solicitor-General said that! he bad
not noticed anything very umfair in the
newspapers. One paper had a wrorg-head-
line, which ‘might have created a false 1m-
pression on the public mind. It was the
Bun newspaper, and said that Dr. Roberts
also used an instrument and ergot.

The Solicitor-General eaid that he con-
sidered that it was, unfair and the head-
line was not warranted by the evidence.

Mr. Morrill said that all the e=marks
were brought out by the solicitor referring
to newspa~er reports, amnd said that he
considered that the reports were very fair,
as he took it.

The judge said that Dr, Roberts had
made out a paper and that in it it stated
the girl had died of septicaemia. ' Dr.
Roberts took ill and subsequently some-
thing became of the certificate.

“The question, ‘Is it under your con-
trol?” was not asked,” eaid the judge,
“and I ruled then with reference to it.”
The judge said that it was not possible

PRISON REFORM

. P. Archibald’s Lecture Last
Night --- Police Magistrate
Tells of Parole System in
Local Jail.

The lecture on prison reform given
Lst_nght in St. Andrew’s cburch by. w.
P. Archibald, dominion_parole officer, was
listened to by a large and interested au-
dience.

The lecture was given under the au-
spices of fhe local Council of Women.
Hen. J. G. Forbes acted as chairman.

Mr, Anchibald told: of the working of
the parole system in Canada and the care
of a prisoner immediately upon his dis-
charge by seekihg to assist h.m in regamn-
ing his social standing and becoming a
iaw-abiding citizen. The lecture was very
instrueiive, and muth appreciated by those
present. A

In moving a vote of thanks after the
locture Judge Ritchie made an interest-
ing speech’ on the inside workings of the
police court, and pointed out to Mr.|
Archibald that a parole system was in
existence here, and had been for a num-
ber of years.

On assaming the office of magistrate he
found that his predeccssor, Judge Peters,
had conducted a parole system; and that :
prisoners, when senten or sent into’
jail, were not finally dsposed of, but this
lower court constituted itself into a court |
of appeal, and after the passing of sen-|
tence the case of each prisoner was taken
into consideration. Knowing of no
guthority he consulted the attorney-gen-
eral, who replied: “You know as m

about, it as'{ do, and some of these days
when the minister of justice brings you
up with a sharp tumn you omly want to
be able to say that I had been ccnsulted
about it. Just go ahead and do what
others have done, and when anyone ob-
jects, then stop it.”
So he had done so. There had been
to eight dolars or two months in jail,
and it was alleged that both themselves
and their famides had felt the loss of
wages that might fave been earned.

The parole system is a result of this bet-
ter conception of man’s relation to his fel-
low man.

In some gases
it does not produce the desired results.
The St. John police court furnishes ex-
amples of unhappy wretches so apparently
dominated by appetite or so incorrigibly
dhiftless that they are scarcely given their
freedom until they make themselves again
¥able to arrest and imprisonment.

In Montreal this week a clergyman
pleaded as he hid pleaded seveal times
before in behalf of a woman whose be-
getting sin was dunkenness, but who had
at last been given up as hopeless by
charity oganizations which for three. years
had labored to save her. The authorities
had given her chance after chance, but
now, despite the plea of the clergyman,
they have sent her, with her own ap-
proval, to jail for two months.

AT SAND POINT

Some of the Longshoremen
Leave Work Because Sus-
pended Man Is Not Dis-
charged.

A strike on a emall scale occurred yes-
terday afternoon at Sand Point when
some of the longshoremen of the five
gangs at work on the Allan liner Tunisian
knocked off work at the.instance of Mich-
ael J. Kelly, business agent of the Long-
shoremen’s Association. It was said last
night that one result of the difficulty
might be the splitting of the St. John
longshoremen into two bodies as formerly
was the case and that the St. John Ship
Laborers’ Society might be revived.

. The trouble arose over the refusal of

Marine Superintendent McGiffin, of the
Allan line, to discharge Edward McLeod,
| a foreman, who was under suspension by

the Longshoremen’'s Association. The
i places of a number of the strikers were

taken by non-union men and work was
continued on four hatches and this wae
. the sitnation at a late hour last night.

It will be remembered that when the
i longahoremen, during the recent strike,
| were gathered at the public meeting in
Perryman’a Hall, word came to the meet-
ing that a Carleton member was organ-
izing gangs to etart work next morning
and this message practically led to the
decision that night to settle the strike.
‘The present dificulty is a sequence.

Business Agent Kelly, of: the Long-
| shoremen’s Association, last evening said
| that according to Foreman Robt. McClad-
ferty, Foreman Mcleod had made state-
ments during the etrike that warranted
investigaiion by the executive of the ae-
sociation. On Mondgy night last the exe-
cutive met and had McLeod before them
jand he stoutly denied having made the
statements attributed to him by McClaf-
ferty. The executive called a further
meeting Wednesday night when both Me-
Clafferty and MoLeod were ordered to be
prescnt. The former was on hand but
the latter failed to put in an appearance
and was accordingly suspended. Mr, Kelly
szys that he' went to Sand Point early
yesterday morning and advised McLeod
of the executive’s action and informed
him that he intended to ask for his dis-
charge until such time as he would ap-
pear before the executive and explain and
be reinstated.

Mr. Kelly said McLeod told him that
pe did not go over because he was work-
ing on Wednesday night and in any case
he did not care to go on account of the
! ill feeling he believed some of the mem-
bers of the executive had against him,

! .Mr. Kelly then told Superintendent Me-
Giffin that McLeod had been suspended
and that he wanted him to ‘discharge him
as he was no longer a union man, remind-
ing Mr McGiffin at the same time that
according to the contract the Allan line
had wiih the Jlongshoremen they had
agreed to employ n.ne but union men.

rding to Mr. Kelly, Superintendent
McGiffin promised to wire Hugh A. Allan
at once with reference to the matter, say-
ing that he would probably have a reply
at 11 o’clock. Mr, Kelly says that he
called at ‘that hour and aleo at 12
o’tflock but there was no reply. He then
said that he remarked to the superinten-
dent that he believéd that he was bluf-
fing and that .if there was no reply at
12.30 he would call the men off and this

+he did but, as stated, some of them re-

main.d at work. .

Mr. Kelly saye that by working Wed-
nesday night McLeod violated the rules
of the Longshoremen’s' Association, as it
is not permissable for a union man to
work by day and night, he being allowed
to work only ten hours at night or day.
The business agent says that the Allan
line have broken their agreement with
the men that they would employ none
but union men, He further eaid that he
call:d on Supt. Wm. Downie, of the C.
P. R, reminding him that he was a party
to the agreement that the ship,ing men
signed. Mr. Kelly says that he intimated
o the C. P, R, superintendent that if this
agreement was not to be kept he was
afraid there might be more trouyble,

The saloons, which were closed by or-
der of the board of police commissioners
on the ground that they were within. 400
feet of a school house were situated on
Columhus avenue neéar Roxbury Crossing,
and on Cambridge 'gﬁeet in the West
End. Bl

The license of the:Hotel Touraine was
surrendered,according to J. Reid Whipple,
the lessee of the property. The commis-
sioners will keep the license which they
renewed last May pending an investiga-l
tion on their own parti as to whether the
method employed by the hotel in obtain-
ing liquor for its guests was a violation |
of the law, relative to the proximity to
the school. A part of the liquor in Mr. |
Qoleman’s saloon was placed in storage .
today and the guests at the hotel were |
unable to gbtain any intoxicating bever-
age. The dining room tonight, which ‘a
few weeks ago was crowded with a bril-
liant throng of football enthusiasts, was
nearly deserted. iy

Counsel for Mr, Whipple stated that
every effort would be made to comply
with the order received last night from
the district attorney, but he refused to
say whether the closing of the hotel’s
liquor privilege would result in the shut-
t'ng of the doors of one of Boston's lead-
ing hostelries.

The police commissioners held a long
session today but they made no effort to
comply with the request received yester-
day afternoon from the district attorney
to vieit him in his office and respond to
interrogations relative to the alleged vio- |
lation of the law in the issuance of liquer
licenses and by those already holding
such documents.

It also developed today that the scheol
hovse which is situated on Tremont street
and within 400 feet of the Hotel Tour-
'aine, has two aennex schools which if
considered part of the main institution
will bring ten additional salooms within
the restricted radius.

A THRILLING RESCUE
OF SHIPWRECKED MEN

British Sailcrs Showed Great Gal-
lantry in Saving Members of
Crew of Greek Steamer.

One of the bravest rescues at sea ever
performed by a British merchant sl}l-p was
that which took place some months ago,
when the Booth liner Augustine effected
the rescue of the greater part of the crew
of the Greek steamer Qlementine. “Accord-
ing to a oommunicwﬁondthe statements n
which were subsequently fully veritied—
which was addressed to the Merchant
Service Guild by sevetal passengers on
board, the Augustine, during a heavy storm
off Ushant, feil in with the G
flying signals of distress. Thne wind, at the
time, was blowing with hurricane force,
and there was a tremendous &ea rajing.
"I'hereupon bhe ‘Augustine -was manoeuvred
as clese as safety would permit to the
sinking ship, and, in the face of almost in-
superable difficulties, a boat was launched
in charge of the chief officer, J. W. Harris,
with a volunteer crew and put off to the
rescue. 'Lhis boat service was of a most
dangerous character—in fact, none of the
passengers expected to see h.er’ return.
When she got close to the sinking ship
she was compelled to keep away a h.tme
to avoid being smashed to pieces. against
the Clementine’s side, and the crew were
appealed to jump into the eea o that
they might be picked u) by the rewcuing
boat. This, however, they would not do,
and the boat evemtualdy had to return.

(Toronto Globe.)

Mr. Byron E. Walker, general manager
of the Canadian Bank of Commerce, ar-
rived in the city yesterday on his return
from Great Britain, having crossed with
Mr. Wm. Mackenzie on the Carmania.
When Mr. Walker was interviewed by a
Globe reporter last evening he looked as
though he had enjoyed the rather stormy
veyage, and chatted most entertaining y of
his visit to the old land. :

Naturally the financial was the first
subject referred to, and Mr. Walker at
once entered upon the discussion of that
branch of business, upon which he ‘is
pre-eminently qualified to speak authcri-
tatively. Money, he said, is tight in Eng-
land, in Germany, and in France, prac-
tically because of the tremendous cost of
the " Russo-Japanese war following the
South African war. But business in Eng-
land is exeellent in both manufacturing
and distributing lines.

“I do not remember in many years past
business conditions being so good in spite
of the great, number of unemployed peo-
ple. My opinion in reference to the large
number of sunemployed . to: be met with
in, times of business prosperity is that
trades unionigm has vesulted in creating
a surplus not of working ‘mechanics, ‘but
of unskilled workmen in some way.  As
far as I know, skilled men find employ-
ment, but at the bottom of the industmal
