Thousands ére; Homeless and the Outlook for the
- Coming Winter is Indeed Gloomy—Many are Re-;

eal Remains to be Done

Unless one visits the ruins of the de-
vastated town of Campbellton, it is dif-
ficult to form ah adequate impression of
what the exiatig. conditions are, of how
urgently assistance in:various forms is
needed .to alleviate ‘the sufferings of the
destitute people, and*of what the conse-
quences. may be if that assistance does, not
come before the sto¥ms of winter arrive to
still further intensify the pangs of hunder
and make only mdjl)lainiuﬂy evident @he
need of comfortable housing and clothing
of the poor unfortunates. A 'l‘imes-Stur
reporter returned this morning after a
week’s stay in the fire stricken town.

Too ‘much financial aid cannot be rend:
ered to the victims of the flames of last
week. Although nearly $50,000 has been
subscribed, from cities, clubs, and private
individuals, this sum, though seemingly
large, will fall far short of the amount ac-
tually required to replace the homes of
the thousands of people who lost their lit-
tle all in. this world through the fire, and
who are now absolutely penniless and de-
pendant on their friends in the reglms be-
yond to relieve them of their sad position.
Of course this is not the case with those
who carried insurance, but there were only
too many who were not so luckily placed,
the poor laboring classes finding it difficult
to struggle along in the fight for existence
before the fire without, paying for protec,
tion, and now in the %n:unce‘of the aw-
ful .calamity which has befallen them, they
realize that their lot is & miserable one if
bountiful pecuniary aid is’ not bestowed.

It is & pitiful spectacle to see in 'the
colony of tents on the high ground back
of the schoolhouse, whole families desti-
tute, sleeping in the little canvas dwellings
clugtered about some cherished relic of
byl%ne, happiness;” all: that is left to re-
‘mind them that ‘they Were once prosper-
ous and contented in more substantial resi-
dences, with never a thought that the time
would come when they would be reduced
to their present circumstances, and forced
to exist on the bounty of their neighbors.
Lonely and cheerless ‘ate these ' tents
| wherein may be found le of all class:
es, ‘vich and poor, huddled together fom
pPotection, ‘and bound by strong ties of
friendship in the uplift of each other, and

the building of a new Campbeliton. Though
their plight is sad in theé Jextreme, the
people are cheerful and do mot complain,
but are thankful that there were no fas
talities. ini the conflagration. :

As Lientenant-Governor: Tweedie said
yesterday, the people of the Maritime Pro-
vinces have no idea of the serioysness: of
the situation at Campbellten, nor indeed
have very many of the destitute inhabit-
ants themselves. It will only be a matter
of a' few weéks before the mantle of win-
ter settles over the ruins, and unless the
condition of affairs improves considerably,
to what ‘extent will ‘not the desolation,
poverty, ~and ‘suffering be ‘intensified!
Prompt measures must be taken immedi-
ately in order to prepare for' the coming
of the eold weather, and these measures
can only be effected with the aid of the
cities of the provinces, and those who take
a kindly interest ‘in the welfare of ‘a de-
serving people.

While at present there would seem ta be
plenty of provisions on hand, yet fthese
will not last long among a vast hest &f
hungry working men and womén, ‘and
growing children—little ones who "do not
understand fully the dire sitnation, but act
as though they were at a ‘festival or' a’
garden party, being content with allow-
ing/ the: worry ‘to'be shouldered by their
elders. Barefooted #nd seantily clothed,

fully ignotant of-the:dread effects of the
horrors -of the fire. ' Meanwhile their par-
ents are working' tirelessly “to-keep ‘them
from 'suffering and to regdin their fallen
standing. Sober, industrious men, with
grave faces, and furrowed brows, are ‘earn-
estly working all day long, and part of
the night to establish a systematic organ-
ization, and create order out 'of chdos.

And to a remarkable extent, they.have
been successful. New biiildings have been
fairly pushed into the air, and in a shert
time will be occupied by those who were
fortunate enough to save a dollar to be-
gin life anew. But, as written in a fore.
going paragraph, only too numerous are
the poor unfortumates, who are penniless.
It is for the sake of these that every as-
sistance possible must be rendered, and too
much cannot be. given.

NEW PURE FOOD LAWS

The Canada Gazette contains an order-
in-council prescribing regulations to gov-
ern the inspection of preserved fruite, veg-
etables and milk under the meat and can-
ned foods act. They will govern not only
such articles when exported, but also when
gent, from one province to.another.

Tt is stated that the expression ‘food”
w‘mn used in the regulations includes every
article used for food®or drink by man,
and every ingredient intended for mixing
with the food or drink of man for any
purposes.

No food or food product is-to contain
any deleterious drug, dye, or preservative,
or other foreign substance injurious 1o
health. ; .

Pending the issue by the Inland Reven-
ue Department of regulations relating to
food standards, no drug, dye, preservative,
or seasoning which has not been approved
in writing by the veterinary director-gen-
eral, is to be used in the preparation or
packing of any food product.

Proprietors of establishments will be
furnished by the director-general with a
list of approved dyes, drugs and preserva-
tives. Any proprietor of an establishment
may also submit to the veterinary director-
general for his approval any dye, drug,
preservative, or seasoning which he may
desire to use, and in the event of any such
preparation being approved, its use shall
be permitted

Containers or packages in which fruits,
vegetables, milk, or other articles prepared
for food in any establishment are placed
must be marked, unless otherwise ordered
by the governor-in-council, with: The ini-
tials of the Christian names, the full sur-
name, and the address, or in the case of a
firm or corporation, the firm or corporate
name and address of the packer, or of the
first dealer obtaining it direct from the
packer who sells or offers the same for
sale, and a true and correct description of
the contents of the package.

Instead of shutting the crim-
inals up in jails and compelling them to
work at monotonous employment within/
the walls of the jail yard, or sending them
out under charge of an armed guard to
break stones eleswhere these men are to
cultivate a farm:at Guelph. They are not
to .be obliged to wear a uniform, nor are
they to be in charge of armed guards, who
can shoot them should they attempt to es-
cape. In short, excépt for the fact that
they are deprived of their liberty it wou}d
be difficult for a stranger visiting the pris-
on farm to tell that he is watching a body
of convicts and not men hired to do the
work in the ordinary way. Not only will
the men on this prison farm be treated
as men with feelings and instinets of their
fellows, capable of reform, but those who
prove themselves fit to mingle with their

a¥ill be released or pardoned. This
the echeme is undertaken with

There are many who look upon this plan
with suspicion. If punishments are to be
made light, if prison discipling is to be
robbed of its monotony,'its terror, its sus-
picion what is to prevent people from
committing crimes? Will not the number
of prisoners increase so ‘as to be an intol-
erable burden upon the state? Is there
any chance even of any considerable num-
ber- of those who have made shipwreck of
their lives being again fitted to undertake
the voyage?

EMPIRE DEFENCE

Sir Geo. Reid and Australia’s’ Preparations

Addressin gthe Imperial Co-operation
League in London, a few days ago, Sir
George Reid, the Australian high com-
missioner, said that up to about three or
four years ago the people of Australia
thought that the British navy was suf-
ficient to deal with any antagonist that
could be dreamed of, but some mysterious
events seemed to have taken place which
had revealed the necessity for waking up
al over the Empire upon. the quéstion of
both naval and military defence.
| Australia now possessed 60,000 cadets
'and thousands upon thousands of scouts,
and in seven years’ time it was estimated
that under the present system there would
be 200,000 well-drilled men, which would
cost the Commonwealth something like
£1,900,000 annually. With regard te the
navy, Australia would have a small one,
but it would be a vigorous one. They
wculd have one of the best cruisers afloat,
which would cost nearly £2,000,000, or
10s. per head of the population, and three
Jestvoyers, and before long they would
be expending over £2,500,000 a year for
naval and military preparation.

Australia, continued Sir George, never
more fully realised that her own scheme
was & part of the whole scheme of imper-
ial defence.. “The Navy of the Empire
must grow stronger. and .stronger every
day,” he added. ‘‘We know that once our
fleet goes down the power that destroys
it will never allow another ‘British fleet to
float upon the water. The destinies of the
Empire depend upon the fate of one de-
_cisive encounter.”’

—especially brandy—are much drunk. The
deaths caused by consumption were 230 per
100,000 inhabitants in 1906, while the pro-
portion was 140 in the other departments
of France where wine is the favorite drink.

OIL FOR USE ON =
- WIG0N'S STREETS

Important Report Made by City
Engineer of B. C. City on Dust-
Laying Problem

Victoria, B. C., July 19—In the opinion
of Viectoria’s city engineer, Angus Smith,
who has been studying the dust problem
as it presents itself in the city, the most
permanent and satisfactory method of:
treating the present macadam roadways is

to resurface the partly worn roads with’

seme of ,the accepted and approved bitn-
minous binders. He recommends that one-
half mile of streets be experimented -n
with oil, in addition to those thoroughfares
which are to be treated with ecalcium
chloride. This recommendation was adopt-
ed at a meeting of the streets committee,
when a report from the engineer was read
and accepted.

Mr. Smith said: “I have made enquiry
as' to the methods of laying the dust in
other cities upon the roadways. It appears
that there is no universally accepted meth-
od of laying the dust. The results of ex-
perimentation of the last few years’and
the study devoted to it by highway en-
gineers and chemists, demonstrates that
the road surface is constructed to advan-
tage with bituminous binders exclusively.
The experiments for the last year or two,
both in Great Britain and in the United
States, demonstrate that the laying of the
dust can be satisfactorily accomplished by
the calcium chloride method and by the
application of ‘oil.

“During the yar 1909 the city of New
Bedford, Mass., spent $14,000 on dust lay-
ing preparations. It was a popular ‘ex-
penditure, and although there were some
complaints from owmers of bicycles that
the oil caused a rapid deterioration of the
rubber tires. The press recorded a few
complaints of injury to carpets, but ihe
general opinion was one of approval. The

Destitute Mother With 5 Sick
Children Was Told Only Sea
Air Would Save Them

The heartrending situation of ;the poor

in the breasts of many thousands of peo-
ple, and their response to 'the ‘human’ ap:
peal for help, has been instdntanecus, gnd
fruitful, but there is ‘still room for more,
When it is considered that the total loss
to the town is estimated at between $§00,-
000, and $500,000.00 and the insurance
at the outset at about $1,500,00, with a
bonded -indebtedness of $300,000 hanging
over the town, the need of financial as-
sistance is clearly seen. While the amount
of insurance may seem large to some, it
should be remembered that only about 25
per cent. was on dwelling houses, the

of the manufacturies and business houses.

There is another phase to the situation.
as well. Since Monday night, the time of
the fire, until Monday of this week, there
was but little done in the way of sani-
tation, and consequently, the people dwell
in fear that any moment may see an out-
break of some contagious disease, although
measures are being taken to prevent this
occuring. Across the river are some small’
pox cases.  On the outskirts of the town,
are a few cases of diphtheria, one care of
typhoid, and another of measles, and these
may, at any hour, spread to the colony
of tents.

This is all the more reason why endeav-
ors should be made towards the erection
of substantial buildings as quickly as pos-
sible, for the housing of the people, and to
do this sums of money will be required—
more than has been already subscribed, or
is owned by many of the homeless. Re-
lief has reached the town from far and
near, but if must come in greater quantity
‘more quickly, if the people are to be kept
from poverty, and if the once thriving
town is to rise above its ruins. oy

One cannot help but admire the fine
degree of spirit shown by inhabitants of
the North Shore town in the face of the
catastrophe which has befallen them. None
complained of his loss, but asked his neigh-
bor. what his amounted to, and all were
joyful that none of them was taken from
this earth in the path of the merciless
flames. In spite of the cruel disaster,
which came upon them, they were cheef-
ful and contented, and their words and
actions overflowed with optimism, so coun-
tagious in its nature, that it immediately
instilled confidence, both in the town and
in the citizens. In the sight of the bar-
ren stretch of ash-heaps, which met their
gaze after the flames had died away, the
people almost unanimously agreed that
their town would be rebuilt, and this con-
fidence was to a considerable extent res-
ponsible for many of the more doubtful,
casting in their lot with the town. -

The hardship and sufferings on the night
of the fire were terrible and horrifying,
and it is miraculous that no fatalities
were registered in the dreadful calamity.
The inhabitans endured the situation with
complacency, the women and children bear
ing up in the fight and complaining no
more than the men. Small wonder then,
that they should so perserveringly have
Ifaith in their town, and do their utmost
|in the work of rebuilding—a work which
| will require every. aid available from the
{ outside world, and which should be in-
stantly forthcoming.

THE BROWN-TAIL MOTH

The fact that nine specimens of the
brown-tail moth were captured in one
evening in this city recently shows that
this pest is gradually coming nearer to
the province of New Brunswick. All that
have thus far been discovered have been
male specimens, and no nests have thus
far been found in New Brunswick or-
chards. Continued vigilance is, however,
In 1906, the first winter web
of the caterpillar of this insect was found
in Kings County, Nova Scotia. The gov-
ernment of that province promptly began
¢ campaign, with the result that thou-
sands of nests have been destroyed each
year in Kings, Annapolis and Yarmouth
counties. It is worthy of note that last
.year some of these webs were found on
nursery stock that was imported from
France to the state of New York. The
Canadian authorities, having learned of
his, have taken steps to have all Euro-
nursery stock, imported into Canada,
carefully inspected, and as a result nearly
200 winter webs were found on French
stock. The pest is spreading with aston-
ishing rapidly since it entered the United

miles of the Canadian frontier, in the
states at Vermont, New Hampshire and
Maine. Dr. Hewitt, Dominion entomolo-
gist, is of opinion that a thorough and
systematic inspection and the destruction
of all winter webs will prevent the insect
from spreading in this country. It feeds,
however, on hard woods such as oak,
maple, elm and ash, and on wild fruits
and thorn. If it once became established
in the forests, control of it would be im-
possible. . The brown-tail moth, Dr.
Hewitt says, presents one of the most
serious problems with which the depart-

.| ment of entomology, is or will be ton-

fronted. In the United States they.are
importing from Europe the parasites
which there hold the insect in check, and
it is hoped that, by this means, complete
control will ultimately be secured.

THE GREATEST LOSS

A startling statement is made in the
report of the United States Senate Com-
mittee on Conservation, recently published.
1t is as follows: i

“Large as is our use and prodigal as
is our waste of natural resources, our
reckless waste of human life is an even
greater reproach to our intelligence and
humanity. - Sifice coal mining began in
1820, the loss of life in the mines has ex-
ceeded our fatalities in war, and the sacri-
fice still goes on at the rate of two or
three full regiments yearly, most of the
fatalities being due to avoidable accidents.
The mortality in manufacturing and trans-
portation is hardly less grave, while our
national efficiency is further reduced by
the prevalence of preventable disease. By
easily avoidable accidents and preventable
disorders our average expectation of life
is lowered by several years, our normal
increase in population is materially retard-
ed, and our national efficiency is greatly
reduced.”

The particular purpose of this commit-
te¢ was to consider the conservation of
the n¥tural resources of the United States.
In its report it deals with the waste of
coal, petroleum, natural gas,. timber and
mineral resources, and the needless los-
ses in agriculture. These losses are stu-
pendous, but they are not so serious as
those referred to in the paragraph which
we have quoted. The greatest asset of the
nation is its manhood. That which des-
troys or shortens human life is a more
serious foe to be grappled with than those
which waste material wealth. There can
be no doubt that the enorr:ous loss of
lifé and the lowering of the expectation
of life in mining and manufacturing cen-
tres is largel
amass wealth. It would be unfair to lay
all the blame for this state of affairs upon
individuals. Even.individuals are to somne
extent governed by social conditions which
they did not create. One of the great
problems of modern times is so to adjust
‘the great producing industries that human
lives will be properly safe-guarded and
conserved.

Hon. Walter Scott, premier of Saskatche-
wan, joined Sir Wilfrid at Brandon and
will accompany hih on his tour through
his province. T. CI Norris, Liberal leader
in' Manitoba, will legve the party tonight.
Hon, George Grahdm had a pleasant ex-
perience.. He was mhet by a man named
Lamontaine, who had driven sixteen miles
to shake the minister’d hand. “My father,”
he said, “was a strong Conservative. -Some
years ago an address t}y you in our old
home county of Bruce induced him to cast
his first Liberal vote. He has been a stout
Liberal ever since.” ™The minister was
frankly pleased and appreeiated it.
Speaking at Rapid City, the premier
complimented the people on the pluck with
which they had met the destruction of re-
cord crop prospects through intense heat.

The
civilization of the twentieth century is dif-
ferent from the civilization of which Eng-
land has grown great. England excells in
trade and commerce, and in time I think
we shall come close to the mother coun-
try.”

C. W. Anslow Badly Hurt
Campbellton, July 19—The destitute resi-
dents of fire stricken’ Campbellton were
plunged into more grief this afternoon and
became ‘at once forgetful of their losses in
the ‘recent conflagration ‘when the news
spread through the community that one of
its most zealous-workers and most esteem-
ed ‘members, Charles W. Anslow, lay at
