H. E. Thompson Heard By Sons
of England—Was There
Himself

H. F. Paisley, of Sydney, N. S., Declares Progress
of Canada in Last 60 Years is Notable
Achievement

CLUBS’ TASK IN COMMUNITY TOLD OF

Judge Wallace, of Halifax, Sees Early Universal Brotherhood an
Accomplished Fact—Province and City Extend Hearty
Welcome to Visiting Delegates

T ROTARIANISM stood for the promotion of inter-community and

{nternational fellowship was the keynote of the several addresses
which were heard at the 32nd District Rotary conference, which formally
opened in the Admiral Beatty Hotel here yesterday.. Lhe difterent speakers
represented various sections of the eastern provinces of the Dominion, as well
as certain parts of the United States. Al struck the one note, that the
Rotary clubs were performing an international work which would . eventually
cesult in harmonious relationships between all creeds and people.

H. F. Paisley, of Sydney, N. S, de-
elared that the development of the Do-
minion of Canada in the last 60 years
was one of the notable achievements
In the history of the earth.

Speaking of forest protection, A
Bterling McFarlane, principal of the
Fredericton High School, told the con-
vention that New Brunswick was fac-
Ing somewhat of a crisis, due to the
destruction of a large part of its mer-
chantable timber by fire.

Mr. McFarlane said that in one block
of timber alone the province had lost
» perpetual annual insome of more than
$100,000.

Speaking of the establishment ot
large pulp mills at various places in
the province, Mr. McFarlane said that
Musquash would probably have been
chosen for the establishment of a large
plant had not the pulp wood in the
vicinity been destroyed by fire several
yecars ago.

JUDGE GEORGE WALLACE.

Judge Wallace spoke of the lack of
knowledge people of one locality had
of the people of other localities. It
was one of the aims of Rotary to en-
lighten this ignorance and to promote
Inter-community and international good
fellowship.

Judge Hughes, of the United States
Supreme Court had said, the speaker
went on, that international clubs, such
as Rotary, would finally lead to world

e resisted. ,

The task might seem impossible but
did it appear any more so than that
2,300 clubs should have been organized
In the comparatively short time, since
the inception of Rotary Science had
eliminated the distance between coun-
itries. It was not an idle dream' that
science having made the nations neigh-
bors, Rotary should make them friends.
and brethren.

BRANCHES EVERYWHERE.

“

With branches in Australia, Japan
and the far corners of the earth much
good had been wrought already. The
speaker believed that the time was
not remote when a universal brother-
hood would be an accomplished fact.

Mr. Webster took as his subject “the
Club Council.” He spoke of the coun-
cils held by the Halifax club at regular
{intervals, and gave instances of the
good results which the policy had pro-
duced. The council had not the pow-
ers of directors, but their purpose was
constructive criticism.

The speaker believed the club council
to be a splendid idea and worthy thé
adoption of all clubs.

ROTARY SCHOOLS.

Mr. Ralston spoke on Rotary Schools
The schools were places for the ex-
change of Rotary ideas. These should
not be held at club luncheons where
guests would be bored by - questions
between chair and members.

It had been found advisable to take
up the school as. a definite object to
further the advance of Rotary ideals.
One of the first subjects for discussion
should be selective membership. The
discussion would be.found most inter-
esting. Another subject should be club

activities, and their application by
members in their daily routine.

These activities should not be lim-
ited to one object, but should only be
limited by the needs of the community.
The clubs were not, and were not in-
tended to be, a community cash box.

Rotary extension should also be
studied, so that the members should
become familiaz with its introduction
and growth in other countries. So
should the powsrs and scope of the
Canadian advisery board.

In Halifax thvee such meetings had
been held and the members were great-
ly interested.

EDUCATING NEW MEMBERS

Mr. Creelman spoke of the education
of new members. The rank and file
of new members, he said, were apt not!
to become very aetive during their first
few months in the club. A Rotary
conscience should be ' taught and
learned. If no systematic efforts were
made the attendance at luncheons
would be poor and the membership
likewise.

Mr. Fraser discussed education
among non-Rotarians. He said that if
the club ideals were lost sight of the
organization ‘must die. No member
should be allowed -to enter ‘Rotary
without an understanding of its ideals.

IMPROVE RELATIONS

Business and professional rela'ion-
ships should be improved. Rotarians
were being looked up to as exemplars
of what was true and right in life and
conduct. The ideal of service must be
fostered as the basis of every worthy
enterprise. Service above self was the
beginning and the end of the'move-
ment.

MR. PAISLEY TALKS

Mr. Paigley took as his subject “After
$8 Years.” Mr. Paisley explained that
58 years was the age of thre country—
not his own. The true Rotarian, he
said, was loyal first of all to his own
flag and land.

“We in Canada were.in danger of
being cursed with depreciation. The
development of the country had been
retarded by the World War, but great
strides had been made since Confeder-
ation. It had become one:of the great
Dominions of the British Empire, one
of the great grain producing countries
of the world.

“Trade and industry had multiplied
many times. Canada’s progress in the
last 60 years was one of the proudest
stories in the history of the earth.
Notable achievements had been made
in science and education. There had
been constitutional development and a
consolidation of the bonds of the Xm-
pire.

SOLDIERS AND STATESMEN

“Canadian soldiers and statesmen had
won a place for the Dominion in the
councils of the world. :

The Maritime Provinces were rich
in natural resources. Other parts cf
Canada were likewise favored. The
eastern people must take a national
viewpoint and not grumble because of
temporary conditions. The progress
made had been marvellous, but still
greater progress must be made,” de-
clared Mr. Paisley.

Mr. McFarlane spoke on forest pro-
tection. On behalf of the Crown lands
officials he thanked the club for the
opportunity they had given him to ap-
pear before them. The annual forest
losses were appalling and the province
was faced with disaster on that ac-
count.

One hundred and one years ago the
province was swept by the Miramichi
fire. Twice in recent years_this had
been repeated. In 1923 $2,800,000 worth
of timber was destroyed. One block
alone would have given the province
an annual income of $100,000 in per-
petuity.

In British Columbia for one tree cut
by lumbermen 22 trees were destroyed
by fire. Last year the prairic prov-
inces had 600 fires and New Brunswick
108. The Dominion was faced with a
forest crisis. The destruction for the
last six years averaged nine square
\ | miles a day.

Mr. Graham ¢iscussed the relation-
ship between ¢ aployer and employe.
He told of the aevelopments in indus-
try since the beginning of the 18th cen-
tury and the corresponding change in
commercial problems. Ignorance, he
said, was responsible for many dis-
putes between capital and labor.

LIVE UP TO CONTRACTS.

Employers should live up to the let-
ter of their wage contracts. They
should encourage initiative and they
should surround their men with every
possible safety device.  Promotion
should be on account of ability, not
favoritism, he said.

Both employers and employes should
respect their contracts. Both parties
should recognize the importance of
exercising the franchise. <

Health was a factor which must be
considered. He believed the time was
near when there would be compulsory
medical examination.

BOYS WORK.

Mr. Gregg was the next speaker. He
took boys’ work for his theme and told
the delegates that thf éoming genera-
tion should be the/ greatest in the
world’s history, as greater facilities
were being offered and more complex
problems being solved than ever be-
fore.

The Rotarians, he said, should see
that the boys had the opportunity of
entering into their full heritage.
Every boy possessed a social infec-
tion for the town in which he lived.
It must be seen to that this infeclion
was guided in the right direction. He
cited the cases of Livingstone, Watts
and Grenfell as examples of boyhood
inspiration mirrored in lives of splen-
did service. It was the duty of Rotar-
jans to see that the boys had a chance
to live. Slum conditions should be
eliminated. :

KEEP THEM AT SCHOOL.

Develocpment of both mind and body
must be considered. Faulty education
was a great menace to democracy
The boys should be kept at school or
they would find the doors of oppor-
tunity closed in after life.

Spiritual education should be encour-
aged and each boy helped into the
church of his choice. -

Mr. Gass told of the work being done
among crippled children. He gave in-
stances of totally or partially paralyz-
ed children had received treatment with
excellent results.

ONE IN EVERY THOUSAND.

One child, he said, in every thousand
was crippled. Wonderful work was be-
ing done among them under the aus-
pices of Rotary. Ohio, Pennsylvania,
New York and Massachusetts had been
prominent in the, work. While he ap-
preciated the work being done by others
he believed that Rotary was leading
the way. Almost every club in this
district was bearing a definite part in
the work, he said.

Mr. Gass told of what had been done
in Halifax and the cheer that had been
brought to crippled children and their
parents by the Rotary activities.

MESSAGE FROM DISTRICT 31,

Mr. Williams brought a message from
District 31. In opening his remarks he
paid a warm tribute to District Gover-
nor Young.

The Rotarian, he said, was just a
steady, faithful, average man. The
club could never have an identity in
the community unless each member
fulfilled his particular task. The com-
mendation of his fellows was the
greatest honor a man could win.

The dinner and dance held by the
Rotary clubs of district 82 in the Ad-
miral Beatty last evening was a highly
successful function and was graced with
a full attendance of the Rotarians and
their ladies and guests. The spirit of
Rotary was allowed full swing and in-
formality was the keynote of the oc-
casion. The attendance. was so large
that the Georgian ball room was over-
flowed and additional tables had to be
placed in the hall and writing room.

The dinner was - interspersed with
club singing. District Governor John
Young, of Sydney, N. S, presided and
introduced the guests of honor, among
whom were: International Vice-Presi-
dent Arthur Sapp, Mrs. Sapp and Miss
Helen Sapp, of Huntington, Mass.;

OTTAWA, April 22—A record pro-
duction was attained in the automobile
industry in Canada in 1925, according
to a statement issued by the Domin-
ion Bureau of Statistics at Ottawa.

In that year the 11 automobile fac-
tories in Canada produced 124,458 pas-
senger cars, 22,144 trucks and 15,368
chassis, a total of 161,70 cars, which
was an increase of 22 per cent over
1924 and 10 per cent above the figures
for 1928, the previous best year, when
147,202 cars and trucks were produced.
The total value of production, includ-
ing some parts and repair work, was
$110,885,380 as compared with $88,-
480,418 in 1924. ;

Export shipments from Canada were
the highest on record. The total value

of automobiles and parts exported dur-
ing the year was $39,417,614, an in-
crease 8,000,000 over 1924 and 2,000,
000 over 1923, the previous best year.
Exports of Canadian- made passenger
cars numbered 58,005 which was about
85 per cent of the total Canadian pro-
duction. Trucks numbered 16,146 and
parts were valued at $6,372,728.

Garvin and spoke of the pride of the
local club in presenting so gifted a
newspaper woman, writer and enter-
tainer as “Katherine Hale.”
During the evening A. C. Lawrence,
wccompanied by Miss Beryl Blanch,
gave two very pleasing vocal solos.

THIRD VISIT HERE.

Mrs. Garvin said that it was her
third visit to Saint John, but the first
occasion on whigh she had stayed for
any length of time. She regretted that
she had not herself written of Saint
John in poetry, although she had had
much pleasure in writing of the city
In prose, but she gave as her opening
reading a poem on Saint John written
by MacDonald, an Ontario writer, and
eauthor of The Song of the Undertow,
from which the selection was taken.
Her introduction was a very happy
one. .

The group of poems which she gave
next she described as “color lyrics”
and each was a gem of poesy. In-
cluded in the group were Marjory
Pickthall’s “The Green Month”;
“Brasses” from “The Sea Wall” by
Mrs. L. Sharmon; “Brown” by Louise
M. Bowman; “Blue Homespun,” a

4 lyric of the French-Candian habitant
by F. O. Call and hymn to “Silver,”
by Walter de La Mare.

WAR-TIME LYRIC.

As the closing' number of the group
she gave her own “Grey Knitting,” a
war-time lyric of great beauty ot
thought and expression, which made a
very deep appeal.

Then she turned to that familiar
descriptive poem of Alfred Noyes “The
Barrel Organ,” and as she read its
rythic lines her hearers could picture
the busy streets of London and realize
the all prevading influence of the curb-
side music.

A number of her own poems taken
from “Morning in the West” were
given next. She explained that when
she had visited Western Canada she
had falied to find those curious things
“typical characters” but had heard
storles and seen things that haunted
her and she had begun to put down
these things in verse form.

That was in the year before the war
and with the war she had dropped her
western poetry. Since then she had
had the joy of reading her Western

READS POEMS,

First she read a poem descriptive of
the old Indian chieftain, 97 years of
uge, who sat by the roadside at Jasper
to watch the modern world go by and
peer back into the past when the trail
had been blazed at mighty cost. Then
she read the joyous poem of “The
Return of the Trapper” and followed
that with the “Winter Morning,” in
which the rich woman recalls her days
of pioneering forty years ago.

A group of delightfully clever poems,
which she described as “portraits of
women,” were given next by Mrs. Gar-
vin and they were “snapshot” charac-
terization in very appealing verse.
There was the “Blue Jay” woman, the
Irish woman, with the proper fear of
pixies, the Bolshevik woman, who
nevertheless wished the good things for
her son, and “the woman who was
every kind of woman as all women
are.”

Mrs. Garvin included in this group
also “A Fabulous Day” and one of her
poems which has been most widely
printed, “Silver Slippers.”

STUDIES IN CHILDHOOD

From her own poems she passed to
studies in childhood and declared her
own belief that it required the greatest
genius to touch childhood. She had
not herself attempted poetry of child-
hood, she said, and would read from
A. A. Milne’s “When We Were Very
Young,” poems that have been so wide-
ly acclaimed. The poems in this group
which she selected . included Market
Square, The Wrong House, The King's
Breakfast, and each was a prime fa
vorite with the audience.

Hilaire Belloc’s “Cautionary Tales”
were the last group on the program and
for these very moral ditties Mrs. Gar-
vin had a piano accompaniment and
gave a musical . recitative rendering
which put all the proper thrill to the
amazing climax of each of the poems.

Included in the group were the tales
of Rebecca who slammed doors; Ma-
tilda, who told such awful lies and
Henry, who ate bits of string, all of
whom perished miserably, and Charles,
who did at all times just what he
ought to do and became justly wealthy,
famous and happy.

BAXTER REPLIES

- Holds Power Development Plan

Of Cabinet Is Effort

at Putting

 Money Into People’s Pockets

Premier Says in Legislature Duel With Opposi-
tion Chief That Government Isn’t There to
Gamble With Public Funds on Doubtful Facts

EX-PREMIER HITS PENALTY SCHEME

Tells House No Positive Assurance Exists That Work Will Proceed
to Finish at Cataract and Valuable Concessions Are Being
Given Away, While No Control is Retained

I“REDER[CTON, N. B., April 22—"This government is trying to
have energy developed at Grand Falls to put money in the
pockets of the people and we are not here to gamble with the
people’s money on doubtful facts.”

So declared Premier Baxter in expounding the policy of his
cabinet and supporters in reply to a lengthy and vigorous attack
on this policy by Hon. Dr. P. J. Veniot, leader of the Opposition,

in the House this afternoon.

The two leaders took up the entire afternoon, the Opposition
chief speaking for two hours while Premier Baxter contented him-

self with a half-hour address.

Hon. Dr. Veniot assailed bitterly the bills introduced, but they
were ably defended by the premier. Both scored telling points

and both were frequently applauded by their supporters.
The bills now go to the corporations’ committee tomorrow for

thinute consideration.

George H. Montgomery, K. C., counsel

of the International Paper Company, Limited, will attend the

sittings tomorrow.
The Premier’s rebuttal was to the
point. He said he did not propose to
_ fellow his honorable friend through his
many ramifications, as it would serve
little good purpuse. Referring to the
$16.50 price asked of Frasers in a for-
mer report. the Premier declared there
were two kinds of horse power, con-
tinuous and 12-hour power. The $20
price now asked of Frasers was for con-
tinuous horse power or $10 for the 12-
Bour kind and that, he said, would ef-
fectively meet criticism by his honor-
tble friend.

FOUND NEBULOUS STATE

The Government, he declared, had
found the Grand Falls project in a
nebulous state, but when exact reports
were made it was found that they could
not depend on from 40,000 to 50,000
“horse power every year. As to criti-
eism of this development being for two
*ndustries, he said, it was right that it
should be so, as both were based on
the native products of the province.

BUSINESS APPEAL

He appealed to members of the House
to consider this question from a busi-
ness and not from a political stand-
point.
to the development and said that if he
could have had his way, agrecments

between the International and Frasers:

would have been reached long ago and

that instead of being the last these bills |

would have been the first before the
House. He would say, however, that
every opportunity would be given to
every member to consider this question,
and so long as there was a desire for
honest investigation just so long would
he keep the House sitting.

PROVINCE IMPEDED

Hon. Dr. Veniot, he said, had criti-
cized the $50,000 forfeit arrangement,
but he would like to point out to the
people that this should have been for-
feited long ago, but under legislation
introduced by the party of his honor-
able friend the province’s hands were
tied in the matter and it could not be
forfeited even though they so desired.

The Premier praised the business
acumen of Archibald Fraser, president
of the Fraser Companies, Limited, and
said he preferred to stand on his busi-

+ ness judgment rather than a host of
feports on the development.

OBTAINED BY COMMISSION.

With reference to W. M. Tilley’s
opinion the Premier declared he never
sought; this, as charged by Hon. Dr.
Veniot. It was secured by the Hydro
Commission after attempts were made
to secure opinions from Eugene Lafleur
and Acme Geoffrion, counsel in this
matter for the Veniot government.

"There was no positive assurance, he
told the house, that Grand Falls would
be developed, and he asked what had
hecome of the Premier’s promise in this
regard. The province, he asserted,
was giving -away valuable concessions
and retaining no control over the com-
pany’s actions.

CLAUSE. “OUTRAGEOUS.”

He termed as “outrageous” the
clause providing for a payment of not
exceeding $2 per horse power to the
company in case the province decided
to develop below the Grand Falls. He
twitted the government for making
available to the company all the plans
of the former administration for the
development. The acceptance of such
plans, he assumed, somewhat threw a
monkey wrench into the machinery
used to convince the public at the last
elections that his government was not
justified in going on with the Grand
Falls development because of 1nsuffi-
cient information.

The opposition leader said he wish-

ed to correct a statement made by
Premier Baxter that plans and surveys
for storage sites in the State of Main¢
were missing from the Hydro Commis-
sion’s office. He declared that the
former commission never contemplated
using any storage in the State of Maine
in their development. :

Touching the agreements made by
his government last year, Hon. Dr.
Veniot said it was the heighth of non-
sense to say that Frasers were barred.
He defended strongly his government’s
policy in this regard.

TILLY’S OPINION

Respecting W. N. Tilly’s opinion, he
said, the Premier had told the House
he had obtained this because he wanted
to make sure of his own opinion that
the agreements were too vague.
declared that from the time Premier
Baxter assumed office last September
he was working for private ownership
and yet Tilly’s opinion was dated
March 13, 1926. The Premier, he said,
did not tell the House that Mr. Tilly
was the legal counsel for one of the
largest private corporations in the
world, the C. P. R. He termed as “un-
fair” statements made by Hon. E. A.
Relll.]i in regard to sums paid H. G.
Ac and Mr. Lowery and said he
should have been hopest enough to tell
the whole circumstances in the two

cases.
COMMISSION’S COST

His honorable friend, Hon. Mr.
Reilly, had talked much of economy in
his commission as compared with the
Veniot commission and yet he noticed
the present commission had cost this
province nearly $5,000 for six months
as compared with a fixed charge of $9,-
000 a year under the old commission.

VENIOT SPEAKS.

Mr. Veniot after some preliminary
remarks in reference to pronouncements
of Premier Baxter in regard to Grand
Falls development, continued as fol-
lows:

“The chairman of the Hydro Com-
mission, in dealing with the adminis-
tration of that body, told the House
that they had affected a large saving
by reducing the staff by some 64 em-
ployes.

64 were temporarily employes only, who
had been engaged simply for the pur-
pose of running the transmission lines
survey in connection with the pro-
posed development of Grand Falls by
the former commission, and when this
work ended, there being no further
work for them they were no longer
employed. And this is what the hon-
orable gentleman calls a ‘monthls
saving of $8,500 to the province.” 1
am surprised that the honorable gentle-
man would attempt to put over such
a subterfuge on the House. But it
only goes to show what straits our
friends opposite are driven In their
efforts to discredit public ownership.
The attempt to show that the action
of the commission was in the Interest
of economy is only surpassed by their
extreme efforts to kill public owner-
ship in the eyes of the public so as to
have a better excuse for handing our
water powers over to private corpora-
tions.

ANOTHER ERROR CHARGED.

“The honorable gentleman also led
the house astray when he attempted to
show the amount of money pala to
Acres and Lowrey as so much salary.
Such was not the case, and as chair-
man of the commission he must have
known that the sums mentioned by
him were not all paid for salaries to
these two gentlemen. Acres was en-
gaged by the commission at $600 a
month as consulting engineer and -act-
ed as such for a little less than two
years, which amounted in salary to
about $12,000, the balance of the $23,000
was for the services of other engineers
employed by Acres in making out
plans, etc., and for expenses while
traveling in the interest of the com-
mission. Lowrey was engaged at
$200 a month and received in sal-
ary about $7,000, the balance of’ the
$13,000 mentioned by the chairman of
the commission was for wages and ex-
penses of the crew under him while
engaged in making surveys preparatory
to the making of the plans, etc. Why
not deal with the facts just as they
are found.

! THOSE ON PAY ROLE.

“But, Mr. Speaker, since the chair-
man of the commissi is so anxious
to show how the new commission econ-
omised since they took charge why did
he not dismiss Acres, Lowrey and
Blanchard, three very high salaried
officials employed by the old commis-
sion to be used only in connection with
the development of Grand Falls, and
who have been kept on the payroll ot
the commission- notwithstanding. that
the government had months ago de-
cided that it would not undertake the
development as a government measure?

“The chairman of the commission
said that he desired to give an honest
account of the administration of the
commission. Does it look like it in
the face of what I have just revealed?

“The chairman of the commission
did not satisfy himself in attacking
public ownership from the Grand Falls
end of the proposition, but he went so
far as to give. information touching
Musquash, which I claim did not bear
out his promise to give a fair and hon-
est account of affairs.

REPLACEMENT RESERVE.

“In dealing with the socalled replace-

men reserve deficit, when he pointed
out that there was a shortage of $11,000
in the Saint John system last year,
he could have further enlightened his
hearers by stating that that deficit
had been reduced from $17,000 in 1924
to the sum he named in 1925, through
no effort of the new commission.
But that would be giving too much
credit to the former commission and
my honorable friend is too close-fisted
to give credit to anyone much less a
political opponent.

MUSQUASH FINANCES

“Then, again, while using what he
called the unsound financial condition
of Musquash as a battering ram against
public ownership, why did he not t:!l
the House of the improved condition
of affairs since November last, not
brought about in conscquence of any
work of the new commission, but as a
result of the work of the former com-
mission. He could not even be fair
when he dealt with the contract made
between the N. B. Power Company and
the Hydro Commission. He told the
House that we were paying the com-
pany some $2,800 a month, but ke
would have given too much credit to
the old commission if he had told the
House what revenue was actually com-
ing in from this transaction and what
further revenue was estimated. He
further forgot to tell the House that

of a lack of disposition to be fair on
the part of the chairman of the com-
mission. During my speech on the
budget I pointed out what was con-
sidered to be discrepancies between the
partial audit of the accounts of the
commission made in October and the
final audit of the full year’s operations.
The chairman did not touch this point
and the reason for his not doing so is
obvious to anyone who has given this
matter any attention. Had he dealt

honestly with this phase-of the ques-
tion he could not but have revealed
wherein he led the House astray last
session and how he deceived the peo-
ple during the election campaign when
he stated positively that Musquash was
going behind financially at the rate of
$200,000 a year, when the very best
their own auditors could show would
be $43,000.

“There can be only one object in the
desperate attempts at misrepresenta-

tion made by our friends opposite in
connection with Musquash matters, and
that is to destroy any faith the penple
may have in the policy of public own-
ership by throwing a scare into the
public mind and thus prepare the way
for handing over our valuable water
power assets to private corporations.

AGREEMENTS.

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lieve that under Agreement B, the Fra-
ser Companies were debarred from
purchasing any power from the Hydro
Commission is the height of nonsense.
The Premier read to the House what
he said was the legal opinion of W. N.
Tilley, one of the most eminent law-
yers in Canada, to prove that this
was the case. I do not pretend to
question any legal opinion that might
be given by such an eminent lawyer,
if such an opinion was really given,
but I do not hesitate to state that if
the Premier had read to the House the
full text, not of the opinion definitely
expressed because there was no such
" definite opinion given by Mr. Tilley,
instead of reading only such parts of
Mr. Tilley’s letter as suited the case at
the time, the House would not have
been led to believe that the Frasers
were debarred in the manner set forth
by the argument used by the Premier.

“If the Premier had read the full text
of the letter in question it would be
clearly shown that I was right when
I contended that the Hydro Commis-
sion, without having to consult the
International Paper Company, could
sell all or any part of its energy of
$0,000 horse power (except the reserva-
tion of 10,000 or 14,000 horse power)
to whom they pleased for any purpose
pther than a specified sale for grind-
Ing purposes.

VALUE OF NEW SCHEME

“What -does the province secure
onder this new scheme? We are told
that the Paper Company will reserve
bor the people some 4,000 horse pow-
er, to be under control of the gov-

ernment. The premier emphasized
this by stating that 4,000 horse pow-
er would equal 27,000,000 kilowat
hours per year. Unless matters are
so arranged the province can sell
this amount of power on a 24 hour
daily basis he will fall short by at
least half of the 27,000,000 kilowat
hours, and if the province has to pay
for this reservation of power then
the price to the consumers will be
so great that it cannot be sold for do-
mestic or commercial purposes.
There are so many technical ways of
computing the sale of electrical en-
ergy that those umnacquainted with
the intricacies of the game may very
easily be driven into a bargain which
will bring a loss to the province.

“In securing 4,000 horse power for
the use of the people the goverm-
ment tries to make the House believe
that something great was accomplish-
ed. Where is th benefit to the peo-
ple?. None outside of a small area,
such area as will be governed by the
main transmission of the Company,
because it would mever be feasible
for the government to construct sec-
ondary transmission lines to distri-
bute this small amout of power at
any great distance.

“As a final result you will have
this valuable asset monopolized by a
large corporation whose main object
is to make profits on their invest-
ment, and while only contributing to
the progress of the community in
their immediate vicinity, will hamper
the devolopment of industry in the
other sections of the provnce, which,
under government control as former-
ly planned, would have seen numer-

CAPACITY OF GRAND FALLS,

“The Premier has questioned the
capacity of Grand Falls and endeavor-
ed to show that there was only 27,000
dependable all time horsepower.

“I have in my possession the report
of eminent engineers engaged by the
International Paper Company to re-
port upon and make plans for them in
connection with their development ot
Grand Falls. This report shows an
immediate development of 80,000 horse
power and an ultimate of 80,000 horse
power. The plans were made by John
McCrae, consulting engineer in charge
of the rebuilding of Chaudiere Dam, in
consultation with Cecil B. Smith, who
was in charge of the construction of
plant of the hydro-electric plant of the
Niagara Falls Power Co.

“There was to be ‘eight hydro-electric
generating units of 10,00 horse pawer
each. The dam at the Falls would
raise the working head 14 feet. With-
out the dam the effective head was
119 feet and there is more than suffi-
cient water at this head to develop the
Initial - 30,000 horse power, which
amount is sufficient for the present
market requirements.’

“This report further showed  that
on a utilization of 12,000 horse power
for the line to Eredericton and Saint
John and Edmundston and Northern
Maine, of the 80,000 installed, would
leave surplus earnings of $185,600
after meeting every charge except sink-
ing fund. By the installation of tur-
bines of sufficient capacity to provide
for the continuous over-load of 25 per
cent., they would have a reserve of
25,000 horse power sufficient for the
proposed paper mill, and Moncton line,
which would still further increase an-
nual income by $739,500, while operat-
ing and interest charges would only
be increased by $25,000 per -annum.
By the further ultimate development
reaching 80,000 horse power, a further
income of $600,000. The 30,000 horse
power would yield surplus earnings of
$899,000 less sinking fund—or allowing
2 per cent. for sinking fund, the invest-
ment of $5,000,000 would return a 9
per cent. dividend. These are not my
figures, but the figures of the very
company to which the government is
handing over Grand Falls today.

ESTIMATED POWER PRICE.

“According to a report submitted to
the government by the International
Paper Company, made by Mr. Kerch, a
most eminent engineer, in 1921, horse
power could be developed and sold at
the switch-board at Grand Falls for
$16.75 per horse power.

“Since that time materials, machin-
ery and labor have been considerably
reduced in price, and today the same
company is undertaking to develop and
sell energy at $20 per horse power
This price is excessive.

“The development contemplated in
1921 was 385,000 horse power, about
the same as the company now say they
will develop. 5

“The engineers of the New Bruns-
wick Hydro Commission having plann-
ed for a 50,000 to 75,000 horse power
development estimated that energy
could be sold at the switch-board for
from $18.50 to $15.

“In the face of these facts have I not
a reason for saying that $20 a horse
power at the switch-board is a price
far beyond what should be charged the
Frasers Company or any other industry
as well as for the amount of energy
reserved for the use of the province?

URGES PROVINCIAL WORK.

“To my mind these facts should be
conclusive proof that the province
should go on with the development.
We can do it cheaper and save money
to the Frasers or any other industry
and at the same time give the Inter-
national Paper Company all the power
they will require for their paper and
pulp mill.

“It is nqt reasonable to conclude that
if power could be developed in 1921
for $16.75 a horse power, that it could
at least be developed now for that
figure. Why then should our indus-
tries have to pay tribute to the Inter-
national Paper Company to the tune
of four-or five dollars a horse power
above what their own engineers reported
in 19217 These figures conclusively
show that our engineers were right in
estimating the cost of -horse power in
1925.

PRICES OF HYDRO POWER.
“Those opposed to public ownership

are making the claim that the develop-
ment under private ownership can be
made a great deal cheaper and conse-
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quently sold to the industries and for
other uses at a cheaper rate than under
public ownership.

“Such a contention is absolutely‘con-
trary to the facts. The proof can
readily be found for my statement by
an examination of operation of hydro
in the province of Ontario, where the
government controls about 1,500,000
horse power, and is still seeking to in-
crease it because the demand is so
great that they are running short of
power very rapidly.

“I have been in communication with
several large concerns in Quebec, who
own hydro development and have ob-
tained from them prices in various
sections of that province. 1 find the
following:

QUEBEC POWER COSTS.

“The Quebec Power Company sells
blocks of power to industries of 1,000
h.p. and upwards of the raie of, based
on three cents per k.w.h. for first 50
hours use of maximum demand per
month. One cent per k.w.h. for the
next 50 hours use and one half cent
per k. w.h for next two hundred hours
and three mills for balance of con-
sumption. In all cases a maximum

demand metre is installed and charges
are based on not less than 75 per cent.
of the contracted amount. To all this
is added a service charge of $1 per
horse power per month. This is equi-
valent to about $40 per h.p.

“Montreal Light, Heat and Power
Co., in Montreal district, large blocks
of power are sold on basis of fixed
flat charge based on maximum demand
plus metre-rate for kilowatt hour usage.
Cost per horse power year varies be-
tween minimum of $12 and maximum
of $35, depending altogether on load
factor and hours of use.

Power plant situated outside city of
Montreal, in blocks of 1,000 horse power
and up electrical power is today being
sold in Quebec at from $25 to $45 per
horse power of maximum demand, de-
pending on locality, hours and condi-
tions of use. Maximum demand de-
termined as highest integrated peak
over any period of 20 consecutive min-
utes. Power factor 90 per cent. and
up. Contracts for five years or over.

“Ontario public ownership prices
The prices for industries in Ontario
run from $18.50 to $80, according to
distances of transmission and other

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local conditions. For instance at Ot-
tawa power from the Chaudiere hydro
is sold for $13.72 without high ten-
sion tranemission lines to construct to
the border of the city.

PRICES IN NEW BRUNSWICK.

- “The development of Grand Falls by
the government of New Brunswick
would permit the sale of hydro at the
bus-bar at a price that would not ex-
ceed $14 a horse power. It could be
transmitted over the high tension lines
to Fredericton, Bathurst, Campbellton,
ete., for a good deal less than $16 a
horse power, thus giving to industries
horse power at a distance from the
power plant at a figure less than $28
a horse power. Industries today using
a combination of hydro and steam |
generation of electdical power are do-*
ing so at a cost far in excess of $30
per horse power. With such an advan-
tage in favor of Grand Falls develop-
ment New Brunswick industries could
veadily compete with similar indus-
tries in Quebec or Ontario. When the
development would be completed and
- the high tension lines erected through-
out the province, the increasing volume
of business would warrant an even
lower rate per horse power to indus-
tries than that which would be charg-
ed in the inception of the enterprise.

“That Grand Falls is an ideal water
power is proved by the reports of such
eminent hydraulic engineers as R. S.
Kelsch, Noble and Woodard, Hardy S.
Ferguson, Sr.”

DEALS WITH MEASURES

Dealing with the two bills before the
House, Hon. Dr. Veniot said: “The bill
incorporating the Saint - John River
Power Company is a distinet departure
from the principle of public ownership,
inasmuch as it passes the control of
the most valuable water power devel-
opment in this province over to a pri-
vate corporation.

“My intention is to deal with the
principle involved in the action of the
former Government and the departure
therefrom as a result of the decision of
the present Government to adopt the
.policy of private development of our
water powers and in doing so review
the actions of both the Hydro Com-
mission and the Government jn their
efforts to convince the public that pri-
vate ownership is the policy best suited
‘to our province.

~“In reading this bill I am forced to
‘the - conclusjon that the Grand Falls
proposition ‘will be in the very unsat-
{sfactory position it was previous to
the date when the Government in 1923
bad courage enough to cancel the lease
of the company and prepare for Gov-
erpment development. Up to that date
the company, during a period of 15
years, did nothing else but kitefly the
proposition. When pressed to develop,
they always found some excuse and ob-
tained delay upon delay.. Always pre-
pared to risk the forfeiture of their cash
deposit made as evidence of good faith.
Finally the company took one chance
too many and in the public interest

that cash deposit was forfeited for non- |

fulfilment of the terms of their charter.

SEES NO OBLIGATION

“Under the present bill there is ab-
solutely no obligation on the part ot
this new company to go on with Grand
Falls development, for if they fail to
do so they are only penalized to the
extent of $50,000, and this sum is not
a deposit put up by the present com-
pany, but it is the same money for-
feited to the Government for non-ful-
filment of covenant by the former
company, which the present paternal
Government is, passing to the new cor-
poration. This is putting a license on
violation of agreements. You might as
well say to this new company, ‘Here’s
$50,000 which we forfeited against your
forebears; we give it back to you to
play with it in the same way as they
did. Extensions are arranged for to
suit all purposes and knowing that Gov-
ernment will be lenient, as in the past,
you have nothing to fear should you
not be able to comply with all terms
of your charter.

COMPANY GETS CHARTER.

“This new company is given a
charter which contains power to do
almost anything under the sun except
give a positive assurance. that Grand
Falls will be developed. Section 84
of this bill contains ‘what can be
styled a magnificent attempt at per-
petrating a huge joke on the public.

“Instead of a guarantee of work be-
ginning in May as stated by the Pre-
mier, this company has six months to
make up its mind whether it will be-
gin development or not. Should 't de-
cide to go on with the work it is unly
bound to expend $1,000,000 within
two years from that date. But even
these periods are not definitely fixed
by the act, because further extension
of time left to the discretion of the
governor-in-council and it is not
forgotten to incorporate in. this clause
a sufficient number of reasons for de-
lay as would make it easy for the gov-
ernment to find every excuse possible
to give the same extensions which had
been given to the former company.
The worst feature in the matter of de-
lays, etc., is to be found in the fact
that the company appears to Le the
sole judge of its “inability afier rea-
sonable effort” to do so and where is
the promise given by the Premier ss
well as the chairman of the hydro com-
mission that this work would be com-
pleted within two years?

TO SIX MONTHS' DELAY.

“The much vaunted agreement which
would ensure sufficient power to the
Fraser’s Company is also subjected to
six months’ delay for a final decision.
If that agreement has been made as
stated by the Premier, why should this
bill contain a clause extending the time
to six months for the signing and de-
livery of the agreement between the
two companies for the sale of power?

“We were led to believe that every-
thing was so adjusted that there could
be no cause for delay.

“Section 25 of the bill sets forth that

A

‘contract for sale of power to the
Fraser Companies and the N. B. In-
ternational Paper Company and the N.
B. Electric Power Commission shall
not be subject to review or to eny
regulatory jurisdiction by the Board of
Public Utility or by any authority frcm
the province without the consent of the
company’. .

GIVING AWAY ASSET.

“The province is giving away a valu-
able asset and has nothing whatever
to say in its administration or future
actions without the consent of this
company. Even in the matter of the
amount of energy reserved for the use
of the province there shall be no regu-
latory jurisdiction except with the con-
sent of the company. Is it possible to
more securely tie the hands of the
province?

“But let me further point out that
section 25 defines to what use the
quantity of energy reserved to the
province shall be put. Why not go one
step further and complete the farce by
giving this company control of the
government?

“OUTRAGEOUS CLAUSE.”

“But one of the most outrageous
clauses in the bill is to be found in
section 22, where, in the event of the
province desiring to develop any water
powers below the Grand Falls, on the
Saint John River, the province shall
pay tribute to this company at a rate
not to exceed $2 per horse power for
benefits accruing to such development
as a result of the development at Grand
Falls. Surely such a clause will never
be enacted. Is this what the Premier
meant when he assured the House that
the interests of the province would be
fully protected? Why should we give
away right and franchise and then be
required to pay dearly for benefits that
may accrue from the extremely gener-
ous action of the,government?

“All the plans prepared by the for-
mer governmént are made availgble to
the new company. I understand these
plans will' be followed with exception
of a few changes. necessary to meet
what I might call the lesser develop-
ment.

“In view of the oft repeated charge
that our plans could not be relied
upon because of insufficient’ informa-
tion, the acceptance of these plans now
somewhat throws a money wrench into
the machinery used to convince the
public that we were not justified in
going on’' with Grand . Falls develop-

ment.” r
BAXTER».RE’LIRS‘.

Hon. Mr. Baxter, replying to Mr
Veniot, saig/that gentleman had spent
time and #nergy with an eloquence of
whig.h,.he was so well the master, in
givig the house a most wonderful dis-
course; He had treated, not only on
the subject matter of the bill, but had
taken his hearers to Musquash and
treated them to the details of the man-
agement of that project. He felt he
could not construct anything like it, and
was at a loss to know how to pick up
the anaconda, perhaps it had better be
by the tail. The honorable gentleman
would like to make his hearers believe
that he was much more conversant with
facts than his opponents, and he had
the peculiar faculty of treating what
he termed “facts” in such 4 way as to
make matters appear other than they
sometimes were. He. had stressed the
tragedy of this unfortunate province
where electrical energy could not be
had for $10 per horse power.

MATTER OF HORSE POWER.

There was one little fact in this con-
nection, however, that he did not stress.

Brown label 75c¢c 1b.

There were two ways in which horse
power was spoken of, one was primary,
or continuous horse power, and the oth-
er was secondary, or more properly,
12-hour horse power, usually termed
electrical horse power, in all probabil-
ity. The figures which ahe honorable
gentleman had quoted in regard to
horse power elsewhere were for elec-
trical horse power. He would point
out that in the agreement between the
Saint John River Company and Fraser
Companies, Limited, as provided in
the schedule to the bill before the house
the price named ($20) was for continu-

for electrical horse power and therefore
much cheaper than the price quoted
by his honorable friend as having
been proposed some years ago, and
which he thought should now be ob-
tainable, namely, $16 per horse power.

REPORTS COMPARED.

His honorable friend had spent some
time in comparing reports made by
Mr. H. G. Acres, evidently wishing
‘the inference to be drawn that his re-
port to this government contradicted
his former statements. He would say
that the value of a report depended
upon the facts upon which it was based
From different angles of investigation
the two reports quoted might both be
accurate. At any rate he could say
that .the simple' reading of the agree-
ment justified Mr. Acres in his report
to the present government. The varl-
ous fagts to which his honorable friend
had referred in connection with Grand
Falls, the present government had
found in' a most nebulous form. He
had given the-various reports in regard
to flowage, etc., most careful consider-
ation, in conjunction with the mem-
bers of the Hydro Commission and the
only opinion which could be formed
was that Grand Falls could not be de-
pended upon for more than 40,000
horse power.

FACTS ARE DOUBTFUL.

Notwithstanding all the evidence
which his honorable friend had pro-
duced the facts which he presented were
in many ways-somewhat doubtful, and
he (Baxter) considered that this gov-
ernment had not been placed in power
to gamble on doubtful facts. There-
fore, he said, they were tying this devel-
opment to definite, well-known investi-
gations upon which the best business
brains of the country have made cer-
tain definite agreements. His honor-
able friend had said it was wrong to
tie up the powers of Grand Falls to a
few industries and that it should
mainly be reserved to develop all sorts
of industries, large or small, through-
out the Rrovinoe. He maintained,
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however, that it was right tG devote
this power to develop the native indus-
tries dependent. upon our native pro-
ducts. Could this honorable friend
name one important industry that could
be depended upon to succeed, that was
not based upon what the country
produced?

LINES OF DEVELOPMENT.

Excepting forest products he feared
there were few lines upon which in-
dustries could be developed that would
not involve a loss and possibly be a
liability to the province like Musquash.
His honorable friend, with that great
talent of painting the skilful picture
which would divert the attention of
his audience from the point at issue—
and he was just as good a lawyer as
any of them—had attempted to show
that the Fraser Company could have
got power under the arrangements pro-
posed by the old commission, and he
claimed that Mr. W. N. Tilley had
only been partially quoted when his
opinion was given in a previous de-
bate. He also stated that Mr. Tilley,
being a counsel for the C. P. R., could
be depended upon to give an opinion
against public ownership. He would
say in this connection that the hydro
commission had first tried to get an
opinion from eminent lawyers in Mont-
real, but these gentlemen felt that on
account of their having acted for his
honorable friends they could not pro-
fessionally act in the matter.

THIRD CHOICE.

Mr. Tilley really was a third choice,
although that did not detract from his
Ligh standing as a legal authority. No
matter what Mr. Tilley might have
stated in reference to-other parts of the
old contract he certainly said in refer-
ence to the paragraph dealing with the
matter that the Fraser Companies and
everyone else except the International
Paper Co., and the Bathurst Lumber
Company, were debarred from securing
power for the grinding of wood for
pulp. True he advised that the power
might be otherwise used, but to what
use would it be applied?

CAMPAIGN PROMISES.

During the campaign speakers on be-
half of the old government had gird-
ed the whole province with twinkling
electric lights—a very pretty panorama
—but whence would come the money
to pay for them? The present govern-
ment was trying to turn the power into
a course which would give wide em-
ployment, thus distributing much
money and enabling the workers to get
light and other luxuries if they so de-
sired. It was mot the present policy
tg offer a man light when he had no
money to pay for it.

STAND OF GOVERNMENT.

It was well known that this govern-
ment stood for private development of
power. Under the bill before the house
the International Paper Company un-
dertakes to develop the power and has
reluctantly agreed to give power to
other users. It had taken months of
negotiations to concur in an agreement
whereby the manufacture of the forest
products on the immense holdings of
the Fraser Companies might be served.
Much time and many conferences had
been involved and yet his honorable
friend had snecred at the expenses in-
curred by the hydro commission in this
connection. ‘These negotiations had
been pushed as rapidly as possible and
the agreement was only concluded a
few days ago. If he had had his way,
these bills would have been ready at
the opening of the session, but he could
assure the house that no business would
be rushed through and the house would
be kept sitting until everyone had had
the fullest opportunity to discuss every

feared there ‘was not enough in sight
for both companies, and therefore pre-
cautions had to be taken. f

GOVERNMENT CRITICIZED

His honorable friends had criticized
this government because they had not
exacted a new deposit as a guarantee
of good faith from the company, but
had allowed the $50,000 originally held
in trust by the government from the
old Grand Falls Company to stand al-
though it had been forfeited. As a
matter of fact, by the legislation which
his honorable friend had passed this
$50,000 could not be forfeited. There-
fore it was still the property of the In-
ternational Paper Company and as
such was being held as a trust fund
and would be forfeited if necessary
should/ there be any failure in regard
to carrying out the contracts.

He would repeat the only reason
that this $50,000 had not been put into
the revenue of the province was be-
cause of the honorable gentleman’s
own legislation preventing it.

ANOTHER COMPLAINT

His honorable friend had also com-
plained because Public Utilities did not
have control in connection with the
Fraser contract. This was not con-
sidered necessary as it was purely a
matter between corporations. In so-
far, however, as the sale of power to
the public was concerned the Public
Utilities governed. The province re-
quired all the industries that could pro-
fitably be promoted and conducted, and
what could be better than to get an
immense organization like the Interna-
tional Paper Company to come here
and spend their money in the develop-
ment of industries based upon our na-
tural products. He conceived it to be
the duty of governments to assist in
developing work for the people and
not to drive them away by vexatious
legislation.

TO START THIS SPRING.

-

His honorable friend had said there
was nothing to prevent the Interna-
tional Paper Company from backing
out and leaving the proposition where
it. was years ago. But if he would
study the agreement with the Fraser
Company he would know, as he be-
lieved he did now know, that work
would start on this development this
spring-and be carried through with all
possible dispatch to fill the terms of
the agreement. His honorable friend
had been carried away with exuber-
ances of diction in trying to make a
case against this bill, but he felt that
when the House and country came to
know its provisions they would agree
that it was one of the best pieces of
legislation yet brought forward for con-
sideration. Through ft the Government
was bringing back hope to the people
of New Brunswick—industrial hope for
a 'great future.

The bill was read a second time.

MONCTON, April 22—The Board
of Health of the sub-district of West-
moreland, held its meeting in the city
building yesterday with Dr. F. J. Des-
mond in the chair.

The secretary’s interim report was
read and accepted.

Several letters were read, one deal-
ing with a man living at Green Hill,
whose case had been investigated and
the facts submitted to the attorney-
general. No action was taken in this
case.

CLAIM ORDERED PAID

A Shediac action for damages, sus-
tained by a resident of that place
whose house and furniture had been
damaged, presumably while fumigating
was in process, and which had been
investigated by Dr. Robidoux, received
consideration. Dr. Bourque moved
that a sum be paid. This was car-
ried.

A reply regarding unsanitary plumb-
ing in an Archibald street dwelling
was received. There had been a vio-
lation of ‘the health rules in the usage
of certain fixtures, and the centractor’s
attention had been drawn to this mat-
ter, and in their reply, which the secre-
tary read, they declared that with the
repairs that had been done, the sani-
tary conditions should be improved 100
per cent. Mayor Wheeler said that he
had heard of no permit bcing issued
by the city council for the above men-
tioned repairs, which had evidently
been made last month. .

Alderman Frechet made a motion
that this plumbing company be n-
structed to take out a permit from the
city. Motion carried,

1NEW INSPECTOR WANTED

A petition was read, signed by sev-|-

enty residents, that Frnest Crandall be
appointed sanitary inspector for Salis-
bury and Petitcodiac district.

Considerable discussion followed, and
the secretary said that he had received
no complaints regarding the cfficiency
of the present inspector. It was moved
by Dr. Bourque that this matter be
left on tha table until the next regulsr
meeting.

The chairman explained
more fully the object of proposed
regulation.

Mayor Wheeler spoke of the pro-
posed change and made a motion that
d copy of the draft, excluding fox
ranches, be prepared and mailed to
members of the board, with this mat-
ter to be discussed at the next meet-
ing. Dr. Bourque said he was of the
opinion that piggeries and fox ranches
should not be mentioned in the same
regulation, and he made a motion to
the effect that fox- ranches be elimi-
nated for the present and that the pro-
posed regulation apply only to pig-
geries.

" Mr. George contended that piggeries
could be made more sanitary, and he
thought the pig business should be
gtimulated as it was one of the lead-
ing industries of the province.

. Councillor Bourgeois agreed with.Mr.
(George, and in view of the packing
plant recently established here, he
thought the piggeries should be en-
touraged and if the proposed regula-
tion was put into force it would “put
fhe pig business on the hog.”

Her Leg Broken At Supper
Dance, Broker’s Wife Sues

Partner For

$50,000 Balm

NEW YORK.—A jury in the Su-
preme Court will decide in a few days
whether a man who dances at a sup-
per club with a woman partner, and
falls on her and breaks her leg when
he is alleged to be in no condition to
dance, is to be held liable for her In-
juries. This was disclosed when suits
brought in Queens County two years
ago, by Russell Gomez, a stockbroker,
and his wife, Mrs. Elizabeth Gomex,
against William J. Wilkinson, a color
printer, were transferred to New York.

Mr. Wilkinson was divorced by
Mrs. Else Wilkinson several years ago
after she had been accused of accept-
ing the attentions of William F.
Schlemmer, hardware merchant. Later
Wilkinson married Marie Marietta, said
to have been his stenographer.

Mr. and Mrs. Gomez and Wilkinson
were members of the Supper Club,
which meets biweekly at the Hotel As-
tor. The complaints alleged that on
Oct. 27, 1923, at a meeting of the club,
Mrs. Gomez was dancing with an-
other partner when the “Paul Jones”
was announced. The complaint says:

“The defendant attempted to exe-
cute and perform with the plaintiff the

said dance, and in attempting to dance
with her as partner, because of his lack
of reasonable skill, knowledge and
ability to perform the dance, and be-
cause of his physical condition and
inability to maintain his own equilib-
rium he negligently fell and carried
;he plaintiff to the floor and fell on
er.

The complaints allege that Mrs. Go-
rez was seriously injured. It was said
that her leg was broken in eight
places and that she was treated in
the Polyclinic and Presbyterian Hos-.
pitals for six months, in addition to
which she was compelled to have sur-
gical and medical treatment, all at a
cost of $1,600. Mrs. Gomez asks
$50,000 for her injuries, while her hus-
bahd asks $10,000 for ‘“loss of services
of his wife and comfort and happiness
in her society.”

The answer filed in behalf of Mr.
Wilkinson denies responsibility for the
accident. Harold L. Allen, counsel for
Mr. and Mrs. Gomez, said that at the
time of the accident Wilkinson “walked
away without even apologizing to
Mrs. Gomez.” The attorney said that
“a bunch of roses might have ended
the whole thing in the beginning.”

STORY OF ST. GEORGE.

The story of St. George the martyr,
has thrilled uncounted generations.
He was born at Lydda, in the Vale of
Sharon, in A.D., 270, and as the Vale
of Sharon was noted for its roses, and
St. George is the patron saint of Eng-
land, the rose was taken as the Eng-
lish national flower. :

St. George took service under’Diocle-
tian, but. when that Emperor persecuted
the Christians, St. George openly de-
fied him and suffered martyrdom at
Nicomedia in Asia Minor, on his birth-
day, Good Friday, April 23, 303. A
Cathedral was built over his tomb in
the city of Lydda, and the city was re-
named St. George. Since 1222, on April
23, has been sacred to his memory, and
on . that day Englishmen throughoul
the world congregate to do honor to St.
George and to their country. St.
George’s Day is also the anniversary ot
the British Navy’s great feat at Zee-
brugge when the harber was blocked
and the German submarines were trap-

St. George’s connection with the
dragon is said to be typical merely of
his victery over sin, but legend says
that he engaged in actual fight with a
dragon which infested a lake near
Beyrout and that by killing the monster
the saint saved a princess from sacri-
fice. .

THE FAMOUS BANNER.

The banner of St. George, a red
cross on a white field came into promi-
nence during the Crusades, and when
England decided on a cross as its ban-
was chosen.
English sailors fought under this ban.
ner at the time of Sluys and when they
defeated the Spanish Armada. English
soldiers were victorious under the ban-
ner of the red cross of St. George at
Cressy, Poictiers and .Agincourt, as
well as on many other fields of battle.

John was founded in 1802, and its ob-

NEW YORK, April 23—Ty Cobb
and Tris Speaker, the most ancient of
the baseball players in active service,
have a stock answer to the question
they are asked most frequently—“How
long are you going to keep going?”

“Until some rookie comes up good
enough to force me on the bench,”
they repeated in their training camps
down south. “There are none around
here now so we'll have to keep going,”
they added.

Cobb recently started his twenty-
first season of major league baseball
and Speaker started his eighteenth and
even if they are worn and weary of
baseball there isn’t a team in the major
leagues that wouldn’t like to have them
around.

The records of these two great vet-
erans have many things in common.
They were both great outfielders, heavy
hitters and extremely fast on their
feet. Cobb was perhaps the more
spectacular, but there was nothing
more beautiful in his game than in
Speaker’s.

STILL GREAT PLAYERS

They. are still great ball players, but
years and usage have taken the toll in
their legs and when a ball player’s
foundation crumbles his period of ser-
vice reaches the end. The eye lasts
longer than the legs, as can be shown
by the list of heavy hitting former
major leaguers in the minor leagues.

There are Wright, Traynor, Cuyler,
Cochrane, Simmons, Frisch and others
of the new school who Have made fame
in recent years, but it is surprising to
note the number of aged veterans who
are still among the leading players in
the game.

Walter Johnson, as good a pltcher
as can be found in baseball, is in his
nineteenth year of big league baseball,
all spent with the Washington Sena-
tors, and he hasn’t slipped to any dan-
gerous degree.

STARTS 20TH SEASON

Eddie Collins has started his twen-
tieth season and he is still one of the
greatest second basemen in baseball.

Speaker has seen seventeen years of
hard service and there are few young
outfielders who can shag fly balls with
him. Speaker’s uncanny judgment in

placing himself for batters has made
up for any loss of footwork.

Zach Wheat and Babe Adams are
seventeen year men, The veteran
Brooklyn outfielder has spent all his
time- with the Robins, but the Babe

has been up and down twice with the
minors.

Stuffy MclInnis is another seventeen
year veteran and he has a most inter-
esting record. With the Philadelphia
Atbhletics be held down first base with
one of the greatest infields ever organ-
ized, and he played in five world’s
series, three with the Athletics, one
with the Boston Red Sox and one with
the Pittsburg Pirates, and he has a
chance to see at least one more.

Jack Quinn, the veteran Philadelphia
pitcher, has been under the big tent
for seventeen years, and, like Adams,
he was down and up from the minors

twice.
LIST OF VETERANS

Fhe list of fourteen year veterans in-
cludes Rabbit Maranville, Joe Busch,
Frank Snyder, Roger Peckinpaugh,
George Dauss and Lefty Cooper. Bush
has becn as fortunate as MclInnis was
in moving from one championship
team to another. He figured in two
warld’s series with the Athletics, one
in Boston, two in New York, and he
is now in Washington with a club that
has a good chance to win another pen-
nant.

Waite Hoyt, the kid .veteran of the
New York Yankee pitching staff, has
had an unusual career. He is going
into his eleventh season as a major
league pitcher, and he is not yet 27
years of age.

While he is many years past his act-
ive playing days, John McGraw, man-
ager of the New York Giants, outranks
all the other veterans. He is in his
twenty-fifth season as manager of the
team and he has a club that many
smart baseball men feel will win the
National League pennant, the fifth in
seven seasons.

McGraw has made a record that
probably never will be equalled unless
Connie Mack has organized a team that
will be good enough for a run of three
or four championships. The Athletics
are a good club, and a young club, an
if they get going this year there is no
way to reckon how long they will keep
going.

Staples, C. Beers, H. S. French and
Rev. H. H. Morton as the board of
management, and to these names were
later added J. Fraser Gregory, Henry
Kein, David Magee and W. C. Whit-
taker. On April 4, 1898, the congrefia-
.tion decided to purchase the site on
which the church now stands and im-
mediately started to build. On Sept.
18, 1898, sacrament was dispensed and
a church roll formed in Alexandra
Hall. In December of that year the
church was formally opened for pub-
lic worship. v

been given 4o augment the minister’s
stipend.

MR. GREGORY SPEAKS

J. Fraser Gregory told some interest-
ing things in connection with St. Mat-
thew’s. The lot of land for the church,
he said, extended half way to the Strait
Shore and the reason why the church
had been built along the roadside was
because it was hoped eventually to
build a more elaborate structure on
the site and to move the present church
to the rear to he used as a Sunday
school. When the church building was
started there was only $30 in the fund,
he said, but plenty of labor was volun-
teered.
