The prime minister arrived hack 
tawa from the west this morning and 
presided at a meeting of the cabinet 
council. Important questions are down, 
for discussion before the premier leaves 
for Montreal where he is to speak to­
night. First come the dissolution ot 
parliament and the date ot the election. 
While it is quite likely that the date 
will not be officially announced todav, 
efforts is being made to reach a dè- 
cision as early as possible. It is not 
thought likely now that the election will 
be held by November 28, the date or- 
igmally in view, but there is every hope 
that the campaign will be over well 
ahead of Christmas. Secondly, there are 
the terms of the manifesto to be dis­
cussed.
