Frankfort, Ky., June 2~—While the
prison band played “Home, Sweet
Sweet Home,” 100 prisoners, headed by
an “official reception committee,” wel-
comed three men back into their walled
city. They were W. T. Jones and R. K.
Bradbury, Louisville bandits, and
Charles H. Smith, convicted for murder,
back from four days’ freedom. They
were captured in Louisville when they
ventured into the city for food. *

“We're glad to be home,” said Jones,
who has escaped four times. “We're
starved.”

The prison substitute for the fatted
calf was served up. Dmt after the fete
the men were put in stripes and “soli-
tary,” there to remain for sixty days.

The escape of the notorious convicts
was cleverly managed. Discovering an
automobile inside the prison walls, be-
longing to a prisen guard, they occupied
it. Driving to the gates. they signalled
ths guard on dunty to let them swing
open. The guard, in the dark, thought
the owner of the machine was at the
wheel and passed them through. The
car balked a half mile from the prison,
and for four days the men hid in the
woods, afraid to venture to a farm
house. Finally hunger forced them to
rick detection and they walked to Louis-
ville, where they were recognized and
surrounded by policemen.

FRICK ART VALUES
SHRINK $17,000,000

Collection Originally Estimat-
ed at $30,000,000 Appraised
in 1919 at $18,000,000—
May be Worth More Now.

(New York Txmes)

The value of Henry C. lﬁ':ck's art col-‘
lection, originally estimated at $30,000,-
000, has declined to about $13,000,000.
This shrinkage, paralleling that of his
securities, already made publie, was dis-
closed~yesterday when an appraisal was

ed in the surrogate’s office with other

papers accompanying the application of .

the State Controller to determine wheth- |

er Mr. Frick’s legal residence was in

New York or Pittsburgh.

The appraisal was made by Roland
F. Knoe er and Sir Joseph Duveen as
of the date of Frick’s death, Dec. 2, 1919.

‘ At that time the art market of the
whole world was depressed, and it may
be that the value ‘has enhanced some-

. what since then.

Among the more striking examples of
depreciation are the famous Velasquez
portrait of Philip IV. of Spain, for
which Frick was said to have paid $400,-
000 in 1911, appraised at $300,000, and
(.:unsborough’s portrait of Anne Dun-
combe, at one time said to have been
sold for $400,000, appraised at $175,000.

M=, Frick’s art collection and the
Fifth avenue palace which houses it are
to go to New York city when Mrs.
Frick dies or decides to relinquish the
home. -The coke and steel man left $15,-
000,000 for their upkeep. The property
is subject to tax until it passes to pub-
lic use.

The shrinkage in Mr. Frick’s securi-
ties was disclosed several months agos!
when" when it transpired that $50,000,000
he had left to charitable, religious and |
educational institutions had dwindled to,
$20,000,000. While an actual decline in'
market value of many of his holdings '
was responmble in large part for this
depreciation in the shares of the resid-
uary legatees, the fact that large sums
in taxes also came out of the resxdua.ryx
estate contributed to the decline,
Fragonard Panels $750,000.

The most valuable group in collection
regarded as one of the finest private as-|
semblages of art dbjects in the whole
world is the Fragonard panels, which
Mr. Frick acquired, with many other
rare pieces, including costly enamels,’
when the J. P. Morgan collection was
dissipated.

‘While the precise total value fixed by
the appraisers—$13,210,209—is not bind-
ing upon the New York- appraisers, it is
probable their expert valuation will Le
accepted without question.

Most of the collection is on the first
floor of the Frick mansion, where paint-
ings valued at $7,070,000 are hung. The'
rugs, furnishings and hangings on this'
floor are inventoried at $1,574,453, and
other items are: Assorted art objects,
$618,700; bronzes, $1,202,775; porcelains,
$926,300, and Limoges enamels, $684,550.
The paintings on the second floor are
worth $724,350, and the furnishings,
$105,088,

The official names by which the Lattles
and other engagements fought by the
British military forces in the Great War
will be known by the Government. They
have heen settled by an official “Battles
Nomenclature Committee” and approved
by the Army Council. The description

of -the “battle” has been confined as a|

general rule to engagements of primary
importance fought out between forces
not smaller than the corps. The title
“action” has been employed for the 1ext
class, the limit being taken as the divis-
jon; lesser engagements have been styled
“affairs.”

CITY GOUNCIL

In the absence of Mayor Schofield, who
is in Ottawa, Commissioner Frink, acting
mayor, presided at this morning’s com-
mittee of the common council. All the
other commissioners were present.

0LD LADIES HOME

Annual Repoi't of Board of
Directors—Deficit in Year
Smaller Then Was Antici-
pated.

At the annual meeting of the sub-
scribers to the Old Ladies’ Home, this
afternoon, the directors reported as fol-
lows for 1920-21:

Of the twenty-five inmates in the
home on April 30, 1920, two have died,
namely, Mrs, Carman on July 22, 1920,
and Mrs. Emily Coy, on December 31,
1920. Three ladies have been admitted
during the year: Mrs. Mary White on
July. 27, Mrs. Mary V. Smith on Janu-
ary 20, 1921, and Miss Mary S. L. Black
on April 8, 1921. Consequently there
is one more inmate in the home than at
this time last year, the hospital room as
well as all the private rooms being oc-
cupied.

Investments,

Several changes were made by the
finance committee in the securities held
by the home that resulted: in slightly in-
icreasing the income as well as the par
value of the investments. They also
invested the money paid by Mrs. White
for' maintenance. . The invested capital
(par value) of the home is at present
$80,446.66, as compared with $72,366.66
a year ago.

Despite the increase ;of the amount
charged new inmates over that paid by
ithose whose places they. took, the total
amount of board collected this year is
slightly below the amount. collected the
year previous. That is. accounted for
by the unusually large number of
amounts in arrears collected the year
before. This year arrears of board were
still further reduced and the amount
outstanding at present is practically nil.

There was an increase of aver 8300
in the amount of interest received last
year compared with 1919-1920.

To offset the deficits of the years
1917-1918, 1918-1919 and 1919-1920 and
the expected deficit of the then current
year, your directors started in June last
a canvass for subscriptions, with the re-
sult that $4,498.50 was. collected, against
which there were expenses of $14/.96 for
printing, postage, ' publishing, acknow-
ments, commission (10 p. ¢.) paid Miss
Ross on collecting $391.50. There are a
few small bills of expenses in this con-
nection still to be passed and paid, and
there is $175 subscribed, but not yet re-
jceived, that is not included in these
totals.

General Expenses,

These are:less than the previous year
by about $700. ° There were substantial
reductions upder the headings “Repairs
and Replacements” &nd “Fuel” and alsc
under “Salaries and Wages,” but the re-
duction under the latter heading is more
apparent than real, as the previous year
included matron’s salary and servants’
1 wages for twelve months, while the year
covered by this report included only
ieleveu such monthly payments. There
‘were small decreases in “light,” “insur-
;ance and taxes” and ‘sundries” and a
.small increase. in. expenditure for “pro-

Deficit,

The general expenses' for the year ex-
ceeded the imcome, excluding subscrip-
‘tions, sby $742.69, which is much less
ithan your directors anticipated. Since
[the deficits started they have been as

As the net-amount collected last year
in subscriptions as an offset to those
deficits amounted to $4,350.54, there is a
balance of $1,024.92 remaining to apply
on the anticipated deficits of the current
year and the year after.
