A historical precedent
may be found for this action, King Otto
the Bavarian monarch of Greece, at-
tempted in 1862.to set up absolute rule
in that country. This resulted in Anglo-
Prench intervention and the deposition
of King Otto was required. The Bavar-
ian dynasty was later replaced by one
heving its origin in Denmark.”

$100,000 Charged for Un-
| necessary Work — Captain
| Arrested When He Refused
| to Be “Salved” and Pro-
| tested to President Wilson.

A colorful tale of a conspiracy in Rio
de Janeiro to rob the Shipping Board of
more than $100,000 on fabricated “re-
pair”? to vessels was related this week to
the Walsh committee, New York, by
Capt. William' Henry Chambliss, one-
time master of the Lake Elkwood, op-
erated by the Kerr Line, on a voyage
from Norfolk to Buenos Aires with a
cargo of coal.

The captain never reached his des-
tination, the ship having been taken
from-his command at ‘Rio, stripped of
its supplies, and placed in dry dock for
forty-nine days at a cost of $2,000 a
day, according to his testimony, althcugh
he declared the repairs to the broken
propellor blade could have heci made
within three days at the ulmosi,

Deprived of Command,

His testtmony made it appear that be-
cause of his honesty and feeling of loy-
alty to the Shipping Board, and his re-
fusal to become a parly lo an crgan-
ized system of graft which was keing
perpetrated on the Government at
South American ports through unscrag-
ulous agents, he-was deprived of his
commahd, and later tried vn charges «f
misconduct and negligence before the
Department of Commcrce at Washing-
ton. :

To substantiate his testimony, Capt.
Chambliss quoted into the record two
telegrams which he had sent to Joseph
Tumulty, secretary to tin¢ President.
‘The first was as follows:
| “Consul’s clique holdiag up my ship,
i Lake Elkwood, in Rie to make money,
'on repairs not n::ded. Please confer
with Shipping Boaid. I advise disci-
pline this Consul.”

Montreal, Nov. 18.—On behalf of the |
Tanada Cement Company, F. P. Jones
argued, before the tariff commission t -
day, that a tariff must be an “all rourd
tariff” placing duties on imported raw
materials as well as on the secondary
finished products, if it is to encouragc
the development of Canadian industries
now existing and encourage the found-

, ing: of new ones.

An interesting contention with re-
spect to the effect of the tariff in fote- |
ing foreign companies to establish
branch factories in Canada was also
made by Albert W. Pell. This argu-
ment was that a duty will often have
this effect if it is not too high but that
‘iftit is too high it will absolutely pre-
vent the realization of this result.. Mr.
Pell said that the ground work had to
be done first in establishing a demand
for a product. As soon as the demand
within the country was sufficient to
make it cheaper for one to manufacture
there than to ship the gods, a factory
would be constructed.

In Canada also, if the duty were low-
ered to 25 per cent he had no doubt
that the same thing would eventually
happen on the part of, the U. S. manu-|
facturers. In further illustration of his |
point that when a manufacturer en- |
counters a tariff’ not too high to pre-'
vent his selling his goods in a country,

will build a factory within that,
untry as soon as he has created a de-
mand for his product. Mr. Pell men-
tioned a Toronto industry as having
been. started as soon as the demand hud,
been created for certain products.
These products are now made in the
eountry and would not have been if the
ground work had not first been laid.

In answer to a question from Sir
Henry Drayton F. P. Jones taid that it
might be good business under certain
eircumstances to sell goods at a loss but
that it was foolish to follow a falling
market. In further illustration of his
point that raw materials should be sub-
ject to a tariff duty, Mr. Jones cited the
glass industry which obtained its silica
supplies from Belgium and elsewhere.

he knew there were as good sup-

es of silica In Ganada as anywhere
that would give money to the govern-
ment and might sta¥t the use of Cana-
dian silica. Mr. Jones also suggested
that specific duties should lﬁ very eare-
fully applied. With a specific duty two
-articles of the same kind but of ' vastly
different values would carry the same
duty; whereas, the duty should apply to
the amount of money a man would
spend tor these articles rather than to
the kind. That duty was an injustice to
the poor man. Ad valorem duties were
fairer. ; i

—Birds of Passage.

(Montreal Gazette.)

Social service workers whose duties
bring them in close touch with the
eeamy side of life in Montreal are not
dismayed by the possibilities which the
eoming winter is said to have it its train.
As far as they are concerned, they say,
there is plenty of work, of a kind. When

" it slackens in one direction, there are
compeunsating opportunities in another.
All that is required is adaptation; and
1his faculty is generally enjoyed by those
who really are looking for and anxious
to obtain some occupation, be it ever so
temporary.

T'his view was expressed at The Met-
ropole, maintained by the Salvation
Army on St. Alexander -street. Adju-
tant J. C. Harbour, who makes his head-
quarters there, said that the appeals for
help, food and a roof were no greater
than normal, and, further, that work
was being obtained for almost every ap-
plicant. i

“The jobs to which ‘men are sent are
not of a permanent nature,” he said, “but
in many cases they lead to definite em-~
ployment. Sometimes a man who is
really destitute is unable to secure em-
ployment at the regular bureau because
he lacks the necéssary personal equip-
ment and the wherewithal to provide it.
We put him up, give him food and find
a few days work for him, perhaps put-
ting up storm windows, cleaning a base-
ment, or some such makeshift.

For many years there was a sm
bell foundry in Louisville, operated by
a man named Kay. In it were moulded
the most famous bells heard along the
Ohio and Mississippi rivers.

Kay is saild to have come to the
United States from Scotland. He had
gome experience in casting bells in his
home countfy and established his little
place in Louisville before the civil war.
He designed all the big boat bells and
a pound to
mould one. He used a mixture of ma-
terial that gave him a splendid tone,
but the owner of the bell usually put
in several ounces of silver, often dump-
ing into the melting pot so many ounces
of silver bdfllion.

The weight of these bells averaged
from 1,500 to 2,000° pounds. They were
placed on the burricane roofs of the
boats with a cord extending -to the pilot
house and another dropping down to
the lower deck, so that the crews could
ring them when necessary.

A few of the bells were removed from
the boats and used after the war.
Several fell into the hands of wealthy
planters and were installed on planta-
tions, It is said the bell of the J. M.
White, until a few years ago, was used
on a Louisiana plantation.

In days when steamboating was good
at Memphis it was a great sight to visit
the levee at a time when the boats were
getting ready to depart. The captain
began tolling the bell in time to notify
shippers and passengers that the steam-
er was getting ready to leave. The

~ Jungle Stratagems.

(Charles Mayer in Asia.)

A favorite’ Malay native method of
hunting is with birdlime, which is a mu-
cilage made from the gum of a tree. In
catching tigers or leopards, the hunter
spreads out the birdlime where they will
pass and carefully covers it with leaves.
Immediately after a cat animal has put
his foot in the stuff he becomes so en-
raged and helpless that he is easily cap-
thred. It is very much like puttingbut-
ter on a house cat’s paws to keep him
busy® until he becomes accustomed to a
new home. The tiger or leopard that
steps in birdlime doesn’t step gracefully
out of it and run away; he tries to bite
the stuff from his feet and then he gets
it 'on his face. When he ‘tries to rub it
off he plasters it over his eyes.. Finallys
when he is thoroughly covered with it
he is so helpless that without much. dan-
ger he can be put into a cage; and there
he spends weeks in working patiently
to remove the gum from his fur. Birds
and monkeys are captured in birdlime
smeared on the limbs of trees; they stay
in it until some one goes up and pulls
them out. >
