POLITICS AND TRADE Sussex, Nj B., July 5—The annual sham 

fight was held tliia morning, Lieutenant1 
Colonel McDougall in command of the 8th 
Huesars, formed the advance party of 
the enemy and took up a stand on Ryan’s 
Hill, two miles from Sussex. The idea 
was, that the enemy was coming to at­
tack the troops camping at Sussex, and 
they took this stand with the intention 
of being reinforced later.

The plan of defence of the Sussex; troops 
was to dislodge the enemy from the hill. 
The 16th infantry, ihchfding four regi­
ments in charge of Lieutenant O. C. Mc­
Kenzie, attacked the face of the hill, while 
the 28th dragoons, under Major McLean, 
attacked the enemy on their left flank. 
Sharp fighting ensued. Tije defenders 
charged up the hill in an attempt to force 
the enemy from their position, when the 
umpire in chief gave the order to cease 
fighting.

The decision was reserved till the after­
noon, when thfe umpires will hold a con­
sultation, and all during the action the 
first aid ambulances were in the field and 
the signalling corps kept up a steady lina 
of communication.

London, July 5—One of the arguments j 
used by the opponents of home rule is that 
an Irish government would be able to en­
act laws which might be antagonistic to 
the interests of Great Britain and the em­
pire; and ’it was assumed, that if auton­
omy such as is enjoyed by over-seas dom­
inions were granted, the British govern­
ment would not be able to rescind such 
laws.

The colonial office has just issued a re­
turn of laws passed by over-seas parlia­
ments since 1906, which have not come into 
operation owing to the government having 
recommended the withholding of His Ma­
jesty’s assent. It is interesting to note 
that while Australia, Tasmania, New Zea­
land, Newfoundland, Natal, Transvaal and 
the Orange River Colony have made laws 
which the home government refused to 
pass, Canada has not, during this period 
enacted legislation which has not gained 
their approval.

Count Alexander von Welsberg, after 
disappearing more than a month ago from 
hia English country seat, Woo!as Hall, 
near Worcester, has jqst been found wan­
dering as if demented near Oromford in 
Derbyshire. He has royal blood in his 
veins, and has a most romantic history.

His father was the late Duke Elimar of 
Oldenburg, half-brother of the late grand­
duke, and uncle of the pressât sovereign 
ruler of that German state. Duke Elimar 
was a most gifted man, an I many have 
laughed to their heart’s content at thoAe 
popular farces which are represented on 
the Teutonic stage as written by “H. 
Quenther,” or by “I. Meyer,” the two 
pen-names under which he was accustomed 
to conceal his identity.

Duke Elimar served with distinction in 
the war of 1866, and again in that of 
1870; but was so horror stricken by the 
scenes which he witnessed on thé battle­
field, that he took a prominent part in 
the work of the International Peace So­
cieties, several letters and pamphlet^ bear­
ing his name and title'having appeared in 
print on the subject.

Like some other German royalties, he 
sought beauty and charm rather than rank 
when looking for a wife and, instead of 
marrying a princess of the blood, contract­
ed a perfectly valid ecclesiastical union 
with Natalie Vogel, who was of peasant 
birth, and upon whom Emperor Francis- 
Joseph later conferred the title of Baron­
ess Vogel von Friessenhof, at the pressing 
request of the duke, on the eve of the 
wedding.

During the last two decades of his life, 
Duke Elimar, who died about eleven years 
ago, resided with his wife and his only 
son at his beautiful chateau of Erie, not 
far from Vienna, and it soon became a 
favorite resort for everything that was 
most brilliant in art and literature in the 
Austrian capital.. He was, however, never 
seen at court functions.

At his death hie nephew, the grandduke, 
bestowed upon Baroness von Friesshof’s 
son (the grandduke’s cousin, therefore, and 
like him a descendant, on the distaff eidé 
of the great Gustavus Adolphus of Sweden) 
the title of Count von Welsberg, under 
which name he received a commission from 
the Kaiser in the Prussian Garde dn Corps 
at Potsdam, and subsequently married a 
daughter of a well known German racing 
man, Count Frederick von Hahn.

Count Alexander von Welsbery was per­
fectly content with his position in life un­
til Count Leopold of Lippe obtained from 
the Lippe legislature, from the supreme 
court of the empire, and from a special tri­
bunal presided over by the late King 
Albert of Saxony, a decree vesting in him 
the sovereignty of the principality of Lip­
pe, despite his morganatic origin through 
his maternal grandmother!

This led Count Alexander to put forward 
claims to a place in the line of succession 
to the Grandduchy of Oldenburg. He plac- 
placed his interests in the hands of one 
of the most important law firms in Ger­
many, which presented a demand upon the 
reigning grandduke for recognition of their 
client as a full-fledged prince of that sov­
ereign house, entitled as such to a large 
income from the extensive family property, 
and to. a civil list from the state treasury. 
The importance of this demand is apparent

Charles V., heard of this, and serious 
complications were about to ensue when 
when Dyveke succumbed to poison in 1517, 
in the gardens of her chateau. Christian 
was beside himself with grief and a num­
ber of people under suspicion, including 
one of the greatest and most influential 
nobles of the kingdom, Torbern Oxe by 
name, were put to death. The loss of 
Dyeke deemed to develop all the savagery 
and he seemed to take a positive delight 
in oppressing his nobles, who attributed 
every one of his harsh measures to the 
influence of “the foul-mouthed Dutch 
sorceress who hath bewitched the king.”
Ultimately he was driven from the throne,
Duke Frederick of Holstein being elected 
in his stead. He sought refuge in Hol­
land, whither Vrouw Sigbrit, laden 
with wealth, had preceded him.

SOOTHING ITS FRIENDS
The Borden government is taking etepe 

to reassure its high tariff friends that it 
has no intention of depriving them of the 
profits derived from the protection of a 
high tariff wall. They are assured that the 
temporary lowering of the duty on cemeift 
le exceptional and not to be regarded ae 
s menace to the general interests of the 
combines. Thus the Standard has today 
an inspired message from Ottawa which 
«aye:—

"The statement which comes from an 
authoritative source points out that the 
reduction ie a temporary measure designed 
to meet the cement shortage in eastern 
and western Canada. The reduction is 
in no way in conflict with the well-eetab- 

* lished policy of the Coneervative party 
and of the Borden government of grant: 
ing adequate protection to Canadian .in­
dustries.”

This will comfort the manufacturera in 
general, and the cement combine will not 
be greatly worried, for there have been 
very small importations of American 
cement since the duty wee lowered, and 
the Canadian combine still appeals to com­
mand tl)e situation. Of course it pro­
tests, but that ie the policy of combines 
whenever there is even a suggestion of the 
lowering of the tariff. It knows that the 
government hae merely thrown a sop to 
the west and that its interests in a geqi 
eral way are quite safe in the hands of its 
friends, the "adequate” protectionists at 
Ottawa.

ST. JOHN AND VANCOUVER

St. John is on the Atlantic coast of 
Canada, and Vancouver on the Pacific. An­
other point of difference appears to be 
that in St. John the broker flourishes 
while in Vancouver it is the real estate 
agent. It ie a part of the business of the 
broker to accommodate people who want 
to send their money away. The real estate 
man does all in his power to bring money 
in. Both have their uses and are neces­
sary in the business life of a city, but the 
broker in Vancouver appears to be less 
in evidence than the real estate man in 
St. John, although the latter is really 
only beginning to get into his stride. The 
correspondent of the Montreal Financial 
Times writing from Vancouver says:— 

“The market has not been very active 
of late, and I am told that brokers arc 
nof making "cigar money on the commis­
sions for transactions. The great trouble 
is that thé Vancouver speculator lives, 
moves and has his being in real estate. 
Property is the cry, and no doubt the 
stock brokers keep themselves alive by 
the same pursuit.”

In another letter the same correspond­
ent says that “real estate agents and real 
estate firms flourish as the green bay 
tree.”

It is worth while to consider the rela­
tive situation and prospects of St. John 
and Vancouver, in connection with this 
Vnatter of real estate. The correspondent 
of the Financial Times says that the 
population of Vancouver ie increasing fif­
teen or twenty thousand per year, but he 
ia unable to see any exceptional reasons 
for a boom. Predictions of continued ex­
pansion are based on the completion of 
the Panama Canal, the arrival of the 
Grand Trunk Pacific and Canadian North­
ern, and new steamship services to the 
Orient; but as a matter of fact there are 
bo great harbor developments in progress 
to provide for the expected rush of busi­
ness. Yet people are pouring In and real 
estate sells at prices which would make 
St. John quotations appear ridiculously 
low.

St. John also is assured of the coming 
of the Grand Trunk Pacific and the Cana­
dian Northern, and it also stands to pro­
fit somewhat by the completion of the 
Panama Canal; and St. John is getting 
ready for the business, 
penditures are being made in harbor de­
velopments, both on the east and west 
aide, and large new industries are certain 
to be established here within the near 
future. Industrial growth in Vancouver 
is not as rapid in proportion to the in­
crease in population ae it is in St. John.

Making a comparison, therefore, between 
the east and til - west coast cities, it is 
perfectly clear that St. John must experi­
ence rapid growth and a much more active 
real estate movement. One of the rea­
sons for our failure to progress more rapid­
ly is found in the statement, which any 
broken will confirm, that whereas in Van­
couver and other western cities home in­
vestment takes first place, enonnoi» sums 
of money go out of this city and province 
for investment elsewhere. In years past 
enormous sums have been eent away, and 
there ie still a disposition on the part of 
manjyto look with more favor 
side' industrial proposition than a local 
one. As time passes and the evidences 
of local expansion and progress become 
more pronounced, it may be taken for 
granted that local investors will take a 
larger part in the business. At present 
we are hoping for and seeking to attract 
capital from the old country. There would 
be great rejoicing if a capitalist from the 
old country invested $50,000 in a St. John 
proposition. Yet it ie nothing for $50,- 
000 of St. John money to be sent out of 
the city for investment in industrial en­
terprises elsewhere in Canada. It 
he a very excellent investment, yielding 
good returns, but is there not also a very 
excellent field at home? If not, why 
should we attempt, if we are honest, to 
induce outside capitalists to invest their 
money here?

Work Being Found For All Who 
Want it — Dullness of Country 
Life Banished By Gaelic League 
and Similar Organizations

(Times’ Special Correspondence)
Dublin, June 22—Hopeful evidence of 

the changing conditions in Ireland is re­
turned in the report of the registrar-gen­
eral on emigration which has just been 
issued. This shows that in the five months 
ended May 31 last, 14,070 persons left Ire­
land, this being a decrease of 2,507 com­
pared with the corresponding period last 
year.

The hopeful feature of this report is 
that it shows a return to the steady de­
cline in emigration figures which was a 
feature of the reports until 1000. In 1010 
they jumped up again, but this was due 
to special conditions and is not likely to 
be repeated.

As usual the United States has absorbed 
most of Ireland’s loss. Out of the total 
10,085 persons went to the United States, 
2,710 to Canada, thirty-three to South 
Africa, 328 to Australia, ninety to New 
Zealand, 705 to Great Britain, and nine 
to other countries.

Even more significant than the actual 
decline in the emigration figures is the 
attitude taken by the Canadian govern­
ment agents who are employed to attract 
laborers to the new lands in the west by 
every mçans in their power, An army of 
these boomers is spread all over the Unit­
ed Kingdom, but for the last year or two 
they have been paying less attention to 
Ireland and now they frankly admit that 
as far as Ireland is concerned they can 
not earn their salaries, and they are gradu­
ally withdrawing from the Irish field and 
devoting themselves to England and Scot­
land, where the rush of emigrants today 
is something like that which almost de­
populated Ireland twenty-five years ago.

The “poverty stricken” south 
and west are finding work at home for 
their own people. It is only fair to say, 
however, that the northern emigrants are 
a different class from those who used to 

from the south and west. In the old 
days the Irishmen who left thfe old land 

almost all agricultural laborers, who 
went out in the hope of earning higher 
wages in the new countries, but with lit­
tle immediate prospect of being anything 
but wage-earners.

The most of the northern emigrants to­
day, including practically all those who 
go to Canada, are the eons of substantial 
farmers, trades-people and professional 

who go out with a little capital to 
take up land of their own. There is also 
a fair number of farmers who have been 
attracted by the tales of big crops and 
high prices, and who have sold their Irish 
holdings to try their luck under better 
conditions.

Some figures of the trade of Belfast in 
1911 will show why the emigration of me­
chanics and laboring men is falling off. 
During that year the wages of 10,600 em­
ployes in the shipyards were increased. 
The two big yards—Harland & Wolff, and 
Workman & Clark—employ more than 
22,000 men between them and their weekly 
pay-roll is $175,194. One company making 
rope and twine, employs 3,500 persons and, 
although the raw material last year was 

and dear, the output was larget 
than ever, while the' linen trade, which is 
Belfast’s staple industry, had a boom year.

It is said that the percentage of unem­
ployment in Belfast is the lowest in the 
United Kingdom, and it may be added 
that in the skilled trades unemployment is 
practically non-existent.

English Critics Pleased With The 
New School of Painters From 
The Dominion

WILD STRAWBERRIES. 
Hartland Observer:—The wild straw­

berry crop is meagre, the June frosts hav­
ing killed the blossoms.

(Times’ Special Correspondence)
London, June 25—This is the season of 

the picture exhibition and the attention 
of London has been called to the new 
school of painters from Canada.

“We may look in the not distant future 
to a colonial school of artists which will 
rival that of the old bountry.” is the opin­
ion of a prominent art critic after viewing 
the work of several Canadian painters 
which is on view in the galleries here.

Archibald Browne’s exhibition at the 
Goupil Gallery, which is under the patron- 

of Lord Strathcona, has been a great 
success and the high opinion of a Brit­
ish critic which I recorded in an earlier 
letter has been amply confirmed, the work 
of the Toronto artist receiving high praise 
from art experts who visited the exhibi­
tion. One of them writes:

“He is a true Wordsworthian in his 
love of the solitudes of nature and in the 
complete sympathy and understanding 
which one feels exists between her and 
himself. He loves the ‘hue-golden swoons 
of summer days, the silence and mystery 
of night, the sunset hour, when ‘streams 
of light pour down the golden west.’ He 
does not attempt to startle us with bril­
liant flashes of color; all is in a subdued 
key, infinitely soft and tender, and every 
scene is wrapped in a gold or silver haze.

Filled with the spirit of romance is The 
Mill Stream, Twilight, Newmarket, On­
tario’; eerie and mysterious "The Deserted 
Keep,’ its ivy-grown walls alone remaining 
to remind us of mediaeval glory and ‘min­
strel memories of days gone by.

In delightful contrast to ‘The Passing of 
the Jolly Summer,’ a study of graceful sil­
ver birches on the Humber, is ‘ Spring 
Song,’ as intense and fervent as a prayer. 
In ‘The Little White Sail, Lake Ontario, 
‘The shallop (litteth silken-sailed’ over a 
sea that is just beginning to reflect the 
lines of a rosy sunset. ‘Starlight is a 
charming study of reflections of immense, 
brightly-lit buildings m the slow-moving 
river.”

The work of another Canadian, Homer 
Watson, is stated to be among the most 
definitely individual in style of a particu­
larly interesting collection. His paintings 
are" original in handling, strong and well 
seen and mark him as an artist who can 
hold his own even in such company as that 
of Brangwyn, Orpen, Connard and Livens, 
all of whom are well represented.

C. J. Ceilings, who exhibits at the Car- 
roll Gallery, earns equally high commenda­
tion. His fifty water-colors of the Canadi- 
an Rockies are Quite wonderful little 
works “like a glimpse of the undusty al­
titudes of some vision which has left the 
fret and hurry of the human stream far 
behind.” Such pictures as “Dreamland,” 
"Evening,” “Night on the Shushap Lake, 
and “Quietude,” are characteristic of the 
poetic mind of the artist, though it must 
not be imagined that the true spirit of the 
places painted has evaporated. On the 
contrary all is clear cut and these Canadi-

Another feature in Irish life, which is 

a strong factor in keeping the people at 
home, is the improvement in the villages. 
The old insanitary hovels have been swept 
away and replaced by neat cottages, and 
in addition to this physical improvement 
the amenities of village life have been 
wonderfully increased by the Gaelic league 
and other agencies. Thousands of young 
people have been driven away in the past 
by the deadly dullness of the country, but 
now all this is changed. Hardly a village 
in Ireland is without its village hall, 
which is the scene, two or three times a 
week, of lectures, concerts, cinematograph 
shows, theatrical performances, or dances 
in which all the young people and a good 
many of the elders take part.

A reaction came finally in the local cat­
tle market on Monday. The finest grades 
sold at 25c. lese, and common stuff, of 
which there was abundance, changed hands 
at a dollar, lower. Both sheep and spring 
lambs were reduced and hogs went cheap­
er by 25 cents.

Butter and eggs'keep firm in price, un­
der a steady demand. Cheese ie weaken­
ing a little. Beane from Hungary have 
been distributed to the trade, and were 
a little disappointing, while cheaper. New 
imported potatoes are worth $4 per barrel.

Strawberries sold at 10 to 12 cents per 
box, in large quantities. Crop impaired 
by bad weather. Cherries are more plen­
tiful at from $1 to $1.50 per basket.

Dressed lamb declined three cents per 
pound, and dressed hog market weaker.

Hay has steadily weakened, $21 being the 
outside price paid yesterday for loose, and 
$18 for baled. Farmers are clearing barns 
for new crop. Prospects are for fine crop 
of hay, but farmers want rain badly. Hay 
and hogs lower in Provincial markets.

The grain situation steadily strengthen­
ed last week, with No. 1 northern at $1.14 
1-2. Feed wheat has been the feature of 
the market, large quantities being sold. 
Foreign demand strong. Stores of high- 
grade wheat seriously low.

THE CEMENT SITUATION
Ottawa, July 4—The recent cut in the 

cement duty has apparently not had the 
expected effect either in increasing the im­
portations of cement from the United 
States or in decreasing prices to the 
sumer.

The customs department reports that so 
far there has been in eastern Canada, at 
any rate, very little increase in importa­
tions of cement. There has been a slight 
increase reported from Toronto, but as far 
as the departmental reports go any in­
crease is due rather to the normal increase 
in demand rather than to any cheapening 
of price through the cut in duty. Re­
ports from the west have not yet been re­
ceived in any detail, but the same condi­
tions appear to exist there.

The reason given is that the United 
States cement manufacturers have in­
creased their prices to Canadian buyers, 
so as to practically offset the decrease in 
duty and cement is now said to be pro­
curable just as cheaply from the Canadian 
manufacturers as from across the line.

Indications point to a combine among 
the cement manufacturers in the States, 
and a governmental investigation is now 
being made as to the facts. The customs 
department here is also endeavoring to 
find out if there is any such combine 
cither in Canada or the United States, 
with a view to unduly keeping up the 
price of cement to the consumer.

Rome, June 14—During a month’s trav­
elling in Central Italy, chiefly among the 
email towns of Umbria and the Marches 
and well off the beaten tracks, I have had 
some opportunity of watching the atti­
tude of the Italian “man in the street" 
towards the war, and the general impres­
sion I have gathered may be" of some in­
terest at the present juncture, when the 
war is entering on a new phase without 
apparently drawing any nearer to a close.

One so rarely hears the war talked 
about in public places^-it seems to be so 
infrequent a topic of conversation among 
Italians—that one might be inclined at 
first to think that they take little inter­
est in it. But to s&tsify himself that this 
would be a very rash conclusion, one has 
only to watch the ruch that takes place 
every day, even ip the smallest towns, for 
the newspapers, as soon as the train from 
Rome or from Milan arrives, and the avid­
ity with which their contents are devour­
ed.

Perhaps the Italian does not talk about 
the .war because for him it is a patriotic 
fact beyond and above discussion—per­
haps also because, except in the large cen­
tres, his conversation by sheer force of 
habit runs in a groove of small local and 
personal interest» which, war or no war, 
are apt to exercise upon him an all—en­
grossing fascination. But he certainly 
nevet tires of reading about the war.

The most popular papers at present are 
those that publish the longest and most 
flowery reports from the scene of inilit- 
iary and naval opérations. To a foreign­
er they may appear to lack proportion. 
Still more excessive are the endless specu­
lations on the attitude of the foreign 
powers, and the .international situation 
created by the war. But the Italian news­
papers know what their readers want, and 
what they want first and last is the war.

For those who cannot read there are the 
picture papers, with lurid illustrations of 
hand to hand fights in Tripolitan trenches, 
or of Italian battleships steaming in 
atoripy seas right up to Turikisfi forts, and 
landing their huge shells plump into the 
serried ranks of the horrified defenders.

The long and shout of it is that this 
war has satisfied as neverTsefore the Itali­
an’s sense" of nationhood.. Italy felt that, 
though nominally fof’thê _l«at fifty years 

of the great poVers "of Europe, ehé 
was somehow regarded as a more or less 
negligible quantity, and that éven her 
partners in the Triple Alliance were often 
inclined to treat her as a "poor relation.’’ 
Indeed, the Italians found piquancy in the 
ill-concealed embarrassment which their 
Tripolitan adventure at first caused both in 
Berlin and Vienna. At any rate, they 
have the satisfaction nbw of knowing that 
Italy at the preajnt moment bulks very 
large in every European ‘‘chancellerie," 
and is anything b^t a negligible quantity 
in the European situation.

Moreover. Italy’s first excursion into 
world politics some twenty years ago had 
a bitter taste in her mouth, for the humi­
liation of Aflowa had never been forgot­
ten. The war with Turkey has not re­
sulted so far in any achievement of first- 
class importance, but from the Italian 
point of view it constitutes a pleasant 
record Of unbroken successes by land and 
by sea. There are no heart-searchings in 
Italy about the righteousness of the 
It would be casisr to fffid a needle in a 
bottl* of hay than a sro-Tnrk or pro-Tri­
politan in the whole letigth and breadth 
of Italy. A few socialists occasionally en- 
ter a perfunctory protiat against the war 
on principle, but tbeie protests are not 
taken seriously, and are' not perhaps even 
meant to be taken seriously by those who 
make them.

Italy prides herself upon being a demo­
cratic country, and it should give pause 
to pacifists who affect to see in the growth 
of the democratic spirit some intangible 
guarantee against war, th^t there has nev­
er been in our day 8 more popular war 
than that upon which Italy has embarked 
against Turkey with what appears to most 
foreigners so little provocation. It has, 
in fact, unified national sentiment as noth­
ing else has done. It has brought not only 
the north into line with the south, but

cost of the War to Italy can be baaed, but 
it certainly seems to have been conducted 
hitherto upon unexpectedly economical 
lines, and the flourishing condition of the 
public exchequer, as well as the general in- 

in material prosperity throughout 
the greater part of Italy, of which there 
is ample evidence to strike even the most 
superficial observer, has undoubtedly plac­
ed the country in a much better position 
to bear the burden of any moderate war 
expenditure than was the case twenty 
years ago at the timfe °f the Abyssinian 
campaign.

In any case, it can hardly be doubted 
that, in its present temper, the country 
would be ready to bear cheerfully very 
much heavier sacrifices of every kind than 
the Italian government lias hitherto been 
compelled, or is likely to be compelled, to 
demand; for, rightly or -wrongly, the Itali­
ans believe that this war is making a na­
tion of them, and is destined to establish 
at last their title to that position among 
other great nations of Europe which hqs 
been hitherto denied, or only grudgingly 
eohcèded to them. This war is in fact 
to be the real monument that shall worth­
ily commemorate the Completion of the 
first half century since the creation of the 
Italian Kingdom.

Still another well, No. 28, 
is being "rigged up” on the Mrs. Nehe- 
miab Sleeves farm south of the present 
developments. This well will be the 
est to Hillsboro, b'cing only three and 
half miles from that village.
