It is therefore a subject of interest that
Herbert Asquith, who enjoys the distinc-
tion of being the. first king’s counsel and
lawyer with a big local practice to attain
the position of premier, should pass down
to history as.the responsible author of
what is probably the most revolutionary
‘(-ha.nge in the British constitution since
| the revolution of 1689, when James II
| was removed from the throne, to make
way for his son-in-law, William IIIL. of
Orange, and for Queen Mary, namely the
deprival of the House of Lords.of those
parliamentary prérogatives which they
had cnjoyed, with the brief -interval of
Oliver Cromwell’s republic, ‘for centuries.
In the United States the lawyer has
always played a leading role in political
and official life, and, with the exception
of George Washington and ' President
Grant, every president has been a mem-
ber of the bar. But in England the only
lawyers who in all its long history have
ever held the office of prime minister,
have been ,Herbert Asquith and Spencer
| Perceval. Moreover, in the case of the
latter, while he had been called to the
bar he had never enjoyed any legal prac-
tice. It may bé remembered that he was
assassinated in' the lobby of the old House
of Commons by Bellingham, in 18I12.
When one reflects that the House of
Lords has been so largely recruited in the
past from famous judges, and from suc-
cessful members of the legal profession—
probably a third if not more of the peer-
ages have their origin.on the bench—the
fact that Herbert Asquith, who in char-
