BARBADOES.
(From the West Indian, July 27.)

We have this day to perform one of
the most Gistressing duties which can Ge-
volve upon a public journalist—to re-
cord an extensive destruction of proper-
ty, and the loss of several lives by Fire
and Storm. On Tuesday night, between
11 and 12 o’'clock, the inhabitants of
Bridge-Town were aroused by the alarm
bell ; a fire having originated in a house
belonging to Mr. Howell, in the Bay,
which was not subdued until after great
exertion, and the destruction of six oe
seven adjoining houses; those burst asd
pulled downn eccupied the space between
3and House and the Bay Police station.
The manner in which the fire originated
has not yet been discovered. Mr. How-
ell supposec that 1t commenced in a room
occasionally used, but in which no fire
or candle was left that night, Mrs. How-
ell having been the last person who quit-
ted 1t—she locked the door on leaving.
He was awakened by the crackling of
the flanies, and at first attempted to ex-
tinguish it, but finding las efforts useless
he gave the alarm, and the Policemen
were speedily on the spot.  Of their ex-
estious and those of the Police Magis-
trates, who were every where directing
and advising the mode of procedure, it
rs impossible to speak too highly—toth
ot the fisa and at tha subsequent scena
of devastation they distinguished them-

| selves by their activity and zeal to save

property a«d life; to their great exeérti-
ticns, and the ready and effective aid of
the Military, amongst whom Lieut. Lei-

| cester Smith particularly distinguiehed
| higself, is to be at'ributed the arrest of

the flames, which were got under about

fectly suil, during the night previous,
(during which there was a great leal of
lightning, accompariea from 3 to 6
o’clock a m., with thunder) began to
slow from the east of suth, from which
peint it varied little, until near mic-day ;
at 8 it blew a hurricane ; from that hour
uutil half-past nine its fury was appalling

' in the extreme, it then commenced gra-
| dually to abate; about 1 the wind sub-

sided to a calm, but the sea was fearfully
agitated until sun-set, ~

The destruction occasioneé among the |
shipping far exceeds that of 1831.—

Twenty-two fine vessels, many of them

with valuable cargoes, ready for sea, |

were driven on shore, and all are, we
fear totally wrecked ; a hist of these will
be fonnd appended. Of the number in
the bay, only seven escaped the fury of
the elements ; and one of these, the fine
ship Hritanuia, belonging fo Messra.
Daniel of Bristol, has sustained very ma-
terial injury ; at 3 o’clock yesterday, she
hoisted a board which could be seen
from the shore—announcing that there
was three feet water in her hold—assis-
tance from the shore was at that hour
impracticable, but soon afier a boat was
seen to put off from H. M. barque Gaz-
uetr, (whieh had rode out the horricane,
altbough she dragged her anchors a con
siderable distance), and proceeded to the
assistance cf the Britacnia ; great anxiety
was naturally excited on shore for the
safety of the gallant fellows who had un-

‘dertaken the enterpitse, for the waves

were still mountainous, and the task was
evidently one of imminent danger.—
Every exertion was used by captain Sim-
monds of the Britannia, to whose . sea-
man-like conduct the owners ‘are much
indebted for her n-t being nmumbered

with the wrecks of yesterday; but- this-

morning, after every thing which skill
or energy could effect, had been unavail-
jugly resorted to in hopes of keeping her

afloat, she was towed unearly “ashore by
the steamer C'ity of Kingston, belonging |

to the Jamaica Steam Navigation Com-

pany, which had, after several efforts,

succeeded in putting to sea, and return-
ing this morning. H. M. B. Gannett,
and Packet, Spey (the packet also drag-
ging her moorings) ; the schoover Eliza-
beth & Esther, and the sloop Dove, rode
out the gale, and are the only vessels
which escaped.

But during this interval{a scene of de-
vastation was presanted at the Reef ;
there almost all the vessels had gone on
shore, many of them clustered together
in almost inconceiveably small space —
The awful situation in which more than
200 seamen were placed, excited the
greatest anxiety.

His Excellency the Governor was on
the spot at an early time, jaciting the by-
standers both by exhortationjand examn:-
ple, riding into the water vp to the sad-
dle to save the sufferers, an act of no cr-
dinary danger, both from the waves and
the floating pieces f wieck. The exer-
tion which were made succeeded in sav-
ing the lives of man, only five or six,
as far as we have been able to learn, have
been lost; mary of the inhabitants of
the town and offi ers of the garrison dis
tinguished themselves on the uceasicn ;
amongst them were Mr, Matthew Iy'e,
Mr. A. G. Drinan, a black man named
Tavlor, Lieut. Bates, Lieut Smith, the
Hon. R. B. Clarke, Mr. Hamilton Ciark,
Mr. G. Walley, Lieut. Pratt, and M«

Sullivan.

lency the Governor ordered out the 3.
litia, and a detachment of the Reguisrs
from St. Ann’s, who lined the Bay aud
Reefs, and protected the property vester-
day and last night.

In the country the result has not bern
puite so disastrous, the priscipal loss

‘having falling upon the shipping, but

many beiling houses are 1njured by the
falling of chimnies, many swall houses
are blown dowu, and the corn crep ma-
terially injured.

[Hers follows a list o twenty-two ves-
sels that had been cast ashore and other-
wise injured by the gale.]

A public meeting took place to-day «t
11 o’clock at the Town-hall, to devise the
means of relieving the unfortunate sea-
men. The Lord Bishop was called to
the chair, and resolutions passed thal a
subscription be forthwith entered into
for providing the means of sendi:g the
shipwrecked seamen to their respective
homes.

Tue HURRICANE AT BARBDOES.

(From the Barbadoes Globe, July 27.)

Her Majesty’s ship Gannet was mcoied
with fcur anchors, but she drew them all
up, and had the gale lasted but one hour
longer, she must have shared the ccmmen
fate, notwithstanding that all her masts
were struck at an early hour, aad that
she looks t» be an excellent sea- i oat.

The Ship Fortitude, though moored
in ten fathoms water, and held to the
last by her anchors, is reported to have
struck once, and injured her rudder and
stern post. _

At 5 v'clock in the eyening, the wind
was quite moderate, and the sea consider-
ably gone down; but these elements had
wrought their work of destrnction, and
done injury to the shipping and their
cargoes, which will scarcely be covered
by £100,000 sterling. .

The sugar works and dwellings both
in town and country have escaped almost
miraculously, but the yaung cane crop
is considerably damsged—the corn crop
almost entirely destroyed. Several
chimnies, small cottages,/and negro houses
hiave .fallen, but these can be easily
replaced. It was an awful day—Gop

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THE COLONIAL SOCIETY.

Yesterday afternoon the first meeting
of this important society took place at
the Thatched Houss Tavera, St. James's
Stirect: -2 - . 0
Sir. G. Sinclair, Bart, M. P. in the
chair. il S e :
Among the influential individuals pre-
sent connected with Colonial interests,
were Mr. Waré, M. P. for St. Albans;
Sir William Synrond, the Hon. J. King,
Colonel Marshall, Col. M'Dougail, Mr.
Montgomery Mazartin, thé Attorney-Gepe-
ral for Barbadoes, Capt Wakefield, R
N. Lieut. Ccl. Wells, of the Roval En-
gineers ; Capt. Washington, R. N. Qc-
tavius Smith, Esq. and Philip D. Cocke,
Esqg.

‘I'he chairman having briefly stated the
objects of the meeting.

Capt. Anderson, of the R. E, moved
the first resolution relative to the forma-
tion and objects of the scciety. The re-
solution embodied the following state-
ment :—

¢ That the Colonial Socisety intended
to afford a piace of rendezvous to persous
interested in the various denendencies of
the empire In every quarter of the
globe. . e o

* By means of this iustitution, iafor-
mation upon all colonial subjects mav be

cotlected and circulated through the in- |

tercouse.of many individuals haviag the
same object in- view; and thus a want,
long felt by many, who, for the promo-
tion of public or private purposes, de.
sire to obtain accurate and extensive
knowledge of all circumstances connect-
ed with the colonies, will be readily sa-
tisfied. '
¢ Many classes likely to derive henefit
from ths formation of this societv, will
douotless avail themselves of the facili
ties, affordea to the attainment of therr
respective objecis; such as members of
_the Legislature, navai aud military offi-
cers, merchants, shipowners, persons
about to emigra‘e, colonists visiting Eng-
land, eiither for a short period or for a
permanence ; and those who take an in
terest in missionary laboeurs, or tlie con-
dition of the Aboriginal tribes; as well
as all who have relatioas, or property in
the colonies. Moreover, the diffusion of
information respecting the valuable re-
sources of the British Colonial possessi-

ons, hitherto comparatively unkuown, is !
calculated to aid che: purposes of those |

whose attentiion is directed to emigra.-
tion.

from any waat of labour, arising from
the limited spot wherein thev resided.—
In fact, things had come to such a point,
that even liberal professions were over-
stocked ; the popuiation had gone altoge-
ther beyoud the line of demarkation :
and, to touch on a very tender point of
illustration, there was not a man present
who had children who could look for-

ward to his son or daughter’s preferment

—(hear.) Competition had arrived a*

. that extent, their sous stood but little

chance, and their daughters could not
marry without-steoping below their pro-
per stations—(hear.) Well then let them
look abroad and observe the millions
and millions of acres, of rich and fertile
land‘that lay unoccupied, and which but
requited cultivation, to cause 1t fo add
not alone to the prosperity of the colo-
bies, dut also to that of the mother coun-
try.

St. John’s p. r. were visited by a
wirricane and earthquake on the
2d Aug. which destroyed nearly
all the houses 1n both places, Le-
sides doing great damage to the
shipning.

The hurricane commenced at 4
p. M. of the 2d an‘l continned all
night. Hundreds ot houses were
dewmolished, and some literally
biown to picces. QOQut of 30 ves-
sels 1 the harbor, all but 4 cap-
sized. or sunk, or driven on shore.
Many lives were lost among the
seamnen  and  imhabitants. The
number has not been ascertained,
but was suppored to exceed one
hundred.

To add to the horrors of the
uight, at about 12, a fire broke
out in some stores belonging to
Mr. Stubs. It destroyed 2 dwel-
fing houses.

The merchants have suffered
greatly by damage to goods in
stores.  The tiles were blown off,

' and the rain poared through in

torrents.  Oanly one large ship and
two schooners remained uninjured
in port; ail the rest were wrecks
or thrown ashore. Some endea-
voured to save themselves by cut-
ting away their masts.
