Dublin, Sept. 15.—John Daly, who 
was recently released from Portland 
prison, after serving several years for 
conviction of complicity in a dynamite 
plot, together with his brother, arrived 
at Queenstown, near here, on Saturday 
evening. He was met by John Red­
mond, Patrick O’Brien, Timothy Har­
rington and others. In replying to an 
address, Daly declared that he was not 
a dynamiter and that he never believed 
in dynamite to terrorize the English 
government. The dream of his life, be 
said, was to fight for Ireland like a sol­
dier and a patriot.

There was also a demonstration here 
in honor of Daly by the Amnesty Asso­
ciation. They presented an address to 
the alleged dynamiter, and Daly in re­
plying again repudiated1 the dynamite 
policy. He said that he thought that 
line Irishmen were too- brave and gener­
ous to advocate such principles. He 
concluded by declaring that he would 
be identified-with no party or faction, 

Limerick, Sept. 15.—Upon the arrival 
here of John Daly, the released Irish 
dynamiter, the’ mayor and corporation 
of the town met him and an ovation 
was tendered to him by many thousand 
people. In replying to an address Daly 
spoke in a strain similar to that of his 
address in Dublin yesterday, when he 

| repudiated the dynamite policy, and said 
I he thought that Irishmen 
noble and generous to advance such prip- 
ciples. Daly also paid a visit to his 
mother in this city.

ILLEGAL CONTRACTS. W olvor-
Ex-ministers and their fellow Con­

The motion of the Wolver- 
hampt(yi Chjjpdhgp. of. Commerce, re 
garding freights, to South Africa, also 
aroused much discussion: They read:

1. Whereas, the associaticd steamship 
companies carrying between the United 
Kingdom and South Africa continue to 
control the rates of freight between the 
United States and South Africa 
whereas, such companies in many in­
stances charge a higher rate of 
freight for merchandise carried 
them from the United Kingdom to 
South Africa than is charged for the 
same class of good from the United 
States to South Africa.

Resolved that in the opinion of this 
association such action is unpatriotic, 
and detrimental to the manufacturing 
interests of this country.

2. Having regard to the fact that the 
associated steamship companies carry­
ing between the United Kingdom ami 
South Africa, carry only as far as Do! 
P-goa Bay and quote rates for ports 
further north than Durban, which 
not compete with the iates quoted hv 
the German African Co., from 
many, it is the opinion of this 
tion that shippers should be fi 
vail themselves of lower freights to 
South African ports north of Durban 
without sacrificing any of the benefits 
thoy are accustomed to receive from the 
associated companies.

Both the above clauses were defeated.
The resolution of the Bristol Cham­

ber of Commerce, referring to the 
reserve, was carried after it had been 
supported in a long speech by Lord 
Charles Beresford. In the course of 
his speech- Lord Beresford urged Ids 
hearers not to forget that Great liri- 
tain was isolated in Europe. He fully 
appreciated, he said, the efforts of hn- 
nSnitarians, but Great Britain's 
ent fighting forces were unequal to th" 
risks of war with a combination of the 
powers. Nothing in history would in' 
so terrible and bloody and shocking.

After the adoption of resolutions in 
favor of improving the existing c.-uuiis 
and for the formation of publie trusts 
for the acquisition and workings <>l 
tyater ways, with power of compulsory 
purchase of canals now under tin- con­
trol of railway companies, the meeting 
adjourned sine die.

F'or 
the benefit of such well meaning but 
misinformed gentlemen as Mr. D. C. 
Fraser and Sir Henri Joly it seems "ne­
cessary to quote Mr. Cleveland’s famous 
aphorism : “It is a condition, not a 
theory, that confronts us.” Mr. F'raser’s 
fine theorizings and Sir Henri’s chival­
rous sentiments are admirable in their 
way; but they leave untouched the dis­
astrous condition which unchecked Asia­
tic immigration imposes on this province. 
Those charitable, bhilosophic and chiv­
alrous eastern gentlemen are simply 
aware of the facts, else they would talk 
in a different strain. If the Pictou coal 
mine owners and other capitalists of 
Mr. Fraser’s district were to import two 
or three thousand Chinese miners and 
coolies, to replace as many white men 
now employed, Mr. Fraser would have 
some realization of the evil which troub­
les British Columbia. If Mr. F’raser 
further knew that these miners and cool­
ies were virtually in a state of slavery, 
imported under contract and owned, 
body and ones, by such organizations 
as the Six Companies, his Christian 
sentiments might be led to take alarm 
in a different direction. And if Sir Henri 
Joly were surrounded by similar con­
ditions he might come to the conclusion 
that Canada owed something to her­
self and her civilization as well as to 
that smooth old Chinese diplomat who 
seems to have pulled the wool over his 
eyes. As a matter of fact these men 
know nothing of the true situation, and 
unfortunately they, and others like 
them, refuse to learn. Otherwise they 
would be grateful for Mr. Maxwell’s ef­
forts to.enlighten them, taking account 
of neither time nor place. We fail to 
understand how any man who has 
cern for the welfare of Canada can look 
with complacency on the importation of 
Chinese slaves, whose work benefits 
only their owners and a few selfish cap­
italists.

A prominent London firm of produce 
dealers has in a letter offered the fol­
lowing tribute to the creamery system: 
“Since the Australians have adopted 
the creamery system and sent us good 
lines of choice quality, our people have, 
except in extreme cases, 
buying dairy butters, and the Canadian 
and American ladle or store-packed is 
also discarded. At the moment there 
is absolutely no trade for it in London, 
although, unfortunately for shippers, 
there is plenty about, 
do not buy any for shipment to London 
no matter how tempting the price may 
seem. On the other hand, where Can­
adians have adopted the creamery sys­
tem and have sent to the United 
Kingdom fine regular quality, then ready 
sale has been found and money made. 
If the Canadian farmer wishes a steady 
and regular outlet for butter in London, 
he must adopt the Australian plan and 
send us butter uniform in flavor, color, 
texture and packing.

C takes the entire capital 
stock of the company in fully-paid and 
non-assessable shares in lieu of cash, 
and gives to the company a bill of sale 
to the B mineral claim. The stock held 
by C is all fully paid and non-assessable. 
He has taken it at par and he cannot be 
assessed for one cent On any or all the 
shares he owns. When he donates a 
portion of that stock to the treasury of 
the company, or sells it to anybody else 
at one cent, 10 cents or 50 cents a 
share it is still fully paid and non-ass­
essable stock. Neither the company nor 
anybody else can levy an assessment of 
a single cent against a single share of 
this stock. If this were not so a num­
ber of Washington companies operating 
mines in this district would soon have 
got out of the troubles they got them­
selves into by exhausting their treasury 
stock. AH they would have had to do 
was levy an asessment on their stock­
holders, but this of course they could 
not do.” The Miner speaks with great 
confidence, but it really does not know 
what view the British Columbia court 
would take of the question. It is ad­
mitted that in the case of companies in­
corporated in the province there would 
be liability on the shares to their full 
face value. What then? Is there to be 
one law for foreign and another for do­
mestic corporations doing business in 
the province, side by side?

IN HOMES WHEREManagua seems to have been made 
the capital of Nicaragua because the 
two principal cities, Leon and Granada, 
were always fighting for the honor.

A Scotland Yard official, in an inter­

view. said this afternoon that the au­
thorities for many months have been 
aware that a number of desperate dyn­
amiters contemplated a raid on English 
centres, particularly in London. There­
fore, the official added, vigilance was 
redoubled both in Great Britain and 
America. However, several of the al­
leged conspirators succeeded in evading 
the detectives and reached different 
parts of Europe. They were, it is claim­
ed. provided with an abundance of 
money and lived luxuriously at Hotels 
on the continent. They did not majee 
any effort to disguise the character of 
their mission.

A semi-official communication upon 
the subject of the recent arrests of al­
leged dynamite conspirators was issued 
this afternoon. It says: “There has 
been within the full knowledge of the 
Scotland Yard officials for some time 
past a gang of desperadoes busily en­
gaged in America preparing the ramifi­
cations for an extensive and diabolical 
plot to perpetrate a dynamite outrage 
in this country and establish a reign of 
terror. Chief Inspector Melville, who 

his has taken so prominent a part in arrest­
ing Fenians, has been at the head of 
the Scotland Yard arrangements for 
checkmating the present conspirators.
Gradually and quietly a complete net­
work was drawn around the plotters, 
and, the fact being known that there 
were in intimate communication with 
Russian nihilists in the United States en­
abled the police to pursue investigations 
to a discovery which led to absolute evi­
dence that one of the most recent de­
velopments of the scheme was a plot to 
assassinate the czar on the accasipR; of 
his visit to England. The prime movers 
were Fenians in America, and when the 
plot had been carried as far as possible 
there, the chief agents were sent to 
Europe to consummate the designs ad­
opted. Every precaution was taken in 
shipping them separately and by differ­
ent routes. The emissaries of Scotland 
Yard, however, dogged their every move­
ment.”

The semi-official communication then 
deals with the arrests and capture of all 
the appliances, documents, etc., and con- 
tinues: “It was arranged that Bell 
should go to Glasgow to superintend a 
series of outrages in Scotland, the ex­
plosives necessary being sent from Bel­
gium a required. Bell had in his pos­
session between £$00 and £400 and Am­
erican letters of credit. Devaney, Me- All 
Culloch and McOand, three released nu 
dynamiters who are in Glasgow, have 
all been shadowed closely since • they 
were released from prison.

“Is the madness real or feigned ?" Con­
tinuing, he says: “As a newspaper open­
ly" said, the case is the Hibernians are 
acting.

—The members of the British Colum­
bia Natural History Society will be in­
terested to learn that the rare fish which 
was presented to the society in July, 
1896. was killed by Mr. Christopher 
Nordstrom, one of the Norwegian set­
tlers, near the narrows of Quatsino. He, 
along with two other settlers of the 
Norwegian colony, were in their boat 
fishing when Mr. Nordstrom observed 
the odd-looking fish, about four feet in 
length, approaching the shore, in about 
four feet of water. It seemed to be 
in pursuit of something and got its head 
near a crevice of a rock, when Mr. 
Nordstrom, using the butt end of his 
oar, struck it near the gills, disabled and 
captured it.

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JOSEPH THOME.

A Stonemason Who Made a Fortune 
Improving Paris.

The death of M. Joseph Thome, for­
merly a stonemason, and later a mil­
lionaire, is announced from Paris. He 
is the man who, under tlje inspiration of 
Napoleon III., and the guidance of Bar­
on Haussmann, carried out the vast 
building schemes which changed old 
Paris to the new one, and had vast poli­
tical as well as aesthetic influence upon 
the city. Thome was born in Provence 
and went to Paris to look for work over 
00 years ago, when Baron Haussmann 

the newly made prefect of the 
Seine. The two men had already met 
in Bordeaux, and the Baron, finding the 
workman full of ideas, consulted him 
about the regeneration of the Chaillot, 
Trocadero and 
Thome showed the vigor and audacity 
needed for carrying out the imperial 
plans, and was allowed to draw up a 
plan, which Haussmann adopted, for 
opening up these districts with main and 
secondary streets. It was adopted. 
Thome at once speculated on money lent 
in return for information he was able 
to give to great financiers. He bought 
acres on acres of waste ground and slum 
habitations without end, and became the 
greatest holder of ground for building 
sites in what is now the most fashion­
able west end part of the capital. This 
was in 1855. As the boulevards were 
opened, Thome lined them with palatial 
structures. The task in which he him­
self took the greatest pride was the call­
ing into existence of that magnificent 
“Quartier de l’Arc de Triomphe,” that 
has no other rival in any other capital. 
Here he labored on long after the Em­
pire and Baron Haussmann had sunk 
into dust and ashes, and here he died 
worth a couple of millions sterling, and 
occupying a sumptuous mansion in the 
Avenue d’lena. It is a pleasing trait 
in M. Thome’s character that he never 
forgot his poor kinsfolk in the south.

yielded to the temptations of social 
snobbery.
aspired to be “genteel.” much less aris­
tocratic. They lived in handsome style, 
entertained hospitably, and kept open 
house for relatives and old friends who 
had or had not risen in the world. 
Though Thome did so well under the 
Empire, he was a Republican, tot of 
a moderate type. To the end he looked 
a stonemason, and in the country he al­
ways wore a blouse on week dqys. One 
of his daughters married M. Chiris, the 
great Grasse distiller of scents and 
flowers. She had a dowry proportion­
ate to her father’s wealth, 
ter in turn married in 1894 Presid- nt 
Carnot’s son Ernest. Thome’s two sons 
are. in point of wealth and poeitiin. 
magnates. One of them is a barrister 
and the other carries on the business of 
a contractor. The personalty of the 
former mason is valued at over £2,- 
000.000.

Feeling in England Runs High— 
Dilke Sounds a Dismal Note 

of Warning

London, Sept. 17.—The correspondent of 
the .Times at St. Petersburg in his dis­
patches calls attention to the extremely 
anti-English tone of the Russian press, in 
contrast with the unusual friendliness dis­
played toward other nations.

The correspondent further recalls that 
when at the beginning of August the late 
Prince Lobanoff-Rostovsky refused to as­
sist the bishop of the American Episcojal 
church to convey an Anglo-American ad­
dress to the Czar In favor of the Armeni­
ans, the bishop obtained an audience 
through other influences, and that when 
the Czar read the address he did not re­
ply, but merely shook the bishop’s hand.

Lord Hugh Cecil, member of Parliament 
for Greenwich, and fifth son of the Mar­
quis of Salisbury, who has been staying 
with his father at Walmer, has sent a 
reply to ’an invitation to attend an indig­
nation meeting on account of the Armeni­
an atrocities, In which he writes: “Every 
Englishman must share In the generous 
Indignation aroused by the atrocities per­
petrated under the Infamous government 
of the Sultan. It Is most earnestly to be 
wished that the Indignation may not cease 
to be confined to our country. Unhappily, 
It would seem that we should be danger­
ously misleading the Armenians if we made 
them believe that England alone can save 
them. Lamentable as It Is, it appears to 
be the fact that there Is strictly no hope 
for them till the feeling abroad at least 
approximates the excitement here. I trust 
that this may soon happen.”

Sir Charles Dilke, who Is an authority 
on European politics and on British Impe­
rial defences, has written a long letter 
on the Armenian agitation, In which he 
refets to the proved fickleness of English 
public opinion on' the. varying phases of 
the Eastern question, and warns the coun­
try, looking to the weakness of the fleet 
and the unpopularity of England, against 
Isolated action against Turkey. He con­
tinues, saying: “The fleet could force the 
Dardanelles, but only with heavy loss and 
at the risk of entailing a general war, on 
which our national existence wbuld be stak­
ed. Forcible action elsewhere than at Con­
stantinople by the 
guarantees Instead of preventing might ag­
gravate the chances of a massacre at Con­
stantinople and entail the partition of the 
Ottoman empire between the powers, by 
which we would have much to lose and no­
thing to gain except a most dangerous In­
heritance impossible to defend.”

Hamid that he would have to yield. It 
is not impossible that the demand of the 
three powers would presently become that 
of a united epoch. If Abdul Hamid was 
advised against his own Interests so stron- 
ly that he refused to yield to them, an 
Aaglo-Itallan fleet, with such American 
vessels as conld arrive ini time, could force 
the Dardanelles, and dictate terms In the 
Bosphorus.”

The article In the St. James Gazette con­
cludes : “In the event of greater com­
plications ensulpg, a new drelbund would 
enable us to face them with the material 
suport of a fine navy, whose addition to 
ours would make us equal to any possible 
combination, and would give us the moral 
support of the gigantic civilized nations, 
which no other state would care to have 
as opponents.”

Corker’s methods of imparting instruc­
tion to his pupils is thorough, clear and 
impressive. Several of the lads have 
turned out good mechanics. The saw 
mill is attended and run by native labor.
The boys are under perfect control.
They are fed, clad and instructed, and 
every way well used; yet, strange to 
snv. but very few of those who could 
take advantage of the valuable privileg­
es do so. The mission also owns a small 
steamer (Evangeline) which is used for 
visiting outlying mission stations and 
for towing. The education of • the In­
dian girls at Alert Bay is not neglected.
Mrs. Hall takes a deep interest in their 
welfare, and teaches the day school, 
training the girls also in music, in which
