ON THE PROPOSED
TRANS-ATLANTIC COMBINE

Mr. Balfour Says Government Will Not
Announce Policy Until Matter Re-
ceives Full Cousideration.

London, May 1.—An attempt wgs made
in the House of Commons to get the
government to pledge itself to prevent
the transfer of British steamships to a
foreign flag, pending the report of the
committee, under the chairmanship of
the Barl of Camperdown, recently ap-
pointed by the admiralty to inquire into
the subject.

The government leader, A. J. Balfour,
pointed out that a suggestion of such a
startling character could not be carried
out without the gravest consideration. 1t
simply amounted to a proposal that the
government should prevent a British
subject from selling Lis property to a
foreigner. No doubt the matter referred
to was very serious, but such a drastic
change in established practice cowd not
be undertaken lightly.

After the president of the board of
trade, Gerald Belfour had informed the
House of Commons this afternoon that
he had been confidentally informed of
the terms of the proposed trans-Atlan-
tie combine, which did not nccessarily
involve a change in the nationality of
the ships, and the government leader, A.

A PRISONER IN
HANDS OF ENEMY

TROOPER A. HAGGERTY’S
EXPERIENCE WITH BOERS

Held by Them For Several Hours—How
He Escaped and Joined His
Regiment.

The following letter has been received
from Trooper Haggerty, the Times cor-
respondent with the 2nd Canadian
Mounted Rifles. It is dated on the
Veldt, near Klerksdorp, March 2Gth:

My last letter to you was dated
March 3rd, describing our little affair at
Botha'’s Pass. Well, we have been on
the move ever since then, and we have
also had some very exciting times dur-
ing the last two weeks. 1 will now give
you the exuact details of our movements
from March, 5th up to the presernt time.

On March 5th our troop were put on
Cossock post, between the quarantine

jcamp at Newcastle, consisting of A, B

and C squadrons, and the camp consist-
ing of D, E and ¥ squadrons. Our du-
ties were to keep all parties from going
in or coming out of the quarantine eamp.
Well the quarantine was raised on March
Oth, and we all joined A, B and C
squadrons. We remained in ecamp for
about a week, exercising our horses, and
on March 14th orders came to move.

Well we pulled cut on the moruing of
the the 14th, and we arrived at Ingogo
the same night. We left Jngogo the next
morning, and started for Charleston,
passing around the base of old Majuba
Hill on the way. and we got in Charles-
ton on the afternoon of March 15th.
We started across the border for Volks-
rust the same night, arriving their about
midright, and gince then we have been
in the enemy's country. e camped
at Volksrust for a couple of days, and
on March 17th we entrained for Klerks-
dorp, which is the cnd of tlo railway
line,

‘We arrived in Klerksdorp on Mareh
20th at 7.30 p.m., passing through such
places as Standerton, Ilandsfopkis
Johannesburg, Krugerdorp, PE k-
stroom and numerous other places.of in-
terest alomg the line. We camped. at
the outskirty of Klerksdorp for several
days, and on the night of March 23rd
orders came for us to make a very fast
march and surprise a large Lody of the
cnemy abont 50 miles away, and it
proved to be the fastest march made in
this campaign. We left camp about mid-
night and were not allowed to carry a
blanket or overcoat, in fact they would
not let us carry a thing but four hard
tack biscuits. You see they wanted the
horses = as light. as possible for this
march, Well it was a continual gallop
for about 40 miles. We merely halted
to give our horses a drink of water. Oh,
I must not omit to.mention that three
squadrons of Damant's Scouts left
Klerksdorp with us, making our strength
up to 1,800 mounted men, and we ex-
pected to run up ’ agaiust Declarey's
whole force,

Eowever, to continue. When we got
out about 43 miles my horse unfortun-
ately fell and broke his leg, so the
colunm went ahead and left me alone,
So I sat down to wait for daylight, ex-
pecting to catch a pony and push on in
the morning. Well after waiting for
about an hour, I bégan to feel chilly, and
I decided to walk on and try and find the
column. I had been walking for a
couple of hours, as I thought, in-the
direction the column had gone. But I
found out afterwards that I had missed
them and got quite a few 'miles ahead
of them in the dark. In fact I got right
in the Boer lines, and did not know it.
Well I sat down on an ant hill to have
a rest, and I had been sitting down for
about ten minutes when I noticed a num-
ber of men about 60 yards from me.
They were dressed in kahki, and I mis-
took them for British troops, and hail-
ing them I enquired if ihey had seen
the Canadians around. I had no sooner
spoken than I got the command in Dutch
to throw up my hands, and immediate-
ly fifty rifles covered me. I came to the
unpleasant conclusion that I had gone up
against it for fair, and I shouted back to
them that 1 had my hands up.
was so dark they could hardly see me.
So while they were surrounding me I
gently slipped off my bandelier and drew
out the bolt of my rifle and threw them
in the long grass, so by the time they
came up I was tithout ammunition, and
They searched
me, and I assure you they “done me up
They are cxcellent hands. at
going through an individual. They took
my rifles and hat, and in fact every-
I had about
$10 at the time, and the commandant
took that. There was about G5 Beers in

BESIEGED FOR WEEKS.

Gallant Defence by Garrison at Oolkicps
Western Cape Colony.

Capetown, May 2.—Reports which have
reached here via Port Mulloth, Western
Cape Colony, dated April 19th, are to the
effect that British columns are now in ¢‘ose
touch with' the British garrison at Ookiep
(about 90 miles-inland from Port Molloth),
and that the relief of the RBritish foree
there is practically completed.

The plucky little garrison at Ookiep has
been closely invested by the Bnérs for
weeks past, and has put up a defence whicle
can be compared to that of Mafeking. The
defenders of Ookiep suffered comparatively
few casualties, but they were subjected t»
constant sniping and had occasicnal sharp
brushes with the Boers. On the night ef
April 15th, 40 Boers rushed the sutposts s
a kopje held by 20 of the British garrisem.
The Boers were repulsed and the British
had four men wounded.

Hellograph commurication has now been
established between Ookiep and Klipfou-
tein, 50 miles distant. It has in this way
been learned that the women and children
.at Ookiep had taken refuge in a fortified
schoel heuse. Three civilians and one ghd
have Dbeen killed in the town hy long range
fire from the Boers, but the population is
cheerful and confident.

NEEDED AT DAWSON

TRADE IN GOLD DUST
IS NOT SATISFACTORY

The Whole Question Is Now Being Con
sidered by the Dominion
Government.

Ottawa, May 3.—Thomas Earle, in the
House last night, said: “It has been the
opinions of the trade and of merchants
gencrally, both on the coast and in
Dawson, that the establishment of an
assay office at Dawson would be more
beneficial to them than an assay office
at Vancouver. 1t appears that they are
obliged in trade to take gold at a valu-
ation something in excess of what it is
really worth, and there is great difficulty
in establishing the value of it because it
cannot be ascertained in Dawson. It has
been, and is, the occasion of a very con-
siderable loss of traders there. They

are at present taking gold dust at the
value of $16 per ounce and they find
that when sent to the c&s‘t;it does not
realize more than $15 an ounce, and
they have been memorializing the de-
partment to the effect that the establish-
ment of an assay office at Dawson would

-e¢nable them to handle the gold at its

actual value. The banks could purchase
it or traders might remit gold bars in-
stead of remitting dust, and they would
be able to ascertain the actual value on
the spot. I noticed in the press only a
short time ago that the traders at Daw-
son have recommended very strongly that
an assay office should be established
ihere, and established at as early a
date as possible,”

Hon, Clifford Sifton said: “I may say
to my honorable friend (Mr. BEarle) that
my information is much to the same ef-
fect as his own, and the probability is
that the miners are not receiving alto-
gether full value for the gold. They pro-
pose, and I think in many ways it would
be desirable, to establish an assay office
there. I have discussed the matter very
fully with Mr. Ross, commissioner of the
Yukon, who has been here for some time,
and all I can say to my honorable friend
is that the whole subject will receive
very full and -careful econsideration.”

Senate Committee of Torture of
a Dozen Prisoners.

Washinzton, May 3.—L. E. Hallock,
" of Bostor;, Mass., formerly a sergeant
i and then a private in comspany I, Twen-
"'l_\'-Six:h velunteer infantry, -testified to- |
i day before the Senate committee on the
%I‘hilippines concerning the practice of
: the “water cure” in the Philippines.

Mr. Hallock told of the infliction of
the cure upon a dozen natives at the |
town of Leon, province of Panaya. He |
said they were c;mtfxred and torzared in |
order to secure information of the murder
of Private Oherne, of company I, who
had been not only killed, but roasted and |
otherwise tortured, before death ensued. |

Capt. Glemn, in charge of a scouting !
party, first secured a confession of the |
participants in this crime from one na-
tive, who implicated twelve others. These ]
were taken to Leon, the witness said, |
where his company was stationed under |
command of Capt. Grogg, and there on
thes 21st and again on the 23rd, of
August, 1900, the “cure” was adminis-
tered. Members of company I, he said,
were ordered to do this by a sergeant |
named Manning, who is now in Boston. |
Hallock said he witnessed the torture,
but he did no. take part in it.

“Did Capt. Grogg know of the tor-
ture?” Senator Rawlins asked., *“All the®
command knew it, and I don't sce how
he could have helped knowing it.”

“YWhat was the effect of the punish-
ment?'  “The stonmch would swell up
and in some ecases I witnessed blood
coming from the mouch.”

‘When asked what became of the Phil-
ippine prisoners to. whom the “cure” was |
administered, he replied that they were |

placed in a guard house 20 by 25 feet in |
size, in which there was one window and |
in which at times 18 men ‘were confined.
The 12 prisoners were kept for four or
five moriths and th-n they tried to es-
cape. The effort was successful on the
part of some of them, but five or six
flecing prisoners were shot and killed.

“Were all wne vriseners who did not
eseape killed?’ .“I think so, with one
exception; I think onme was given his |
freedom.”

Mr. Hallock also stated that he had
been present when a village of 3.000 or
1,000 had been burmed and that the occu-
pants of the houscs had not time to
carry out the furniture.

Senator Lodge brought ont the details
of the murder of Private Obherne. The
witn said that in June, 1900, OCherne,
with two other men of the company, was
sent to Iloilo for mail, and on their re-
turn, on June 30th, they were ambushed
by 100 natives and Oherne’s companions
were captured. Oherne made a dish to
get away, and after escaping from the
attacking party fell in with other natives,
supposed to be friendly. Instead »¢ prov-
ing to be so, they haa devoted the entire
next day to his torture and death. begin-
ning at daylight by cutting him with
bolos and then roasting him all day by
a slow fire, not finishing up until night.

All these details had, the witness said,
been gathered from the confession of the
men to whom they had given the “cure.”

Answering other questions, he sajd that
he had not known any one to die under
the water cure. The prisoners were gen-
erally fed on rice and coffee, with an oc-
casional meal of hard tack. He said
they were all “fat.”” He also said that
he understood the orders were to treat
the natives well.

The committee went into executive
session, and Senator Lodge laid before
it the cablegram from General Chaffee
concerning Major Garuner, which was
afterward read in the Senate. The com-
mittee decided not to request the appear-
ance of Major Gardner pending the in-
vestigation ‘in the Philippines.

BODY OF MISSING
MARINE 13 FOUND

DISCOVERED IN_ROCK
FISSURE YESTERDAY

He Disappeared on 10th of Last Month
—Was His Death Due to
Accident?

About 10 o’clock yesterday morning
the decomposed body of Arthur Charles
Robertson, lance sergeant of marines of
H. M. 8. Phaeton, was found wedged in
a fissure in the rocks of Kanaka Ranch.
The body was first seen by the little
daughter of Rev. C. Ensor Sharpe, who
brought it to the attentiom of a stoker
of the torpedo boat destroyer Virago. The
provincial police were notified and Ser-
geant Murray and Censtable Cox went
down to take charge of the body. Sub-
sequently, however, a cutter from the
Phaeton came around and the remains
were taken to the Naval hospital. An
inquest is iu progress this afternoon at
the hospital,

Robertson had been iss‘ng from his
ship since the 10th of last month. Hae
was last seen early in the morning leav-
ing the Canteen grounds, where he had
slept the night of the 9th., His leave ex-
pired at 7 o’clock on the morning of the
10th, and he was aroused in time by Pta.
Taylor. He left apparently with the in-
tention of rejoining his ship, but as far
as known was not seen at the Naval
village afterwards.

His death may have been due to acci-
dent although it is .doubtful if such could
have occurred at Esquimalt without the
attention of someone around being at-
tracted to it. It is altogether likely that
he was drowned in the Straits and pos-
sibly not far from where his body was
fcund wedged in the fissure in the rock.

In endeavoring to solve the mystery
of the unfortunate man’s death several
features which have presgnted them-
selves in connection with the case should
be taken into consideration. Robertson
was caterer of one of the marine messes
on board the ship—number 2Y—and it is
currently reported .that he was short in
Lis accounts to tne extent ot $32. ''he
duty of the caterer is to keep account of
all the provisions purchased by the mess
from the ship’s canteen and to pay over
tone amount contributed by the members
and entrusted to.himm for the purpose.

24 years of age and a native of London,
England. . He joined the service three
years ago, and was first stationed in bar-
racks at Plymouth, Righteen monthx
2g0 he joined the Phaeton, and came to
this port on her. Previous to enlisting
with the marines he travelled for a cloth-
ing firm in the old gountry, He was very
reticent in regard to.his connections and
rarely spoke of them. It is understood
he has a sister residing in London.

The fissure in which the body was
found is very narrow, a foot or so in
width, and Robertsen .may have acci-
dentally fallen in it and drowned.

The opposiiion in the local legislature
4s threatened with divers pains and pen-
alties, and more also, if it refuses to sit
down and let the government rush the
busicess through the House so that the
Premier may sct off for London town to
take part in the imposing ceremonies con-
mected with the formal coronation of His
Gracious Majesty King Itdward VI.

That they cannol possibly
carry out the agreement themselves, and
that if they obtain a charter it will
be for the purpose of disposing of it and
the subsidies with which it is pro-
posed to liberally endow them to other
parties at a substantial profit to them-
selves. Of course the Times cannot be-
lieve such slanderous statements. The
government has inquired into all these
matters and has been furnished witl"sub-
stantial guarantees which will set at rest
the doubts of the sceptical ones. Nor can
we believe that this is another attempt
to continue the scheme which worked so
well last year—to postpone indefinitely
the construction of this much-desired
connection of the Coast with Kootenay.

tinue to pay interest for many years to
comee. To ascertain the present actual
net debt of wie province one, would sup-
pose that all tHat was necessary to be
done was to look at the entry of bal-
! anee of liabilities over assets. These are
put down in the balance sheet ¢f the pro-
vince ending June 30th, 1801, at §6,-
450,465.08. But it could be very readily
shown that these figures were inaccur-
ate. If the various entries making up
the liabilities of the province wore ex-
amined it would be found that every
such item was an actual bona fide lia-
bility which the province must pay. But
on lpoking over the asset entries a very
slight examination would cause quite a
cdnsiderable portion of them to be either
totally written off or heavily discounted.
The Finance Minister had admitted this
to a slight extent himself this year, inas-
much as he has asked authority in his
estimgtes to write off the sum of $9,-
917.93, which appears in the balance
sheet of 1901 as an ass>t, and which is
made up principally of claims which the
rrevince has made against the Dominion
government and the government of the
State of Washington. But this was only
a small part of -what really should be
written off. He was of the opinion that
the sumy of $298,676.05 should be written
off absolutely. This was made up as
follows: Amounts propos:d to he writ-
ten off by Finance Minister, $9.917.93;
Island Mountain Quartz Mining Com-
pany guarantee, $22,973.44; Victoria &
Sidney Railway Companv, $51,452; Shu-
swap & Okanagan Railway Company,
payment interest on bonds, $211,723.47;
Nakusp & Slocan Railway Company,
payment interest on bonds, $2,009.21.
Total, $298,676.05.
With regard to these wvarious pay-
ments as interest on railway bonds, it
‘had been shown by past experience that
these roads,  operated as they are now,
| fail to pay running expenses and fixed
charges. In fact the figures he had
quoted were the amounts which the
roads had fallen short ‘in paying their
fixed charges—that is the Victoria &
Sidney and Shuswap & Okanagan., As
to the Nakusp & Slocan railway, its de-
ficit in paying fixed charges was very
-much larger, but the province' having
received the Dominion subsidy -amount-
ing to $118,400, had paid the deficiency
‘out of such subsidy. This subsidy had
now, however, been exhaus‘ed and the
province in the year 1901 had to make
up out of its own pocket the sum of
$2,609.21, which was one of the items
he proposed to write off. As te the Vie-
tora & Sidney and Shuswap & Okanagan
payments of interest, the province had
10 recourse for them until after the final
charges of the roads were paid. Now
these roads, as shown by the public ac-
counts, had never since con:pletion came
near -paying the interest on their fixed
charges. In fact the Victcria & Sidney
had never paid anything as interest on
its bonds, and the Shuswap & Okanagan
bas had annually recurring defic’ts in
payment of interest on its bonds of about
$35,000, and the same accounts show

that the receipts of this road are almost’

If to this be added ‘the
other fixed charges, namely, civil gov-
ernnsent salaries, administration of jus-
tice salaries, legislation, public Institu-
tions maintenance, hospitals and chari-
ties, administration of justice other than
salaries, eduecation, transpcrt, and- rev-
enue services, which according to the
government have been made up with a
view to the strictest economy, and which
in the estimates amount to $1,193,217,
they had the grand total of fixed charges
on the revenue of $1,756,882, and if to
this be added the item of miscellaneous,
being in the present estimates $137,570;*
and which must be treated likewise as a
fixed charge since it occurs continuously
in the accounts, the grand total of fixed
charges amounts to $1,894,452, which
practicallv eats up the whole of the rev-
erue of the country even if estimated by
the Finance Minister, leaving practically
nothing  for even the maintenance of
buildings, roads, streets and bridges, to
say nothing of new work to open up the
ccuntry.

And yet' in face of this state of affairs
the government proposed to make large
grants of ‘money 1o a railway company
to traverse ar unsettled part of the
ceuntry-and without the slightest provi-
sion in' such grant whereby the nrovince
should be in any way recouped for such
outlay. And likewise in the face of this
the House had been advised by the hon-
orable nwmber for North Nanaimo to
borrow immense sums of meney. He re-
commended that honorable gentleman to
devote more time to a study of the publie

“accounts and to the estimates, when he
would not be led into niaking such ex-
travagant propositions. If the pruvince
went to the money markets of the world
to borrow money its finances would be
studied, and. if, as he had shown, it be-

COMMUNICATIONS.
SOME POLITICAL QUESTIONS.

To the Editor:—No person under-
stands better than I the penalty attach-
ing in Victoria to an attempt made by
one not associated with a certain element
in the community to deal with public
matters. It is to have his motives called
in question, and he will be fortunate if
the hostility which he excites does not
find expression in other and more prac-
tical directions. But there are times
when one must dismiss such considera-
tions and take a position regardless of
the consequences which it involves. Nuch
a time has, I think, arrived in British
Columbia, and with your permission I
will present to the public in a few let-
ters some matters which, in my humble
judgment, seem to call for immediate and
carnest consideration.

It is the boast of British Columbians
that they have a province of vast re-
sources, and all of us cherish .the hepe
that, sooner or later, these will be de-
veloped so as to bring about a period of
great and lasting prosperity. But we
are all conscious that something is amiss,
“There is something rotten in the state
of Denmark.” Confidence has been badly
shaken. Enterprise has grown timid.
Doubt amd uncertainty are everywhere
manifest. And yet in the natural condi-
tions of the province there is everything
upon which intelligent faith, eourageous
effort and a feeling of security for the
future may be based. Our mines, our
forests, our farm lands, our fisheries, our
geographical position, all combihe to
make a foundation for rapid and broad
development such as cannot anywhere
be surpassed. Why is it then that
whereas in every other part of Canada a
spirit of hopeful enterprise is abroad,
here in British Columbia, a land preg-
nant with opportunities, clouds of un-
certainty overshadow us, and the people,
instead of feeling their pulses stirred by
the matchless possibilities awaiting ex-
ploitation, are harassed with doubt as
to what the immediate future has in
store? Surely this question, if it dis
based upon facts—and this, I fancy, few
will be found to deny—is worthy of in-
vestigation. For my own part I be-
lieve the discouraging conditions existing
in this province are due to a departure
from sound principles of government. No
matter what Nature may have done, a
country is no better than its people, and
if they depart from tried principles, it
matters little how much wealth bountiful
Nature may have showered upon their
land, they must be prepared to see their
progress retarded. The history of South
America proves this, No part of the
world is as rich by nature as that con-
tinent, but it lags behind less-favored
lands, and for no other reason than that
its people are incapable of self-govern-
ment. A statement like this has been
made in an influential quarter in regard
to British Columbia. It is not true, and
it is, among cther things, t6 prevent any
more reason being afforded for any one
to pretend it is true, that I venture to
enter upon a discussion of some of the
recent incidents in provincial politics. 1
am chiefly influenced to do so, however,
by the hope that those who, like myself,

First, as to respect for law.

Mr. Neill, during the course of the de-
bate on the budget, said he had heard
that the people of North Victoria con-
templated refusing to pay their taxes
until they were given their legal repre-
sentation in the legislature, and the At-
torney-General is reported by the Colon-
ist to have interrupted him with the re-
mark:

“If that were said out of the House
it would be a threat of rebellion.”

What if it would? There are worse
things than threats of rebellion, Indeed,
if my reading of history teaches me any-
thing, it is that most of the features of
British liberty worth preserving were
secured, not merely by the threat, but

y the exercise of the divine right of
rebellion. A constituency has been il-
legally deprived of its voice in parlia-
ment, a cardinal principle of our consti-
tution, that there shall be no taxation
without representation, is ruthlessly vio-
lated, and the chief law officer of the
Crown, himself one of those by whom
this constitutional outrage has been com-
mitted, declares that to make a practical
protest against it is to threaten rebellion.
The people will refuse to be frightened
by a word, although I confess “rebeltion”

-has, in these latter ‘days; an “unpleasant

sound. But it is not rebellion ta stand
upon our constitutional rights. I am far
from advising the people of North Vie-
toria to proceed to extremes, but I do
most strongly urge that they discover
some means of marking their displeasure
with a government whose chief law offi-
cer ventures to assert that they will be
rebels if they refuse to submit to dis-
franchisement. We may have rebels in,
British Columbia, but they are not those
who protest against being robbed of their
constitutional rights. The ‘executioner
who severed the head of the first Charles
from his body held it aloft and exclaim-
ed: “This is the head of a traitor.” This
language was put-:in his mouth by the
men responsible for that extreme asser-
tion of the sovereign power of the peo-
ple, and the verdict of their posterity, if
it does not justify the nature of the pun-
ishment, unquestionably approves of the
definition of the crime for which the King
was condemned. It was treason. And
thus was established, for the gvidance
of the British people for all time, the
fundamental principle of our constitu-
tion, namely, that no man, no matter how
exalted his position may be, is above the
law, and that there may be treason by
the king against the people as well as
treason by the people against the king.
This was no new doctrine, although dur-
ing the confusion resulting from the
Crusades the bloodshed of the Wars of
the Roses and restless activity of the
Elizabethan Age it had been somewhat
obscured. Tacitus tells that this was
the guiding principle of government
among the Teutonic races, of which the
Anglo-Saxon commun:ties were the most
progressive and aggressive. The Crown
is not the fountain of law in British
lands, but is as absolutely subject to the
law” as is the humblest citizen,

The Attorney-General has seen fit to
define a threat to refuse to pay taxes
rebellion. I shall not discuss that defi-
nition, but am content for the purposes
of the argument to aceep it as accurate,
and I ask: Why is it treason? There is
surely nothing specially sacred in the
obligation to pay taxes which puts a

Surely if
it is a crime to talk of refusing to pay
taxes, it is an infinitely greater crime to
mislead the Crown as to its legal obliga-
tion to the people. If it is right to re-!
fuse representation to one constituency,
it must be right to refuse it to twenty.
If constituencies may be deprived of the |
right to elect representatives, their rep- |
resentatives when elected may be denied
the privilege of sitting and voting in the |
House. If the vote of a “brute major- |
ity” can make it right that North Vie-
toria shall be disfranchised, the same
vote can shut the doors of the legislature
in the face of any man, who declines to
vote as the government dictates. Let it
not be forgotten that the Crown and its
ministers are only the custodians of our
rights. They are not the grantors of
them. They are -the creatures of law,
not the creators of it.

(Second Letter.)

To the Editor:—In pursuing the dis-
cussion begun in my last letter 1 shall
to-day deal with executive discretion.

HEvery lawyer knows that, when it is
said that a ceurt or a judge may do
something in it or his discretion, what
is meant is not'a mere whim, or fancy or
notion or arbitrary determination, but
what is described as “legal discretion.”
This means, as 1 understang it, that the
discretion shall only be exercised in ac-
cordance with the law and so as to give
effect to it. It may never be employed
to defeat the law. So in the govern-
ment of a country under-the British con-
stitution. A certain degree of discretion
is vested in the crown or its representa-
tive, but it is a constitutional discretion
only, and may never be employed to de-
prive the people of their legal or consti-
tutional rights. To employ that discre-
tion in a manner to.defeat the object of
the law is a usurpation of authority,
quite as much so as if the crown sought
to exercise new or unusual powers, with-
out legislative sanction having been first
obtained. - Applying this principle to the
case of the North Victoria vacancy, we
have a constituency forming an integral
part of the province, and entitled to be
represented in the legislature by one
member. The duties of a member of the
legislature are not merely to look after
the welfare of his own constituency, but
to give the whole province the benefit of
his judgment upon all questions affect-
ing the whole province or any part of it.
By the Redistribution act of 1898 it was/
declared that the legislature should con-
sist of thirty-eight members, not of
thirty-seven, thirty-six or any other num
ber. Provision was made for the elec-
tion of these members, and one of them
was to be chosen by North Victoria, The
people of, say Atlin, have as much right
to have the benefit of the judgment of
the member elected from North Vietoria
as have the people of Saanich, which iz
within the bounds of the constituency.
Therefore to keep North Victoria vacant |
is-not only to disfranchise that particu- '
lar constituency, but to reduce the legis
lature below the number fixed by law,
and therefore to deprive the whole prov
ince of what advantage the legislature |
sought to give it by constituting a House
of thirty-eight members. It would he
rank folly to contend that any disere-
tion -can be:vested in the Lieutenant-'
Governor to do this, for to so contend
would be tantamount to saying that all
the legislature can do is to fix the max-
imum number f members, and that it '
remains with the Lieutenant-Governor to
sty with what smaller number he will !
be content.

In this connection I use the expression |
