Job to Ecclosiastes: A Sermonette.

Reverened and dear brother.—For
months and years you have preached to
me long sermons; and I have a New Year’s

been so very long ? Is it a thing fixed by
fate that they should be quite so tedious?
You have time to make them shorter,
even short ; and in all days never heard I
man, woman or child complain of a ser-
mon too short. The past is past; bygones
shall be bygones : but now at the Legining

| of this New Year, do heartily resolve that

never again will yon exceed fifteen
minutes,

Well do you know that I regularly ac-
company my wife and girls to church on
Sunday morning ; learn further that this
I do determined to listen diligently to your
discourse. And what happens? For the
first five minutes I am all attention : after
a while I am conecious that [ have had an
illucid interval ; and when about fifteen
minutes have elapsed I find that I have
quite given up pulling myself together.
By no means can I draw myself from
reverie : and with this my eyes and ears
have nothing to do, cease their functions
altogether. 'Why, what happened on the
very last Sunday of the old year? While
you were discourding of the ancient and
wise Barzillai, who said, ‘‘1 am fourscore
years old and can I discern between good
and evil? Let me die in mine own city,”
Ionly heard a voice of to-day crying, ““I
am too old for the ungrateful cares of
office, and abandon them. Henceforth,
Hawarden’s castle shall be my cell ; I de.

wise. Believe me, you also spoke more
than enough of Mahershalalhashbaz—(have
I the name aright ?—and the spoiling of
Samaria., If we are to dwell upon the
spoiling of kingdom, and whatever duty it
may teach us or what lesson read, let us
come nearer home a little. What care I
about Samaria, or what cares any of my
neighbors or yours? Samaria's fate was
long since settled for good avd all; but
Eugland’s, England's—! Similarly,
your Blastus; the kin"s chamberlain, only
set me musing on King Mob’s chamber-
lain ; and he is quite a diffcrent person. In
fine, after fifteen minutes, the more you
preach, themore I ¢annot listen. It is
not given to every clergyman to preach
like Jermey Taylor—true : and true it is:
that is no fault of yours. Then preach
not 80 long as Jeremy did : ’tis all T ask.

And now, reverend and dear friend,
for some practical application.. You can
set all this right by am earnest effort.
Will you not make the. attempt? Care-
ful boiling down, free, judicious excision
—and the freer the more judicious-—will
doall. Take this couusel, learn the
necessity of a brief pithiness, if you
would be grateful to your old listeners
or a winner of new ones. Let it be known
that you are short and determined to be
shorter. Hang your study with brief
pertinent aphorisms: such as. ‘Two heads
are better than threc, when they are
heads of a sermon;’ or, to paraphrase
Swift, ‘Tke man who makes one leaf
serve in asermon where formerly were
two is a public benefactor.”

Lop off, brother; hew and spare
not.

If I may speak for myself—and there
are many of my likes in every congre-
gation—the time has fully come when
something must be done.

I am not the man I was; I
do not hear so well as once I did, and
other things have changed. Half a cen-
tury ago I had little mental food save at

But even Keren-
happuch, dear girl! who goes beyond
Jemima and Kezia themselves in admi-
ration of your sermons, admits that they
might be shorter; and my excellent wife,
who differs from me on every other point,
agrees with me on this,

Let me now, in conclusion, impress my
exhortation on you by an apposite anec-
dote.

Another
block is from the Navaime Mine, These
two are the most important mines of
British Columbia. From the former 220,
000 tons were «btained last year, worth
4 dols. per ton at the whatf; while from
the latter the output was 137,500 tons,
and, considering the sparseness of the
population, this is & fair development.
There is also bituminous coal from Van-

The Panama Scheme.

De Lesseps is a man of faith as well as
dauntless courage and unflagging energy.
He believes he can build the Panama caoal
and operate it after it is built, Six years’
work with an army of employes finds the
work about half completed, while the
expenditure has been frightful. The
share capital is £6,000,000, of which half
has been called up. £5,000,000 »f 5 per

cent. obligations have been issued; then
£12,000,000 of 3 per cent. followed; then
£7,647,740 of 4 per cente. were in order;
then 9,000,000 more of 4 per cent.; giving
a share capital of £6,000,000 and a loan
capital of £30,647,740, the interest on
the obligations amounting to 956,000 in-
dependent of sinking fund. To meet this
nterest there is, as yet,no revenue, except
the earnings of the Panama Railway,
£160,000 to £200,000 a year. Without the
sinking funds the net iuterest oharge
amounts to over £750,000 a yeur; to which
has to be added the cost of construction
and other charges which fall upon a great
concern of the kind. But DeLesseps is
not disheartened.,) Heis asking the public
for 24,000,000 more, and the prospectus
of the loan boldly ‘admits that even this
will not complete the werk; it will only
“Jeave no doubt respecting the final suc-
cess, aud would permit of asauring it by
meaus of a last effort measurable with
precision.” That is to say when 24,000,-
000 stg. more has been expended, the
work will be brought to a point at which,
as the Statist puts it, it will be possible
to determine the amount necessary for
its ultimate completion! The £24,000,000
is a lottery loan. 1tis claimed that the
fortunes of the Paris Bourse are bound up
with the fortunes of the Company and
that if permission to raise the loan is
refused, and the Company in consequnce
becomes bankrupt, it is inevilable that
there must be a great crash upon the
Bourse. The national pride of France is
at stake and DeLesseps will probably get
the money he demaunds, by one means or
another; and probably the canal will be
built, if he lives. Ultimately the nation
whose shipping wi | make the greatest ure
of it will control it. It was so with the
Suez; it will be the same with the Panama.

His mother was Countess Anna  Binds-
goti Bini, while his father was a collecto,.
in the customs department of Italy. Car-
afa fell in love with a beautfful maiden,
whose father wag violently gpposed to the

dawn they were released and joined the
small army which movedin good order
upon the Papal barracks. They attacked
the barracks with great vigor, but were
repulsed and driven from the city. In
that enceunter Carafa was run through
the body with a bayonet, but was carried
off the field by members ot his command
when Garibaldi's forces retreated  Carufa
was soon enﬁnged in another conflict, and
was wouuded in the left leg by a bullet.
In a third encounter with the Papal
forces Carafa was strack in the right leg
by a piece of flyingshell, and he was tak-
en prisoner and thrust in a dungeon cell
at San Angelo.
His imprisonment led to a romantic
thread, which was woven through the
web of hishfe. He was thrown into the
same cell with the father of the girl he
loved. The two men hated each other,
but in their imprisonment, the terrible
suffering of the wounded revolutionist
and the common cause which they es-
used combined to bring them into
K?ndliet relations, Finally, the elderof
the prisoners withdrew his opposition te
the wooing and winning of the hand and
heart of his daughter by his companion,
and just before his death in the lonely
cell he grasped Carafa’s hand, gave him
his benediction, and bade himto take his
daughter, should he live to see her.
Carafa was sentenced to be put to death
for treason against the States of the
church, Two days before the date fxed
for his execution Carafa was released by
order of Victor Emmanuel, who had just
been crowned king. Carafa had been s
prisoner for four months, Some time
after he was liberated Carafa was accused
of being involved iu a political conspiracy,.
and he tled to America, and in time turn-
ed up in Hudson in charge of a large gang
of Italians,
Carafa was of commanding physique,
large and well proportioned, with coal
black hair and eyes, and & long, flowi
black beard. The military spirit wit
which everything must be dove, his
almost ungovernable temper and his pro-
digious lcnngth made him feared by his
feﬁown, and he ruled them like a despot.
After completing his work he took a heuse:
on the outskirts of Ber'in and for a season:
found enough to employ his time in paint=
ing portraitsin oil, Ffe did seme paint-
ing in tho new St. John's Catholic chureh.

After leaving here he went to Fredes
ricton, N. B.,, where he had charge of
several hundred men in the construction
of a railroad There he got the ill-will
of his men, and his life was threatened,
but he was. inexorable and indomitable,
and sucteeded in getting his fellow-
countrymen under his complete ocontrol.
For weeks he slept in his cabin with
three revolvers and two bowie knives at
the head of his bunk, ready for any
emergency. Carafa had no appreciation
for money. He made large sums, but
scattered it right and left, much of itto
charity. Mrs Carafa lived with him un-
til about a year ago, when he became
jealous of her, his {riends say. Mrs. Carafa
says the cause of the separation was a be-
witching lady from Nova Scotia. Mrs
Carafa went to Boston with lier three
little children and for several months has
taken care of her little flock by working
as seamstress. She refused to esay any-
thing about her life when a reporter
calledat her one room in 91 Merrimao
street, She said that botk Carafa’s life
and hers had been full of romance; but.
now that he was dead she would respect:
his memory.

_“‘Carafa is dead,” she said; *I loved!
him even after the bad treatuient which
drove me from his house, That might
prompt me to speak ill of him and do bhim
even an injustice. He is dead ; he eavnot
speak ; neither will I.”

Cesare Carafa died at Massachusetts
General Hospital & few days . Sta-
tuti, who was his private secretary for
several years, met Carafa at Boston two
weeks ago, as he was coming from Fred-
ericton on account of serious illness.
Oarafa was taken to the house of Venuti
Biagio, near St. Stephen's church, and
then it was decided to have him taken
to the hospital. Before going, Carafa
counted out $1,565 in the presence, it is
said, of six gentlemen, and told Statuti
to place the money in some bank and
give hin\ the certificate ot the deposit,
but that it he should die,to find his wife,
and give the money to her and his children,
Carafa died, having upon his person only
$18. The wife was notified of her hus-
band's death, and investigation led to the
declaration b{ Statuti that no money was
entrusted to his charge. This led to his:
arrest, but at the time set for the trial, no

person appeared agaiust him, he was diss-
churged.

A Woman's Sulcide.

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[From the London Times.)
“Fharsch’s House 'in Tahpanhes.”

A verycurious and interesting dis-
covery has been made in the loneliest
and dreariest corner of the Nerth-
Eastern Delta. In aland where pre-
vious explorers have foundorly tem-
plesand tombs—the monuments of an
extinct faith and the graves of a dead
nation—Mr, Flinders Petrie' has light-
ed upon the ruins of a royal palace.
Nct a palace of the dubious pre-
historic Byzantinesort, but a genuine
and highly respectable structure, with
an unblemished pedigree, and a definite
place in the history of four great na-
tions. In a word, the fortunate finder
of Naukratis has for the Iast six or
eight weeks been working upon a large
mound, or group of mounds, called Tell
Defenneh, which Egyptologists and
historians have long identified with the
“Pelusiac Daphns” of the Greek
writers and the ‘‘Tahpanhes” of the
Bible. Here he has discovered the
ruins of that very palace to which, as
recorded in the Bookof the Prophet
Jeremiah (chapter 43), Johanan, the
son of Kareah, followed by ‘‘all the
captains of the forces” and ‘‘the rem-
nant of Judah,” brought the fugitive
daughters of Zedekiah, then a dethron-
ed and mutilated captive in Babylon.
This flight of the Hebrew princesses
took place about B. c. 585, during the
reign of Usa-ab-Ra (26th Egyptian
d ty,) whom the Hebrews called

ophra, and the Greeks Apries. The
Pharaoh received them with hospitality.
To the mass of Jewish immigrants he
granted tracts of land extending from

'ahpanhes to Bubastis, while to the
daughters of Zedekiah, his former ally,
he assigned this zoyal residence, which
the Bible calls ‘“‘Pharach’s house in
Tahpanhes.”

At the time when these events hap-
pened the whole of this part of the
Delta, to the westward as far as Tanis

San), to the southward as far asthe
ady Tumilat, was a rich pastoral dis-
trict, fertilized by the annual overflow
of the Pelusiac and Tanitic arms of the
Nile. It is now a wilderness, half
marsh, half desert. Towards the east-
ern extremity of this wilderness, in the
midst of an arid waste relieved by only
a few sand hills overgrown with stunted
tamarisk bushes, lie the mounds of
Defenneh. Far from roads, villages,
or cultivated soil, it is a place which no
traveller goes out of his way to visit,
and which no explorer has hitherto at-
tempted to excavate. Sixteen miles
of marsh separate it on the one side
from Tanis, while on the other the
horizon is bounded by the heron-haunt-
ed lagunes of Lake Menzaleh and the
mud-swamps of the plain of Pelusium.
- The mounds consist of three groups
situate from half a mile to a mile apart,
the intermediate flat being covered
with stone chips. potsherds, and the re-
mains of brick foundations. These
chips, potsherds, and foundations mark
the site of an important city, in which
the lines of the streets and the bound-
aries of two or three large enclosures
ara yet visible. Two of the mounds

are apparent ere rubbish heaps of
s insry%é’fhiﬁl‘il entirely
composed of the burnt and blackened]
ruins of a huge pile of brick buildings,
visible, like a lesser Bira Nimroud, for
a great distance across the plain. Ar-
riving at his destination towards even-
ing, footsore and weary, Mr. Petrie
beield this singular object standing
high against a lurid sky and reddened
by a fiery sunset. His Arabs hastened
to tell him its local name ; and he may
be envied the delightful surprise with
which he learnt that it is known far and
near as “‘El Kasr el Bint el Yahudi—
the Castle of the Jew’s Daoghter.”
Seeing at once that the interest of the
lace centred in this ‘‘Kasr,” Mr.
etrie forthwith pitched his camp at
the foot of the slope, between the
tamarisks and the right bank of a
brackish canal which intersects the
outskirts of the mound and expands
somewhat higher up into two good-sized
lakes. The place being literally in the
midst of an uninhabited desert, he had
brought with him a patriarchal follow-
ing of Nebesheh folk—men, boys, and
girls, some 40 souls in all, to say noth-
ing of camels and baggage. How, with
true Arab ingenuity, they then and
there extemporized a camp, and were
immediately at home and contented, is
best described in a passage from Mr.
Petrie’s journal, written the next
evening :—

As Iwrite here in my tent there is a
continual prattle and babble goiag on
among the Arabs under the surrounding
bushes. Seme have dug out burrowsin
the sandy hillocks and stacked branches
of tamarisk around ; others have mounded
up wallsof earth and roofed them over
with.boughs. Every bush has its bird.
On one sideis a group of men and boys
all kin' l:hn hdlrk, doing dervlillhes at a
“‘gikr,” howling, aning, calling upen
Allah, louderng mﬂoudeﬁ. quick‘ér E:d
quicker, till they break down from ex-
haustion. On the other side is a party of
girls wildly singing shreds of songsin
unisom chorus, to the clapping of their
hands. It is. a picturesque scene. All
around are clumps of tamarisk bushes, lit
by the orange glow of a big fite here and
there. Yonder, showing kly, are the
mounds of Tahpanhes ; and here the old
canal gleams in the dim starlight.

Want of space forbids us to follow
Mr. Petrie step by step in his work of
exploration; enough that he at once
concentrated his' forces upon the
¢“Kasr,” which has now been so thor-
oughly cleared out and cleared up that
not only its architectural structure, but
its history has been orescued from
oblivion.

The building was first a stronghold,
quadrangular, lofty, massive; in ap-
pearance very like the keep of Roches-
ter Castle. It contained 16 square
chambers en each floor, both the outer
walls and partition walls being of enor-
mous strength. It is, of course, impos-
sible to guess of how many stories it
was originally composed ; but the bulk
of the mound consists of its debris.
This stronghold was built by Psammeti-
chus I., whose foundation deposits
{consisting of libation-vessels, corn-
rubbers, specimens of ores, model
bricks, the bones of a sacrificial ox and
of a small birl, and a series of little
tablets in gold, silver, lapis-lazuli,
jasper, cornelian, and porcelain, en-
graved with the royal name and titles)
have been discovered by Mr. Petrie
under the four corners of the building,
The name of the founder being thus
determined, we at once know for what

urpose the castle was erected. Having
ought his way to the throne by means
of a force of Carian and Ionian mercen-
aries, Psammetichus granted them a
rmanent settlement at ‘‘Daphnae of
elusium,” where, according .to Hero-
dotus, they occupied two large camps,
ene on each side of the river. Here
they continued to be quartered till
Amasis, a later king of the sawe dy-
nasty, transferred them to Memphis.

‘‘The docks where their vessels were
laid up and the ruins of their habita-
tions,” says Herodotus, ‘‘were still to
be seen in my day at the place where
they dwelt originaliy, before they were
removed by Amasis. (Book II., chap.
154 )u

Now, this “Kasr,” built by Psam-
metichus, probably about 8. c. 6656 or |
666, stands in the midst of what was
once a aquare courtyard, the whole being
again enclosed within an immense walled
area measuring 2,000 feet in length by
1,000 feet in breadth. This arg has a
north gate opening upon the ganal, and
a south gate towards the ancient mili-
tary route batween Egypt and Syria;
and its great boundary wall was 50
feet im thickness. Some three or four

acres of the enclosed soil have been
turned over by Mr. Petrie’s Arabs to a
depth of six inches, and have yielded
an extraordinary number of arrow
heads, in bronze and iron, besides
horses’ bits, iron aud bronze tools,
fragments of iron grating, iron chains,
&c. Here, then, we have one of the
cam ps mentioned by Herodotus, and
that necessary adjunct, a strong and

lofty tower, which not only commanded
an uninterrupted view of the surround-
ing conntry, but served for the head-
quarters of the general and his staff
aad for an occasional royal residence.
The other camp should be sought on
the opposite side of the canal, which
is, in fact, the ancient Pelusiac branch,
now silted up and canalized. As for
the docks which were visible in the old
traveller’s time, they are perhaps yet
traceable where one of the befere-men-
tioned lakes is dammed across by an
antique ‘““Gisr” or dyke, which only
needed a little repairing to be as sound
as ever.

The *“Kasr,” however, does not con-
sist of the tower only; neither is it all
of the onedate. A number of later
structures have been added on against
its outer walls, thus forming a curious-
ly irregular ground plan and more than
doubling the suberficial extent of the
original building. These ‘‘annexes”
appear to have opened outwards, and
to have no communication with the
central tower. One was built by the
founder; but some of the other addi-
tions (including a court with a fine lime-
stone cornice, many blocks of which
yet strew the ground) were probably
the work of later kings. So much for
thie curious building, which is unlike
any other ruin in Egypt. What the
excavations have disclosed is, however,
still more curious. And here it is ne-
cessary to remember that the place is
not merely a ruin, but a burnt ruin, !
the upper portions of which have fallen
in and buried the basements. Further-
more, it was plundered, dismantled,
and literally hacked to pieces before it
was set on fire. The State rooms, if
one may use so modern a phrase, were
lined with slabs of fine liniestone cover-
ed with hieroglyphic inscriptions, bas-
relief figures of captives, and the like,
most delicately sculptured and painted.
These now lie in heaps of splintered
fragments, from among which Mr. Pet-
rie has with difficulty selected a few
perfect specimens. The whole place,
in short, tells a tale of rapine and ven-
geance. _It would be idle, under these
circumstances to hope for the discovery
of objects of value among the ruins.
Moreover, it was only in the basement
chambeis, where things might have
fallen through from above, or have been
left in situ, that there seemed to be
any prospectsof ““finds” for the ex-
plorer. Now, the basements were the
office, and some of these offices have
been found intact under the superin-
cumbent rubbish. There is certainly
nothing “very romantic in the discovery
of a kitchen, a butler’s pantry, and a
scullery. It would be more satisfactory
to find a throne room or a treasure
chamber. Yet even these domestic
arcana become interesting when they
form part of an ancicnt Egyptian pal-
ace of 2,662 years ago. The kitchen
of ‘““Pharaoh’s housein Tahpanhes” is
a big room with recesses in the thick-
ness of the walls, which served for
dressers. Here some 14 larce jars
and two large flat dishes were standing
in their places, unharmed amid the
general destruction. A pair of stone
corn-rubbers, a large iron knife, various
“weights, and three small flat iron
pokers—or “possibly spits—were also
found in this room. Tha butlar’s pan<
try, it need scarcely be said, was the
room to which wine jars were brought
from the cellar to be opened. It con-
tained no amphors, but hundreds of
jar-lids and plaster amphorse-stoppers,
some stamped with the royal oyals of
Psammetichus, and some with those
of Necho, his successor. Here, also,
was founc apot ofresin. The empty
amphors, with qusatitieze of other
pottery, mostly broken, were piled in a
kind of rubbish depet close by. Some
of these amphors have the lute shaped
hieroglyh signifying ‘‘nefer” (good)
scrawled three times in ink upon the
side, which not to speak it profanely,
may probably indicate some kind of
“XXX” for Pharoah’s consumption.
Most curjous of all, however, is a small
room evidently sacred to the scullery-
maid. It contains a recess with a sink;
a built bench to stand things upon; and
recesses in the wall by way of shelves,
in which to place what has been washed
up. “The sink,” writes Mr. Petrie,
‘“is formed of a large jar with the bot-
tom knocked out, and filled with brok-
en pot-shreds placed on edge. The
water ran through this, and thence into
more broken pots below, placed one in
another, all bottomless, guing down to
the clean sand some four or five feet
below.” The potshreds in this sink
were covered with organic matter, and
clogged with fish bones.

In other chambers there have been
found large quantities of early Greek
vases ranging from B.c. 550 to B.C.
600, some finely painted with scenes of
gigantomachia, chimeras,  harpies,
sphinxes, processions oi damsels, dan-
cers, chariot races, and the like, nearly
all broken, but many quite mendable;
also several big amphore with large
loop handles quite perfect. A sword
handle with a wide curved guard, some
scale-armor, bronze rings, amulets,
beads, seals, small brass vessels, and
other minor objects of interest have al-
so0 turned up, and two rings engraved
with the titlesiof a priest of Amen.
Some small tablets inscribed with the
name of Amasis (Ahmes II.) and a large
bronze seal of Apries (Hophra) are im-
portant, inasmuch as they complete
the name-links in the historic chain of
the 26th Dynasty.

Apries brings us to B.c. 591—§70,
and to the time of the flight of the
daughters of Zedekiash. It may be
that the Egyptian monarch added on
some of the later external chambers of
the ‘““Kasr” for the accommodation of
their suite; for ‘‘all the captains of the
forces,” all the nobles, and priests, and
merchauts of Judea¢were among the
immigrant multitude. With them also,
sorely against his will and judgment,
came the prophet Jeremiah, whose first
act on arriving at Tahpanhea was to
{loretell the pursuit of the Bibylon:an

ost:—

Then came the word of the Lord un-
to Jeremiah in Tahpanhes, saying, Take
great stones in thine hand, aund hide
them in mortor in the brick work which
is at the entry of Pharaoh’s house in
Tahpanhes, 1n the sight of the men of
Judah; and say unto them, Thus saith
the Lord of Hosts, the God of Israel;
behold I will send and take Nebuchad-
rezzar the King of Babylon,my servant,
and will set his throne upon these
stones that I have hid; and he shall
spraad his royal pavilion over them.
And he shall come, and shall smite the
land of Egypt; such as are for death
shall be given to death, and such as are
for captivity to captivity, and such as
are for the sword to the sword.” (Jer-
emiah chap. 43, v. 8,9, 10, 11.) -

We quote from the Revised Version,
which has an important alternative
reading ‘in the margin to which we will
presently refer. Inthe mean‘ime, here
18 a verbatim extract from a page of
Mr. Petrie’s journal written early in
April:—

Outside the buildings of the Ksar, I
find by repeated trenchings an area of
continuous brickwork resting on sand,
about 100 ft by 60ft., facing the entrance
to the later buildings at the east corner.
The roadway ran up a recess between the
buildings and this platform. The plat.
forin has no traces of chambers,and seems
to be an open-air place for out door pur-
poses, such as loading goods, arranging
things, &c. ; just such a place as is need-
ed for business, and " such as even peor
viliagers make before their houses, level-
ling & smooth hard bed of mud, which
they keep clean swept. It is curious how
exactly this answere to the brick area, “at
the entry of Pharaoh’s house jn Tahpar-
hes,” and it would be exactly the place
where Nebuchadrezzar would “spread his |
royal pavilion.” Therains have washed |
away this area and denuded the surface, r‘
80 that, although it is two or three feet |
thick near the palace, it is reduced in |
greater part to a few inches, and is alto- |
gethzr gone at the north-west corner. |
Now, the Arabic name for a platform
of this kind is ‘‘Balat,” and that we

havein this “Balat” the brickwork re-
ferred to in the Bible is scarcely to be
doubted by the most determired scep-
tic. And itis to be noted that in the
alternative reading above mentjoned
““the brickwork which is at the entry
of Pharoah’s house” is rendered as ‘“‘the
pavement or square. ’

To identify Jeremiah’s stones’ (vnless
he had first inscribed them, which is
unlikely) would of course be impossible.
Yet Mr. Petrie has looked for them
diligently, and tnrned up the brick-
work in every part. Some unhewn
stones have indeed been dug out from
below the surface, and it is open to en-
thusiasts to identify them or not, as
they think fit, but about the ‘‘Balat”
it is scarcely possible that there should
be a difference of opinion. Did Neb-
uchadrezzar really come to Tahpanhes
and spread his Reyal pavilion on that
very spot, and was Jeremiah‘s prophecy
fulfilled? Egyptian inscripticns say
that he come;and that Apries defeated
him; Babylonian inscriptions state that
he conquered, and the truth is hard to
discover. At [all events, there are
three clay cylinders of Nebuchadrezzar
in the Museum at Boulak inscribed
with the great Kking’s nawe, titles,
parentage, &c., which there is much
reason to believe were found a few
years ago at this place, and not, as the
Arab sellers stated, at Tassun, in the
isthmus. Such cylinders were taken
withhim by Nebuchadrezzar in his
campaigns for the purpose of marking
the place where he planted his standard
and throre of victory.

The smashed, shattered, and calcined
ruins of ‘““Pharoah’s house in Tahpan-
hes” tell the end of the story.
