A few years ago I took up architec­

ture, and made a tour through Holland, 
studying the buildings of that interest­
ing country. I had one companion on 
this expedition, who has since become 
one of the leading architects of the day. 
He was a tall, grave man, slow of 
speech, absorbed in his work, and with 
a certain quiet power of overcoming 
obstacles which I have seldom seen 
equalled. A more careless man as to 
dress I have rarely met, and yet, in all 
the heat of July in Holland, I noticed 
that he never appeared without a high 
starched collar which had not even 
fashion to commend it at that time.

I often chaffed him about his splen­
did collars, and asked him why he wore 
them, but without eliciting any re­
sponse. One evening as we were walk­
ing back to our lodgings in Middleberg 
I attacked him for about the thirtieth 
time on the subject.

“Why on earth do you wear them Г* 
1 said.

“You have, I believe, asked me that 
question many times,” he replied, in 
his slow, precise utterance ; “but al­
ways on occasions when I was occupied.
I am now at leisure, and I will tell 
you.”

And he did.
I have put down what he said, as 

nearly in his own tfords as I can re­
member them.

Ten years ago, I was asked to read a 
paper on English frescoes at the Insti­
tute of British Architects. I was de­
termined to make the paper as good as 
I possibly could, down to the slightest 
details ; and 1 consulted many books 
on the subject, and studied every fresco 
I could find. My father, who had been 
an architect, had left me, at his death, 
all his papers and note-books on the 
subject of architecture. I searched 
them diligently, and found in one of 
them a slight unfinished sketch of near­
ly forty years ago, that specially inter­
ested me.

thanking him, hurried away, delighted 
at my success in obtaining the key*. 
Finding Brian and my sketching ma­
terials waiting for me in the porch, I 
eluded the vigilance of my escort of 
children by taking the narrow private 
path between the parsonage and the 
church which was close at hand, stand­
ing in a quadrangle of ancient yews.

“Such a claim it» unworthy of the man­
agement of a great enterprise in view of 
the notorious fact that Halifax is an all 
the year round open harbor. To insinu­
ate that Halifax із in winter a frozen har­
bor, may do very well for a St. John 
newspaper which baa no vision of the 
fate or Ananias before its eyes, but it is 
unworthy of an exhibition association, 
which claims to bo both inter provincial 
ami international in its operations and 
which desires the co-operation of the ve*y 
people whom it attacks.”

After all, the matter of Halifax 
being or not being, at all times, an. 
open port is one of fact. If it bo 
true that its harbor has been, at 
times frozen over, so that ships could 
not reach the city, then it cannot be 
truthfully claimed that it is, at all 
times, an open port ; and, per contra, 
if St. John harbor has never been so 
frozen over, while Halifax has been, 
then there is nothing to complain of 
in the statement of the exhibition 
pamphlet. The Halifax papers have 
so persistently claimed that that har­
bor has never been frozen over, that 
such papers as the Transcript— 
which can know nothing of the facts 
—believe them. What Halifax 
papers may say, however, or what 
outsiders may believe cannot make 
us forget the evidence of oitr own 
eyes. We have seen Halifax Har­
bor so solidly frozen that loaded 
horse-teams went over it to points 
below tho upper end of McNab’s 
Island ; at the same lime the ice ex­
tended as far down as a line between 
York Redoubt and Meaghet’s Beach 
lighthouse, and passengers and 
freight from the Cunard steamer 
were landed and ship|>ed from the 
harbor ice, into the solid part of 
which that vessel had been brought 
by men cutting the ice away for 
quite a long distance, and, then, the 
steamer 1 \y some two miles below 
Cunard’s wharf. * On that occasion 
no vessel could get within several 
miles of H. M. S. Dockyard, because 
of solid ice, while there was good 
sleighing on the harbor along the 
whole city front. The commerce of 
the city by sea was almost totally 
suspended and the port was no more 
an open one, fjr practical purposes, 
than is the Miramichi in mid winter. 
Facts are stubborn things and these 
are facts within the writer’s personal 
observation. We do not pretend to 
say that such a closing of the port to 
navigation by ice is an every-year 
occurrence in Halifax, still, we can­
not understand why the papers of 
that city should grow so rabid' when­
ever the fact that it is not an abso­
lutely open winter-port is even indi­
rectly referred to.

The larger 
volume of traffic shown in the prospec­
tus year indicates merely the actual 
ratio of increase of traffic that the roat^ 
lias enjoyed since its opening, and 
which, wo have no doubt, causes the 
envy of those who have inspired the 
News. As to the net earnings we be­
lie vo they were much greater than 
shown in the official figures, for we 
happen to kno »v that some very large 
liabilities, which were properly charge­
able to capital, were juiid oft out of last 
year’s traffic receipts. The actual earn­
ing-capacity of the road is, therefore, 
greater than stated by iho manage­
ment. *

As to the annual rental paid for the 
railway by the Leasing and Traffic 
Company It is fair to assume that, like 
all others who are acquainted with the 
undertaking, they have faith in its 
future.

The Catholic Truth Conference.'Stoolr I[Boston Herald.]
The English Roman Catholics have re­

cently held a conference in Birmingham 
which is closely patterned after the an­
nual congress of the Church of England, 
and is intended to give the same oppor­
tunity for free discussion in the Roman 
church which is afforded in the Anglican 
commnuiou. Nearly all the readers of 
papers weio clergymen. In this respect 
the conference widely differed from the 
one recently held in Baltimore, where 
laymen took the leading part in reading 
essays and discussing their contents. The 
papers of this Roman conference, as re­
published in the London Tablet indicate 
what the English Roman Catholics are 
thinking of. The Bishop of Salford dis­
cussed “England’s Conversion and the 
Power of Prayer;” Fr. Ryder commented 
on “The Controversy of the Future;” 
Rev. J. Lawless submitted a paper on 
“The Salvation Army;” Fr. Strappini dis­
cussed “The Spirit of Latitudinarianism,” 
Fr. Richardson presented the need of 
“The Catholic Press;” Dr. Sweeny point­
ed out the difference between “Urban 
and Rural Populations;” aud “Christian 
Art” was considered by two different 
writers, one a priest and the other a lay­
man. This is the first time that the 
Roman clergy in England have attempted 
to follow in the footsteps of the Anglicanr, 
ar.d it can be rightly said that they have 
made an excellent beginning. Every re­
ligious body to-day feels the need of free 
and enlarged discussion of vital questions. 
There is a demand for reaching opt to 
many-sided interests in modern life, and 
no religious body can do its work proper­
ly unless it responds to the call for the 
treatment of questions which discuss the 
relations of religious truth to society and 
to individual men. The English members 
of the Churoh of Rome are fully alive to 
these demands, aud Cardinal Manning has 
been a prime leader in the movement for 
calling attention to them.

No person acquainted with the sub­
ject will believe that one half of the 
gross bonded debt of the railways refer­
red to has absorbed British capital, for 
all the bonds sold at much below par, 
and no small portion of their face value 
was absorbed by the negotiators and 
in commissions and other expenses. 
Add to these items the investments 
other than British, and it is fair to as­
sume that not more than one half of 
the actual bonded indebtedness is re­
presented by British capital. Instead, 
therefore, of the News' “considerably 
more than £1,000,000 sterling” we 
have, as tho British investment, only 
the half of $1,570,237, which is less 
than £163,000. So much for the value 
of the News' estimate of British in­
vestment in its condemned New Bruns­
wick railways.

What meaning tho News intends 
shall attach to the expression “behind 
tho scones.** when referring to prepar­
ations for floating the proposed Canada 
Eastern bonds, it is not easy to deter­
mine. The preparations were made, 
we think, in the usual way, and even 
the Nvws does not make any statement 
to show that they were not. It is true 
that the News was not asked to accept 
any of them or their proceeds as an in­
ducement for it to boom them on the 
market, nor did certain of the directors 
of the company secure a government 
three per cent, guarantee of them and 
then allot to themselves the lion’s 
share at twenty-five cents on 
the dollar. Tho neglect of these 
formalities, with which the News writer 
is, no doubt, familiar may, in the esti­
mation of that journal, indicate some­
thing unusual “behind tho scenes,” 
but, to the ordinary mind, such prac­
tices are “того honored in the breach 
than in the observance” and the in­
vesting public will not have any loss 
confidence in the enterprise because its 
directors did not resort to them.

The News may deem it a creditable 
thing to be ignorant of the position of 
Fredericton and Chatham as commer­
cial centres in Canada, but few enlight­
ened persons will agree with it. There 
was a time when even Englishmen who 
were more or less interested in Cana­
dian affairs were excused for not know- 

| ing whether New Brunswick was a 
province, or a village in Nova Scotia, 
but. it is needless to say that men who 
know so little as that at the present 
day cannot hope to deal successfully 
with business affiurs oil this side of the 
Atlantic. They may be sufficiently 
well informed to write leading articles 
for such [>apers as the London Finan­
cial News and, thereby, influence per­
sons of as shallow attainments as them­
selves, but, otherwise, they will be 
harmless to effect the mischief they 
may be quite willing to work upon any 
i»art of the empire they may be paid to 
injure.

Tho News will find that the Mir­
amichi, of which Chatham is the load­
ing town, ranks second amongst 
the ports of New Brunswick, and that 
its annual trade amounts to more than 
$1,000,000—nearly as much as all the 
British capital invested in the provin­
cial railways decried by that paper. 
Fredericton is the second city of the 
province in size and is, besides, tho 
seat of government, has a very large 
trade, as evidenced by the fact that it 
has four banks and, though an inland 
city, an import and export trade rank­
ing .fourth amongst the ports of the 
province. These are respectively the 
eastern and western termini of the 
Canada Eastern, which runs between 
them along the beautiful valleys of the 
Miramichi and Nashwaak rivers, 
through such populous centres as Black­
ville, Doaktown and Boiestown, with a 
well-setlled and productive agricultural 
district intervening and forming an al­
most continuous succession- of farms.

Tho Financial Netcs} like some 
other English journals of its class, 
appears to be conducted in the in­
terests of those who are willing to 
pay for space in its columns, its man­
agement being ready to lend its in­
fluence to either promote, or condemn 
any undertaking, as its patrons may 
desire ; and we presume that the 
gauge of the News' praise or blame is 
the extent to which its clients’ purses 
are opened to it. In the same number 
of the paper that contains the fore­
going article, there are several others 
of quite a different tenor relating to 
companies which arc placing bonds 
upon the market, and, in every case, 
these companies, whose undertakings 
are commended to investors by the 
News have, we observe, been suffi­
ciently wise in their generation to 
purchase large advertising space in 
its columns.

the N. E. Suffrage Festival, Boston:
When it was the desire of many that 

Miss Anne Whitneys beautiful statue 
of Harriet Martineau should be placed in 
the Public garden for a year, in order 
that every one might have a chance to 
see it, Wendell Phil.pa німі 1 were the 
committee appointed to wait upon the 
city fathers of Boston and speak in be­
half of the petition. When the time 
eftme, Mr. Philips sent word to me, say­
ing, “My wife is very ill to-day. It is 
almost impossible for me to leave her 
I wish you would go aud represent both 
of us.” So I went alone before the com­
mittee of the aldermen. They listened to 
me in stolid silence. Then one of them 
asked. “Who was Harriet Martineau!” 
I said that she was a celebrated English­
woman, who had done thus and so. “An 
Englishwoman! An Englishwoman!” in 
tones of great disgust. What do you 
want to set up a statue of an English­
woman foi! Why don’t you set up a 
statue of Mrs. Howe, or of yourself?” I 
related the great services of Haripfc Mart­
ineau to humanity* “Who made the 
statue?” another city father then asked. 
I said, “Mias Anne Whitney of this city.” 
“Pshaw! A woman couldn’t make a 
statue.” I said, “She is the same woman 
who made the statue cf Sam Adimia that 
stands in Adams Square.” “Oh, come 
now, that is certainly a mistake/' said 
another memjber of the committee: “I 
know the statue of Sam Adams was made 
by a man. Why, I was up in Chicopee 
when that statue was cast in bronze, and 
I know the man who cast it.” 1 explain­
ed that a statue is fiist modelled in clay 
by the sculptor, and afterw ardj cast in 
bronze by the workmen; but he could not 
be made to understand it. Now what 
can we expect when men of such ignor­
ance are elected to office?

The application of tho term “bank­
rupt,”—even by 'inference—to a new 
road tliftt lms shown such entiling' 
powers as the Canada Eastern Toad 
that was taken hold of and built with 
a speed and enterprise which com­
manded the admiration of the whole 
province—and which has never had 
the least difficulty in paying its bills or 
the slightest taint of bankruptcy upon 
it, is a reckless exhibition of malice 
which the Cutiqiany ought to follow 
into the courts of law. It shows the 
character and desperation of those who 
have paid the News to do their work.

A further proof of the deliberate 
purpose of tho News to misrepresent 
Canada Eastern affairs is found in 
the statement that, “according to the 
government returns” that road “only 
earned about £1200 for the year ended 
30th June last.”

The Canada Eastern runs from Chatham 
to Fredericton, the capital of the province, 
with a branch to Indiantowu. These 
towns may be important centres of com­
merce, but we doubt if they are known 

ich out of New Brunswick and the 
prospectus of the Canada Eastern. Then 
we are told, with a great flourish of trum­
pets, that the business of the road is de­
rived from nearly every Canadian pro­
duct, including wood, fish, bricks, fruits, 
oysters, cotton manufactures, &c., 
that a pulp mill, a cotton mill, and 
tanning extract works are located upon 
the system. This is a brave showing, 
but, unfortunately, no figures are furnish­
ed to indicate what it means in the shape 
ot actual traffic ; aud what the investor 
has to remember is that the region which 
the line traverses is extremely |юог, 
yielding little in the shape of traffic ex­
cept lumber. Abundant statistics, how­
ever, are furnished in regard to the 
revenue and expenditure ; the onh ques­
tion is whether they are altogether re­
liable. In 1888, it is stated, the net 
revenue amounted to $24,849, while in 
1889 it had increased to $34,356, the gross 
earnings in that year having amounted to

Will Hot Sue.The Restigouche Fishery.
near the 
Miller[Calais Times.]

James Holland, engineer of the big 
ocean-going tug "B. F. Haviland,” which 
was one of the vessels engaged in towing 
the raft, says that the report from St. 
John that Leaiу is to sue the towing com­
pany for incompetency is absurd.

"Why,” said he, "during our whole 
voyage until we landed in Rockland har­
bor we were not within half a mile of land 
and never in less than forty fathoms of 
water. The violence of the storm was re­
sponsible for the wreck of the three sec­
tions of the raft.

‘•‘The sections were bound by wire 
cables running around the mass of timber 
and passing through links in the chain. 
Each section was bound by several of 
these cables, but ouly three, and in some 
cases four, of them went through the 
links in the chain. When we were caught 
in a big storm the three or four cables 
which in reality bound the raft broke, and 
had not the last section held firm, ^the re­
sult would have been more disastrous. 
We were nearly twelve days in Rockland 
repairing the raft, and were caught in 
another storm before we reached Port­
land, when we lost another section, so 
that only fourteen of the original seven­
teen sections remain. The logs are float­
ing about, I suppose, but as they are 
detached they can do little damage. In 
fact, instead of Mr. Leary suing the com­
pany the tugs will start out not later than 
Wednesday to tow down another raft 
which Mr. Leary has just constructed. 
When we bring that down, tha other raft 
will have been reconstructed and we will 
return to Portland to get it.”

The Restigouche has for the past fifteen 
years been a favorite resort for the weal­
thy sportsmen of the United States, but 
this year particularly its banks are lined 
with houses, tents and fishing apparatus 
of these men of means, and the fishing 
privileges in that vicinity are therefore 
more valuable this year than ever before. 
As an instance of the value of fishing 
rights on the Restigouche may be men­
tioned that Mr. Samuel Wilmot and his 
brother sold the other day to Mr. Breeze, 
of Boston, three of their pools, below the 
MctapeJia, reserving for themselves the 
right to iish each season for a fortnight 
during their lives, for $36,000. Another 
instance is m Mr. Moore's sale. Mr. 
Moore owned a farm about four miles 
above Metapodia which was valued at 
$500. He sold out his farm with the 
fishing rights opposite, to Mr. Gallet, of 
New York, for $15,000 in cash. The 
more the Restigjuuhc is fished the greater 
appear to be the number of the fish. Dr. 
Rainsford, a rector of St. George’s, New 
York, has killed sixty-seven salmon since 
the season opened, each averaging in 
weight over twenty-three pounds. An­
other gentleman killed twenty in one 
week. It is the best fishing this season 
that has been offert^ for the past ten 
years, and all who take part in it are 
very much pleased with their luck*

panies for municipal lighting throughout 
the country have a great range, as will be 
seen by the following figures. Boston and» 
Denver, Colorado, pay the highest prices, ) 
a fraction over 65 cents per light per 
night, or nearly $200 per light per year.

New Orleans has 934 arc lights of 2,000 
caudle power, 634 of which cost $125 per 
year; 262 suburbans at $146, and 38 across 
the Mississippi at $205; the trice per 
night in the city proper 34’ cents. At 
Cleveland, Ohio, the lighting is done 
with 100 lights, eight of which, suspend­
ed from high masts, are of 4,000 candle 
power, and cost $384 80; the others are of 
2,000 candle power and cost $139 12 per 
year ; the cost of the 2,000 candle power 
light being about 38 cents. Fort Wayne, 
Iod., is lit by 2,000 candle power lights at 
$135 per year, or about 36 cents each per 
night. Memphis has 100 arc lights of 
2,000 candle power. They cost $187.50 
per year, or about 51 cents per. lamp per 
night. Denver, Col., has 1,100 twenty 
candle power incandescent lights at a cost 
of $26 a year. For its 2,000 candle power 
lights it pays $240, or about 65 cents 
each per night. St. Paul uses 54 arc 
'lights at 35 cents a night ; the lamps run­
ning until midnight only. Omaha for 100 
arc lights pays $175 per j ear, or about 47 
cents per light per night. Detroit uses 
600 2,000 candle power lights at $140 a 
year, or about 38 cents each per night. 
Buffalo, with its 1,223 lights, pays the 
electric companies $155.61 і a year, or 
about 42 cents each per night. In Mil­
waukee 270 arc lights of 2,000 candle 
power are used, for the cost of which it 
pays $150 a year, or about 41 cents per 
night. Quincy, Ill., pays $100 a year for 
181 lamps of 2,000 candle power, the rate 
per lamp per night being about 27 cents.

The change made in the road law last 
session of the legislature does not appear 
to have been well considered. We admit 

~that there was a great deal of grumbling 
among the people at the allowance of 
forty cents only for a day’s woik upon 
the roads; but there will always be a 
great deal of grumbling over any road 
law, and the grievance was largely a sen­
timental one. The great object to be at- 
tained is to have the roads kept in effi­
cient repair, and to accomplish this more 
work is needed. The effect of the a- 
mendment passed last winter will be to 
diminish the quantity of roa 1 work ac­
tually done by one half. The muni­
cipalities committee which pressed the 
bilFthrough the house, against a good 
deal of opposition, argued that if a man 
was allowed something near a good day’s 
wages, he would do a good day’s work, 
and the law was thereupon changed sub­
stituting eighty cents per day for forty 
cents, leaving however, the statute labor 
tax at forty cents per day as before.
Every man who works out his road tax 
this year will only spend half the usual 
time upon the road, and we greatly doubt 
if he will do as much work in one day as 
he formerly did in two. The truth is the 
number of roads and bridges and the 
volume of traffic have increased and are 
increasing so rapidly that it has become 
impossible for the government to grant as 
much aid toward this service as hereto­
fore, and people must make up their 
minds that they will have to maintain the 
roads themselves. In point of fact all 
that the government cm properly now do, 
is to rebuild and repair the bridges, and 
the sooner people in our province face the 
responsibility the better.
