Mr. Harry Connell, of Carleton County, 
one of the members of tho government 
without office, has resigned both his office 
and seat in the legislature. Mr. Connell 
stands well as a business man and citizen 
in his county, where ho has been accustomed 
to have his own way in matters in which 
he interested himself. He is said to have 
been so headstrong in attempting to have 
his views carried out, regardless of those 
of his colleague, Mr. Dibblee, and other 
friends of the government in Carleton, that 
a halt was called. The particular matter 
over which he has abandoned the legislature 
was an attempt to have Mr. John S. Leigh­
ton an ex-member of the Assembly, now 
registrar of Deeds, dismissed from the latter 
office. Charges were formulated against 
Mr. Leighton bnt they failed on an investi- 
gation held by the Solicitor General. It 
was pointed out to Mr. Connell that it 
would be a very objectionable precedent to 
turn men ont of offices of trust simply on 
the whim of even a member of government, 
but he took the matter so seriously as to 
resign, saying it was evident that the 
government pieferred his colleague and 
Leighton to him. It is evident that Mr. 
Connell is not a practical politician and 
that he will be much more useful in hie 
private and business capacity in hie County 
than as a representative.

•dvieors have been giving attention to this 
subject, snd have prepared a bill in amend 
ment of the law relating thereto, which will 
be submitted for your consideration and 
approval.

1 am glad to bo able to inform you that 
the Boys’ Industrial Home, established 
under the auehority of an enactment of the 
last session and concurrent legislation of 
the Parliament of Canada, and, aided by 
your liberal appropriation, has been opened 
under the most favorable auspices, and 
gives piomiso of accomplishing the most 
valuable results. In the interest of that 
class of the youths of tho country who, 
it is confidently expected, will profit by 
the associations and training which this 
institution is able to afford, I would 
recommend a continuance of the grant 

you generously voted last yt 
this service. It has been found b 
governors of this institution that a smaller 
charge than that now imposed upon the 
localities from which tho inmates have 
been sent will suffice to cover the nctual 
expense of maintenance of the youths 
admitted to the Home, and an amending 
Bill will be introduced at the present 
Session, reducing the per capita charge 
upon the Municipalities for such mainten­
ance. I will also cause to be laid before 
you the report of the Board of Governors 
of the Home since its opening in July last.

Daring the recess, my Government has 
elicited opinions and information as to the 
working of laws respecting liens of Mechanics 
and Laborers in certain cases in some of 
the Provinces of the Dominion and States 
in the American Union where such laws 
have been in operation. These reports upon 
the whole not having been unfavorable, a 
Bill on this subject has been prepared and 
will be submitted for your consideration.

Owing to the inconvenience occasioned 
to many in attending the Sessions of the 
Assembly at this season of the year, and 
the impossibility, as the fiscal year is now 
adjusted, of completing the public reports 
■o as to convene you at an earlier date, 
you will be invited to consider and determine 
whether a re-arrangement of tho time at 

„which the accounts of the year shall be 
closed, might not with advantage be enter­
tained. Any resolutions you may be asked 
to approve, as also aoy Bill founded there­
upon, relating to this question will, I am 
sure, receive your careful attention.

My Government has not been discouraged 
by past failures from pressing with continued 
persistence for a settlement of the Eistero 
Extension claim against the Government of 
the Dominion. That claim, the justice of 
which has been repeatedly affirmed by the 
Government and Legislature of this Province, 
has been again urged upon the attention of 
ministers at Ottawa, and I am not without 
strong hopes that the careful examination 
and study to which a sub-committee of the 
Dominion Cabinet recently submitted the 
case, has induced a moie favourable opinion 
of its merits than has been hitherto enter­
tained.

I have directed the accounts of the Income 
and Expenditure to be laid before you, and 
you will be glad to note that the small floating 
liability which has been accumulating for two 
or three years past has been this year sensibly 
reduced.

Estimates of the probible Income and 
Expenditure will be submitted to you, and 
I think you will find that the Estimates of 
Expenditure have been prepared with a due 
regard to economy and the requirmenta of 
the public

Bills will be submitted to you: To alter 
the practice of the Supreme Court of this 
Province and relating to the constitution of 
that court; Relating to the Registry of Deeds; 
and other measure* of importance, to which 
I invite your attentive consideration.

Confidently anticipating that the import­
ant duties devolving upon you will be zeal­
ously and prudently discharged, I leave you 
to your deliberations.

Hon. Mr. White introduced a bill to 
amend the Municipalities Act.

Mr. Well*, one of the members for West­
morland, moved the Address in reply, in an 
excellent speech and was followed by Dr.

Thus far, we have not heard of any 

action having been taken by the postal 
authorities in the direction of abandon­
ing their proposal to change the dis­
tributing point of the Tracadie 
and intervening mails on the

The hon. member had referred to the 
absence of a supporter of the government 
(Mr. Robinson), and concluded that that 
gentleman was probably disaffected. That 
was a moat inconsequential inference, which 
could-jvith equal force be applied to any 
member of the opposition who happened to 
be absent at the opening of the session.

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At five minutes before three o’clock 
His Excellency the Governor-General, 
escorted by a detachment of the Princess 
Louise Dragoon Guards, drove up to the 
main entrance to the Parliament Build­
ings, where he was received by a guard of 
honor frdm the Governor-General’s Foot 
Guards under Capt. Roper. His Excel­
lency’s carriage was drawn by four horses 
mounted by postillions.

Alighting amidst the strains of martial 
music from the G. G. F, G. band and the. 
pealing of cannon at Nipeau Point, where 
the Ottawa Field Battery were stationed, 
His Excellency proceeded to the Senate 
Chamber, where he «read, first in English 
and then in French, the following speech 
from the Throne :
Honorable Gentlemen of tho Senate: 
Gentlemen of th6~Hoa8 > of Commons:

$ naitri I greet you for the 
first ti ne since assuming the high functions 
entrusted to me by Her Majesty, and it is 
with feelings of the liveliest satisfaction 
that I thus meet yon, assembled for the 
labors of another session of Parliament. 
This feeling of satisfaction is enhanced by 
the opportunities which I have already en­
joyed of visiting, and in my offisial capacity 
renewing acquaintance with several of tiré 
chief centres of the enterprise and activity 
of this Dominion; nor need I refrain from 
aseuring you that I have been deeply im­
pressed by the heartiness of the reception 
accorded to me, as Her Majesty’s Viceroy 
and representative, a reception which his 
once more manifested the loyalty, the cor­
diality and the public spirit of the Canadian 
people. My predecessor was able to express 
gratification to you last year on an increase 
in trade and on the continued1 progress of 
the Dominion. Ibis gratifying tome to 
observe that the expectation which was then 
formed—that the volume of trade during 
the then current year would exceed that 
of any year in the history of the 
Dominion—has been fully realized, and that 
Canada’s progress continues, with every 
mark of stability and permanence. It may 
be observed with satisfaction that a large 
proportion of this increase is shown to have 
been due to an extension of our commerce 
with Great В itain.

It is a cause of thankfulness that onr 
people have been spared in a very great de­
gree from the suffnrings which have visited 
the populations of some other countries 
during many months past, and that while 
the commercial depression prevailing abroad 
could not but affect the activity of business 
in the Dominion, we have been free from 
any extensive financial disaster or wide­
spread distress. The revenues of the year 
have been ample for the services which yon 
provided for, and have met the expectations 
on which the appropriations of last year 
were based.

The peaceful conclusion, by the award of 
the arbitrators at Paris, of the controversy 
which had prevailed so long, with respect 
to the seal fisheries in the Pacific Ocean, 
and the rights of the British subjects in the 
Behring sei, has removed the only source 
of contention which existed between Great 
Britain and the United States with regard 
to Canada. There is every reason to be­
lieve that Her Majesty’s Government will 
obtain redress for those Canadian subjects 
of Her Majesty who were deprived of their 
property and liberty without just cause, 
while the controversy was in progress.

At an eaily date a measuie will be laid 
before yon, having for its object a revision 
of the duties of customs, with a view to 
meet the changes which time has effected in 
business operations of all kinds throughout 
the Dominion. While my ministers do not 
propose to change the principles on which 
the existing enactments on this subject are 
based, the amendments which will be of­
fered for your consideration are designed to 
simplify the operations of the tariff, and to 
lessen, as far as can "be done, consistently 
with those principles, and with the require­
ments of the treasury, the imposts which 
are now in force.

There will also be laid before yon a mea­
sure on the subject of bankruptcy and in­
solvency, which will, it is hoped, 
more adequate provision then now exists on 
that subject for the increasing trade and* 
commerce of the country, and for the greatly 
expanded trade between the several pro­
vinces of Canada. A measure will also be 
submitted to you making more effective 
provisions for our lines of steam communi­
cation on the Atlantic and Pacific Oceans, 
for improving the law with regard to Do­
minion lands and with regard to the man­
agement of Indian affairs; also, a bill res­
pecting joint stock companies; another with 
icspect to the fisheries, and several lees 
important measnres, which experience has 
suggested with regard to varions matters 
under your controls

He does not mind the baby if it is only a 
small baby.

Hon. Mr. Blair, after making appropriate 
references to the death of Lieut. Governor 
Boyd and also to the career of ex-Governor 
Tilley, showed that he had not given aoy 
such pledge in connection with the Bathurat 
schools enquiry, as Dr. Stockton had abated. 
He pointed oat that the hou. member (Stock- 
ton) had found nothing in the speech which 
met with his approval, but this aching void 
would have been filled if the hon. member 
had only been alltfwed to add a clause deal­
ing with woman suffrage and another dealing 
with the question of prohibition in Nova 
Scotia. He freely admitted that he waa not 
prepared to go as far as the hon. member in 
the direction of woman’s suffrage, nor did he 
feel that it was a live issue before the country 
to-day. Passing on to the Lnnatio Asylum 
matter Mr. Blair showed that Dr. Steeves 
had misunderstood the scope of the act of last 
sassioa when notifying the municipalities of 
their alleged liability for payment of the 
board of their pauper insane, and said the 
Government took steps to remedy Dr. 
Steeves’ mistake at the earliest possible 
moment. On the subject of the government 
agricultural policy Dr. Stockton had discov­
ered that the dominion government was 
entitled to all credit. He (Blair) was not 
going to say the government had 
accomplished very great things, or that the 
dominion authorities had not contributed, 
but he was going to claim that the govern­
ment were entitled to some credit and he 
was going to affirm most positively that the 
dominion government had not done all nor 
nearly all that had been accomplished in 
this province. Very limited, indeed, had 
been the assistance they rendered. Mr. 
Robertson, a most capable man, had been 
sent down here from time to time to lend 
his services, but the dominion had given no 
bonuses to the cheese factories, nor had they 
given a dollar in aid of those splendid institu­
tions which had been established in the 
counties of Kent and Westmorland. Special 
agents and instructors had beeu e\mt 
the province by the locil government, and 
he believed that in the coming season some­
thing over 20 of these factories would be 
established in this province.

Drunkenness is a crime in it;elf and the 
fruitful mother of other crimes, and with 
it the criminal law should deal. But no 
commercial law or municipal law, no form 
of civil (as distinguished from criminal) 
law has anything to do with crimes. The 
legal maxim, as oli as civilization, that 
one must so use his own as not to injure 
his neighbor, takes ample care of the 
liquor-seller who sells l'qnor to one who 
he knows will do violence or wrong under 
its influence. Let the criminal law, then, 
attend to the case of the drunkard and of 
the rumseller who w 11 knowingly make 
his feeble or hereditarily weak fellow-man 
a drunkard. But as there is no com­
mandment in the decalogue, “Thou shalt 
not sell l quor,” it is not in the unwritten 
law, and so can not justly, equit ably, or 
legally be put into written law. That it 
is ever put there means some ulterior 
object, or if not an ulterior object always, 
certainly always it means, because it 
always has, an ulterior effect.

ped of the skin, carefully booed, trimmed in­
to slices of faultless flesh—like so much 
dean, clear bread or cheese—and packed in 
boxes marked “boneless fish,” they will weigh 
but from twelve to fifteen pounds apiece. 
Such is the shrinkage of an eighty pound cod­
fish into the perfect food produced. In the 
trimming process about twenty pounds of 
•‘scrap” are removed to every 100 pounds of 
the boneless slices. This is, of course, good 
food tissue, though it looks decidedly like 
“leavings.” It is sold for about eight cents 
a pound. Country fish pedlers bay it, some­
times in 100 and 150 pound lots, and sell it 
to fariders and villagers to make into bash, 
for about ten cents a pound. The skins 
packed in barrels and sent away to Glou­
cester, Mass., where they are made into 
glue. They bring about a cent and a half a 
pound. The bones sell for $2 or $3 a ton, 
and are hauled over to Cape Elizabeth to 
be utilized as a fertilizer for cabbages.

If you have a good 
sawyer, edger, surveyor and trimmer you 
get two deals 12 feet long, 9 by 3 inches 
and two boards say 8 feet superficial. 
Now you have 54 я, f. of deals and 8 feet 
of boards, and as all boards,fourths,scantling 
and ends, are worth only two-thirds of the 
price of deals, we must deduct one-third 
from the 8 s. f. of boards. This gives us 
about 60s. f. or just what the hook does. 
And in order to get this result the log must 
be absolutely perfect, free from seams, rot 
or any imperfection, аз the hook is made 
for perfect logs. As the logs that are cut 
now are, as a rule, faulty, the scaler must 
make a large reduction, and he must rely 
a great deal on his judgement, and in 
trying to таЦе himself sure, he may go 
too fai^ln the other direction, but that is 
only an error in judgement and not the 
fault of the hook or the scaler. Give a 
scaler perfect logs and you will find your 
bill all right.

I will show yoe from a mill survey 
what a da>’s cutting of good fair logs will turn 
out. Say the gang cuts 60 M. ; 40 M. of these 
will be merchantable deals. Of these, 20 M. 
will be 9 inch, 6 M. 11 inch and 14 M. 7 or 8 
inch deals. Then there will be 15 M. of 4ths, 
ends, scantling and boards, and 5 M. of 
refuse. Now we must deduct 5 M. from 
the 4ths and to make them equal to deals, 
which leaves the day’s cutting at 50 M. 
by the mill survey. Than there is the loss 
iu shipping and mast of that loss is due 
to bad surveying in the mill, as the 
surveyor cannot see all the defects. I 
hold that the log survey should hold out 
in shipping, as the merchant should only 
pay for what he gets and the scaler is right 
in making it hold out.

Once originated, however, the history 

of the paternal prohibitive liquor law is 
invariable—namely, its appearance in 
local politics, then in State politics, and 
so on, up to the dignity of a balance of 
power, where the numerical insignificance 
of the supporters became a tower of 
strength, and the supporters themselves 
grew to have fat things at their disposal.
The earliest liquor law I can find, for 
example, grew out of some letters begin­
ning on February 15, 832, in a local-
newspaper* in Essex County, Massachu­
setts ; certainly at that time one oi the 
soberest, most law-abiding and church­
going communities in the world ; whence 
it was carried by one of the letter-writers, 
who became a member of the Maine 
Legislature, into that learned and 
economic body. If there was a State in 
our Union df States, at that date, almost 
Arcadian in its innocence, where the foot 
of the tempter and the setter of snares, or 
the sybaYite, or the debauchee were un­
known, that State was Maine ! And yet 
from the immaculate vicinage of Essex 
County, Massachusetts, to the virtuous 
State of Maine, the policy of prohibiting 
that which did not exist, of protecting the 
few from the temptations which had no 
attractions to the many, flew on the wings 
of oratory and became fixed by the edicts 
of legislation. Into the older community,
Essex County, it may be feared that 
Satan has entered ! But the sovereign 
citizen of the State of Maine still lives on, 
in comic ulavery to its prohibitory liquor 
law—a lAw indeed marvellous to behold, 
and a sight for the nations of the earth ; 
alternately sending its citizens to jail for 
being free men, and rewarding them for 
becoming slaves ! Under the malign in­
fluences of the Essex reform the State of 
Maine has introduced into its economy a 
new industry, that of the “smeller.” Its 
extraordinary courts and constables and 
special magistrates, its bailiffs and petty 
officers who earn salaries on the pretense 
of enforcing laws which none of them­
selves, and probably no officers of the 
State or of its couiti, from chief justice to 
tipstaff, thinks of observing, are legion.
Of the published volumes of its reports 
the bulk are ponderous decisions on and 
expounding of its peculiar blue laws, 
which read between the lines like statutes 
of the Grand Duchy of Gerolstein. And 
for all this the intelligent citizens of 
.Maine pay the bills and dodge the law as 
well as they can ! Sixty years or so ago, 
when the Essex law crawled into Maine, 
surely, as I have said, it waa a virtuous 
and an Arcadian State. At present, 
whether it is more temperate than any of 
its sister States, whether there .is less 
immorality, drunkenness and crime 
therein than in any other State in the 
Union, the citizens of Maine are not fond 
of expressing an opinion, and doubtless 
the less said the better. It is tube ailed, 
moreover, that the Ejsex cou nty letter 
writers who thus budded better, or worse, 
than they knew, did not themselves 
propose a total prohibition from the sale 
of wines, ales, and other vinous and malt

A Defence of the Scaler.
Editor of the Miramichi Advance.

Dear Sir : In taking up my pen in 
defence of the present method of scaling 
spruce and pine logs, and of the men who 
are employed to scale according to that 
method, I do not pretend to assert that the 
lumbermen have no just grounds for com­
plaint as to the way in which the scaling of 
logs has been conducted by dishonest or 
incompetent men I only wish to prove 
that the method is the best to be had, and 
that the men who handle the hook in the 
streams and booms of our country are, as a 
class, just as honest as any other class of 
men. There are a great many lumbermen 
who are prejudiced in the matter, who do 
not wish to be convinced that they are 
wrong, who make the survey of their logs a 
scapegoat to carry all their sins of waste 
negligence and incompetence. The old-timer 
who used to get his logs scaled with the 
calliper will not be convinced that the hook 
is just the same, simply because it is a hook 
and not a calliper. The croaker, who spends 
his time in barrooms boasting about his fine 
logs and grumbling about the hard scale will 
not be convinced. The ignoramus, who 
thinks he knows all about getting logs and 
still knows nothing, will not be convinced.

To the man who turns down seams and 
and hides the defects of his logs in order to 
cheat the scaler, I have nothing to say.

I address this to the typical lumberman, 
and our country can produce no finer type of 
man—intelligent, well-informed, hospitable, 
paying close attention to hie business in the 
woods—but also, outside of that, genial, 
sociable and generous to a fault. I have 
scaled logs for such men, I have enjoyed 
their hospitality, I have lain by their camp­
fires, and reposed in their warm camps, and 
I do not wish them to think that after 
fifteen years of their companionship from 
the St. Creix to the Restigouche, I am 
taking up the pen against them. I simply 
wish to show them that their losses and 
failures are not always the fault of the 
scaling.
