LAURENTIAN AT CAPE TOWN.

CAPE TOWN, Feb. 17.—The British
steamer Laurentian, OCaptain Numan,
which sailed from Halifax Jam. 21 with
the first artillery section of the second
Ccanadian contingent of troops. for
cervice against the Boers, arrived at
this port today.

The troops were welcomed by Ma- !
jor John Hanbury-Willlams, military |
sccretary to the geverner of Cape
Colery, and the British “high com-
misgioner in Scuth Africa, Sir Alfred
wilner, on behalf of his excellency.

DOVETAILED WITH PRECISION.

JACOBSDAL, Orange Free State,
Friday, Feb. 16.—Lord Roberts’ com-
pinations for th> movement of the
corps, dovetailed with precision, al-
though obstacles that had not - been
foreseen had to be overcome.

Thes execution of his & began
at three a. m. Sunday. Gen. French
rede  jnto Kimberley Thursday af-
terncon, just when he was due, ac-
cording to the field marshal’'s time
table, having in four and a half days
marched ninety miles with -artillery,
snd having fought two small engage-
ments.

The relief of Kimberley was accom-
plished. with the loss of only fifty
men. Twenty thousand infantry made
srlendid marches under @ sub-tropi-
cal sun, and through a drsitstorm, (o
hold the positions which: Gem French
took.

Lord Kitcn2ner was with Gen.
Tucker's division. In consequence of
3is transport arrangements, the four
divisions moving over the sandy veldt
are fed z1.d watered. It is hardly pos-
sible to appreciate adequately . the
mathematical precision with which
every part of the transport depart-
ment. has worked, marching through
the day, triling almost sleeplessly

througtcut. the night, victualling the
arimy and evolving every hour results
from s2oming chaos.

Tverybody did what was expected
of him cheerfully, though enduring
frightful fatigues. Few slept mnore
than thre: hours.

The bhattaliors, hour after heur,
teiled through ithe heavy sand uncom-
rlainingly, and when, now and them a
man fell out of the ranks exhausted,
he would rejoin his company later af-
ter he had rested. About fifty or
sixty were overcome by the heat and’
had to be sent to the rear in the back-
ward defile of empty wagons.

The rapidity of Lord Roberts’ move-
ments away from his base has solved
cne cf the problems, perhaps the |
chief problem of the war. He and
Lord Kitchener have created a mobile
force, able to move in exterior lines
and to outdank the Poers, themselves
so wonderfully mobile.

The position ¢f the Boer army at
Spytfontein Leing untenable, Gen.
Cronje ordered a retreat. At the
moment this dcspatch is written it is
uncertain whether his whole force, or
c¢nly a  portion, has gone toward
Bloenifontein. It is possible that a
part is going nortk of Kimberlev.

It is suppceed that a 29 ton gun is
otill in the neighborhicds of Kiinber-
ley. The road from Jacobsdal to Mod-
der Station is now open.

Further datails of the Boer retreat
show that the enemy has been fight-
ing a good rear guard action, and oc-
cupying successive kopjes in order to
allow the moving of the convoy, which,
however, has been going at a very
slow pace, the animals apparently be-
“ing dead beat.

The tatest reports ' show ‘that the
Boers in the meighborhood of Klip
Knaal’'s Drift are undoubtedly  dis-
heartaned.

Gen. French’s magmnificent march is
still the subject of admiration, espe-
ciglly in view of the dust storms and
‘thundenstorms that, all experienced.

Their work of shelling the Boers pro-
ceeds vigorously. Owing to the style
of the action, the Boers are -bound to
show in the open whenever they are

.obliged to leave the kobpjes.

THE CANADIANS' SHARE.

MONTREAL, Feb. 17.— The Star
published on Saturday the following
despatch from its special correspond-
ent with the firgt contingent.

CRONJE'S RETREAT.

LONDON, Feb. 19.—ThLe Daily News
publishes the following despatch,
dated Sundey morning, Feb. 18, from
Modder River:

“Our sudden appearance seems to
have astounded the enemy and thrown
them into panic. All their positions
were hurriedly evacuated and the big
guns at Magersfontein and Kimber-
ley were left behind.

“Gen. Cronje moved his transpont,
consisting of many hundred wagons,
along a bank of kopjes nonth of the
Modder, toward Koffyfontein. It got
past our mounted infantry, but owing
to weariness had to stop. Thereupon
our artillery opened upon it. The main
body of the Boer force kept up a run-
ring fight the whole day, vainly try-
ing to escape.

“Pach time their advance guard
sought to move off, our mounted in-
fantry galldped round and checked
them. We never attempted to stop
their main movements, contenting
ourseives with trying to check them.

“Their position at Xoffyfontein is
said to be very strorg.’ They enter-
tain a wholesome dread of tem thou-
sand cavalry moving morc quickly
than they do themselves. We hope to
be in Bloemfontzin shortly.”

'The Dafly News has ancther de-
spetch from the Mcdder River mili-
tary camp, dated Sunday morning,
which says:

“At dawn on Friday the Boers were

observed mcving wagons along the
kopjes toward Koftyfontein. Qur
nounted infantry was sent out from
Klip Drift, but wes drniven back and
the enemy’s wagons pessed.

The most striking point of the move-
ments are three—the mobility of Gen.
French’s force, ‘the efficiency of the
tpansport, and the marching of tha
infantry through deep samd with mo
water. The four’ divisions-had to be
fed while cut off from the primary
base. The tramsport -officers toiled
continuously and sleeplessly issuing
stores during the night. From - the
moment Gen. Lord XRoberts, at the
head of the troops, entered Jacobsdal
on Febrrary 15, the utmost order
has prevailed. The military police
are patrolling the t¢wn, and there is
a sentry at every store. The soldiers
zre allowed to maks purchases, and
this fact has surprised the inhabit-
ents, who say they had been told that
the Pritish always looted captured
tcwns. The behavior ¢f the troops
has dissipated this notion and the in-
habitants now welcome them. Since
the battle of Modder River the town
hes heen regarded strictly as a hosp-
ital. The towns people condemned
ihe Boers for firing on the British on
Feb. 14. The landrost offered to re-
tire, but.was not allowed to do so.

SUMMARY.

LONDON, Feb. 19, 450 a. m.—It is
ncw amply confirmed tbat General
Crcmje escapad. Every detail, how-
ever, proves how admirably Lord Rob-
erts’ plans were conceived and were
succeeding. But for the uvnexpected
delay at Dekiel’s Drift, which was al-
mcst  inmpascable for wagons, the
whole Boer force would have been sur-
rounded. The delay of one day thers
gave them their chance for a hasty
retreat.

All the other movements of Lord
Roberts  were executed exactly: to
time. Apparently Gen. Cronje is re-
treating with the miain army, and even
if he escapes altogether he will prob-
ably lose all his baggage.

There is still something doubtful
abcut the capture of the British con-
voy. According to a’ Daily Mail cor-
respondent with the CChLvoy, which
consisted of 200 wegomns, each loaded
with 6,000 pounds of rations and of
forage, arnd each drawn by 16 oxen—it
was guite unexpectedly attacked’ by
a commando supposed to come from
Colesberg. The escormi, consisting of

men of the army servic2 cCIps and a
few of Kitchener’s horse, maintained
a defence until the arrival ef rein-
forcements, sustaining insignificant
casualties.

BULLER'S OPERATIONS.

CHIEVELEY CAMP, Feb. 18; 7.10 p.
m.—Since Wednesday there has been
fighting in the high range of hills run-
niing north and south,” about 10 miles
norttheast of Chieveley. The noorthern-
miost hill of this range is known as
Mionte Cristo, and the southernmost as
Qingolo. 'Between them is a nek or
stretch of comparatively level land,
while at right angles to Monte Cristo
is @ low green hill, which apparently
is unnamed.

It should be said in regard to thz
military feature of the situation that
there is no reason to doubt the general
genuineness of the British success,
and it may be fairly expected that
the advantage guzined wijll leed to
eteady progress in the Bnitish cam-
paign, until perhaps a decisive bagtle
will be fought in the vicinity of Bioem-
fontein. The Free State capital was
not fortified at the hcginning of the
war, ard it is not known whether the
federal forces will make a stand in
its outskirts or at some other point on
the line of Fisd Marshal Robents’
advance. There is complete ignorance
here regerding the present disposi-
tions, and enlightenment on this point,
eéspecially concerning Cronje’s’ com-
mandos, is awaited most keenly.

Lord Robents’ despatch staling that
he has reason to believe thiat the Boer
trenches at Mageusfontein have been
abandoned, and that the enemy is
seeking to escape, is the sole indica-
tion that the Boers are still to the
westward of the Brnitish force. The
question, Can Crorje escape? to which
some newspapers offer speculation,
perhaps might be more suitably put,
Has Cronje escaped? Gen:. Roberts’
purpcse clearly is to surround the
enemy ard prevent their retreat, and
the peosition of the British force form-
ing epparently a great semd-circle
from Modder River staiion through
Jacobadal to Kimberley, should ensure
this, unless they amived too late.

The capture of the Boer supplies and
ammunition obviously shiows that the
enemy were to some extent surprised,
but there are certain indications that
the heavy guns at Magarsfontein were
remewved long enough agoe %o prevent
them from falling into British hands,
and teat with them went a, consider-
ahble part of Commandant Cronje’s
army. G2n. Methuen's naval gunners
reporkéd some days ago that the de-
fenders of Magensfontein were carry-
ing out some important movement,
and It is now reported thiat no big gun
was fired at Gan. Methuen's camp for
nearly a wesk. If on the other hand
the guns were not removed, the Boer
loss dn this respect is likely o prove
severe,

The newspaper correspondents do
not add an important fact to the offi-
cial mews. It is stated that sickness
s prevalent among the horses of the
British, and a plentiful supply of re-
miounts will need tio be taken from the
enemy. It transpired that Hannay’s
mission early in the week was Mo cover
a convoy marching towards Ramdam.
A body of about five hundired Boers
with two guns hedd a kopje oommand-
ing 'the valley through which the con-
voy must necessarily pass, and there
was heavy firing throughout Sunday.
The lossss were comparatively slighit,
and the convoy proceeded at night.
The fights at the drifts of the Riet amd
Modder rivers were only small en-
gagements. The Boers stationed there
wene evidently pickets whio were
wintohing for possible British patrols.

LONDON, Feb. 16.—While the house
of commons was in committee on the

Conscription by ballot, he de-
clared, was a combination of press-
gang and roulette, whieh was a very
undigmified way of increasing the
strength which Great Britain had
montgaged in the endeawvor itio be be-
fore her neighbors in every part of the
world. She was now, he concludéd,
reaping the fruits of this policy.

The goverament leader, A. J. Bal-
four, raplied that no amount of effort
could make Lord Salisbury’s s’peech
appear to favor conscription. :Another
speak=r in the house of lords, he as-
serted, had referred to compulsory
service, but he was a former colieague
of - Sir Henry Campbeil-Bannerman.
Mr. Balfour, continuing, safid he would
gladly welcome some practical sug-
gestiton, but had waited wvainly for Sir
Henry to suggest a methiod of meeting

.the heavy military respongibilities.

The speaker congratulated Sir Henry
on escaping the fault which had not
been avoided by some important peo-
ple in the other house. Sir Henry
Campbell-Bannerman had showed no
panic and had not, in tones of trem-
bling emotion, told them the country
was endangered unless it mobilized
the fleet.  He had taken a saner view
of the sitation. Doubtless there was

Dorsey Stanley
worked in Moncton abcut seven years
ago in O’Neil & Crue’s shoe factory.

The letter reads as follows: I suppose
you will be svrprised to h¢ar from me.
I have Leen here in this town about
tvo wesks. We Lad a hot time when
we captured this place. I am with the
3¢th U. 8. Infantry, ard they are a
bot crowd. Eleven of our men were
wcunded yesterday in an engagement,
and we burned two smzil towns and
captured about 30 niggers. We are
now on the firing line, and it is a snap
to He in the trenches uand the sun
boiling down on you, and sometimes
up to your middle in mud and water,
and plug those niggers with cold lead
and hot apple sauce for dessert. I
kave been in the- Philipoines for nearly
two months, and have not been sick a
day since I left Augusta, Me. T like
the'army first rate. This is a nice rich
country, but the Americans have got
to make the niggers stand round. We
have four Chinamen with our regi-
ment carrying ammunition for us to
the lines., I am about as black as any
of the niggers here now—so much in
the boilirg sun. This is a fine fruit
country. We can get cocoanuts amnd
bananas in abundance.

Publie Opinion Wds o;umn to m o

Contingents and That the llnmrsm
Been Very Inconsistent in Their War

OTTAWA, TFeh. 13.—Business did
not get much “forrader’” at yesterday’s
sitting. Most of the day was occu-
pied with questicps, and the whole
1thing was over idn two hours and a
half. Mamy of the questions were an-
swered, but a number stood over be-
carge the mlmmms werg%gt”x
with their replies. . B L\ rei
for papers went mhrmugh but those |
requiring discussion for the most part
remain on the order paper. The more
irportant ones ‘“‘stand at the request
of the government.” Almost. every-
thing so far “stands at the request
of the government,” and the prospect
is that this' staticpary adttitude will
continue for scme days to come. If
the minisfers had known that the
heuse would not debate the address,
but would get ready for business, it
is probable they would mnot have
called parliament tniil March. It is
a very vnready ministry.

Mr. Tarte put in an appearance for
itke first time in sormne days, and seems
to be much improved in health. He
:rrived in time to explain that the
cost of the telegraph li1es built be-
tween Bennett and Dawson by J. B.
Charleson, 2 fniend of bis own and of
the late Mr. Mercier, cost $146,937.. Fe
also explained thait the wire and other
supplies were bought without public
tender, and that for wire only five
rrivate tenders we:e called for, includ-
ing those invited from dry goods mer-
chants. The principal successful ten-
derer was W. G. Charleson, son of
Mr. Charleson, the contractor who
built the line.

Mr. Tarte was also able to answer
2n interesting question put tn him ‘by
Mr. Taylor, the comservative whip.
Mr. Taylor wented to know whether
the president of the Montreal confer-
ence of the Methodist church in Can-/
ada had not communicated with Mr.
Tarte, demanding an sapolcgy and re-
traction. It will be remembered that
last year Mr. Tarte discussed the
question of the Fox Bay settlers, Am-
ticosti, who had been evicted by Mr.
Menier, the cwner of that island. Mr.
Merier has become a millionaire by
the manufacture of chocolate, and he
was accused of exercising cruelty to-
ward the settlers, who do not happen
to be opulent. Mr. Tarte went down
o Anticcsti, and was entertained with
oriental magnificerce by the governor
of the island. He came back im-
rressed with the id2a that the people
of Fox Bay did not amount to much,
and with the conviction that Mr. Men-
ier amounted to a great deal. By ‘‘this
vision splendid, on his way attended,”
Mr. Tarte came with the following
statement in the house: “Everybody
“who lives in the province of Quebec
“ l\nows that nearly all those who live

‘ca  that islend are professional
‘“wreckers, reople who deceive a.-cap-
‘“tain of a ship in order that ths ves-
“sel might be wrecked, that they
‘“might steal everything that is on
*“hoard.” Now it happens that the
people 'in question, theugh they do not
speak 1he same , langrege as Mr.
Terte, and are therefore naturally
open to his suspicion, do not like to
be called thieves and wreckers, and
consequently murderers. They _are
mostly devout members of the Meth-
odist church, who try to meake an
horest living by fisking and such other
industries as are open to them,: and
have a weakness for the home from
which they are driven.

This is now _jt happened that their
represantative who was pressing their
claim, and the Methoiist miissionary,
who knew them best, brought the mat-
ter before a larger public. The Meth-
odist conference comcluded that even
a minister of public works should not
be allowed to maliga the smallest and
roorest congregation in the land. It
came about that Mr. Tarte was invit~
ed to retract and apologise. Long
before this he had bean shown the
error of his statement, but he could
afford to disregard the opinions amd
feelings of the few mersons directly
concerned. Mhey were few and weak
and ‘their voting strength was slighit.
It was a different istory ‘when such a
large and powerful organization as
the Methodist church took hold of the
mvttar. ‘Wherefore when Mr. Taylor
asked whether Mr. ‘Tarte had made
his apology, the minister replied thiat
the affiair was parsonal to himself, but
that he took great pleasure in saying
that he had rsason to hope that the
i isundenstanding had been explained
away. ‘“Statemenits lately put before
me have convinced me that I was un-
wittingly unjust towards the Fox Bay
settlens, and I thave written to that
effect to their representatives.”

Last weesk Mr. Clarke Wallace had
a little altercation with this same Mr.

Mr. Wallace was showing how
the Greenway government made such
a good run in Davphin constituency.
He attributed d1he stccess largely to
Mackerzie and Mann, who are build-
ing a subsidized road in that district.
Mr. Whallace says that in two days 604
names were added to the voters’ list
in Dauphin, and that, by a singular
coincidence, exactly the same 604 men
were on the pay list of Mackenzie and
Mann.

One of the sad men in the chamber
is Mr. Dobell, who is now entirely in
despair about his bottle-recked ships.
The fast line which figured in succes-
sive programmes of this government
has now disappeared altcgether. It
wase only three years ago that all the
ministers were becesting that they had
the whole thing arranged mich better
end much cheaper than the late gov-
ernment. But the Petersen and Tate
scheme, in spite of careful nursing and
various reconstructions, has - passed
into the world of shadow.

OTTAWA, Feb. 14.—Monday was
soldiers’ day in the house. War mat-
ters was discussed on two - motions.
The first was a motion for adjourn-
ment made by Col. Prior for the pur-
pose of discussing the departure - of
Gemeral Hutton. The other was Mr.
Fielding’s resolution.” to pay two mil-
lion dollars in connection with the war
in Africa. Col. Prior 6id not intend to
1eise a debate, but the effect of his
short epeech was to expose pretty fully
the relations between Gen. Hutton and
the government. *

The colonel from British Columbia is
an ardent militia. man, and had no ma-
licious designs, and not even any party:
motives, in hringing forwardethe ques-
tion. He wanted to say a good word
for General Hutton on the eve of his
departure, and whas enxicus particu-
larly to express the view ‘that he should
ke replaced by an imperial officer. He
suggested that probably there had
been sorce friction between the gen-
eral and the minister as there ™hiad
been betwean the gereral and Col
Hughes, hbut insisted that even this oc-

casional trouble was much better than:

to have a partisan appointment of a
Camadian officer, without experience ih
oigerization and without training in
e _larger imperial service. He knew it
was the opinion of the countiry gener-
ally that Gen. Huttcn had set a high
standard and had patienily and zeal-
ocusly striven to attain it, and he wish-
ed to express his own vegret that the
commiander was departing at a time
when his services seemed to be most
needed, and after so short a péried of
service.

The premi¢r admitted that Gen. Hut-
ton ‘‘has done in ecme respects good
service.” That is the mest that any
minister had to say for the general,
<hough thiree of them spoke, includihg
‘the minister of militin.. Sir ‘Wilfrid

'sghould be allowed to lm.ve' the country
without having his behavior discussed
| in the house. With this  view Sir
Charles Tupper agreed, especially as
‘the papers were rwot brought down, and
the discussion must necemanly be

% ;
memt, end he hoped 'thaat the govem-
ment would not try to evade the law
requiring such qualifications. _ Col.
Tisdale thinks that there is. now
bas been under other govérnments
much. politics 4n the militia. adminis-
tration, but he believes that if a min-
ister of :nilitia would have the back-
bone ‘to viandsh politics frei ithe mili-
tary side of his werk for two years
he would make a great reputation.
What was wanted was freedorn from
political influence, and an exact diyis-
ion ‘of nowers between the minister
end the commander, neither in.trlng‘.lng
on the rights of the other:

So far the ‘dfiecussion'had gone on
calmily. <Col. Domville took the fleor
and gave it a new turn.. It evidently
was not his intention to. allow 'Gen.
Hutton . to leave the country without
knowing the worst that Col. Domvifle
could say about him. “There are peo-
ple here who would ‘like to see Gen.
Hutton step out mot only quietly but
quickly,” he said. “d'he gress says he
goes under a cloud, and it doesn’tisay
that he goes with the ' good wishes of
the country.” The colonel went on'‘to
say that the case of Col. Hughes!was

‘@ot the worst one' he could bring up.

He had a Van Wagner vase, which
was far worse. The member for Kings
went on to accuse Gen. Hutton of de-
teption. He ¢laimed to have! been or-
tered to go ‘to Africa, but, said Col.
Domville, “he has not got an appoint-
ment yvet. The excuse that he is need-
ed in® Africa is rot true.” €ol. Dom-
ville went on to repeat that the gen-
eral consensus of opicion in Canada
was against the general, ¢rnd that no-
body was sorry he was going.

There were murmurs of dissent, and
r«ne of them came from the ministers,
and then Col. Dcmyille turned to Gen.
Hutton’s récord. He said ‘he bad get
into trouble in.New South Wales, and
had never held one position long any-
v-here. He was two months in one job,
five in another, seven tn another, six
in another, and only cne ‘in another.
In fact he had done better hers tham
elsewhere, for he hiad stayed 17 months.
“We are not going to have generals
ceming here turning every . minister
down,” said Col. Dormyville. - *They do
not ccme here to Gictate to the wholz
country.” He hoped we weould never
have another dmperial officer, for,
though he was not pro-Boer, he would
prefer a. Boer general to one of those
from England, that nation of whom
Napcleon £2id that her- troops were
lions commanded by asses. But if any
one did come, he wanted a proviso put
in his appointment that when he got
here he must bebave himself. We
wanted tham to serve the country, not
to criticize it.

After Dr. Sproule had suggested that
there was some personal trouble with
Col. Domville, and 'that Gen. Hutton
had been the right mamn in the right
place, and that polities was the bottom
of this difficulty; ard after Sir Adolphe
Caron had explained that General Hut-
ton had a very high reputation in Eng-
land, having been promcted there so
rapidly ‘that his time of service in any
cne position was short; after Mr. Me-
Neill had expressed his opinion strong-
ly in favor of Gen. Hutton and inti-
mated that thée general could afford to
have the bad opinion of @ member of
rarliament who preferred a. Boer to an
English eofficer, and had’pointed out
that thé dismissal of Gen. Hutton had
been threatened ‘by Mr. Tarte’s La
Patrie on the day after Gen. Hutton
had ‘announced that Canada was ready’
to send a thousand troops or even 50,-

000 to Africa if they shculd be needed,’

the nminister of militia found his feet.
Before that Mmr. Osler and Mr. Mc-

Carthy had ‘spcken highly of Gen.

Huttcn, and Mr. MicNeill bad asked
whether the mirister of militia had no

word to say in favor of his late com-

rade. Evervbody waitéd to see what
testimony Dr. Borden would offer after
the furious attack made by his cwn
supporter. - Dr. Borden managed o
discuss himself at some length and to
declere that he had steered clear of
political influence altogether. - It had
not guided him in the selection of of-
ficers for the contingent, nor in ‘the
organization of battalicns in- the mili-
tia. In order to prove this the min-
ister stated that he had once appealed
to a whole meating of officers to know
whether it were not true that he had
kept party politics cut of the force,
and none of them had dissented from
his statement. The exceeding naivete
f this argument shows how innocent
a man Dr. Borden is. No ome els2
would have expected that any colonels
who knew of anything partisan would
spring to their feet at that gathering
and discuss the guestion. Dr. Bewrden
intimated that the zovernment would
take power to aapf,eint a commander
vho wes not an impenatl officer, and
thén sat down, without even rinting
that Col. Domville’s attack upon Gen.

Soon after he had been brought im
the prisoner was asked if he hagd se-
cured or intended to secure counsel.
There was some little talk over this
question between the officials and the
prisoner. The former had understood
that he would waive examination, and
both District Attormey Dyer and Com-
missioner Bradley aiso advised him
that he engage coumsel. Maxwell ex-
plained that he had had counsel fiol-
lowing his arrest in St. John, and he
prasumad that he would hbhave the
same aittorneys during the trial in this
city.

Final-
ly the prisoner expressed a desire that
he might secure an attorney, and then
William R. Anthoine was sent for.
Then after Mr. Anthoine hiad confer-
red with Maxwell for a few minutes
the prisoner deciisd Yo walive a hear-
ing and emter a plea of not guilty.

History of the Transition from Days o
Hand Composition—An Old-Time Printer
Reviews. the Situation in an In-
teresting- Manner.

Only a few days before the recent death
of Ottmar Mergenthaler, pioneer inventor
of the composing machine that bears his
rame, and which is among the most re-
markatle inventicns. of modern times, the
American Inventor, of Washington, printed
the subinined article. In substance, it is
the talk of an old-time printer, who, after
remarking the revolution wrought by the
pcrfecging of a machine to supplant hand
wo‘rk in composition,.goes on.to say:

. ‘““What about the good old days? They
have gone from the cities forever. You can
find the tramp printer onee in a while out
in the little towns, where they still set tyne
by hand, but they are different from the old
gang that went about. the ccuntry, sure of
all they wanted to eat at a. moment’s. notice,
and a good job for the asking. But_ the
glgmor has: gone from. the business.

‘In the old days a good printer could get
a job at any time. Men: were always. quit-
ting and going about, the same as he. The
forces were larger, and one man wasn’t
missed so much as he is now. The typos
developed a roving: hahit that was equalled
only by the gypsies.

“Of course a good many of the boys lost

.tkeir jobs when the machines came,. espesial-

ly the older ones. I see some of them once
in a while. One is a street-paver, anothe:
is a conductor on a, street-car, and’ the
cthers are scattered abeut, doing something
that makes them look. out. for the futur
mere than they did in old times

‘‘Before the machines  were put in the man
who.set 1,000 ems an hour was considered us
making. a good, average. Heads, leads and
slugs were counted in his day’s work, and
he was given every chance to fatten his
average. Now the machine operator has t
set about 5,000 ems- an hour, and' they arc
all solid lines. But the printers have no
reasen. to kick. On a morning paper they
used to have to come to work at 1 o’clock
in the afternoon and' distribute the type.
After getting through with this, they would
g0 home for a while. They then came back
atv7 o'clock, and set type until. morning.”

*"Now the men come to, work at 7, andi
work until 5 o’clock, and they get the same
money that they used to: get for working
from ten to thirteen hours. Tha great ad
vantage to the printer has been that he has
had’ his hours of labor shortened, and his
wages have not been decreaszd:

“Bunt tnere have been. other advantages to
the printer also. THe introduction of thes:
machines has to a large extent been respon-
sible for reforming: him. He has to keep
regular habits. The three weeks’ spree has
to.be cnt out. Jubs are not so easy to find,
buf; they are easy to keep if a man is sober
and industrious. The compesing room force
has to be better organized.

“Twenty years ago no one could have
made a printer believe that the present state
of affairs would’ ever come to pass. - Mergen-
thaler got his first patent im 1874; he got
another in 1881, and others im 1885, 188¢,
1891, and so on. But the machinmes were stiil
in the cxperimental stage, ard while the 1n-
ventor succeeded in placing them in several
offices, they were thrown out as being de-
ficient in many ways. The typos were jubi-
lant. I remember when we first heard that
a watchmaker in Baltimore had invented
and was perfecting a typesetting machine.

LONDON, Feb. 20.—A despatch to
the Daily Muail from Lorenzo Marquez,
dated Monday, says: S

“According to advices from Pre-
toria, the Boers are expecticg a big
battle on the Tugala. They claim that
70 of the Wiltshires were killed  at
Colegberg amd that thirty wagons,
with : forage and provisicns, were cap-
tured, but no ammunition. They thus
describe the fighting at Kimberley:

“The British came through Blaun-
bsnk and attacked in two columns.
While the Boers were busily engaged
with Lord Roberts, Gen. French, with
2,000 cayalry and six guns, succeeded
in breaking through the Boer lines.
The Boers did not teriously oppose
Gen. Frerch’'s advance, but confined
their efforts' to preventing the provis-
ions getting throvgh.

CRONJE INTERCERTED.

MODDER RIVER, Feb. 18, 9.30 p.
m.—Gen. Kelly-Kenny has intercept-
ed Commandant Cronje, who was has-
tening to Bloemfontein from Magers-
fontein, near Klip Drift, and has cap-
tured seventy-eight of the enemy’s
wagcrs. The Boers moved very rap-
idly from Magersfontein to Randha-
vel, frcm which place a force was di-
rected to make a defence, but it is
row evacuated and the road to Kim-
berley is clear.

When Jacobsdal was entered, your
correspondent visited the German vol-
unte<rs’ hospital, which he found
lighted with eleotricity. TYre senior
physician, Dr. Koetner, was perform-
irg a difficult creration. Already
many similar opzrations hed been suc-
cessfully performed. The correspon-
dent was very courteously recejved.
He conversed with the Boer who had
chiarge of -a. mounted gun at Koodoes-
berg, and who had been wounded in
the lungs by a shrapnel shell. He
said that his gun had been dismounted
by the British fire. He admitted that
the Boer loss was heavier than the
British and said that the Boers must
rcw stiffen their backs.
