I have seen her since last 
March. She told me she was going to 
be married to Howard Camp. She had 
been complaining of being out of sorts 
all the fall. I did not know what was 
the matter with ■ her during the two 
days previous to the time Dr. Roberts 
was called. On Wednesday, the 13th, 
Mrs. Clarke told me to go and get Dr. 
Roberts, who said he would come as 
soon as possible. He said he thought 
she had congestion, and left a prescrip­
tion to be filled. Mrs. Clarke asked 
me to go again on Saturday- He gave 
me ■ a prescription, and Mrs. Clarke 
went later in the evening. During 
Saturday evening she seemed to be in 
great pain. While I was witii her she 
did not sleep. I was not present at the 
operation on Sunday. Dr. Roberts said 
she had got cold and an operation 
would. be necessary to save her life. 
She lamented a good deal.

“After the operation she seemed 
easier. She was conscious until about 
an hour after her death. I did not 
know until after her death what was 
the matter with her.

Dr. G. A. B. Addy sworn: *
“I performed a post-mortem examin­

I 
found the heart normal, but the lungs 
were in a diseased condition and a 
microscopic examination revealed the 
presence of tubercular bacilli. The 
bowels were collapsed and the uterus 
soft, enlarged and flatulous, but there 
was no evidence of instrumentai vio­
lence. I thifik the cause of death was 
blood poisoning. The weak condition 
of the patient would render her very 
susceptible to the absorption of poison 
from the diseased organs. I found-evl- 
dences of recent pregnancy. A skill­
ful operator could introduce an instru­
ment into the organ and turn It 
around without leaving ' any evidence 
of its introduction. The therapeutic 
effect of ergot is to bring about uterine 
contraction. Without inserumental in­
terference it would be necessary to 
take it in large quantities, and then 
it is not certain that a miscarriage 
would result. The majority of experts 
in procuring abortions use instru­
ments."

Burpee E. Brown, druggist, was then 
sworn : “I am familiar with the sig­
nature of nearly all the practitioners 
in the city.”

FREDERICTON, N. B., Dec. 4,— 
The special sewerage committee of the 
city council at the meeting this after­
noon recommended to the council that 
they be given power to call for tenders 
for the construction of a modern sew­
erage system for the city. 1

At this meeting and also In the even­
ing at the meeting of the committee, 
F. A. Barbour, C. E., produced plans 
on which construction can be com­
menced at any time. The plans are 
most complete and business-like in 
every particular and estimates the 
complete total cost at 191,106.20, the 
city to supply all material such as pip­
ing, machinery, etc.

In the plans allowance Is made for all 
of the city proper and any likely 
growth. Former estimates allowed for 
43,000 feet of piping, but Mr. Bar- 
boiir’s estimates are for 45 per cent; 
more piping, or 58,000 feet.

It is proposed to have all the sewers 
empty into a main sewer on Bruns­
wick street and flow to the outlet near 
the foot of Lansdowne street. There 
would also be necessary a pumping sta­
tion to run about forty days of the 
year with an automatic electric motor 
controlled by a check valve which 
would work when high water checked 
material flow. The deepest cut would 
be fifteen and a fraction feet deep and 
summits are to be five and six feet 
deep. Piping for main ranges from ten 
to eighteen inches in size while others 
will be six Inch pipes.

Engineer Barbour Is of the opinion 
.that the work can be completed in one 
season by a capable contractor with a 
staff of 150 to 180 men. In this event 
tenders will probably be called for 
soon and the contract let in time for 
the contractor to start work in the ear-

LOIS THOMPSON OF WELSFORD.

Yesterday morning. Lois Margaret 
Patience Thompson, daughter of Wil­
liam and Blanche Thompson, of Wels- 
ford, died in the General Public Hos­
pital of peritonitis following an opera­
tion for appendicitis. She was only flOe- 
years, four months and seventeen days 
old. She was brought to the city to the 
hospital a week ago last Friday, was 
operated on the same day, and seemed 
to be recovering nicely till last Friday, 
when she grew weaker, and gradually 
sank.

She was a particularly bright little 
girl. Her parents, who formerly lived in 
this city, will have the sincere sympa­
thy of all who knew them. The funeral 
will take place Tuesday afternoon at 
2.80 from the residence of S. T. Seeds, 
259 Germain street.

•PHILADELPHIA, Pa., Dec. L—Two 
men were killed and about a dozen oth­
ers were injured in the wreck of the 
Philadelphia express on the Central 
railroad of New Jersey last night near 
Penn Haven Junction, about 100 miles 
north of Philadelphia. The dead are 
Fireman Rupert, of Mauch Chunk, Pa.; 
and- an extra engineer named Detroy, 
who was riding home on the locomotive. 
Nine of the injured were taken to St. 
Luke’s Hospital at' South Bethlehem, 
Pa., about 40 milAs south of the scene 
of the wreck.

The accident occurred a short dis­
tance above Penn Haven Junction. Ac­
cording to the story told by Engineer 
Willis, the locomotive of the express 
left the rails as it struck a sharp curve. 
The engine, followed by a combination 
baggage and smoking car and a- day 
coach, jumped across the north-bound 
track and 
the tracks of the Lehigh Valley rail­
road, which parallels the Jersey Cen­
tral railroad at this point. The coup­
ling broke on the Pullman car, the only 
other car on the train, and the car ran 
down the track for some distance. The 
coaches that went over the embank­
ment were badly wrecked, and it is 
considered remarkable that none of the 
passengers lost their lives. Penn Haven 
Junction at night is out of direct com­
munication, and It was some time be­
fore the accident became known at 
Mauch Chunk. A relief train was im­
mediately sent to the scene, and by the 
time it arrived all the injured had been 
taken from the wreckage and placed 
in the warm Pullman car, awaiting re­
moval to the hospital. It was 2.30 a. 
m. before the victims arrived at South 
Bethleherft. Eight of the uninjured 
passengers arrived in Philadelphia at 4 
o'clock this morning.

Owing to the location of Penp Haven 
Junction, early information of* the ac­
cident was meagre, and it was at first 
reported that many persons had been 
killed. Telephone and telegraph offices 
were closed and several hours elapsed 
before definite information of the extent 
of the accident could be learned.

He 
was a special envoy from Korea to 
Queen Victoria’s Jubilee and the cor­
onation of Rmperor Nicholas II. of 
Russia. He was also formerly Korean 
minister to the United States succeed­
ing Chin Pom Ye, when the latter, was 
transferred to Russia. Within the last 
few days Min Yohg Whal headed a 
body of 200 officers, who gathered first 
at the palace and later at the supreme 
court»-to protest against the Japanese 
protectorate. The emperor ordered 
them to leave both places and disperse.

Realizing the hopelessness of his 
course, Min Yong Whan went early this 
morning to the house of an old retain- 
er and. cut his own throat. He was 
popular with foreigners and natives, 
and his suicide has greatly affected lo­
cal sentiment.

The motive and design 
underlying the scheme were made 
manifest by the speeches of Sir Wilfrid 
Laurier and Hon. R. W. Scott, secre­
tary of state, made In support of the

LAURIERS FERVID ELOQUENCE.

ЙІГ Wilfrid Laurier,, in introducing 
the bill, said: “We live by the side of 
a . nation, a great nation, a nation for 
which I have the greatest admiration, 
but whose example I would not take 
In everything. In whose schools, for 
fear that Christian dogmas In which 
all do not believe might be tàught, 
Christian morals are not taught. When 
I compare these' two countries, when I 
compare Canada with the United

with a capital of $50.600, all subscribed 
by Cumberland people, of which 20 per 
cent, was paid up, had over seventy 
miles of line, extending from Amherst 
to Oxford, Amherst to North Port, 
thence to Pugwash, and Amherst to 
Tignish and Amherst Shore. It had 
about 380 telephones In use at a charge 
of $12 a year each. The property sold 
Included a quantity of wire, a numbqr 
of insulators and all the tools used in 
construction work. After the company 
had expended $19,600, while" only $10,000 
of capital was available, it had to go 
into liquidation. " The bidding’ ftiitiiy 
was started by J. H. Winfield, mana­
ger of the N. S. Telephone Company, at 
$8,000, and ho dropped out after $10,000 
had been bid by A N. Moffatt. C. R. 
Smith went to $10,200, W. H. Tennant 
$13,000, J. N. Fàge $12,500. It is said 
the N. S. company did not intend to 
retain the line, but to use the material. 
It is understood that a strong company 
of local men will be fronted and con­
duct the business, for which the pros­
pects are believed tô be excellent.

The Jury reported that he was not 
guilty and found that he had not act­
ed with a settled purpose to protect 
and screen Mrs. Mary S. Dean or any 
other person who may have committed 
a criminel operation upon Miss Susan 
Geary, the little dancer of the Shep­
herd Killer theatrical company.

“The operation (which witness des­
cribed) occupied about two hours. I 
did everything that durgical skill could 
suggest, fn that operation. I think I 
surprised myself. All possible was 
done for the patient’s benefit. Her pulse 
remained at about 90, and before I 
went away I had a general talk with 
tier, asking how she felt, etc. Then I 
went downstairs and had a cup of cof­
fee, leaving Dr. Pettee with the pat­
ient. I came back to the house at 
night and found the patient’s pulse 72 
and temperature normal. Her condi­
tion was very favorable.’’

Dr. McLeod testified that he saw the 
patient tile following morning afid 
night (Friday), also Saturday 
lng. At each time she showed 
favorable symptoms.

“On Saturday morning,” the witness 
said, "Wer condition wAs excellent and 
Saturday night she was feeling excep­
tionally well. Üp te this time she had 
not taken any food through her mouth. 
On Sunday morning her condition was 
so excellent that I told the nurse I 
would not call Monday morning unless 
my services were necessary.

“Every time I saw the -patient I felt 
quite sure she Would get well. I felt 
that there was only a remote chance 
against her. There are many possibili­
ties In a case ef this kind, but every­
thing was in her firver. If a patient 
has gene forty-eight hours and her 
towels have moved, it Is almost an 
assured success.”

Dr. McLeod testified that he was call­
ed up on the telephone by the nurse 
on Sunday night, and that he prescrib­
ed for the patient.

“She did not aek me to go out. She 
teld me the patient was normal,’’ the 
doctor said. “There was a slight nau­
sea, but this without a change of pulse 
Is not important as a rule.”

“Monday morning about- five o’clock 
I was summoned. I had to walk out. 
There were no oftrs. When I got there 
I found three or four very bad things. 
There was a change In the pulse and 
the respiration, and an examination of 
the incision showed signs ef peritonitis. 
I concluded that the patient was dying 
and could not last more than twenty- 
four or forty-eight hours. I talked to 
the nurse about it, and also told Mrs. 
Dana of the girl’s condition, suggest­
ing to her that she should notify the 
girl’s people at once.

“I went to the house on Monday 
morning. The girl’s pulse was weak; 
her temperature was sub-normal and 
her respiration rapid. I did everything 
I could for her,‘and called again on 
Monday night. I asked Mrs. Dana or 
Dean whether she had notified the 
girl’s people. She said she had been 
to see the giryp mother and that they 
were very anxious to keep the thing 
quiet.

“At no time on Sept. *19th was I at

COTTON FROM PHOOIARA 
IN BRITISH MARKET

(Special to the Star.)
LONDON, Dec. 2.—Further consign­

ments of cotton from Rodesia have 
reached Liverpool and like the first few 
bales which arrived six weeks ago, they 
have been pronounced to be of good 
staple, fine and strong. TO a great ex­
tent the balancing of future cotton mar­
kets appears to depend upon the qual­
ity of the Rhodesian cotton. Charles 
Wolsenholme, of Messrs. Wolsenholme 
ft Holland, who has been testing the 
cotton on behalf of the British Cbtton 
Growing Association has the utmost 
faith in the possibilities of Rhodesia as 
à cotton producing centre.

According to information received bÿ 
the British Cotton Growing Associa­
tion, Rhodesia can produce 250,0<M> bales 
per year which Is considered sufficient 
to steady the world’s market and to 
protect the British cotton Industry 
from speculations which, of recent 
years, have hampered It.
