Tan third annual convention of the W.

All sucoess to
the W. C.T. U. Godbe thanked for the
stand taken by other bodies of Christians
on the nght side of this great question.

tary Windom was born and brought up
on & farm in Obio, his father having been
one of the pioneer settlers of that State.
