In no other manner ¢can we hope to
bring to the desired end the present
epidemic of national brigandage with
which Germany has been affected.

It also arranged for the appointment
of sub-committees to secure informa-
tion in the municipalities of the prov-
ince. The purpose of the provincial
commission is primarily to secure in-
formation as to opportunities for the
returned soldiers. There may be
many of those who come back who
will be unable to return to their form-
er employment and for such special
opportunities must be provided.
Others again will require care and
attention until they are once more able
to support themselves and their fami-
lies; these also must be the subject
of tender attention.
There will be a disposition as far
as possible to provide returned sol-
diers witihy public work and any move-
ment in that direction will be favor
ably received. But it is not to be ex-
pected that public positions can be
found for .all. Also it will probably
be found that many of the soldiers
can be settled on the land. For these
New Brunswick offers splendid oppor

tunities.
In many cases, however, it will be
necessary to arrange for returned sol

diers to receive vocational training to
fit them for positions different from
those they occupied prior to donning
the King’s uniform. For such as these
the commission will secure all possi-
ble information as to opportunities,
ete,, working always with the view of
placing the men where they can work
to the best advantage. The progress
of the undertaking will be watched
with interest ag it represents one of
the many new problems with which
federal, provincial and municipal gov-
ernments in Canada will have to grap-
ple as the result of this counitry’s glo-
rious participation in the Empire war.
One thing is sure, the returned sol-
dier who has fought for the freedom

I appreciate the
company’s action in removing poles
and wires from some of the streets.
But that is no reason why 1 should
favor the erection of poles in a fire
hazard district. In the district three
deckers exist and there is danger to
life from wires should a serious fire
break out.”
Commissioner Potts spoke of the
wires on Dock street which, he said,
prevent ladders from being raised. “I
have looked into the situation in the
district referred to in the petition and
it is the recommendation of the De-
partment of Public Works that the
petition be granted.”

The prices pald by the city for
some years have beemn from $1.00 to
$1.10 per foot, and I do not know of
the question ever beilng asked, what
the jobbers were paying for the hose
they were offering for sale. Hach job-
ber placing his particular line or lines
of hose in competition at a price. The
Titan which was in competition with
others, when first purchased, had giv-
en good satisfaction and this year
more hose being necesg@ry, two brands
were purchased, one: at $1.00 and
Titan at $1.05 per foot, the extra cost
of Titan being on account of the war
tax. The questicn is mot what is the
jobber paying for his hose? but, is the
city receiving value for its money?
when the prices for other brands
which compare with it are $1.05 and
$1.10,

“In support of my judgment as to
comparison, I am possessed of the
information, that the Titan brand com.

The firm of Hon. Charles Russell,
legal advisers for the Quebec govern-
ment in London, have been instracted
by Mr. Pelletier, agent general of the
province of Quebge, to undertake the
defence of' Lieut. Coderre, and a mem.
ber of the firm has gone to Whitehall
to see the lleutenant and make an in-
vestigation of the case.

The killing of Serst. Ozanne was
done in a most brutal manner, the
body being slashed by a knife in such
a way as to indicate that the slayer
was in a mad state of frenzy. The
deed must have been committed by a
powerful man, and doubt is expressed
if a man of Lieut, Coderre's stature
could unaided, have mastered the
sergeant in a struggle. The lieuten-
ant is a short, wiry man, but not of
great strength. He told the police
after his arrest that they had :ested
suspicion on the wrong man, but he
did not lunt any infor
which would aid the police in solving
the mystery.
