U. S. Ambassador
France Makes
Proposals

CREDIT SOCIETIES

Co-operative Organizations in|
Rural Districts Supported by
Banks Part of the Plan —
Modelled on European Sys-
tem.

Paris, Sept, 21.—Sweeping recom
mendations for; legislation designed to
help the development of a rfeulture
in the United States are contained
in an elaborate report forwarded to
Washington, D, C., by the American|
ambassador Myron T. Herrick, who
hag completed an exhaustive investi
gation of the systems of agricultural
credit facilities which are now in oper-
ation in Europe.The ambassador wrote
the document after recelving reports
from other American diplomatic re
presentatives in Europe and confer
ring with others, Ambassador Her
rick has been assisted by a commis
sion which reached here from the
United States in July.

The ambassador's report recom
mends the adoption by the United
States of the Riefliessen system ol
agricultural co-operative credit socie
ties. This system has been particular
ly wccessful in Germany where its
operation represents half the business
of the commercial banks, It includes
organizations composed of small co-
operative societies and whereby farm-
erg are able to borrow money for a
short time on their collective guaran-
tees, These socleties have become the
nucleus of a series of central co-
operative banks,

General Committee Urged

The report also recommends that
persons interested in the welfare of
the farmer should form a general com-
mittee to direct in a proper way a
movement for the loaning of money to
farmers for a longer period at lower
rates than they can mow obtain. The
report urges the president to place
the matter before the people, and sug-
gests the holding of state conventions,
to be followed by a national conven-
tion at which a permanent committee
should be appointed,

In this way the people would grad-
ually become educated to realizing the
necessity of adopting uniform state
laws authorizing the establishment of
new banking credit institutions whose
sole purpese would be to loan money
to farmers under conditions which
would permit the complete wipfng
out of the loan ‘through the payment
of interest over & long period. This
is the essence of the European ge
tem, These credit banks would be com-
plémentary to the co-operative loan
societies, which the ambassador fav-
ors as a first step in the financial re-
lief of farmers.

As in the case of ceoperative so-
cleties, these mew Joan institutions in
the various states would necessitate

establishment of credit banks in
the ‘large commercial centres. These
central banks ceuld handle the secur-
ities of the state loan institutions and
sell them in the international market.
Such banks have a better prestige
if pessessed of a federa] character and
the report recommends the enact-
ment of legislation to that effect,

The d;sire of Mr. Matthew Lodge, as expressed in a
recent interview in Montreal, to see the Intercolonial
Railway handed over to omne of the transcontinental
lines will not commend itself to the pegple of the Mari-
time Provinces The president of the Moncton Board
of Trade seems to have changed his views with some
suddenness now that the road is becoming & good busi-
ness proposition. Years ago when the financial position
of the Intercolonial was anything but good, Mr. Lodge
had uo such desire as he now expresses. He was not
then president of the Moncton Board of Trade, but a
close friend of the Minlster of Railways of the day and
is reported to have enjoyed the favor of Mr. Emmerson in
some practical ways.

Mr. Lodge should know better than most people
whether or not politics is the curse of the Intercolonial.
In so declaring he made the mistake of speaking of the
present instead of the past Politics is not a curse to
the railway today. As a matter of fact there is less of
political management than at any period in the road’s
history. Mr. Graham, when Minister of Railways, did
much to eliminate political interference in regard to I.
(. R. operation, and Mr. Cochrane is continuing along
the same lines of progressive administration.

The Intercolonial is paying its way, and its surplus
is being devoted towards improvements and.additions to
rolling stock. It gives an excellent service to the peo-
ple of Canada, and so long as it continues to be operated
as it has been during the past year, the people will be well
satisfled The earnings of the Intercolonial during the
past six months have made a record. Why dispose of
it when it is doing well?

ARMY RESERVE MEN FOR CANADA.
Under an arrangement between the British and the
| Canadian Gevernments special army reserve men may
| now emigrate from the United Kingdom to this country
It is hoped, and expected, says the Toronto Mail and Em-
pire, that this relaxation of army regulations will be
wholly for the advantage of all concerned. It will in-
volve no loss of defensive power for the Mother Country,
for, though reserveg come to Canada, they will still be at
the call of the War Office, and the Canadian Government
will do whatever is necessary te enable the men to ans
wer the summons,

To Canada the coming of such men will generally be
4 gain, for, as a rule, the men on the special reserve
are qualified and disposed to earn their living at some
useful work. Further, such men are ready-made citiz
ens, prepared to do thelr duty as soldiers if necessary.
H:u' Canada it is highly important that the increasing
volume of immigration from foreign countries should
4s nearly as possible be balanced by immigration from
the British Isles, The permitting of the special reserve
men to come to Canada is likely to add materially to the
numbers of our British immigrants and to raise the
standard of the quality,

For the reservists themselves the change should be
a gain. There are doubtless many honest and capable
men who have difficulty in making a living in the Old
Country, and are prevented from sharing the opportun-
ities of this country because, as special army reserve
men, they had to remain at home, Here they will now
have a chance to make a living and bring up théeir ehil-
dren to be good Canadians in every sense of the word.

As Sir Edward Carson progresses
through Ulster towards the culminat-
ing point at Belfast, he is received as
though a conquering hero. At every
place, large or small, farmers and
workmen, women and children, crowd
in thousands, many from far distances
to shout “No Home Rule” to wave
the Union Jack-—sometimes crossed
with a bar of orange—and above all
to sing God Save the King.

When opening the huge demonstra-
tion yesterday at Londonderry, the
historic outpost of Irish Protestant.
ism, Bishop Derry declared:

“We are here in the sober solemn
consciousness that we are making
history and doing it at our own risk,
and are not afraid.”

Sir Edward Carson followed with
the solemn warning against treachery.
“Let any man who having signed the
pledge fail at the eritical moment be-
ware, He would be the ignoble suc-
cessor of Lundy.”

Wild cheers greeted this reference
{or the treacherous governor of Lon-
donderry, whose effigy is annua'v
burned by Protestants in the north of
Ireland.

As Sir Edward descended from the
train, bugles rang out the general
salute and bands played the national
anthem, On this account the Na-
tionalists make mockery of “Kdward
the Eighth our Lawyer King,” and
sing a parody on popular songs.

“I'm the eighth nefarious Edward.
“I'm Edward the Eighth, I am.”

A Presbyterian Statement.

Armagh, Ireland, Sept. 21.—The
Continuation Committee of the Pres-
byterian Convention held in Belfast
in February has issued a statement
on Home Rule to the Unlonists and
people of that Church in Ireland.
They say that to establish a Dublin
Parliament which would be controlled
by the church which has lately pro-
mulgated in Ireland the Ne Temere
and Motu Proprie decrees—a Parlia-
ment in which Protestants would be
in a helpless minority—is a policy
which threatens religious freedom,
endangers the rights of consclence,
and strikes a deadly blow at the Pro-
testantism of the country.

The statement, which is signed by
Thomas Sinclair, John Young, Sir Wil-
liam Crawford, thé Rev. Dr. 8. Law

A BALACLAVA HERO.

The death of ex-Corporal Spring (or
Pilkington, to give him his real name)
leaves only 12 survivors of the immor-
tal charge at Balaclava, William Hen-
ry Spring enlisted in the Li
Regt., and transferred first to the 17th
Lancers and thence to the 11th Hus-
sars (“Cherrypickers.”) He fought at

Men from his old t car-
ried the body to the grave, and the
salute was fired by members of the
National Reserve.

ON' PROVINGE
FARN AT ONGE

Stables for Horses now Being
Built—Ditching and Fencing
to Start next month on Ex-
perimental Farm.

W. W. Hubbard, who will take up

new Dominion experimental farm at
Fredericton, on the 1st of October
next, was in the city on Saturday and
stated to The Standard that he had
received instructions to begin active
operations on the properties recently
acquired as early as possible,

Stables are now being fitted up for
the horses which will shortly arrive

preparaticn for next year’s crops will
begin as soon as horses and imple-
ments are received at the farm.

It is also proposed to start clearing
land, ditching and fencing in October
and preparations will be made for thy

erection of suitable buildings next
spring. :
While, he sald, the purpose of the

farm was wmainly for research work in
agricultural problems under New
Brunswick conditions, the farm would
undoubtedly be run on a commerclal
scale and would be useful to demon-
strate theé results to be obtained from
the best known farm practice.

The location of the property was
picturesque and the soil and general
conditions typical of the average farm
land of the province,

The farms already bought have a
frontage of about one-third of a mile
on the St. John river and are cross-
ed by the Camadian Pacific Railway
about one mile back. The St, John
Valley Railway also crosses the prop-
erty along the river bank, so that the
fsrm will be easily accessible by both
rail and steamer,

It is probable, he said, that live
stock husbandry will form a leading
feature of the farm and a specialty
will likely be made of potato growing
and the many problems of .improving
the yield, quality and disease resist-
ing powers of the potato plant. Fruit
growing and horticuitural work gen-
erally would also receive a great deal
of attention and it was hoped that
this farm would prove a valuable aid
to agricultural improvement.

He did not think It likely that per-
manent appointments to. the staff of
the farm would be made until the pre
iiminary work of land clearing, build-
ing, etc., was sufficiently advanced to
enable the taking up of the scientific
side of the work and it was determin-
ed definately what investigations
would be undertaken.

NEW ARMED CRUISER.

St. John now has About 130
Automobiles and Auto Trucks,
while fully 700 are Owned
in Province. -~ ¢

One of the greatest signs of the
times as indicative  of. New Bruns-
wick's prosperity today, may be found
in the rapid increase in the number
of automobiles. The rapld expansion
in the motor car and truck business
is surprising when one considers that
a few years ago automobiles were few
in number, and also considering that
nearly a million and a half dollars
is representéd in automobiles.

During the past few. years the in-
crease in the number -of automobiles
awned by people in:the -province has
increased with great. rapidity. Each
year finds the business of the differ-
ent agencies for autos-a-eonsiderable
percentage in advance of the preced-
ing year, and this year dealers report
the most successful of any yet. The
Increase in sales geems to have been
general, and not confined to any parti-
cular class or cost of car. This ap-

plies not only to St. John alone but to
l

the Province. |

During the past season local auto-
mobile dealers report that business
has been exceptionally brisk, and that
{there hagbeen a big increase of sales
over last year. Many of these have
been made to people threughout the
Province,

The sales to residents of this city
have also increased this year, and
many new cars have been brought in.
At present there are over 130 owners
of automobiles or auto trucks in the
city, The prices of these cars have
varied, ranging as .high as $7,000. Of
the high price cars there are at pre-
sent seven or eight, while many of
the cars range in cost from $2,000 to
$4,000. In the cheaper car and in what
is commonly known as the runabout,
the sales have been large, especially
about the city, and this.style of ve-
hicle seems to have acquired great
popularity among motorists.

In addition to passenger cars, the
past season has seen a considerable
rise in favor of the commercial sute,
land several of the mercantile houses
|have fallen in line with the larger
| ties of the United States and. Upper
{ Canada and are substituting the auto
truck for horses. At present there are
nine or ten of these. in.use, and own-
ers report satisfactory results, the
number of hills throughout the city
are hard on borses, whereas the mot-
or truck on account of their speed and
greater capacity, makes them especial-
ly suitable for St. John.

The motor truck is meeting with
favor not only in the towns and cities,
the automobile dealers c¢laim, but have
been sold throughout' the province
gome of which are being used by lum-
ber firms. Sorne
| At present there are tn New Bruns-
wick in the vicinity of 700 automo-
biles. Of this' number 130 are owned
in this ci The price of cars varies
| from $900 to $7,000. The average price|
paid by owners is from $1,500 to $i.-|
500. With an ever-increasing number
of improvements beiig introduced
however, many of the owners desir
ous to have the very latest, often
pay from 00 to $5,000.

While those who sell cars have all
had a good season, dealers in auto-
mobile tires as well as the garages
have also had a good year. In the
matter of tires, demlers report bus-
iness this season shows a big increase
over last year, Inasmuch as the num-
ber of automobile parties coming to
New Brunswick this' year has been
large, a good deaj of money has been
left here for repairs. As St. John was
visited by most of the parties coming
this year, the automobile repair bus-
iness has been brisk.
